1. Be able to define the following terms:
· Gender Gender refers to how we are socialised into particular male or female roles in society.

a. Patriarchy  system where men and masculine bodies dominate because power and authority are in the hands of adult men
b. A Vindication of the Rights of Woman (1792) seen as the first important expression of the demand for women’s equality
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Lesbian baiting is when the media or individuals presume and publicize that a woman without a male partner or who enjoys the company of other women is a lesbian
d. Third-wave Feminism Third Wave feminism which entered in the 1980s and forced white feminists in particular that their view of the world failed to accommodate the more complex oppression of women of colour.
e. Transnational feminism difference between international and transnational conceptions of feminism, and favours the latter
f. Compulsory heterosexuality that heterosexuality, particularly in females, is both assumed and enforced by a patriarchal society. Heterosexuality is then viewed as the natural inclination or obligation by both sexes
g. Ableism discrimination in favor of able-bodied people.
h. Horizontal hostility term used by feminists since the 1970s to describe. infighting, or factionalism, within the women's movement.
Gender swapping The practice or act of assuming a different sex and/or gender identity than one's actual sex and/or gender identity, especially in a virtual setting.
a. Homophobia
b. Internalized oppression is when a member of an oppressed group believes and acts out the stereotypes created about their group
c. Lifestyle feminism Lifestyle feminism is the idea that there are as many kinds of feminism as there are women.
d. Gender socialization process of learning the social expectations and attitudes associated with one's sex.
e. Transgender people experience a mismatch between their gender identity or gender expression and their assigned sex

Genderqueer identify as one or more of the following:
· having an overlap of, or indefinite lines between, gender identity;[2]
· having two or more genders (being bigender, trigender, or pangender);
· having no gender (being agender, nongendered, genderless, genderfree or neutrois);
· moving between genders or having a fluctuating gender identity (genderfluid);[3] or 
· being third gender or other-gendered, a category which includes those who do not place a name to their gender.
f. Tombois "female-bodied individuals who lay claim to the social category 'man'"
g. Androgyny combination of masculine and feminine characteristics.
h. Transvestism practice of dressing and acting in a style or manner traditionally associated with the other sex.
i. Intersexual group of conditions where there is a discrepancy between the external genitals and the internal genitals (the testes and ovaries).
j. Homophobia
k. Sexual scripts ideas of how males and females are supposed to interact with each other, including how each gender should behave in sexual or romantic situations
l. Emotional intimacy aspect of interpersonal relationships that varies in intensity from one relationship to another and varies from one time to another, much like physical intimacy
m. Cult of true womanhood women as pillars of virtue who represented the values of piety, purity, submissiveness, and domesticity.
n. Women’s Christian Temperance Union first mass organization among women devoted to social reform with a program that "linked the religious and the secular through concerted and far-reaching reform strategies based on applied Christianity.
o. Suffragists general term for members of the suffrage movement. The term "suffragette" is particularly associated with activists in the British who were influenced by Russian methods of protest such as hunger strikes.
p. The Famous Five were five Alberta women who asked the Supreme Court of Canada to answer the question, "Does the word 'Persons' in British North America Act, 1867, include female persons?" in the case Edwards v. Canada
q. Simone de Beauvoir was a French writer, intellectual, existentialist philosopher, political activist, feminist and social theorist.
