· A classical myth Is a story that, through its classical form, has attained a kind is immortality because its inherent archetypal beauty, profundity, and power have inspired rewarding renewal and transformation by successive generations.

Historical background of Greek mythology
· Minoans and Mycenaeans of the Greek bronze age
The Minoans
· Sir Arthur Evans 1851-1941
· Found temple of Knossos on Crete
. One if not the largest palace of Greece
· Thought this location could be the inspiration for the myth of the bull of Crete
· He found stones which inspired him to find the palace. He was looking for the seal stones but found the palace
. Found 3 different scripts
. All linear looking
. Linear A (older, language unknown), linear B (derived from A, early form of ancient Greek, used for record keeping, not for stories), Cretan hieroglyphics
· The Minoan hall
. Thought it was the throne room because he assumed this palace had a king/queen
. It have actually had a ritual aspect more than a kingly purpose
2. Some kind of cleansing?
. Recreated by Evans based on wall paintings and his imagination
3. Used rebar and concrete so it can't be undone. He may have done more damage than good, but also that's probably the only reason it is still standing
· Tripartite shrine
Minoan religion
· Knossos and its "priest-king"
· He thought that since there was no temple, perhaps this priest-king did both functions from the palace
· No evidence of warfare, called the people from there peaceful and very religious
· Evans found a pit with ritual objects. He called it the temple repository
· When religious items were too used or broke, they weren't just thrown out, they were buried properly so as not to angry the gods
· Snake goddesses
. Chthonic deities - from the underworld? Underworld because of snakes?
. Buried in the Middle bronze age after an earthquake that would have damaged the temple
· Also found shells with the statues and representations of dresses
. All things associated with Poseidon (bull, shells…), it was also found by the sea (Knossos, Crete)
· The important people shown in art are all women. They are well dressed and important looking in their positions.
. Men are depicted in red and women in white
. Women are more important at least in art
· Many bulls in art and statues, which was inspiration for Evans thinking it was the palace of Minos
· Ritual bull jumping?
The darker side of the Minoans
· They were believed to be a very peaceful people….maybe not
· Anemospilia shrine
· 4 skeletons were found
· Huge clay feet from a cult statue
· Broken pottery
· They would have been in the middle of a sacrifice when an earthquake hit and destroyed the temple
· One man found near the door was probably holding a jug of blood
· A priest/priestess was found holding a sacrifice knife
· A 28 year old with hands and feet bound was the person that was sacrificed
Myth of the Minoan Thalassocracy
· They had very narrow hallways, so when they were attacked, when the enemy would get to the open area, they were coming in two by two and so stood no chance. This means they did not really need much fortification
· Minoans were trading with everyone, especially Egypt, not fighting
Island of Thera
· Important for study of religion in Greece
· Akrotiri on the southern tip of the island
· 18m of ash to dig through to get to artefacts
Communal building - Xeste 3
· Made with big square blocks of stone compared to other surrounding buildings, made of clay
· Seems to have been used for ceremonies
· One of them being for a puberty ritual
. Girls are seen picking plants that were used for curing menstrual cramps, or for abortions, or to colour cloth yellow, which was a colour associated with women - called crocus and saffron
· Shaved hair - young. Short curls - teenage. Long hair - woman
· Art of girls picking flowers and putting them in a basket, from which a monkey is taking them and giving them to a woman. She has snakes and other animals on her person. Earth goddess? Fertility goddess? Pet griffin
Mycenaeans
· First excavator
· Heinrich Schliemann
. He was looking for Agamemnon - you find what you are looking… in theory
. He thought looking through the lion gates would reveal the burial location of Agamemnon and his family, even though people told him that the Greeks never buried their dead inside city walls.
2. He then dug outside the gates and found a rich burial ground and was convinced that it was that of Agamemnon. We now know that those bodies were hundreds of years off fro being Agamemnon
. He found these bodies in a grave circle that was included in the walls. There was also a cult centre dedicated to these people

Herodotus and the nature of mortal life: father of legendary history
King croesus of Lydia
· Tellus the Athenian:
· Cleobis and Biton:
· Put their mother in a cart and ran 7km with her
· Went to rest in a temple after many praise
· Died in their sleep
· Atys and Adrastos:
· Adrastos: he who cannot escape or he who is doomed. Favourite son, heir to the kingdom
· All is going well until a myth that he will die by spear comes to be
· Father hides all weapons in kingdom and will not allow him to go to war and go hunting
· Marries him off so that he will not want to go fight
· Atys: comes from an other kingdom to be purified by the king because he accidently killed his brother
· A massive boar comes into the area and kills people
· Adrastos wants to go, but Atys says he will go for him. His argument is that boars cannot throw spears, so his father lets him go
· Atys throws his spear at the boar but misses and hit Adrastos
· Visit to the Pythia at Delphi:
· She says that if the cross the Halys river he will destroy a great empire…that was what he wanted to hear
· Gets totally destroyed
· Goes back to the oracle and is told that he should have been more precise in his question
· Hubris:
· Extreme pride or self-confidence

· Only for Athenians
· Held at the Parthenon
· One part of it was a horse race
· There was also a chariot race

· One person jumping on and off the chariot to do things

· Depictions of men carrying Hydrias of water and women carrying baskets and Phiale for wine used to pour of the altar
· The women had to be virgins from a prominent family
· Animals: sheep and cattle led by prominent citizens
· The gods are on the east side to watch the ritual/pretend to
· Presentation of the Peplos
. Cloth to put as new garment for statue of Athena - Palladion
1. Cult statue
1. Life size
. Weaved by young women for a year
Parthenon:
· Copy in Tennessee
· For Athena
· Place of Panathenaic festival
The Panathenaic procession:
· Frieze showing the procession around the top of the building inside the portico
· Starts at the sea/port of Athens, through the town/agora, up the acropolis, into Parthenon
 
Myth + art + festival: places athenians in context
The athenian calendar:
· Heortai (heorte, sg.) festivals almost half of the year
· 1st month Hecatombaion - festival in honour of Apollo
· Panathenaic also held then
· Anthesterion spring festival in honour of Dionysos
· Brauronia in honour of Artemis
· Thesmophoria women's festival in honour of Demeter
· 2000 cults existed in Athens with c. 170 annual festivals
Hero cults:
· Sacrifice to gods:
· Blood splashed on altar
· Animal usually white and without blemish
· Gods universal
· Gods act for good or ill from Olympus
· Sacrifice to heroes:
· Blood caught in pit or poured on ground
· Animal dark in colour
· Heroes local
· Heroes act for good or ill from underworld (except Heracles)
Priests and priestesses:
· Some worked in temples all the time
· Some were elected for a certain amount of time: vestal virgins
· They did the sacrificing

· Prophets
· Highest form: blind seers because they have the gift of prophecy

. The blood drops from his castration produce more young

She gets sent to Crete to have the baby, but because Ouranos knew a baby was coming, she gave him a cloth wrapped rock instead of a baby. Zeus was the born baby on Mount Dikte - supposedly in a temple called Petsophas. Raise on Mount Ida? Arcadia true birthplace of Zeus? Basically everyone wants to live where he was born. Kouretes made noise on their shields so that Cronus would not here the child crying or the mother giving birth. Chronus, after swallowing the rock/baby, spit up all the other babies and they were finally free.

He finally lets him, but makes sure to tell him to follow the path. He looses control, flies up into the sky, then falls back down and sets the world on fire. Zeus shoots him down with a thunderbolt. They use this to explain why there are deserts in Africa, and why the people have darker skin.

3. Helios had both affairs at once
3. Leucothoe was mad and so told her father, who then buried her alive. Helios found her dead and poured frankincense of her body, where a tree grew.
3. He stopped visiting Clytie, who became sad, and turned into a sunflower who watched the sun all day long

3. Fell in love with a sleeping Endymion while going across the sky at night
1. Was able to keep him in a sleeping state, while she had 50 children with him. She kept him perpetually youthful, asleep, and imortal

4. Fell passionately in love with Tithonus because her and Aphrodite had a spat and she was spelled to fall in love with mortals all the time
4. She went to Zeus so that he would make him immortal, which he did. Until she saw a grey hair, and it got worst. She stopped visiting him when he kept shrinking and growing old. She put him in a box, and he kept shrinking until he became a cricket, where she kept him in the box. She had asked Zeus for his immortality, not his youthfulness

· Titans were eventually defeated and trapped in Tartarus, deep in the center of the earth. This is where earth quakes and volcano eruptions usually happen. This is where the notion of Christian hell comes from.

Prometheus creates man
· Out of dirt
· Athena gives man his soul

· Similar myth from Egypt
· Created man with clay on a potters wheel
· Isis gave man his soul
God creates Adam
· God created Adam from the dirt, but gave the soul himself
The division of sacrifice
· Why did they give the gods the worst parts of the sacrifice?
· Prometheus explained that he wanted his people to live well and grow strong, and so he wanted them to eat the good stuff. He wants to trick Zeus into making this decision himself. Prometheus takes the good meat and makes it look gross, and takes the gross meat and makes it look good. Zeus see's through the trick and decides to play along. He takes the gross meat disguised as good, but takes away fire. They now can't eat the good meat. He gives the fire to the humans and teaches them all things they must know - pottery, cooking, crafts… Zeus is mad and so wants to punish both humans and Prometheus. For the humans he gives them Pandora. All the gods give her a gift (she becomes deceitful). Zeus sends her to earth with a jar of evils and tells her to not open it, and then gets her married to Epimetheus. She grows crazy about the jar, and so opens it a tiny bit. This sends all the evils of the world onto to world, the only thing that doesn't come out of the jar is hope. Why was this in the box of evils??? 
· The punishment of Prometheus
· He was bound to a rock forever. Every day a bird would eat his liver, it would regrow over night, and the process started again. He was rescued by Heracles. Why did Zeus do this? He has just taken over from the earlier generation and beaten the titans. Zeus feels challenged by Prometheus, and so uses him as an example to others about staying in line. The only person that will challenge him is his wife Hera. 
· Lycaon and the wickedness of man
· Humans are starting to reproduce, they aren't sacrificing to gods, etc… 
· Zeus wants to see for himself
· Goes to see Lycaon and warns him about being visited by gods and how he should be careful. He tries to convince him that he is not a god. Lycaon plans to kill him, which Zeus finds out, and then turns Lycaon into a wolf.
· Goes back up to Olympus and threatens to kill all men with his lightning bolts, but sees this might burn the earth, and so decides to flood the earth. Gets Poseidon and Oceanus to help him do this. Only two people who were on a boat survive by landing on mount Parnassos. They are children of gods Deucalion and Pyrrha. Zeus sees his mistake and so takes back the water and lets these two live.
· These two don't know what to do because they are the only ones left and they have to reproduce. They are told to throw their mothers bones over their shoulders, and their mother being the earth, they only had to throw stones. Stones through by her became women, and by him became men.

· Poseidon, earthshaker (Associated with earthquakes)
· Storms by sea - everything with the sea
· Demeter, earth goddess
· Takes over from Rhea and Gaia
· Brings fertility to the earth
· Explanation for the seasons
· Hera, sister and wife of Zeus
· Powerful and beautiful
· Every time she finds out about one of Zeus' lovers, she pursues the lover and child, but not him because he is too strong
· Zeus, father of gods and heroes
· Fathered many of the Olympians

· Hephaistos, god of fire (good and bad), divine smith - A.K.A. Vulcan (origin of volcano)
· He can make basically anything - made Pandora
· He makes robots
. First literary mention of robots:
1. Iliad: "round their lord came fluttering maids of gold, like living girls; intelligence, voices, power of motion these maids have, and skills learnt from immortals."
· Often linked with Athena because she is also a patron of crafts - just not with fire
· Birth possibilities:
. Born lame, rejected by his mother - club foot
1. Zeus had Athena from his head and she was perfect, and so Hera was jealous and so wanted to have a kid alone too…. It didn't work out so well… she throws him off of Olympus…. Kid didn't like this, built her a throne, and tied him to it…. No one could free her because he built it so well, but wouldn't go back and free her… someone goes and fetches him and he finally frees her
. Son of Zeus and Hera - but still deformed
2. Zeus had an argument with Hera (about an other woman). Hephaestus got up to protect his mom. Zeus threw him off Olympus. Took him a day to fall to earth. The people in Limnos nursed his wounds. 
· Married Aphrodite - intelligence + sensuality
. Aphrodite falls for Ares, god of war
· Ares, god of war
· Actually a cry baby/joke of a god
· Love triangle:
. He and Aphrodite are having an affair, Hephaestus finds out, and sets out a trap for them in the bed - they get strapped to the bed. Hephaestus gets really mad and gets the other gods to come see, most take it as a joke, but Poseidon doesn't like it
· Eileithyia, goddess of childbirth
· You basically can't have a baby without her
· Her mother usually holds her back when Zeus' mistresses are giving birth

· She would have been a very beautiful girl who was loved by Poseidon, which would have been unrequited, and he would have turned her into a monster
· She becomes a whirl pool circled with big bad teeth

· Jealous of Leto and the celebration of her children - she thinks she and her children are better. Leto says to her kids that she can't stand that woman and to do something. Apollo shoots all of her boys, Artemis shoots all of her girls and then turns Niobe into stone and sends her to her birth place (weeping stone of Niobe).
· The lesson?
· You are not, and never will be, better than the gods - even the minor ones!
· Actaeon
· He was out hunting with his friends (good hunting day), and planned to meet his friends back at camp. He gets lost. Goes to a spring - the spring of Artemis and the nymphs. Artemis was bathing, and the nymphs tried to hide her, but she was taller. He say her, she splashed him, where the water hit him he grew horns and became a stag - lost his voice but not his mind. What does he do know? One of his hunting hounds see him and starts hunting him with the other dogs because they don't recognize him. They start attacking him, he goes to his friends for help but they also think he's a stag and so get the dogs to kill him. Only when he is dead does Artemis feel bad for doing this to him just for almost seeing her naked.
· The lesson?
. Virgin goddess are dangerous
Using myths to talk about the night sky
· Callisto - used to be best friend of Artemis, raped by Zeus after he seduces her as Artemis, can't face Artemis because she used to love her for her virginity. One day, 9 months later, all her friends go to the baths and get her undressed and see that she is pregnant. She has the baby. Artemis goes to her and is ready to kill her. Callisto tries to explain. She turns into a bear - intact mind but no voice. Doesn't know what to do. The baby does not know of his parentage, and goes out hunting one day. He sees a bear (his mother) and as she tries to get close to hug him, he wants to kill her. Zeus see's this and prevents it by turning the son into a bear also and throws them in the sky (Ursa major and Ursa minor).
· Orion - the hunter
· He decided to try to rape Artemis - and didn't tell anyone. She is very upset and creates a huge scorpion that stings him and kills him. Throws both up into the sky. He dog follows him. Because he is a womanizer, in the sky he chases the Pleiades - daughters of Atlas and Pleione. The scorpion and Orion are only visible in different seasons, and so they will never meet again

        currency and amount that the male offered— money goes back to the temple. 
     - Aphrodite Ourania (Celestial Aphrodite)
           — goddess of pure and spiritual love
     - Aphrodite Pandemos (of all the poeple/common)
          — Zeus (lusty Olympian) + Dione (oceanids) = goddess of physical attraction and
               procreation.
Aphrodites Attendants 
     - The Graces — personification of aspects of beauty—prepare Aphrodite with jewelry for
        quests. 
     - The Horae (Hours)— first people to find Aphrodite and take care of her.
The Story of Pygmalion and Galatea:
     - Pygmalion young man in Cyprus
     - people of Cyprus denied Aphrodites godhood— and she turned all the women into
        whores. 
     - Pygmalion said they’re all gross and didn’t get married stayed pure
     - sculpture and made the perfect marble woman— fell in love with her as if she was a real
       woman. 
     - festival to Aphrodite and he made a great sacrifice to her and prayed that he could marry
       his statue and she heard it and turned the statue into a young woman who is pure and
       gave her a pure spirit and pure love and Pygmalion was so happy and married her—
       always a problem with Aphrodite.   
     - They have a chid named Pathos
Artemis vs Aphrodite 
     - attack the humans to hurt the gods
     - Phaedra very close follower to Artemis— hated women and hated the idea of sex with
        anyone— called Aphrodite a whore basically.. by praising Artemis for being pure
     - he is the illegitimate son of Theseus king— she makes the kings wife fall in love with the
        step son.. 
     - Phaedra can’t handle the guilt and decides to just die— servant says she will fix it 
          — nurse goes and tells of Phaedra’s passion for him he’s horrified bc its his dads wife,
               hears him freaking out and Phaedra kills herself.  
          — write letter saying the son tried to seduce her and the only thing she could do is kill
               herself. 
          — King banished his son and is completely confused as to how this happened bc his
               son is so pure. 
     - Giant bull comes out of the sea and is so fierce and charges straight to he chariot and
        the horse get scared and the reigns wrap around his foot and almost drags him over the
        rocks edge.  
          — Theseus goes to help him and same with Artemis and tells him everything that
               happened— makes sure they’re reconciled before death. 
          — Hypolitus forgives him— Artemis cannot watch him die. 
The Loves of Aphrodite 
     - Myrrha is in love with her father and wants him so badly and the nurse disguises her and
        he eventually funds out and chases after her and tries ti kill her gods change her into a
        Myrr tree and she has a baby names Adonis. 
     - Myrrha + Cinyras (her father) = Adonis
     - Aphrodite and falls in love with Adonis, and he dies hunting and she pour nectar on his
       blood and an Anemone flower grew. Also gave him writes that nymphs preform every
       spring.  
     - Can make other gods fall in love with humans and what not but Hestia, Artemis and
        Athena. 
          — Zeus decides to get her back and makes her fall in love with a man from Troy (a
               shepherd) —> she sees him and falls in love with him and has to find a way to get
                to him. 
          — goes back to Cyprus togged all dolled up and goes to see him and he sees her and
               says she must be a goddess bc you’re so gorgeous ill built you an altar and make
               praise you—> she says no I’m a human mortal and must marry you he says idk she
               touches him nd then instantly he wants to sleep with her and marry her. She comes
               to him as Aphrodite in the morning. 
          — they are gong to have a son Aneaes together and she says you cannot tell anyone
               who your son is and who i am— he doesn’t. 
     - represents human desire
The Children of Aphrodite
     - Priapus— father is Hermes, Dionysos, Pan, Adonis or Zeus
          — wards away evils spirits in Thebes and is also a fertility god. 
     - Aphrodite and Ares
          — Eros (another story) 
          — the nature of Eros —> intermediary— carries your wishes and prayers to the gods.
               also intermediary between wisdom and ignorance. 
Eros and Psyche (erotic love and the soul)
     - Psyche beautiful girl with two sisters— everyone said she’s favoured by Aphrodite or the
        goddess herself— Aphrodite decides to put a curse on her. 
     - Psyches father goes to Apollo and asks why his daughter cannot have a husband and
        wants to know if there is an angry god.. they say yes you have to make her look as
        though she’s dead, and leave her on the mountain— a huge serpent will take her as his
        wife.  
     - Aphrodite tells Eros to make her fall in love with the worst human in the world— he sees
        her and trips and wounds himself by making him have a complete mad passion for he
        — makes her fall asleep then takes her back to his palace— he makes love to her when
        she can’t see him— she get lonely and gets nervous saying they’re going to tell her who
        he is and is she convinced to see his face and doesn’t know his name
          — keeps her promise and sends her sisters home— sister say he must be a god and
               come back— she’s pregnant and says is they find out the baby comes out mortal is
               not then immortal. 
          — third time the sisters come back they’re more curious and say how do you know its
              not the serpent you’re married too and how do you know that you won’t be eaten—
              tell her to shine a light with a knife when he’s sleeping and does what her sisters say.
          — sees him and falls in love and burns him with hot oil and he wakes up and he flies
               away.   
          — throws himself into the river to kill herself and the river saves her— Pan says you
               have to win Eros back to be happy. 
          — Eros goes back to Aphrodite so sad— Aphrodite now has to hurt Psyche warrants
              for her arrest—> beats, hurts, and yells at her and gives Psyche impossible quests
     - Take a huge heap of grains and sort them at sunrise— ant comes and says they will help
       her. 
     - you have to go and collect golden wool from these super dangerous sheep that will eat
       you. Psyche sits down to cry and the reeds tell her what to do and to go during the
       middle of the day and get the wool of the branches they rubbed against.
     - has to get a jar full of water from river from underworld— river guarded by dragon. 
          — Zeus sends eagle down and fills the jar up and gives it back to her .     
     - Now has to go to the underworld and ask Persephone to put part of her beauty in a box
          — she goes to a tower to die and the tower explains to take bread soaked in a drug
               and make him fall asleep— take money take ship, do not look in the box. 
          — sleep of death in the box and falls into a comma.
     - Eros sees what happens and flies down to Psyche and saves her and asks Zeus to make
        her immortal and to let him marry her. 
          — have a daughter Voluptas (Pleasure) Physical love and the soul

     - she loses her love and must face challenged to win him bac
     - she is helped by ants, Zeuss eagle, reeds, tower, Pan
     - goes to the underworld and “dies"
     - she is resuscitated by Eros one she loves
     - she becomes a goddess

     - Ideal love (philosophic Eros)— aka Agape love
Homosexuality in Ancient Greece
     - Sappho of Lesbos — female poet
          — runs a school for female girls, and write love poems to her students. 
          — from Lesbos— she is the idea of the first Lesbians
          — she loves her students souls and body
     - Young Boys at school
          — active partner - older man, had the satisfaction of the younger man and introduced
               him into the social world. 
          — submissive partners— young boy
     - Zeus and Ganymede
          — fell in love with a young boy name Ganymede and went to fetch him and becomes
               the wine boy. 
          — the dad of the boy is sad and confused and Hermes goes down and explains what
               happens— Zeus send him 4 godly horses. 
     - Lover and Beloved
          — older man cannot seduce a man for his body it is for the soul— flesh pleasure was
               bonus.  
          — when the boy grew a beard it would stop. 
The Sacred Band of Thebes
     - composed of 150 pairs of male lovers— would fight side by side and protect each other
        from harm and also be brave at the same time — wiped out Sparta.
The Crime of Excessive Physical Love
     - Kandules and Gyges
          — Kandaules a king obsessed love with his wife—says that body guard Gyges does
               believe me. you’re going to hide and watch her strip down and you’ll see that my
               wife is the most beautiful.
           — wife says kill husband and marry me or kill yourself— killed Kandules and became
               king.  
Apollo - God of prophecy, music, medicine, and the sun
· Coeus (god of intelligence, foresight, and the north) and Phoebe (goddess of the moon and prophecy)
· Leto - mother of Apollo (phoebus) and Artemis (Phoebe)
Iris goes to Eileithia
Leto gives birth
· Some stories say they were both born on Delos, some say Artemis was born 10 days early, some say Artemis helped her mother with the birth of her brother Apollo
· Apollo loved Delos. People there gave him offerings. The island became rich from all the veneration of Apollo
Apollo sets up his main oracle
· Telephusa
· Spring where he thought to put his temple. Someone take him out of it
· Mount Parnassos
· Guarded by a female dragon. Shoots it with arrows. It rots in the sun. he names it Pytha (from the verb I rot).
· Realises he was tricked by Telephusa and so buries her under a mountain
· Principle sanctuary: Delphi
· Was he replacing an old deity?
· Giant temple
· Theatre
· Stadium
· The pythia:
. Went into a trans because of the gasses
. She would give her prophecy
. Priests would write it down in verse and give it to the person asking the question
· The omphalos stone
· "centre of the earth"
· Was in the temple at Delphi so that it would be considered the centre of the earth
· Delphinius - the dolphin
· Realized he needed priests
· High jacked a ship that looked like a dolphin with its priests
· Treasuries:
· Pythian games:
· Chariot race, foot race…
· Laural wreath
· God of intelligence = intellectual events
. Music, poetry, etc…
· The oracle:
· You had to bring a sacrifice to the priests
· Sometime jewels, gold, etc… as a payment
· You had to buy a cake as a sacrifice - made by the priests
· Then you waited your turn
· When you went in you asked your question - more questions meant more payments
· The oracle would go in trance and mumble things that the priests wrote down in verse and then gave to the question asker
· While people waited their turn, they stayed in the area and socialized and such - priests use this information to give better answers to people, which would make them more credible
· Once you got the answer, you had to figure out what it meant…
· Cumae, Italy
· Sibyl
. Oracle's equivalent for Romans
. She was in a cave that also had fumes (volcano nearby)
· Temple of Apollo, Cumae acropolis
The loves of Apollo - a god forever on the threshold of puberty (can't get any girls)
· Cassandra of Troy - daughter of king Triam
· Apollo loved her
· In exchange for her virginity, he would give her the gift of prophecy. She accepted. She gave him the gift first, then she changed her mind. He asked for a kiss then, she said yes, he spit in her mouth, gave her an other gift - people will not believe what she says.
· Daphne (Laurel)
· He fell in love with her because Eros shot Daphne in the leg and made her not love Apollo, and then shot Apollo and made him fall in love with Daphne.
· He runs after her and she runs to her father (water nymph). He asks him to help her by taking away her beauty, but instead he turns her into a laurel tree. Apollo finds her, and says that she can be his tree and wears her leaves
· Hyacinthus
· They were both in love, and Apollo forgot all his Godly duties. One day, when he threw something far and his lover went to retrieve him, he hit his head and Apollo could not save him. He wrote his sadness on a flower - the hyacinthe
· Cyparissus
· This was more of a friend
· He raised a deer from the time it was a baby, but he accidentally shot him and killed him. 
· He turned him into a Cypress tree because the tree is always mourning
God of Medicine
· Coronis
· Got her pregnant.
· A bird (raven) say her having sex with a mortal man and goes and tells Apollo
· He shoots her with an arrow for being unfaithful
· She agrees, but also says that he could have waited until the child the born - but it was too late
· He puts her on a fire pyre, then remembers he could save the child and take sit out of her womb
· The child is Asclepius
. Apollo does not know how to care for a child and so brings him to Chiron
· Asclepius - god of healing
· Always has a staff with a snake (it can shed its skin - sign of rejuvenation)
· Two sons (both mortals) Machaon (healed Agamemnon)
. Podalirius (also became a doctor)
· two daughters (personifications)
. Hygeia - health (works with her father)
. Panacea - universal remedy (she is very rare)
· Single snaked staff - associated with medicine
· Double snaked staff - associated with medicine - but wrong
. This is the staff of Hermes - god of commerce and thieves
· Resurrects Hippolytus
. Tricked into it by Artemis - not supposed to bring people back from the dead
. Zeus was so mad that he sent him right to hell and took back Hippolytus' life
· Epidaurus
· Theatre, baths, temple, sleeping quarters (abaton) - while you slept someone would come to your dreams and tell you your cure and then snake would lick you and you would be cured, gymnasium, stadium…
· Major health spa
· Temple of Asklepios
. Pediments said to have depictions of Greeks fighting amazons and the Trojan war…. Why??
· Birth of medicine?
. More magical then medicinal
· Tholos (round building)
. Thymele "covered hearth"? Place where they kept the snakes?
. Very ornamented
· Theatre:
. 130m diameter, 55 rows of seats held 12 000 spectators
. Still in use, well preserved and conserved
. Standing at the bottom, talking in a normal voice, you could be heard from the very top
· Student of Asclepius - Hippocrates
· Considered to be the father of modern medicine
· Mostly natural remedies (herbs, physio, aroma…)
· Wrote the basis of the Hippocratic oath
Bringer of Plague
· Chryses petitions for the return of his daughter Chryseis
· Daughter of one of Apollo's priests
· Gets mad because he considers her to be "his"
· Unleashes his arrows on the men and the animals until he gets the daughter back (kills a lot of people from Troy)
Apollo - god of music
· Muses
· Plays the lyre
· Marsyas and Athena and the aulos
· Flute like instrument created by Athena.
· He tries to take it but she beats him up over it
Apollo's personality
· Champion of restraint?
· Raging murdered - sends plagues
· Bringer of plagues and god of medicine all at once?
· Passionate (not really a sign of restraint), but never gets lucky/has a proper relationship
. Kills instead of talking about things
· God of music
. Kills musicians if they are too good! He has to be the best
· A god forever on the edge of puberty
. Kinda goes crazy
· Represents the "tragic dilemma of human existence"
. Innocent/guilty
. Restrained/passionate
. Rational/irrational
. Healer/destroyer
Dionysus - God of wine
Birth and characteristics
· Cadmus & Harmonia
· Autonoe
· Ino
· Agave
. Pentheus
· Semele & Zeus
. Dionysus
. Hera finds out about the affair and goes after Semele. She disguises herself as a old woman. She tries to convince her that Zeus was lying about being a god. Semele believed her and asked Zeus to grant her anything she asked for - he agrees thinking she will want a trinket or something. She asks him to show himself in all his splendor - he finally agrees - this burns her to a crisp and kills her, but not her unborn baby. Zeus took the fetus and sewed it into his thigh until its birth.
Dioysus
· Dios of Nysa?
· Represented by a panther - proves theory that he is from Africa
· Later inclusion to pantheon
· Baby Dionysus with Silenus, the Satyr
· Took care of the baby with the help of the nymphs
· Dionysus and the pirates by Exekias
· The pirates capture Dionysus in hopes of a ransom. They realize he is a God - one man wants to let him go - they didn't. Dionysus decides to show himself as a God. Scares the sailors an they all jump off the ship. Dionysus turns them all into dolphins. 
How can we recognize him
· Magical stick/staff
The followers of Dionysus
· Men = satyrs
· Part man part animal (often goat, horse, or mule)
· Horny
· Sileni
· Easy to confuse with satyrs
· They are older looking
· They help in making wine for Dionysus
· Maenards
· Are usually telling the satyrs to go away
· Often wear fawn skin (and other wild animals) and vine leaves in they hair
· Usually shown dancing with flowing clothes
· Sometimes they let the satyrs have them but they are usually under some influence of a God
· The women who are usually peaceful would go into the woods and have some wine and become crazy and dance around - starting peacefully with animals and then tearing them apart limb from limb.
. They have great strength in these times
Worship: the Bacchae of Euripides
· Ecstatic orgy
· The women who are usually peaceful would go into the woods and have some wine and become crazy and dance around - starting peacefully with animals and then tearing them apart limb from limb.
· Pentheus questions the divinity of Dionysus, his cousin
· Question the truth of Semele
Dangerous gifts to mortals
· Icarius and Erigone
· When the god went to visit on his way to somewhere, he was very hospitable even though he didn't know he was a god. He gave him the gift of wine. He invited all his friends over, and having never seen/had wine, they all got very drunk/sick and thought that he had poisoned them - they killed him
· Midas
· Was offered anything he wanted from Dionysus for returning something to him. Everything he touched turned to gold - even his food, his wine, and his daughter. He asked Dionysus to take away this gift - he could do this by washing his hands in a river, and giving the river his gifts.
God of theatre/drama
· Greek theatre
· You could watch three in a row with breaks in the middle
· Actors would wear clay masks and change their clothes
· Originally a ritual activity
· The chorus
· They sing and tell the story
· Aeschylus: 545-456BCE
· The oresteia
· Prometheus bound
· Dramatic trilogies - the oresteia
· Agamemnon
· The eumenides
· The libation bearers
· Sophocles: 496-406BCE
· Oedipus tyrannus
· Euripides: 485-406 BCE
· Medea
· Satyr play - comic relief
 
 
Demeter (Earth Mother)
· Attributes:
· Cornucopia
· Grain
· One of 6 children of Cronus and Rhea
· Had children with her brother Zeus = Persephone + Hades
Demeter and Persephone
· Persephone was very beautiful. Her father arranged her marriage with her brother Hades.
Demeter and Eleusis
· As she wandered to find her daughter, she came upon the city Eleusis near Athens. She went to the maiden's well disguised as an old woman. The daughters of Celeus came to gather water. The girls offer to help her since she is basically homeless. They say that her mother could help her, and that old women like her make good nurses. Celeus was not home, but Metaneira was (mother) and recognized her as a goddess. She sat on her special chair, looking sad. Metaneira didn't like this and so started telling rude/crude jokes and lifting up her skirts. Demeter finally laughed. She is offered wine, but asks for an other special drink instead become she is grieving the loss of her daughter. She becomes the nurse of Metaneira's son Demophoon (son of the king and queen). She treated him like a god/turning him into a god by putting him in a fire to make him immortal. The mother screams when she sees this which makes Demeter curse her and her town and demand a temple be built in exchange for not 'activating' the curse. 
Hermes goes to Hades:
· When Demeter refuses to let anything grow on the earth until she has her daughter back, Hermes is sent by Zeus to Hades so that he makes Persephone go back to her mother. He makes her eat some pomegranate, which means that she will have to return to the underworld. 
Demeter and Persephone's story explains the seasons
 
Osiris, god of the underworld in Egypt:
· Used to be like Zeus, king of all the gods
 
Marriage:
· This story shows very well how aristocratic marriage would have been.
· The bride was given to the husband and taken in the middle of night. He would take her wrist, put her in a carriage, and their friends and family would follow them to the house.
 
Hecate:
· Is like a servant/nurse to Persephone when she is in the underworld.
· Goddess of:
· Crossroads
· Ghosts
· Necromancy
· Magic
· Sorcery
· Trivial knowledge
· Moon
· Night
 
Dying and resurrecting gods: Eastern vegetation cults
Cybele (from Phrygia) and Attis:
· Became popular in roman times
· Cybele had both male and female body parts
· In an accident she lost her male parts and so became female
· She found a nice smelling flower, put it in her bosom, and it disappeared… she became pregnant and had Attis
· Attis was abandoned by his mother, and raised by a male goat
· Cybele fell in love with him, but he loved someone else so he tried to get away from her. In his fit to get away, he castrated himself and died of his injuries
Initiation rites for the cult of Attis
· Ritual meal
· Drum
· Cymbal
· Mourning and fasting
· Mourning for the death of Attis
· Fasting to purge the body to prepare for the food and drink
· Baptism and blood
· Had to go in a pit covered with a grate
· A bull was to stand over the grating and had his throat slit so that blood would rain down on them
· They could then leave the pit
 
Eleusinian Mysteries
· Sanctuary of Demeter at Eleusis
· 9 day long festival (no wars)
· Originally just in Eleusis, then also in Athens, then all of Greece, then all of the roman world
· Anyone could come
· The most democratic of all the cults
· You only had to understand Greek
· Elements from the hymn (this is what we think the festival might have consisted of):
· Period of 9 days
· Fasting
· Carrying torches
· Exchange of jests
· Drinking Kykeon
· Wearing special clothing (veil of Demeter)
· 3 stages in the mysteries for the initiates:
· Lesser mysteries: in the spring
· Greater mysteries: in the fall
· Higher rites: not everyone could under go them (we know nothing else of them)
· The hierophant shows the Hiera (hole things):
· Would show things to the initiates that they would have wanted to see (like someone showing a martyr artefact in a church)
· Priestess of Demeter (not sure what her role is):
· Procession from Eleusis to Athens:
· People carried boxes (we don't know what was in them)
· They wore myrtle in their hair
· Day 1:
. Proclamation in the Agora (for the start of the festival)
· Day 2:
. Purification (by the sea side near the port)
· Day 3:
. Sacrifices (sheep, goats, pigs - BBQ) and prayers (to Demeter)
· Day 4:
. Honouring Asclepius (people could register late on this day because Asclepius had showed up late to be initiated)
· Day 5:
. Procession back to Eleusis (they start fasting, wear a myrtle crown, and had a statue of Iacchus (form of Dyonisos?) in a carriage. 
· Day 6 & 7:
. At the temple (something maybe relating to a pageant of some kind?)
. Trip to the underworld?
· "thrice happy are those of martals, who having seen those rites depart for Hades; for to them alone is it granted to have true life there; to the rest all there is evil." - Sophocles
· "happy is he who, having seen these rites goes below the hollow earth; for he knows the end of life and he knows its god sent beginning." - Pindar
 
Thesmophoria:
· Festival for women only linked to Dionysus (mirror of Eleusinian mysteries?)
· Pig sacrifice
· Sacrifice
· Burry for a few days
· Take flesh and mix with seeds
· Plant and use as fertilizer
 
Views of the afterlife: the realm of Hades  -  Orpheus and Orphism
Funerals for the dead:
· The women of the family would get you ready for showing and put a coin in your mouth to pay your fare to the underworld
· Ekphora: to take away (a chariot on which the body was placed)
· Mourners had their hands up, and women would scratch their faces or pull their hair (the rich would hire professional mourners to make it look like you had a big following - slaves also had to mourn)
· Funeral games: homer talks about funerary games
· Grave markers (classical period): the rich erected markers to show their elaborate lives
· to have a proper after life, you had to have a proper funeral, with mourning and markers, etc…. 
· The worst curse would be to leave someone's body out for the crows to feast on
The soul's journey:
· Location of hades: west? Under the earth? (the idea that stuck)
· It had to be inaccessible so that people could not go see it
· Hades or Erebus:
· Sometimes called Erebus instead of Hades (not "hell", just where you go when you die)
· Entrance to the underworld:
· After you die, Hermes takes your body down to the underworld and then you have to pay your fair to cross the river Styx. Apparently some living could goby special entrances (entrance at Eleusis - remember Persephone). An other entrance at Cumae near Vesuvius? 
Map of Hades:
· Different areas (judging area, fields for those killed in action, river Styx (ferry-man = Charon)…
Cerberus:
· 3 headed dog of Hades to protect the entrance
· He will let you in without harm, but will not let you out (if you are dead). If you are alive, you have to drug him to make it in.
Five rivers of the underworld:
· Styx (Hated + unbreakable oath)
· Lethe (forgetfulness  -  people have to drink this to forget about the life and earth)
· Acheron (Sorrows)
· Pyriphlegethon (Fiery)
· Cocytus (Wailing)
Field of Asphodel
· First place after the ferry where you meet the judges who tell you where you will go
Judges of the underworld:
· Rhadamanthys
· Minos
· Aecus
The nature of death:
· You would be recognisable from your previous life
· You would have looked "solid" enough for people to attempt to hug or touch you
Elysian Plain:
· Soldiers wounded while fighting for their country
· Priests who remained pure
· Great poets, artists and scientists
Islands of the blessed:
· A special place in Elysium
· Not quite sure why its special
Tartarus:
·  Place for the worst criminals against the gods
· Not many people there
· Tityus is there though for trying to rape Letho (mother of Apollo and Artemis) and sentenced by Zeus. Chained to a rock and pecked at by ravens (they would eat the liver during the day, it would grow back at night, and the process would start over… again and again and again)
· Tantalus is invited to dine there (where he is said to have stolen some nectar)??? Or did he invite the gods to his house for diner where he killed his son and served him as stew to them after which they punished him??? They surrounded him in water with fruit trees just out of reach. Every time he would go for the water it would evade him, and he could never reach the fruit
· Ixion - married a woman and asked his father if he could give him a gift in exchange. He had him over and then pushed him in the fire and killed him breaking essential rules (be a good host, and don't kill your family). Zeus felt bad for him and had his at Olympus. Sisyphus likes Hera and tries to get her but Zeus finds this out. He makes a double of her out of a cloud and Sisyphus sleeps with her and gets her pregnant… Zeus was so mad that he gave him a job in the underworld (to push large boulders up a slope for it to roll back down when he got near the top. He had to live knowing that he would never ever succeed)
Chtonic deities:
· Hades and Persephone
· He pretty much stays there all the time since he is the king
· Persephone is the bridge between the two worlds - she leaves every spring
· Hecate
· She leads Persephone up to the living world
· Furies
· Charon
· Never leaves since he drives the ferry
Goddesses of Unity:
· Persephone:
· Daughter of earth and sky
· Queen of the underworld
· Cause of seasons
· Hecate:
· Moon goddess of underworld
· United with Artemis and Selene
· Light for the dead, queen of ghosts
 
Mystery Religions and the fate of the soul
Plato and reincarnation (the myth of Er)
· Er had died in battle
· After 10 days, people went to retrieve the bodies (but Er's had not started to decompose…odd… but they still pilled him on the funeral pyre… after which he woke up)
· He told them how after he died he went to see Hades and described how it looked and how the judges did they duties. People went up or down depending on their crime.
· He wasn't actually dead, and so was told to go back up and tell people about what he had seen
What does Plato mean?
· We are responsible for the life we choose (and what happens to us)
· Suffering teaches virtue through wisdom
· There is no difference between the souls of animals and humans (they transmigrate)
Return to life:
· You have to drink from the river to forget
 
Orpheus and Orphism:
· Was a contender against christianity in the early roman days
· Orpheus:
· Son of Calliope - muse of epic poetry
· River god?
· Real person?
· Orpheus and Eurydice:
· Gifted musician - like Apollo he played the lyre
· Fell in love with a nymph (Eurydice)
. They got married day
. On this day she was bitten by a poisonous snake and died
· Orpheus went into mourning
· He went to the gates of hell to get her back  -  we know this is not a good thing
· He plays his Lyre and everyone stops to listen… everyone
. Hades, finally taken by the music, agrees to give her back to him, but he is not allowed to look back at her as he leads her out… but just when he is about at the doors, he looks back and so she must go back
· He goes to the mountains to play his lyre and mourn.
· The nymphs want him to marry one of them, he refuses because of his mourning
· He is torn apart, but since he was a god of prophecy, his head can still talk
Orphism:
· Bridge between Apollo and Dionysus
· In common with Apollo (his father):
· Music
· Prophecy
· Magic
· Civilization
· In common with Dionysus:
· Initiation rites
· Mysteries
· Death by being torn apart
Orphic theogony:
· Chronus (Time) = first principle
· Adrasteia (necessity) = helps Chronus produce his "children" or the three "things" of the earth
· Aether (bright upper air)
· Chaos
· Erebus (darkness)
· Chronus then creates a cosmic egg from which  Phanes is born (first god / creator god… can self fertilize…)
· Phanes:
· Nyx (night)
· Uranus (heaven)
· Gaea (Earth)
Zeus:
· Overthrows Cronus
· Swallows Phanes and all creation (including humans f the golden age)
· Creates everything anew with the help of Nyx
· He is everything:
· Beginning
· Middle
· End
Dual nature of humans:
· Ha have a bad body full of impurities and such because we are from the titans… but our souls are good
Basic tenets of Orphism:
· Soul is immortal
· Humans are born of "sin" or "evil" (Titans)
· Transmigration of soul (it goes somewhere)
· Because of this, orphic people would not perform blood sacrifices and would not eat meat (because animals could be people you knew)
· Reward or punishment after death
· Purification of soul
· Apotheosis (union with divine spirit in realm of upper aether)
· "all things come from the one. All things return to the one."
 
The Theban Saga
Greek Saga - an Overview
Saga - characteristics:
· "historical" component
· Folktale elements
· One or more hero of divine descent
· Explore family relationships
· Explore political aspirations
· Have morals
Ten common motifs in Greek saga:
· Hero has extraordinary birth and childhood
· Hero faces opposition from beginning - must overcome challenges
· Enemy (enemies) instigate his achievement
· Helped by at least 1 ally, either human or divine (Athena is a popular one)
· Faces impossible obstacles or quest
· Has adventurous conflicts with divine, human, or monstrous adversaries (physical, spiritual, or sexual challenges)
· May have to observe taboos (look back, eat, drink)
· Death often must be conquered
· Success rewarded with marriage, wealth, power
· Knowledge through suffering, spiritual enlightenment, rebirth, purification, deification
Five motifs of the heroine's quest
· The girl leaves home
· The girl is secluded
· The girl is made pregnant by a god
· She suffers punishment/rejection
· She is rescued and her son is born
The Greek bronze age - age of heroes c. 1600 - 1100BCE
Thebes (at foundation called Cadmeia)
· North of Athens
· Mountainous
· Good for agriculture
The story begins in Tyre ( in Phoenicia, modern Lebanon)
· Purple clothing from here
· Trade 
King Agenor - son of poseidon…
· Daughter = Europa
· Beautiful = zeus liked her… story with the bull
. Cadmus went looking for her
. Europa ended up having a son with Zeus… she ended up being happy enough
· Son = Cadmus
· He was told to follow a cow… which he did, and where the cow stopped, her was to found a city
· The spartoi (sown men)
. Lots of fighting - 5 survived and became the 5 aristocratic families of Thebes
· Harmonia - goddess of peace and harmony
. They had 4 daughters (Ino, Autonoe, Semele, Agave - killed her own son)
· There was a coup…
. Laius and Chrysippus (son of Pelops) - first example of same love, but one sided… rape of young child…
Oedipus Tyrannus
· Sophocles wrote 3 separate books about his family
· Laius and Jocasta (his cousin)
· Happy but can't have children = Delphi to find out why
. A curse from Zeus - you will get a son, but he will kill you… too late, wife gets pregnant
1. Birth of Oedipus… wants to get him killed so save his own life - put a pin in his ankle to that no one will want to raise him after he is left on a mountain. The servant, once at the mountain, decides he can't do it, and so gives the child to a shepherd. He takes him, and having heard that the king and queen can't have children, decides to give them the child… raise him as their own/he is but they don't know. When he is older, he goes out drinking with friends and his friends say he is adopted, but he won't believe it and gets ashamed… and so he goes to the oracle. She tells him to stay away from his home land unless he wants to kill his father and marry his mother… so he chooses the path that leads away from his home. He meets a carriage on the road, almost gets run over, and hits him. The chariot guy hits him, then they fight. He goes crazy, kills a bunch of people, calls down, and then just keeps on walking. Meets a monster (Sphinx) at the gates of Thebes - if the person wanting to pass could not give the right "password", they would be eaten. There is an offer, that the man who can kill the sphinx, gets to marry the queen.
1. The riddle of the Sphinx: what is it that has one name that is four-footed, two-footed, and three footed? = a man… which basically kills the Sphinx - town goes into party mode and marry him to the queen (his mother).
1. They have 4 children: Polynices, Eteocles, Antigone, Ismene
1. Oedipus gets sick - he gets a plague because the person that had killed his father was in the area. To get better the person needs to be exiled. 
· Oedipus as the tragic hero
· Aristotle:
. Hamartia (flaw or error of judgment)
. Peripeteia (reversal of fortune brought about by the hero's error of judgment)
. Anagnorisis (discovery or recognition that the reversal was brought about by that error of judgment)
. Hubris (excessive pride)
· The hero is noble, but flawed
· Reversal of fortune brought about by misjudgment
· The hero discovers his fate by his own actions and realizes it was his own fault
· The hero suffers more than he deserves
· Antigone's Dilemma
. What is right
. What is lawful
. Does she burry her brother or let him rot? (burry = illegal - death to her / but her brother…)
· Oedipus paradox
· Responsible but guiltless
The banquet of Tantalus
· Went to dinner with the gods and brought ambrosia back with him (not allowed) - one story
· Invited the gods to his house for dinner. Killed Pelops and made him into a stew. Gods knew something was wrong. Demeter ate his shoulder. They put him back together with an ivory shoulder.

The Trojan War
Iliad - about troy (the story of the rage of Achilles)
The major players in the story:
· Achilles
· Paris: not very important, but cause of all problems through Zeus
· Helen: daughter of Zeus and Leda, also cause of problems
The story of Achilles
· He is divine
· Son of Peleus (mortal) and Thetis (sea nymph)
A little backstory:
· Why did Zeus marry Thetis off to Peleus (Thetis and the prophecy)
· Her marrying a God could create a powerful son (not good for Zeus)
· She is a shape shifter, so Peleus must hold her until she stops changing, and she finally agrees to marry him
· They got married and had Achilles (part mortal part god, so something must happen to make him immortal)
· She dipped him in the river Styx, which made him immortal, but she was holding the back on his heel with two fingers, and so that spot was not immortal
· Achilles is sent to Chiron (centaur) for his education
· The prophecy about Achilles
· He will live a long, but uneventful life or he will live a short but glorious one
The story of Paris/Aleksandros
· Ganymede, son of Tros (member of royal family of troy) - gave his name to the area
· Zeus loves him
· The prophecy about Paris
· His mother dreams she has given birth to a firebrand who consumes the city
· Exposed on Mount Ida
· Sent here to be exposed
· While here, he was raised by a bear… didn’t last long until a shepherd found him and raised him
The story of Helen
· Leda and her babies (hatched from eggs - Helen is one of them)
· She grew up to be one of the most beautiful women in the world
· Almost every king wanted to marry her
· Odysseus and Theseus among them
· They all say they will defend her and her husband's right in the marriage…. Whoever she marries
· Helen's first abduction by Theseus
· When she was little - they went off to Athens
· It kind of a prank between him and his friend - he handed her off to a nurse and never touched her
· Helen gets married to Menelaus, king of Sparta
· Hermione, daughter of Helen and Menelaus - betrothed to Orestes
The gods take sides
· Helping the Greeks
· Athena
· Hera
· Poseidon
· Helping the Trojans
· Aphrodite
· Ares (lover of Aphrodite)
· Apollo
· Artemis 
· Zeus presides and watches the whole thing as it unfolds - he lets things happen
The trouble begins
· The wedding of Peleus and Thetis
· Discord's gift - "for the most beautiful"
· Aphrodite, Athena, and an other goddess all thought it was them… but the apple was singular… they all look at Zeus, but he wont get involved… sends them to Paris for an answer… he's a shepherd and has never seen a woman, but they all undress in front of him… they bribe him… Aphrodite promises him a woman and so he makes her win… the woman is already married, but that's just a detail… love at first sight, they elope in the night (this woman is Helen)… Menelaus does not like this… he is king and so gets his troops assembled… 
· Agamemnon assembles the fleet (with all the kings of Greece - not all of them agree)
· The madness of Odysseus
. Palamedes puts Telemachus in the path of the plough
· Achilles discovered
. He is the "girl" who chooses weapons and armour over jewelry
· The sacrifice of Iphigenia

The return of the heroes from Troy
Locrian Ajax (from Locris)
· He doesn't make it home
Agamemnon
· Killed by his wife
Diomedes
· His wife was made to run off with an other man for shooting people which Aphrodite did not like
Menelaus and Helen
· Got into the palace… wanted to kill Helen… but lost his nerve and fall back in love with her
Odyssey - the return of Odysseus
Penelope at home
· She has the most Arete in the whole book - perfect fit to Odysseus
· She was left with their infant child, and ruled as a queen in the absence of Odysseus
· All the kings in the area want to marry her because they want to be king - but she remains faithful to her husband… for 10 years
· When their son will grow a beard, then he will be a man (20yrs) - and then he will become king - which puts a deadline for the other kings to marry Penelope before this happens… they all just stay and hang around and eat all the food and so go through Telemachus' savings… no one really wants to help/intervene
· Telemachus is given a ship to go find his father/find out if he really is dead
Athena as mentor
· Odysseus had a mentor who later helped Telemachus
· During his voyage, Athena is mentor to Odysseus
· When he gets home, everyone wants to kill him, so he runs away, still with Athena as mentor
· He goes from Ithica, to Nestor's palace
Telemachus and Peisistratus
· They go by land over the Peloponnese and go to the court of Menelaus to ask questions about his father… he does not identify himself at first, and when they find out who he is, they tell him about his father and his battles
 
Odyssey - the long voyage home
Stop 1 - sack city in Thrace, they spare the priest of Apollo who gives them wine
Stop 2 - the land of the lotus eaters (psychedelic properties - which make the men want to stay there forever)
Stop 3 - Polyphemus and the land of the Cyclopes (escape by sheep) - asked his dad (Poseidon) to send many storms in Odysseus' way
Stop 4 - the island of Aeolus (gives him a bag of wind) - his men open the bag which sends them off course
Stop 5 - visit to the laestrygonians (destroy all the ships but one and eat the crews
Stop 6 - island of Circe, daughter of Helius, ruler of Aeaea (Turns men into pigs)
· Odysseus gets help from Hermes - gives him a herb that will counteract the potion from Circe, when she becomes suspicious, he must threaten her with a sword
· She then takes him to bed (as planned) but she won't let them go (until Zeus says to)
· They don't know how to get him home (and so they go to the underworld to ask Tiresias for directions)
Stop 7 - trip to the underworld
· Tiresias tells him of his future trip and trials
· While there he sees the 'spirits' of many people he used to know (including his mother)
Stop 8 - the sirens (warned by Circe) - they can give him knowledge, but he must find a way to avoid their charms
· His men tie him to a mast and put wax in their own ears so they cannot fall into their trap
Stop 9 - must choose which path to take: wandering rocks (crushing) or monsters (Charybdis and Scylla)
· He chooses the monsters
· On one side he will lose 6 men, on the other possibly lose the ship…
· Chose Scylla (looses 6 men)
Stop 10 - cattle of the sun (cannot touch the cattle because Helios will kill them - he sees everything)
· They were hungry and Odysseus could not control them, and they kill a few of them… this does not go well
· Zeus blows up his ship (with all Odysseus' men) - which leaves him alone and shipless
· Odysseus floats past Charybdis… not good (whirlpool) - he manages to hold on to a tree and avoid the whirlpool
Stop 11 - Calypso, daughter of Atlas
· She falls in love with him and keeps him on her island for 7 years - he is treated like a God
· But he thinks of his wife Penelope all day long
· She wants to make him immortal, but he just wants to go home - Zeus tells her to let him go
· He builds a raft and sails away
Stop 12 - among the Phaeacians
· Poseidon sinks his rafts which lands Odysseus on an island… naked and with nothing
· He hides in a bush until a group of women go down to the water to do laundry. Nausicii gives him clothing and tells him to follow her to her father
· He is fed and taken care of
· A bard sings sings of the trojan war, which reminds Odysseus of his troubles and starts to cry
· The king asks who he really is, Odysseus tries to lie… is doesn't work… he finally tells him who he is and all about the war
· The king decides to help him - everyone helps him by giving him money, goods, a ship, etc…
· They sail him home, and tuck him in on the shore of Ithica… Poseidon is not very happy and so turned their ship to stone
· Athena disguises him as a beggar because if he went home, all the other men living there would kill him.
· He must find out who is good and who is bad
· He goes to see his swine herder Eumaeus
· He invites him (even not knowing who it is) and feeds him and lets him stay with him. He also tells him he will ring him to Telemachus for help
· He must pretend to not know Telemachus
· When they are alone, Athena reveals his true identity and they have a happy reunion
· Telemachus tells him about his mother and who is good/bad
· They plan on how to kill all the suitors
· During the plan, he is recognized by his old nurse Euryclea (from a scar) and starts to cry, but she holds her peace when he tells her to
· Penelope reveals her plan - she will marry the man who strings the bow of Odysseus
Heroes who labour
Herakles and Theseus
Herakles:
· All helenic hero
Amphitryon and alcmena
· Amphitryon - son of alcaeus, brother of electryon, king of mycenea (his dad)
· Alcmena - daughter of electryon, king of mycenea - niece of her husband (his mom)
Amphitryon's bad luck
· Accidentally kills his father-in-law after throwing his club at a cow
· Amphitryon is purified by Ceron of Thebes (because of his actions)
· He then goes to battles against the enemies of Electryon
· Meanwhile…
Zeus visits Alcmena in the disguise of Amphitryon (her husband)
· Since they had just married, this would have been their first time
The next night is Amphitryon's turn
· When he gets back from battle, he says alright, lets go to bed… for the first time… and she's like… huh?
· She gets pregnant by both of them and has twins… one immortal one not
Zeus' boast and its consequences
· He brags to everybody about his child that is about to be born by her
· Hera sends snakes to go strangle the new borns
· Herakles (the new baby) sees the snakes and strangles them thinking this is just fun… this is weird
· Tiresias, the blind prophet (foretells the entire fate of herakles)
The education of Herakles
· Chariot driving
· Wrestling
· Archery
· Music
· Teacher's name is Linus, son of Apollo (mortal)
· Herakles got upset and bashed Linus on the back of the head with a lyre and killed him
· He must go somewhere to get purified
. He has children with all 50 of the kings daughters…
. Creon gives herakles his daughter, Megara, as a wife… now his father in law in the king of thebes
2. They have 3 children
2. She drives him mad and he kills his wife and 3 children… and then realizes what he's done
Labours assigned by Eurystheus, king of Tiryns and Mycenae
Peloponnesian labours:
· The Nemean lion
· He makes a club and beats it to death.
· He skins it with its own claws.
· The Lernean Hydra (from Lerna)
· Herakles cuts off the heads.
· Iolaus, his nephew, cauterizes the stumps (this stops the heads from growing back)
· For every head cut off, two more grow
· The Cerynean hind
· Captures the deer with the golden horns without harming it
· It belongs to Artemis so he can't harm it
. She interrupts him mid way and makes him bring it back after he uses it as proof
· The Erymanthian boar
· Brings the boar to Eurystheus who hides in a jar
· The Augean stables
· Diverts a river to flush out the stables
· Side adventure (parergon) founding of the olympics for his father
· Measures by counting 600 of his feet - for length
· The Stymphalian birds
· Drives them out with noisemaker and shoots them
· Gives them to Athena
Non-peloponnesian labours:
0. The Cretan bull
1. Minos refused to sacrifice the bull
1. Eurystheus frees it and later theseus sacrifices it
0. The Mares of Diomedes
2. Herakles tames the horses by feeding them Diomedes (not the Diomese of the Illiad)
2. After they eat their master, they loose the taste for human flesh
. Side adventure - wrestling with Death
3. Wrestles with death to give up Alcestis so she can return to her husband admetus
0. Girdle of Hippolyta
4. Kills the queen of the Amazons and takes her magic girdle
· Side adventure in troy
· Saves hesinoe from a sea monster
· Is cheated out of his reward by her father, laomedon, king of troy
· Destroys troy and makes priam king

2. Kills Geryon and Orthus, his dog

Perseus:
1. From Argolia 
Danae
1. Daughter of Acrisius (king)
1. Acrisius wanted a son but only got a daughter
10. Went to an oracle and asked if he would have a son - son would kill him
1. Locks up his daughter in a tower - Zeus comes to her as a shower of gold and gets her pregnant
11. She keeps the child hidden until he is a toddler and heard by his grandfather
11. Father does not believe her story and so gets rid of them by putting them in a wooden chest and sets then adrift in the sea (hopefully to die… but of course they wont)
11. They are found by Dictys on an island and takes care of them
3. His brother is the king (Polydectes - king of Seriphos) while he is only a fisherman
3. Brother wants to marry her, but she does not. Son tries to stop it…. But can't kill him, cuz mom wouldn’t like that
3. Hosts a banquet, asks for horses as entry price
3. Son offers to do better and bring the head of a gordon, king agrees… stupid. Medusa is the gorgon
3. Hermes and Athena lend a hand
4. Athena gave him a shield and told him only to look at the reflection of Medusa in it
4. Hermes gave him a scimitar
3. The Graeae tell him about the nymphs
5. Three sisters old at birth
5. They have one eye and one tooth between them
5. Perseus steals the eye and refuses to return it unless they give him information
5. The nymphs provide magic clothing:
4. Cap of invisibility
4. Winged sandals
4. Kibisis (bag to put the head in)
3. Hermes and Athena arm him for battle

1. Sea deities
1. Children of Phorcys (hidden dangers of the sea)  and Ceto (dangers of the sea) = bad children

Medusa:
1. Beautiful woman - priestess of Athena
1. Was raped by Poseidon inside the temple and cursed by Athena
1. New superpower?

17. The sisters try to chase him, but he gets away by using the cloak and sandals
1. She was pregnant from her encounter with Poseidon
18. Chrysaor and Pegasus (Poseidon was associated with horses)
18. Chrysaor's descendants:
2. Geryon (three bodied giant)
2. Echidna (and Typhon)
2. Orthus (with Echidna)
1. Theban Sphinx
1. Nemean lion

35. The 49 daughters of Danaus who killed their husbands must fill leaky jars for eternity in tartarus

1. Bellerophon, Proetus, and Sthenoboea
1. *textbook*
 
Jason and the Argonauts:
The Minyae
     - descendants from the gods
     - anscestors of royal family around Greece
     - Miletus and Iolkos
Greek Colonization
     - mostly Corinth in West making colonies 
     - Black Sea area belong to Miletus.
Elements of Folktale/Fairytale in the Saga
     - they sail to a place called Aea (means land)
     - the king of Aea is Aeëtes (man of the land)
     - mysterious land at the edge of the world
     - list of nearly impossible tasks to accomplish
     - hero helped by princess whom he marries
     - don’t expect a happy ending though…this is Greek mythology.
The Golden Fleece
     - Aeolus son of a man named Hellen (Greece=Helos)
     - Athamas was king of Orchomenos, Boeotia
King Athamas and Nephele
     - bathing with her sisters one day and he stole her clothing and she didn’t want to fly away
        naked and she agreed to marry him— had twins.
     - Phrixus (boy) and Helle (girl)
     - married Ino
Ino— the Wicked Step-Mother
     - parches the seeds— nothing grew 
     - demands the sacrifice of Phrixus with false report from Delphi
     - sent to the oracle and Ino intercepted it and said to get rid of the famine you must sacrifice
       your son.
     - Nephele cloud nymph saw and came down to help
          — gives them a golden ram given by Hermes and they fly away Helle fell off and drowned
               (The Hellespont).
Phrixus Goes to Colchis
     - goes to meet the King Aeëtes— gives him a daughter and they have four children.
The Golden Fleece
     - Phrixus sacrifice the ram to Zeus and gave the golden fleece to Aeëtes who hung it on a tree
       guarded by a dragon.
Meanwhile in Iolcus
     - Cretheus brother of Athamas was king
     - Aeson—> heir to throne
Pelias, son of Poseidon and Tyro (wife of Cretheus) usurps the throne
Polymede sends Jason to boarding school
     - Jason’s mother send him to the hill to be educated by the wise old centaur Chiron.
     - about 20 years old now
The Prophecy Concerning the Death of Pelia
     - knows he will be killed by a descendant of Aeolus
     - “beware of the man with one sandal"
Jason Carries an Old Woman (Hera) Across the River… Loses a Sandal
     - puts her on his back and crosses the river and he loses a sandal 
     - actually Hera in disguise and she is on Jasons side and hates Pelias for not doing a proper
       sacrifice
The Price of the Throne— The Golden Fleece
     - Pelias says you must bring me the golden fleece and ill give you the throne.
The Argo (“Swift”) is Built
     - Argus builds the Argo with the help from Athena. 
     - She places wood from Zeus’ race at Dodona in the bow which has the power of speech. 
The Argo
     - most famous ship in Greek history
     - greek postage stamp
     - 30 -50 ppl
Heroes of the Argo— have Stories of their own
Heroes Join or the Sake of Arete
     - Orpheus (comes later)
     - Heracles (lets Jason lead, then leaves)
     - Heroes from Thessaly —> Jason
     - Heroes from the Peloponnese —> Augeas, king of Elis
     - Heroes who took part in the Caledonian Boar hunt—> Meleanger, Peleus
     - Fathers of Trojan War heroes—> Peleus (Achilles), Telamon (Ajax), Oilers (lesser Ajax),
        Nauplius (Palamedes).
Heroes with Special Powers
     - Idmon, mopsis seers
     - castor (horseman) and Polydeuces (boxer)
     - Lynceus (keen eye sight)
     - Zetes and Calais— wings won of Boreas
The Voyage to Colchis to get the Fleece
     - Hypsipyle and the Lemnian Woman
          —> hated Aphrodite and didn’t want to worship her 
          —> made them all ugly to their husbands and they killed the men only women
          —> repopulated when Jason and the Argonauts came
Cyzicus — Heracles kills giants for the king
Cios:
     - Hylas (beloved of Heracles) goes AWOL and goes to a pond and the nymphs drag him down
        to the depths because they think he’s so attractive. 
     - Heracles created a shrine to him and every year they call out— the search 
Among the Bebryces
     - the King Amycus challenged strangers to boxing matches
     - he had never lost 
     - Polydeuces killed him
Phineas, King of Salmydessus
     - the king was blind but was a prophet
     - he was being attacked by Harpies
          —> the blind prophet tries to eat but the Harpies steal his food
Zetes and Calaïs, sons of Boreas, subdue the Harpies
     — purses the Harpies to the Strophes island where Iris made them spare the Harpies and the
          Harpies promised to leave him alone— prophet tells them what lies ahead. 
The Symplegades (Clasing Rocks)
     - rocks crash together when something is between them
     - sent a dove through, then sailed through as the rocks recoiled
     - the rocks remained stationary afterwards
Finally Reaches Colchis
     - finally reaches the area where the golden fleece is
The Voyage as Metaphor
     - the voyage of the Argo can be seen as a metaphor for the opening of this part of the world to
        trade and colonization in the early 8th century BCE by the Greeks. 
Medea, Priestess of Hecate
     - falls in love with Jason
     - gives him a potion to protect against fire and iron (Hera made her but she also just loved him)
     - all magic comes with a price
Aeëtes promised to give up the fleece after Jason does a few “impossiblle” tasks
     - yoke a pair of fire-breathing bulls to a plough and plough a field
     - they are fire breathing with bronze hooves
Planting Dragons Teeth
     - sows dragons teeth
     - warriors grow
     - he must kill them
     - throws a stone amongst them and they kill each other 
Jason grabs the fleece with help from Medea
     - some stories she kills the dragon other stories he does
Jason Takes Medae as his Wife
     - have children
     - then they make a run for it
          —> her father pursues them— she murders her brother, cuts him up and throws the bits in
                 the sea to slow her father down. 
The Journey Back to Iolcus— best guesses (the long way home)
     - 12 day portage
     - going to ares no one has ever been before
     - come back in Italy 
She is Purified by Aunt Circe
     - she killed her brother must be purified
Crete:
     - Talos, guarding of Crete
     - giant and that guards the island
     —> Talos has a weakness
               - life depends on membrane (or nail) that closes hole in his ankle
               - if the plug is pulled his ichor runs out
               - Jason pulls the plug
Medea Takes Care of Pelias
     - Pelias refuses to hand over the throne
     - Medea shows his daughters a neat trick to rejuvenate a ram
     - she convinces his daughter to try it on their father
     - she doesn’t give them the magic herbs
Jason and Medea Flee to Corinth
Jason leaves Medea for Another Woman
     - Jason abandons Medea and their 2 sons for Creusa, daughter of Creon of Corinth
     - Medea is exiled by Creon
     - she gets one more day
They Argue Their Cases
     - Medea:
          — helped him yoke the bulls
          — saved him from the sown soldiers
          — killed the dragon
          — betrayed Pelia and made his daughter kill him
          — killed my brother
          — gave him children
     - Jason:
          — brought her from a “barbarian land” to civilization
          — gave her renown and a good reputation
          — married into royalty for the sake of his sons
Contrast of Characters 
     - Selfish Sophist—>only wants power and kingship
     - Selfless Sacrifice—> gives up everything for love
Medea Engineers her Escape with Aegeus (king of Athens)
     - he drops by on his way to Trodden from Delphi
     - trying to find cure for childlessness 
     - she offers to cure him if he gives her refuge 
     - presents her case as unjustly treated by Jason
     - makes him swear an oath
Medea is Reconciled with Jason
     - asks for forgiveness
     - accepts Jason’s offer of alimony
     - claims to support his new marriage
     - raise our two sons in the palace please not in exile
Medea Sends Gifts to Creusa
     - sends a robe and diadem to the new bride
     - sends them two the children
Creusa and Creon die
     - robe sticks to her and burns up and they both en up melting and burning in this robe
     - and then she kills her children—> just killed the king and his daughter— they’re going to want
       vengeance and I’m going to kill my kids
     - knows that Jason loves his sons and takes the bodies
Medea leaves the Scene
     - Jason is trying to come through and save 
     - she’s in a chariot in the sky and tells him of all the wrongs he did then escapes
She Foretells Jason’s Fate
     - die alone with no children re-living his glory days
     - hit his head on a piece of wood from the Argo and dies
Medea in Athens
     - marries Aegeus and has a son (Medus)
     - convinces Aegeus the “stranger” wants to kill him
     - prepares poison for Theseus—> Aegeus knocks the cup of poison out of his hand
     - Aegeus recognizes his sword—> took it out to cut meat
     - she flees with Medus to Persia where he establishes Media
The Disturbing Question we are Left Wife:
     - who is the hero and who is the villain in this story?
Professor Edith Hall Discusses Medea 
     - this is an interesting discussion of the characters of the play 
     - claims woman are the most suffering creature on the planet—> man can demand anthign
     - they’re bought and sold for marriage 
     - stay at home doing nothing 
     - danger of child birth— men who go to war say women aren’t brave
     - turns the audience on her side
     - Jason most unpleasant husband
     - when Jason says i did it for us
     - says she’s in sane mind when she decides to kill her sons. 
Greek Mythology in the Roman World
Greek colonization in the 8th century BCE
1. They went west before east
The Etruscans - in the 6th century BCE
1. Not Indo-European. Where did they come from? Turkey? What about language?
1. They took Phoenician alphabet. What is the base language?
1. Pyrgi tablets = longest Etruscan text
Greek myths in Etruscan art
1. Known for their bronze (statues)
42. Chimera
Etruscans have their own gods - mostly nature spirits
1. Some things in common with greek gods:
43. Menvra/Minerva (athena)
43. Aplu/Apollo

Greek mythology transferred to Rome
Capture of Tarentum 272 BCE
Livius Andronicus
1. Taken as a slave at 12 years old when tarentum was captured
1. Given freedom in 240 BCE
1. Produced first performance of latin tragedy and latin comedy in which he acted
1. Derived his stories from Greek sagas (only fragments remain)
1. Made adaptations of Odyssey in Latin
1. Translated Sophocles and Euripides into Latin
Early roman poets writing in the Greek tradition
1. Naevius - wrote a histrical acconut of the 1st punic war (he fought in it) that began with Aeneas' escape from troy
1. Ennius - wrote an epic historical narrative of the 2nd punic war (he fought in it) in homeric meter (hexameter). Also wrote tragedies.
Decline of Greek tragedy in Rome
1. Romans preferred gladiators and animal fights to tragic plays

1. Melpomene (muse of tragedy)
Theatre and odeon in Pompeii
1. Theatre holds 5000
1. Odeon holds 1500-2000
Amphitheatre
1. Holds 20 000 people
Riot in the amphitheatre 59 CE
1. Huge brawl broke out between Pompeians and Nucerians who had just taken over part of Pompeii's territory
The flavian amphitheatre in Rome (Colosseum)
1. Seating capacity c. 50 000 people
Customizable landscape
1. Hills and trees for animal fights
1. Flooded for naval battle
Removable awning
1. Self explanatory
The "new poetry" of Catullus
1. Wrote love poetry
1. Also wrote poems about Greek myths
Ovid (43BCE - 17 CE)
1. Amores (loves) uses myth as allegory
1. Heroides - love letters from mythological heroines to their absent lovers
1. Fasti - poem about Roman festivals and customs
1. Metamorphoses - epic poem of mythology
113. Contains 250 metamorphoses
113. Many Greek myths are related by Ovid
113. Also contains many local stories, and stories from the near East
113. This poem is our best source for many stories
 
Roman Mythology and Saga
Virgil’s Aeneid
     - combines Homeric conventions, Greek mythology, and Roman ethical and
        historical insights. 
     - Aeneas goes in search of the home of Dardanus
Next stop Sicily
     - avoided perils of Scylla and Charybdis 
     - was warned about Cyclopes by survivors from Odysseus’ crew
     - Anchises died and was buried there 
Carthage 
     - storm blows them to Carthage
     - received by Queen Dido
The Story of Dido
     - also known as Elissa, princess of Tyre
     - her husband was murdered by her brother so she fled
     - came to north Africa and founded Carthage 
          — asks to have land she can cover with ox pelt, she cut into small thin strips
               and took acres. 
Venus and Juno make her fall in love with Aeneas. 
     - tells Dido his story of escaping Troy
     - maybe he will stay there and not found Rome
     - gives Dido his sword— soldiers most prize item
Then Jupiter Sends Mercury to Send Aeneas on His Way
     - prophecy he must go to Italy
     - explains to Dido he doesn’t want to leave and if going against my will
The Curse and Suicide of Dido
     - cursed Aeneas and his descendants so they would always be at war with
       Carthage.
     - stabbed herself with his sword, then jumped into the burning funeral pyre. 
Aeneas Visits the Cumaean Sibyl
     - bay of Naple, Cumae
     - not sure exactly where in Italy he was suppose to found the city
Aeneas in the Underworld
     - the sibyl took him to the underworld
     - he meets his father Anchises who shows him the future history of Rome
Aeneas Settles in Latium
     - he married Livinia, the daughter of King Latinus.
     - she was betrothed to another man, which started a war
     - Aeneas died, then became the god Indiges.
Oscines Receives the Name Iulus and Found Alba Longa
     - his descendants ruled there for 300 years.
Roman Pietas (Sense of Duty)
     - doing what is right, not what is easy 
     - rejection of ease and comfort/choice of hardship and difficulty
     - military courage 
     - dismissal of fear
     - fighting for ones country, putting state ahead of self
     - nobility in warfare
Mars and Rhea Silvia
     - daughter of Numitor, deposed brother of last king in Alba Longa
     - made a Vestal Virgin by her uncle Amulets to precent her having children
     - she had twins— Romulus and Remus
          — servant ordered to throw children in river— instead put them on the shore of
               the Palantine hill near a Lupa cave— she suckled them— shepherd finds
               them takes care of them
     - grow up and become thief of thiefs— Remus gets caught—> Romulus tells him
       about their life story and Numitor recognizes them takes back his kingdom. twins
       leave 
     - go back to the Palantine hill to the cave
The Building of the Wall of Rome
     - Remus jumps over Romulus’ wall on the Panlantine Hill, and Romulus kills him
     - names it Rome and the people Roman.
     - made Rome an asylum for people to get away from turmoil and live in peace— men came for everywhere
     - send embassy of neighbouring tribes for women
     - had a festival of the Consualia for everyone
     - on a signal all the men of war snatched all the Sabine women-> Rape of the
       Sabine Women.
The Rape of Lucretia
     - Sextus, son of Tarquinius Superbus raped the wife of Collatinus
     - she committed suicide in shame
     - said if she didn’t he would kill a slave and do a murder suicide which is worse
Junius Brutus Vows Revenge
     - Brutus took the dagger from her breast and swore to destroy Tarquinius
        Superbus and his entire family. 
The Republic of Rome is Born
