1. Renaissance and Reformation

Renaissance

Rebirth 

Rebirth of what? - Rebirth of it all

What is implied by rebirth?

- The letters (ideas written with a goal in mind, to posperity)

- The arts

Art changed 

Leonardo da Vinci The Mona Lisa . She’s difficult to read and her eyes always follow you although you move side to side. Paintings pre-Renaissance : halos / post-Renaissance : no halos. Before the Renaissance all paintings had a religious aspect. Mona Lisa  wears a vale (religious) yet has cleavage (secular). During the Renaissance, art became more humanist. Beginning of individualism / humanism

Starts in Italy (Venice > Florence > Rome)

Venice was the center of transportation through water, on which products were being moved (silks and spices). Venice was located at a commercial crossroad. People would spend money of art, and then immobilized themselves in (self)-portraits. It was the rebirth of progress and civilization. 

This center then moved to Rome because of the church

It was the beginning of science and technology. Bigger and better ships were built. Everything increased @ a faster rate.

Gutenberg (1453 – Printing Press

Mainz (Northern Germany) – where the printing press was invented

Two fold impact:

1- It recorded knowledge

2- Freed ideas from the church (!!) The catholic church that exist today is completely different

Renaissance would of never happened if it wasn’t for the printing press

The place of religion

Religion before Renaissance was central – it affected every aspect of human life. It played a social role: it kept records, it provided education to the few, it provided medical services to the few. It was political: and the power had to be recognized, church resolved conflicts. It was an economic institution, it had the most land (and most farmers worked for the church). It was authoritarian. 
And then Galileo came, and the church was told that it was not the center of the universe.

Reformation

The roman catholic church was: 

- Central

- Universal

- Powerful

- Influential

That started to change as a result of Martin Luther (1517) challenging it in Northern Germany (Wittenberg).

Three reasons why Northern Germany was the first to go protestant:

1 -  It was the last conquered by Rome (not conquered by the Rome in empire but the church – it was so religious that it [Germany] turned against the church).

2 – Printing Press

3 – Martin Luther

Sale of indulgences : concerned Martin Luther

People started to recognized that the church was not all knowing and not all power

Around the mid 13 hundreds: the plague - the church was powerless and unable to explain it. Renaissance brought to the attention to the people that the church was not as powerful as claimed. People criticized the illiteracy of some priests. Church also faced piety, church wanted to be the intermediate for people to have a relationship with god, they had the relationship with god, not the people. 


Bible replaced the church in the eyes of many, when it was published. Since people could read it themselves and did not need the church to be an intermediate. 

Zwingli (1484-1531) and Calvin (1509-1564). They established protestant churches. By the 1530’s there were new churches founded and spread very quickly

Henry VIII (1509-1547) : he was given the title of protector of the faith. Although he was king of Englad, the pope was the highest authority. He could not divorce Catherine of Aragon because of church, yet he wanted un fils pour le trone. Henry VIII established anglocan church, English catholic, nationalized the church. He was now the highest religious authority in his kingdom and got a divorce

Set a precedent “example, premier” for national churches. Foundations of Europe falling apart : religiously, intellectually and soon politically and economically 

Catholic Counter-Reformation

Henry VIII impacted the church with words

The first thing the church tried to do : prohibite books (1529-1966) the ban was lifted in 1966! It was lifted in 1966 at the Second Vatican Counsel. Chuch went after the books and failed because the ideas were carried by the people not just the books. You cannot kill an idea!

The Council of Trent, a 20 year commission (1545-1563) to decide what to do with the protestants. The pope ran a church that made the people dependent on it, rather than loyal. (1) The Council of Trent enhanced the power of the pope, (2)it told the protestants that they are wrong. (3) Initiated the education of the clergy. (4) It limited the sale of indulgences.  Those are the four major decisions at the Council of Trent. 

Society of Jesus – Jesuits - Loyola  (1540)

He prayed god to spare his life, and if so he would repay him all his life… obviously he was saved and then did work that was missionary and educational. He started a mission to save the church. Although the church was taken out of its central position, it survived, and it created a conflict in Europe because it devided Europe in a catholic and other churches. 

Louis XIV (1643-1715) 
Le roi soleil, centre de l’univers. “L’État c’est moi” – I embody the state. No king in France had absolute power, but in his mind his power was absolute. He was a very paranoid king, which is the reason why he bought the Palais de Versailles. 

Palais de Versailles: structured, ordered, parallels, very organized, symmetric. He built the Palace because as a child (became king early) he was raise in Paris and it was a very dangerous place for kings. À l’époque Versailles was outside of Paris to avoid the people. Nside reflected the power of the king, it was as big inside as the king have power. He built something so monumental because he lived in it with his queen, court, servants. Housed the French aristocracy. He couldn’t escape the aristocracy… they could bump him off or take his power. Intendent – a burocrate whose power came from the king and was therefore loyal to this king. 

2. Enlightenment and Revolution

Influential Ideas

Hobbes (1588-1679) would agree with Louis XIV, in favoir absolutism.

Charles !rst lost his head to keep absolutism (cut off!!)

Locke (1632-1704) did not believe in absolutism. He believed in fundamental freedoms. 3 fundamental freedoms:

- life

- liberty

- property

GVmt is for the people!

Montesquieu (1689-1755)

“ gouvernement should be devided, balanced and checked” – his words, he believe that if that is followed, the gouvernment  can never become absolute, oppressive or against the people

Rousseau (1712-1778)

Constitutionalism – England

King vs Parliament

Purtitans vs absolutists

Charles I (1625-1649)

“Grace is the soul gift of god” – grace can only be given by god, not the church

Religion is not carried by a book but by a community – “without the bible there is still spirit”

Englands establishement of the protestant church and gvnmt did not happen quickly. English civil war, charles the 1rst. 

Absolute catholismm VS Protestant = two opposing views on religion. 

King vs Parliament:

King: wanted absolute power

Parliament: wanted to share the power with the king

King: absolutism

Parliament: Constitutionalism (idea that the power is shared)

King: had the power 

Parliament: controlled taxation – they agreed to a certain tax structure : king taxed land holders and used this source of revenue to maintain lifestyle. When the king needed more money, he had to ask the Parliament, he cannot just raise them. 

Puritans vs Absolutists:

There was the understanding that the King determined the religion of their land. Puritans were very protestant, even more than the king. King was not protestant yet said : given my power, I don’t need to be. 

Charles Irst : (1625-1649)
Married to French princess, then made queen – she was catholic, yet Charles was protestant. It was a marriage of power. They had a number of children… The air was raised a protestant, but the spare was raised a Christian (One to represent both sides of couple). Charles I was not protestant enough for the Puritans. Charles I to go to War, he asked increased in taxes from Parliament. Parliament agreed on condition : only if you relinquish some of your power to the Parliament. Charles I said no. His power to him was more important than any increase in taxes. Parliament prepared to fight the king over this matter.

Cromwell (In power: 1653-1658)
He was a parliament as a puritan. When king opposed to share power, parliament started to oppose this king. The King asked the parliament no longer to be in session anymore. Parliament demanded power from the king because they wondered if the king had realized that they are entered enlightenement. King asked for them to stop meeting, they still met against the king. 

Parliament raised army vs King:

Parliament had army formed mostly of the people

King hired mercenary armies (deutch, germans, French, irish…) he invited catholics in his kingdom to fight his own people – and lead to invasion. 
Civil war between King and Parliament = King lost

King was arrested – trialed for high treason : he invited a foreign army to invade his land and people (grosse punision) and was executed in 1649. Trial was in 1648, executed in 1649. 

[Movie : Cromwell – Trial – King’s defense @ his own trial]

The King’s defense : he is above the law, therefore the law cannot trial him. He has authority not to recognize the court, therefore not the recognize this trial. = Absolutism. It did not work because he was found guilty. King paid the highest price: his life but the abolition of the monarchy. 1649(Death of Charles I) - 1660(crowning of Charles II) England was not a monarchy It was a republic. 

When Chalres I was executed in 1649, Parliament tried to gouvern but it was corrupted. “Now we can all act like the king” – No election was called, hey were granting each other political/economic status and the control and the idea they fought to defeat. 

Cromwell after death of Charles I went through a little depression.  Parliament corruption was brought to Cromwell’s attention, he defeated the Parliament. He had defeated the King with his army, and now was doing the same to Parliament. “If the king cannout gouver this country, and the Parliament can’t, then I will”

1653-1658 : He gouverned England as lord/protector. During that time, peacefulness.

Lord/Protector was a dictator, total control of gouvernement. His son Richard tried to governe, but he did not have his father’s capacities. England was once again in state of bad. England was on the edge of civil war. England decided to return the power to Charles II (1660-1685). Monarchy restorted. Charles II wanted the power that his father had, but knew how dangerous taking that power quickly suddently, would be. He took is quietly and carefully. When he died, James II came to power (younger brother – spare)

James II (1685) – He was catholic, he wanted absolute power. Catholic wanted absolute power = even worse than his father. If he had absolute power, England would become catholic and inforce that catholism. Ebgland again was on the edge of civil war. 

Glorious Revolution (drastic changes are implied, changes were accomplished without any loss of life). James II said “I’m out of here!” when Glorious Revolution came along. English drove James II out of the country. William and Mary of Orange took over the reign  (1688) – they were invited to reign over England upon three conditions(set up by Parliament, therefore reign was not absolute):

- Limited constitutional monarchy (still today)

- Monarchy had to remain protestant (still today)

- Dual Monarchy (had to reign together – unlike today)

Why was it limited constitutionalized?
To protect the rights of the Parliament and people. Our monarchy is limited to protect lives of people. 

Why they ruled together?
Montesquieu – “Power was divided, so one could check the other” all bills had to be checked by both – to check and balance power. 

Bill of Right (1689)

Regulations:

- Limited constitutional monarchy 

- Monarchy had to remain protestant 

- Dual Monarchy 

When England settled its political problems: it went to work. And industrialized first and since no country had since. 

American Revolution or American War of Independence

New France and the Thirteen Colonies

New France played an important role because NF was conquered in 1763 – and when it was conquered, the French settled and accepted a foreign and absolute rule. Why?
- They were defeated

- King who ruled before was an absolute rule

But the Americans thought otherwise and started to protest, and these became more and more annoying and irritating to the English authorities. So the England authorities started taxing, but the Americans said “no taxation without representation”

Conflict to revolution:

Increasingly the Americans started to protest. The revolution started in 1775, when an American Malasia met a military American. Shots fired = War started

- King George

- Geroge Washington

Political Development:

- Thomas Jefferson

-Benjamin Franklin (first ambassador to France, France because it was thought to have a lot of $$ and their enemy was Britain. The enemy of my enemy becomes my friend) 

Declaration of Independence was declined by British authorities. 

British were defeated. France backed the Americans up financially.

Treaties of Paris and Versailles (1783)

Two treaties were signed in 1783

There were two treaties : one did one thing, the other did another

The treaties recognized America’s Independence and established its borders/boundaries

America was establish politically and geographically.

Constitution of the USA (1787)

Limiting the power of any branch of government

Bill of Rights (1791)

To protect the people

End of English + British Revolutions:
Constitution that recognize the rights of the people (x2)

French Revolution

Louis XVI :
Troubled man, kind but weak 

Broke (He fought and lost la Guerre de 7 ans, cost him a fortune yet lost so got nothing. He won the American Revolution, yet didn’t get anything economically. He was married to Marie-Antoinette, who was hated. Came from Autriche, she was a foreigner. She was lonely and miserable. She came across as uncaring). Royal families are suppose to care : she was the opposite. Therefore Louis was not very popular. 

Estates General:

France’s parliament (just like England). Louis XVI needs money, calls parliament. Parliament says no, unless they get something in return. They refused to grant the King money without receiving rights. 

Three Estates:
- Clergy (church)

- Aristocracy (noble)

- Bourgeoisie (business class)

Power of the first two estates was greater than the power of the third. The third estate was the biggest one and represented most of France. 

Third Estate and the National Assembly:

Third Estate declared itself a National Assembly, the representatives of all the people. 

Tennis court oath: They promised to fight for their rights, no matter what. They were determined. 

Storming of the Bastilles (1789):

Prison, que 7 prissoniers. Garde armes egalement. The people believed the king would use the weapons against them. So the population took over la Bastilles and the weapons and used them against the king. Debut de la revolution Francaise. 

Color of revolution: red , over the blue (royalism) – Tableau in CP. Rights have to be documented. Lady relying on a man to protect her. Carr:  do not judge the past using a contemporary standard, you will likely misunderstand the past. Men had rights to protect women and children: paternalism. 

The Great Fear (1789):

Spread all over, it started in Paris but became a national revolution. Revolution Paris = Revolution de France. 

Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen (1789):
Écrit par Lafayette et Jefferson. 
(Declaration of Independence: same authors)

Protected the natural and civil rights of men. Man’s natural rights: live, liberty, poverty. 

Civil Constitution of the Church (1790)

Limited the power of the church by making it part of the State.

Limited the power and influence of the Roman catholic church. 

If the kings absolute power came from god, and god in France was represented by the church, then to limit the power of the church was in fact to limit the power of the king. 


Constitutional Monarchy (1791):
Power of the King was further limited. In 1791 the King was reduced to a symbol of power, because power was held by the people. King went from being absolute to so limited that it was funny. King’s power was constitutionalized, which led to the end of the monarchy. 

Subject : rights come from authority

Citizen :  rights come from the body of people

End of the Monarchy (1791-1793)

In order to defeat the revolutionary forces he tried to escape Paris, France. He got caught in Varennes. In Varennes, people recognized him because his face was on the very money that he was carrying. Why are you escaping the constitution it is your duty to protect? He was executed, and Marie-Antoinette and imprisoned his son. Executed for treason. 

National Convention (1792)

- National Assembly became the National Convention 

Without a King there was nobody to check and limit the power of this National Convention. No checks/balance, since there was no two-way check. No monarchy existed anymore to check the Assembly. So the Assembly had as much power as the King when he had absolute power. The concept of political groups or parties, was introduced in this time. The Assembly sided, divided, in the hope of gaining more power. Two political groups/parties that are important:

Jacobins – Radical and held the majority of seats. 

Girondiens – Opposed the Jacobins, from la Gironde. Moderate, in the minority. Most of them died and executed by the majority (Jacobins).

A parlement needs to be checked. 

Reign of Terror (1793)
Jacobins eliminated their political opponents. Which goes completely against the peoples’ rights. Robespierre became the leader of the Jacobins. He was ruthless and determined to see this revolution until the very end. Girondiens killed because they were moderate and not insane for the cause. Robespierre was a paranoid man, he always saw an enemy of the revolution. First in his enemies, but then in his allies. He executed his allies. He used the reign of terror : terrorize people until they will follow you by fear of being executed. He was so cruel and paranoid, those who were left, members of his political party felt they would be next, so they turned on him. He was dragged to the guillotine as an enemy of the state. Faced the same death as most of his opponents. 

The Directory (1795-1799)
King didn’t work, Assembly didn’t work = The Directory (a compromise, which lasted longer than most, four years). Divided power so it could be checked and balanced. Power was divided into two houses(chambers): lower/elected and upper elected/appointed. An executive was created to check these two houses, consisting of five directors – so they could check each other. It was a weak government. 

Napoleon

Propaganda: during the French revolution. 

What made Napoleon was his mind. He turned emperor and dictator. He was born in Corsica. The year after Corsica was added to France (1768), in 1769 Napoleon was born. Napoleon had many insecurities and one is that he would not sound French. He was set to military school at a very young age, graduated in 1785 from the Military Academy. (1789 – Start of Revolution) Used the revolution to rise up the military ranks. He moved up these ranks very quickly. Named general by the Jacobins in 1794, he always sided with the most powerful because he was ambitious. As he said : I am product of the revolution. He believed in ideals of revolution, but he also believed it would advance his path. 

1798 He was sent to Egypt. Because Egypt was important to the British. French sent Napoleon to get the Egyptians favors to turn them VS the British. It was a failure but before it failed Napoleon was asked to return to France, which saved his career. He was ask to defend the Directory, and that’s how he brushed off that he failed in Egypt. 


1799 Returned to Paris. He finds the Directory and it’s a mess. Napoleon persuaded the French government and French people that French needed a powerful leader : that’s how he rose to power. Napoleon defended the directory so well that he defeated it. 

5 directors became = 3 councils ( 1 more important, him. And then other two kicked off). Every time he made a change to the government, he asked people to agree to referendum. Therefore he made them give him all his power, he was a popular man. When he was accused of behaving like a King, he said : I did not usurp the Kings crown, I found it in the gutter and the people put it on my head. 

Concordat with the RC Church (1801)

Concordat: Agreement (latin)

French Revolution did not agree with the church, yet Napoleon made un accord with the Church. He recognized the Church but did not make it the official religion of France. This accord pleased the people, because they could remain religious, therefore they all supported Napoleon. 

Emperor for Life (1804)
Napoleon named himself emperor, license to conquer Europe. He was supported by the people. French had affection for Napoleon. Pope was invited to crown Napoleon in France, as the pope was able to crown Napoleon. Napoleon snatched the crown and put it on his own head : power given by the people, not the church. The tradition was for Kings @ the cathedral of Reims. Cathedrale aristocrate. He was crowned at ND de Paris. Where the people went to church. Importance of wining the people’s affection and support. After having all this support he decided to conquer. 

The French Army 
@ the time was the most impressive. It was the biggest in Europe. Extremely loyal to Napoleon. 

Battle of Trafalgar (1805)

Napoleon’s navy was destroyed by the English. All of England were relieved, because Napoleon was no longer able to attack them or British iles. 

Continental System (1807)

Napoleon turned to the continent. France and England – Enemies. Napoleon was going to starve the British by denying the British any goods from the continent. Economic warfare against Britain, by controlling European parts and denying Britain trade with the continent. 

By conquering Europe, he ignited nationalism all over Europe. Nationalism was exported by Napoleon. 

Nationalism against France

Conquered people developed their own nationalism and then turned against French : the Spanish and the Germans especially. These two still have nationalist tendencies. 

Russian Campaign (1812)
Napoleon then decided to defeat the only enemy still standing. 

The intent was : he would enter Russia, defeat it, conquer it, spend the winter and then form a government. Bu Russia had a powerful allie called “winter”. Winter came early. The Russians knew better than to face Napoleon on battlefield. An army marches on its stomach (you need to feed an army). Napoleons army ate everything on its way, les champs. So Russian’s burned their crops. When Napoleon’s army marched into Russia, it had nowhere to winter. So Napoleon decided to head back to France. A 600 000 soldiers, about 40 000 survived, died because of weather and malnutrition. As Napoleon was in retreat, the Russian’s ran after them, a coalition of armies formed to defeat Napoleon : the Russian, the Austrians, the Prussians and the British (coming from Spain). He was chased all the way to Paris and forced to surrender (1814). They did not execute it. The imprisoned him on the island: Elba. 

Napoleon’s Last 100 Days (1815)

Once Napoleon was defeated, imprisoned on the island of Elba. Napoleon escaped Elba and returned to France. Why was Napoleon exiled and not executed? He was too popular in France - “To execute Napoleon would of made him a political murder”. Once he returned to France, his army was right back with him. Napoleon would lead France for 100 more days. Back in power with an army decided to once again conquer Europe. 

Crossed into Belgium to oppose the armies on Britain and Prussia. 

Napoleon on one side, Wellington on the other. They met on a field outside the Belgium town of Waterloo. @ Battle of Waterloo, Napoleon was defeated a second time, by Britain and Prussia. He was imprisoned on a British island : St-Helene. Prison was built to exile him. He got there in 1815 and died in 1821. End of Napoleon. 

Industrial Revolution

The enlightment was a massive movement. 

English civil war : produced a parlement, a bill of rights.

Population moved off the famr, into the city and went to work into the factory. Factory: very organized place, labor divided, people specialized. Mass production of good VS Mass access to political process. 

Industrial Revolution in short run, it was not comfortable. It was dirty and dangerous, in the factories, in the streets, and @ home. It was a difficult process, but in the long run it brought quality. Those who lived through the industrial rev, life span went down, but the alternative: increase exponential growth. Had it not been for industrialization, people would have starved to death. Wrok was provided, which gave them enough to survive etc. In the short run, hard! Long run, worthwhile – improved quality of life. 

Enlighten revolutions : they were political, resulted into assembly, group of people who come together and produce something valuable to society. 
Industrial revolutions were : they were economical, resulted into factory, group of people come together and produce something valuable to society too.

Similar in the following aspects (down the middle): Mass, population, organization, pain/gain, -- Yet different in the following ways on top!

Britain’s advantages:
Britain was first because of their glorious revoltion. 

> Political Stability: Britians first advantage was political stability. You cannot have economic progress without political stability. Politics > Economics. Given Britains political stability, it was had the means to go to work. 


> Economic Progress: Britain developed a number of strategies to increase : 
- agriculture yield (Britian started to produce more/surplus agriculture products)

Economics always start from the ground up, start from agriculture. 

> Demographic growth : Increase in the population. 

> Technological advances : once politis was good, work was given, and people were ready… the factory was born! Increasingly more sophisticated technology. 

Spread of Industrialization to the continent:

England was the first and it spread to the continent (Good stuff spreads!). Something was used in other to generate energy. Belgium had coal mines. 

Prussia realized England had an empire, and when a door closed for England, another one opened. Prussians decided to form such a trade area, therefore increase our business opportunity within our lands. They created something called Zollverein (a Germanic free-trade area). [Germany, free trade area in a Germanic area, Germany relied on their human resources]. 

Social Effects of Industrialization:

At first, work and life were extremely difficult. Who suffered the most : children, then women, then men. The more vulnerable, the more they suffered. The reason why women and children suffered more than men is because labor was divided. All three groups worked in 3 different sections of the factory, opposition with the farm: family team-work. The women and children were isolated, there was nobody to protect them, no law to protect them = ABUSE. That is how women and children got their rights. Industrialization lead to the liberalization of women and protection of children. 

Men also suffered, and eventually they got smart : they started to form Unions. [Union : Concept applied to factory, and then society]. Workers started to form unions to protect themselves, citizens started to form unions to advance their cause. Labor Union (travail) / Social Union (social). People found the means and methods to help themselves, but not right away, it did take some time. 

1815-1848: people tried to return the world to how it was before Napoleon.. after 1848 there was no turning back.

3. Conservatism and Liberalism

Influential Ideas:

> Burke (1729-1797)

English and conservative. He wrote much correspondences about the French revolution, very critical. In his opinion it had gone too far!  It was his belief and opinion that the pursuit of rights could go too far – absolutism gives too many rights to the King therefore Liberalism give too many rights to people. 
Believed rights like power should be limited. All concepts/ideas of limited freedom = comes from Burkes. It was highly influenced by the French Revolution.

> Paine (1737-1809)

Thomas Paine was an American. “Democracy is a process that is used to protect a people’s rights” = according to Paine Democracy in not an End, it’s a Process. If you do not recognize democracy as a process you might mistaken it for an end and hurt what it is originally working for – people’s right. He was more middle of the road, between Burke and the rest. 

> Bentham (1748-1832) and Mill (1806-1873)

They were utilitarians and they believed that democracy could be used to improve everybody’s condition. Their famous line “The greatest happiness to the greastest number”. 
Both were very progressive, opposite of Burke. 

Congress of Vienna (1815-1825)

 Gathering of those who defeated Napoleon – To restore Europe to the pre-French revolutionary period. Attempt to turn back time in Europe, from 1815 to about 1794, to the time when Louis the 16th was in power. 

> Restoration and Legitimacy

For them it was necessary to restore a King. To return Europe to its legitimate condition. 

> Metternich and Talleygrand

M – Born in Germany but adpted by Austria. He was given the nickname of the “Prince of Europe”, this man was the most influencial from 1815-1848.

T – French, made sense that French would be at Congress, he entered it as an observer and left it having made a very big impact. He said “it isn’t France to blame, it was Napoleon”. Napoleon was the reason  France conquered Europe, not any thing else. In blaming Napoleon, France was kind of let off the hook (just losing land) – but for a nation defeated twice totally by the rest of Europe, it ended so well thanks to Talleygrand. 

> Major decisions

Restore Europe to its legitimate state before French Revolution. 
Two other decisions were made and impacted Europe: 

1- Balance of power (Montesquieu applied politically). If a country gets too big than the rest of us should put it in its place. All other countries should have equal power. 

2 – Buffer states – Neutral zones were created between major powers. Country considered a threat: France, Belgium was carved out and put between France and Germany. Space in between the two. Europe would be protected against future wars and it worked: fall of Napoleon until Crimerian War - longest period of peace in Europe. 


From conservative to liberal

France:
Louis XVIII (1814/1815) : 

Louis was a name of power, Louis was title. He was conservative according to the congress of Vienna. He died in 1825. 

Charles X (1825)

Brother of Louis XVIII, crowned when his brother died. Even more conservative than his brother. 

July orders (July ordinances) – series of laws that limited peoples’ rights. Too much had gone too far, therefore the people rebelled. = Another French Revolution. Charles the 10th had gone to far, as a result to this revolution, he fled. The people were faced with a dilemma : no king, no government. 

Louis-Phillipe (1830): 
Revolutionary man, he was royal : “his blood was blue (royal) but it bled red (revolution). When Charles X was forced to run, the people naturally pick Louis-Philipe : “I am not the King of France but the King of People” ish. 

A very liberal king who protected the rights of the people. 

Britain: 
Six Acts (1819) : The people in Britain started to protest, to crack down the protests. The Six Acts were passed, series of laws revolving around: censorship and Britain started to limit peoples’ other rights. 

Great Reform Bill (1832): First reform bill. It recognized and extended the rights held by the British people. Like France, Britain started very conservatively and ended more liberal. 

4. Nationalism and Socialism

Nationalism : trying to preserve a culture of people, a way of life, conservatism bent or slant

Socialism : open for the future and new stuff

Influencial Ideas:

> Saint Simon (late 1700s – early 1800s)

> Fourier (late 1700s – early 1800s)

> Owen (late 1700s – early 1800s)

All these men were socialists. They were all in favor of economic welfare. Socialism believe that the government’s role is to increase the comfort and welfare of the people.

> Hegel (1770-1831)

Philosopher. He studied conflict in all its forms and he realized that conflict is not just when two sides are against each other ready to shoot, but it exists in a debate, in a discussion : not all conflict is bad. Human nature is to be in a state of conflict. 

He came up with the “thesis”/”anthesis”/”synthesis” – the philosophy/methodology of dialectic. 

Hegel has just rationalized/justified conflict. Bismark (german) saw an opportunity to rationalize war. If conflict is good than maybe war is good? Bismark established more than anyone thought by grasping the concept of war being rationalized. 

> Mazzini (1805-1872)

Father of modern day of nationalism. His ideas influenced all Europe and the World. NATIONALISM. He wrote a book : Duties of Man 1835/38. The duties of man was towards his nation, towards his fellow people. 

> Marx (1818-1883)

He divided the world between left and right. He defined and redefined the left. The beauty of Marx is in his simplicity. His ideas were sophisticated, but he had simplicity of prose. Historical materialism 1848 = He was an economic historian (Who had wealth and how they used that wealth to gain power etc). His article outlined the problem and then the solution (which had a huge impact around the world). 

“Bourgeois and Proletarians” – Freeman and slave, patrician and plebeian, lord and serf, guild-master and journey-man, in a word oppressor and oppressed. (That is the problem!)
“Proletarians and communists” (That was the solution) He wanted to confiscate property and redistribute it evenly. The solution is communism. Establish strong government, take all property, distribute it properly, and then the government should wither away = Solution in Marx’s eyes. Marx’s failed to recognize human envy of power, no government wants to give up power. Marx realized his theory made sense in practice, but he had his doubts about its application. 

Based on class differences – redistribution of property – By means of a revolution – that should eventually end. 

Revolution of 1848

A time to move on, about 50 revolts occurred in Europe. These revolts were not coordinated. They happened in most of Europe, in the parts of Europe that were most repressive (where people had less “freedom”) aka Eastern Europe. 

One of the most important years in history, why? Nothing happened, but the attempts of revolts all demanded the same thing (which was not a coincidence) – uncoordinated but united. 

> Hopeful Failures

Hopeful because everyone who participated in these revolts did it with hope, they all faied. 50 years later, gradually and slowly they reached their ideal. Failed in the short run but accomplished much in the long run. So the hope, reasons behind revolts, did see the light of day eventually. 

> France

 King Louis philippe (1830-1848, in power) was the peoples’ king, he was a celebrate king. But by 1848, he was no longer welcome or regarded in a positive light. Did he change or the people did? Both KLP became a little more conservative, and the people became a lot more liberal. 

- Second Republic (1848) : People revolted and the Kind fled. France again got rid of its King. The French elected a president : Louis-Napoleon (1848) Nephew of Napoleon Bonaparte – somebody with recognition and reputation. When he became dictator he changed just to Napoleon 3rd. 

- Louis Napoleon : elected by the people and became the dictator of France. 

> Britain

- Chartism (1838) : a movement started in 1838. The British wanted some political changed. The people wanted a more representative system of government. Chartism = Charter, they wanted their rules in a Charter. The people waited 10 years for change. 

- Protests (1848) : Queen Victoria fled London because her life was in danger. Army was called to London to protect gvnmt. Protesters and the army faced but no shots were fired, revolt was avoided and by the end of the century the peoples’ were met. 

Crimean War (1854-1856)

It ended a period of relative peace – that is why it’s such an important war. 

First war fought in the 19th century after the Napoleonic wars.

It happened for one reason only: Russia was getting too powerful. In 1853, Russia defeated the Ottoman Empire. So two countries (FR and BR) with support of most of Europe, declared war against Russia. 

These two countries were not threatened by Russia but there was a principle that was agreed upon in 1815 (Congress of Vienna) – BALANCE OF POWER. 

War was declared, BR & FR fought Russia in Crimea (oppose de Constantinople). They fought and Russia lost. First time BR & FR fought as allies malgré une historie de haine. 

Bigger enemy, the enemy of my enemy is my friend. 

BR and FR won, but lost their public image of reputation of power. Indian Independence Movement started during the Crimea War, because the Indians realized the British were weak. The Germans realized that FR was weak and so was BR, and maybe it was their time and their destiny. Weak because no practice army. 

Italian Unification (1870)

 > Victor Emmanuel and Cavour

VE : He was the King of a North Western Kingdom, where Turin is today. He represented the legitimacy of a united Italy. 

CC: He was VE’s prime minister. He was a genius, the master mind. Having studied the English political system, he believe Italy should be governed like England, by a King. 

> Garibaldi

He was the muscle. He surrendered the South to Victor Emmanuel. It was his duty to give the south to his people (VE) Garribaldi was from Nice. 

Piedmont defeated Austia. Garibaldi defeated the South and surrendered it to the North (Victor Emmanuel). But Italy was still devided by the peoples’ states. After the French were defeated by the Germans, Italy received the Vatican lands. 

German Unification (1871) – Bismark

The mind and muscle behind German Unification. 

His philosophy Real Politic : He believed in real politics which meant that war was necessary to unit Germany. In other words, Germany was united by a series of wars. It was a state defined by war until after the 2WW.

Germany defeated Austria and then France. 

> Ems Affair

In other for Germany to unite France had to be defeated. If Germany declared war on France, the rest of Europe would have to declare war on Germany. Therefore Bismark had to persuade Germany to declare war to France so Bismark intercepted a telegram and re-wrote, that it appeared that the Germans were insulting the France and vice versa. The French offended declared war on Germany – Germany won and was United. 

> Versailles

German’s state is recognized. The eyes of the world were always in Versailles, media was present. German’s decided that they wanted the world to know they were united therefore they signed this existence in Versailles. Further insult to the France : their defeat permitted a new country to be recognized in their own country. Germany became a REICH and their king became a KAISER. Germany became an empire and wanted to conquer. 

Democratic States

1871 – Italy and Germany United / France and Britain were a little weaker. 

> France 

- Revolt in Paris (1871)

The French were upset for having lost to the Germans. Napoleon the 3rd fled. So France reconstitutionalized itself. 

- Third Republic (1875)

Very democratic and weak (government) because everything is in reaction to what had occurred recently. Until 1940, defeated during the 2WW. Longest period of political stability for France, ever! France accepted its placed as no longer being the most powerful.

> Britain

- Victoria (1837-1901)

Born in 1819 and crowned in 1837, she was 18! Nobody believed that she would governed for long or well. Queen Victoria proved all of her critics wrong. She had it all against her (she was a woman, she was young, she was stubborn, she was accused once of rolling down a hill playfully – as a child). At first she didn’t want to be a Queen.  Parliament wanted to increase their power when Queen Victoria came to power. But she refused to let that happen. 
Parliament got her the worst husband (poor, and foreign) to complicate her life. She refused to marry him, until she saw him, then fell in love. They governed very well together, which the Parliament had not expected (they had expected the opposite) – Victorian Era. 

- Second Reform Bill (1867)

Gave more representation to the industrial cities. (This took guts) She was a conservative, and a visionary. She proved that a conservative could also look forward. She died in in 1901

> Parliament Act (1911)

She set in motion these changes although she died before she could sign it. Gave the elected house more power from the appointed house. 

> Representation Act (1918)
Women in Britain got to vote! Extended the rights. 

World War I (1914-1918)

Germany became very ambitious after unification. 

> Entangled alliances

Germany was allied with Austria. The Br, Fr, and Russians were allied. Alliances were signed because everyone had a feeling that war was coming. People believed that this war would have positive consequences, and a short war = opinions changed in 1918. 

> Crisis in the Balkans

Austria was a multi national empire. Serbia wanted independence from Austria. Serbia was allied with Russia. Franz Ferdinand – killed, in an open motor car à Sarajevo. The eir to the Austrian thrown was assinated by a Serbian nationalist 28 juin 1914. Austria declared war on Serbia, and then everyone declared war on each other. 

Germany saw this an opportunity to increase its empire. 

>The War 

It was fought on two fronts : Ouest dans les tranches puis dans l’Est dans des terrains vagues. The western front was fought with industrialized weapons (machine guns/tanks) because c’est devenu une guerre totale (tout est mobiliser pour cette guerre), the eastern front was fought in more traditional ways. “The Great War” – everyone wanted it at first. 

> Traité de Versailles (1919)

Germany lost and was entirely blamed for causing the 1WW. Germany was forced to pay reparations especially to France (d’où par la suite, ces dettes ne pourront JAMAIS etre repayées et mènent a la 2WW). Germany lost land to repay dettes. Germany was defeated and weakened économiquement. Signé à Versailles pour leur refoutre dans la gueule, puisque l’Allemagne avait signer leur unification en 1871. 

> Weimar Republic (République de Weimar)

Russian Revolution (1917)

> Nicholas II

Last Tsar – needed to be strong and powerful. His wife was not very popular. Sometimes it was believed, that she infact had more control over the government than he did. Little confidence in the eir, because he was sick and thought to not survive. 
Weak and unpopular. In this weakness people saw an opportunity… 

> Lenin (1917-1924) 

Two things happened for Lenin to be able to get the power. During WW1:
- The Russians asked Germany for peace, so Germany said OK but in exchange with land.

- Germans realized they could further weaken Russia by sending a intruder.

He returned to Russia and defeated the government. He introduce a communist state. He nationalized key industries : NEP (New Economic Policy). Lenin died in 1924. 

> Stalin (1924-1953)

Lenin wanted Trotsky to take the power, but Stalin over powered him. He increased the power of government. He persecuted and purged his enemies (he killed them). He always kept people guessing. He scared people. 

Nationalized the entire economy (5 Year Plan) > He constantly reformed it, so it was never really 5 years. Stalin made the farmers all for la “collectivization” and if they refused, they went to the koulags. 

The Great Depression (1930s)

> Causes

- Stock Market Crash (1929)

October 1929  is the date the Stock Market crashed, and it seemed like “l’élément d’éclencheur”. People borrowed a lot of money and bought a lot of stock that they could not pay back. People bought too many stocks, prices were artificially high, and then it crashed. 

- Tight Money Policy

Money iis a human construct. In the 1920s when people were not doing the “flappers”, the economy was growing, but the money wasn’t there to sustain it. People were borrowing money at high interest rates because there was too little money going around. 

- Little Government Spending

Government s were nos a custom to spendings when times were tough. Times were bad, but the government was not spending… Therefore it cannot get better! Government needs to spend money to get things back on track, but nope didn’t want to. No stimulus.

> Consequences

- Roosevelt’s New Deal

He was a very influential man. His plan : Relief, Recovery and Reform
Let’s relief the people, let’s recover, and let’s reform ourselves so it does not occur again in the future. [Change the economy so we don’t suffer again because of it]. 

- Keynesian Economics

He (Keynes) wrote most influential books of Economics. Published a book on government’s role in economy. Encouraged the governments to play a bigger role in the economy. 

Fascism and Nationalism 

> Spain

- Civil War (1936-1939)

The Civil War pitched the right vs the left. On the right you had Francisco Franco. He won the civil war. 

The world used Spain as a stage. The democracies sided with those opposed Franco, the dictatorships sided with Franco. Hitler used Spanish Civil wars to test new weapons that Germany was producing. Hitler’s intend was to go to war and often Spanish War : “Dress Rehearsal of the Second World War”


- Francisco Franco (1936-1975)

Became the dictator of Spain after the war (no democracy, one man with total control). And until his death. In his will : gave spain to the Monarchy. He wanted Spain to have a Monarch. Regime totalitaire*

> Italy

- Mussolini (1921)

He was a man for this time in Italy, he wanted to put Italy on the map, like Hitler wanted to return Germnay to this map. He used democracy to obtain his dictatorship, to rise to power. 

- Lateran Pact (1929)

Mussolini rose to power because he understood the importance of democracy and the support of the King. King was on the side of Mussolini, King enabled Mussolini to abuse the system. 

Lateran Pact: Agreement Musolini made with the church. Vatican before was in Italy, now it is independent from Italy. 

Mussolini returned the Vatican to the pope (to have the church on his side, which worked). 

- WW2 (1039-1945)

Italy allied with Germany, was defeated and then Mussolini was executed! BAM
Mussolini was the first dictator to fall. 

> Germany

- Hitler

He was a very dramatic orphan. He did good things at first, but he did so to get Germany on side, for world domination. Which worked. His rise to fame started during the WW1, he was a messenger, and received declarations. He was quite unknown, but had big aspirations.

- Beer Hall Putsh (1923)
Tried to defeate government was failed. He was put in jailed for 8 years but only did two. In which he wrote his book. 

> Elections (1930,1932)

1930 – He won some seats

1932 – He won more seats and created a party. 

Used democracy to rise to power. 

- Burning the Reichstag (1933)

He created a crisis. His men burned down the german parlement. And the nazis blamed their opponents. So they appeared as the defendants of democracy. Hitler persuaded the government to give him power, power that he would not stop building until the WW2. Create crisis to destroy his enemies and democracy.

- Enabling Act (1933)

It gave him almost dictatorial power, given by the government. 

- Night of the Long Knives (1934)

Used his power to further destroy his opponents. While Stalin was purging his enemies in France, Hitler was doing the same thing. 

5. Contemporary Period

Influencial Ideas

 > Darwin (1809-1882) and Spencer (1820-1903)

Spencer: coined the term “Survival of the Fittest”

Darwin took it one step further: “If the fit survive, who or what doesn’t? The weak.. The fit survives because of attributes, something superior” . Introduce concept of evolution = over time the fit survive. 

> Nietzsche (1844-1900)

He believed a man has to be government by a strong man. 

- Einstein (1879—1955)
No absolutes and no truths: relativity applied to science/philosophy, 

- Keynes (1883-1946)

Everything is relative to crcumstance – recession=spend, prosperity-save

- Hayek (1899-1992)

Believed that government was getting too big / too powerful. He went against the trend, 

World War 2

> German Rearmament (1935)
Hitler started to re-arm Germany. He had the empire, and he was building the arms to conquer. 

> Rome-Berlin Axis (1936)

Signed with Mussolini. Hitler was allied with Franco in Spain, Mussolini in Italy, Stalin in URSS. 

> Chamberlain and Churchill

Chamberlain : Peace in our time, they’ll shall be peace in our time = his words. he believed that Hitler was not as aggressive as some saw him to be. When Germany went to war, Chamberlain was removed from power. 
Churchill : saw Hitler was very dangerous, he wanted to stop him between 1936-39. When Germany went to war, people made Churchill take over Chamberlain’s role. 

> German Annexation of Austria and Czechoslovakia (1938)

Hitler marched his army to Austria, World did not have the courage to go to war, so it was brushed off. Same when it happened to Czechoslovakia. World said: “Well ya there’s a minority, he wants to unite people, bring all Germanic people together” 

> Non Aggressive Pact (1939)

Hitler formed alliance with Stalin, to not attack each other.

> Germany invades Poland (1939), Norway, Denmark, Belgium, Netherlands and France (1940)

He had no reason to attack Poland. German attacked all, Germany reich was there. Germany decided to then take Britain. 

> Battle of Britain (1940-41)

Hitler believe that he could defeat Britain with an AIR FORCE. This was an air battle. It was fought in the skies between Germany and Britain. The Germans were held back by a British air force. Britain won – WOOT!

> Hitler Attacked Soviet Union (1941)

Went east because he couldn’t get Britain defeated. End of the pact.

> Italy attacked Egypt (1941)

With German support

> Japan Attacked Pearl Harbor (1941)

Japon was also totalitarian. Took the fight to Americans and their Naval Base. Dec 1941, Pearl Habor was attacked and a large portion of the US Navy was sunk, given the America to declare war on Japon (who was allied with Germany) = World War, completely. 

> Total War

Everything is monopolié for the war. Nobody was spared, and was all around the world. Nombre de victime citoyens: x5 ou 4. Civilians were not spared. Involving everyone. 

> Allied Victory

- Italy defeated (1943)

Italy is defeated in 1943, when the allied forces defeated the Italy ones in Africa, they used Africa to attack Italy from the South to Rome. 

- D-Day Invasion (1944)

Old military term / The way to describe an important military event. Allied invasion in France northern region. Germany is attacked from the north. Three armies pushing the germans towards the center, Hitler was surrounded in Berlin. 

- Hitler’s demise (1945)

Suicide on April 30th 1945. Men committed suicide with him. 

He blamed his generals for not executing his orders, yet they had no armies! 

He asked to be burned with his gf Eva, so no price for the people who get him after his death. 

-Hiroshima and Nagasaki (1945)

6 and 9th of August. 
Because Hitler commited suicide, Americans turned to Japan. Bombs that were meant for Germany, went to Japan. Bombed the 2nd one because the Japanese did not get the message.

Japan surrendered!

> Germany divided:
Between France, United States and Britain and the Soviets. Because Berlin was defeated by the Soviets, they got that part yet Berlin was important city so Berlin was divided too! Berlin /4. RFA : OUEST. RDA ( Fr Br and US)  EAST (Sov) – Debut de la Guerre Froide. 

6. First Peoples and the Land

Aboriginals trapped the fur beyond that the europeans controled the rest of the process

Organization

Expansion  



- economic

· political

· religious

coureur de bois traded with aboriginals and then gave to the voyageur

voyageur brought fur to trading post where it was put on a ship and sent to france / england

because fur moved in one direction then other goods moved in the opposite direction

economic: explorers looked for more aboriginals to trade fur to expand their market share (business)

political: As the territory expanded it was claimed for the monarch.

Alliances and enemies

French were allied with yurons and algonquins

English were allied with other iroquois people 

The french and the english were enemies, and so were their allies

Quebec was settled to establish and protect the fur trade

Montreal best location for furtrade

Grew in size – roman catholic church followed

Louis XIV

Decided to settle this land by giving this responsibilty to a government 

Sovereign Council – Governor

· Intendant

· Bishop

monarch, acted on behalf of the king

governor, represented the king, responsible for external affairs, duties mostly political

intendant, duties towards the people, responsible for internal affairs (roads, infulstructure), economic within the settlement

governor looked up – intendant looked down

Bishop – represented the church, responsible for all religious affairs, duties mostly social (religious) 

Jean Talon – introduced seignorial system in new france, a variation of the feudal system

Political – a lord (land lord) was given a big piece of land to administer

geographic: the lord divided this land into long narrow strips perpendicular to the river

economic: Settlers farmed this land 

Social: established a community of farmers

The lord had a number of rights and responsibilities, the settler or farmer also had rights and responsibilities.

Rights: to recieve a tax

responsibilities: to provide protection and infrastructure. 

Rights:to have access to common good and sevices

Responsibilities: farmer had to work the land

Roman catholic church:

missions

Military Rule (1760-63)

· Military Government: Until the end of the war, the military governed, conquered, New France

· Articles of Capitulation: These articles were respected until the end of the war - form a kind of constitution

· Royal Proclamation (1763-1774): British imposed their rule. Royal implies a monarch. The monarch proclaimed the laws of the land. Proclamation is usually from the top down (someone is issuing the orders), declaration is usually from the bottom down. First British civilian rule on this land. Quebec reduced to settled areas - British were managing supposing the next threat would not come from the French 

· British civilian Government:

Seigniorial holdings - french land 

fur trade

Test Act: French found themselves very alone - France abandoned them, the bishop abandoned them, but many priests stayed behind. French Canadians turned to the church - so catholic and remained that way over the generations. Church provided them with the support that they needed. British knew that very few catholics would convert. Test act said: to participate in government, French Catholics had to swear an oath to the British crown, hardly any did. Very few who swore this oath were too few in number to cause any problem. 

British faced important question: do we leave french alone or do we make them full participants of the government?

Assimilation: although the intent was to assimilate, it was never pursued or accomplished. 

Quebec Act (1774-1791)

· Territory: included all lands around the St-Laurence and the Great Lakes

· Religion: roman catholic church was officially recognized. Church could expand to all of Quebec 

· Politics and civil code: Politics - test act abolished. Civil code - french civil code applied (civil code that applied before the conquest). 

· American reaction: resentment! Americans wanted to settle in and around the great lakes. 

· Why did the British give this land to the french? First they gave it to the Natives because they believed the next threat would come from them. It was to reward the good behavior of the French people. Or to punish the 13 colonies because they believed the Americans should behave differently (americans proved that you could be english speaking but not British) 

American Revolution/War of Independence (1775-1783)

· Stamp Act and Quartering Act (1765): British felt that the Americans did not pull their weight during the conquest. Stamp act - A new tax introduced (postage stamp) Source of revenue for the British. Americans: No taxation without representation - cannot pass a new law without our consent. Quartering Act - in order to guard their island, British soldiers would be obliged at times to take quarters in people’s homes. American’s saw this as another tax/expense, but more so as an invasion of privacy. Housing for British soldiers, regarded as an invasion of privacy. 

· Townshend Act (1767): a tax on imports. popular import: tea. Stopped drinking tea and imported coffee from other places. 

· Boston Massacre (1770): americans starting to protest the direction that the British authorities were taking. British soldiers fired upon boston civilians - peaceful protestors - five were killed. British fired on american protestors killing 5, but upsetting many.

· Boston Tea Party (1773): a group of protestors dressed as Natives boarded British ship and through the stock overboard. 

· Coercive/Intolerable Acts and Quebec Act (1774): because of damage done to private property during the Boston tea party and Boston’s lead role, it was punished by shutting down the national assembly. the British tried to persuade and punish the Americans. 

· First shots fired in Lexington and Concord, Massachusetts (1775): do not know who shot first. British army and american militia faced and fired, beginning of revolution. 

· Americans declare their independence (1776): based on enlightened ideals

· British surrender in Yorktown, Virginia (1781)

Treaties of Paris and Versailles (1783): took two treaties

· independence: in paris (because paris was the “center of the world”, had to be recognized. 13 colonies you are now independent, but they wanted the Ohio valley. 13 colonies were free from Britain

· territory: versailles recognized the territory - americans finally had access to the Ohio valley.

· Loyalists (1791): those who wanted to live under the British Monarch or as British subjects. 

· Constitution Act (1791): compromise was reached 

· Upper and Lower Canada: Quebec was divided between the French Catholics and the British Loyalists 

· Representative government: an elected assembly was given to both Upper and Lower Canada

· Veto power: British authorities could overrule any law passed by these assemblies. 

· How could an assembly accept the veto? The loyalists believed in the rule of law of the British. French Canadians welcomed it as well.

Timber Trade (early 1800s)

· Reasons: because there were a lot of trees, because the British were building ships, because Napoleon interrupted trade with the Scandinavian countries

· Results: stimulated another industry, introduced newsprint 

· Canals: also developed transportation - very important, allowed ideas to move. 

War of 1812:

· results established north america.

· Napoleon: Origins not even america, but rather when Napoleon wanted British troops out of his way on his way to Russia. Instigated by Napoleon to distract the British 

· Resentment: British - resented losing the 13 colonies and lands south of the Great Lakes. Americans - resented not winning the entire continent. Both British and Americans were building forts around the Great Lakes

· Often dubbed  The American Revolution Part 2 

· Treaty of Ghent (1814): it changed nothing but reaffirmed everything

Rebellions (1837-38)

· French Revolution (1789): the French in Canada became aware of enlightened ideas

· Agricultural crisis (1830s): there was a worldwide agricultural crisis 

· Established Chateau Clique and Family Compact: the veto power of the authorities put very few in control in Lower Canada and Upper Canada. Power was in the hands of very few. 

· Lower house: elected representative assemblies

·  Upper house: appointed councils under the governor (Chateau Cliques)

·  economics: taxes controlled by the lower house

·  politics: power exercised by upper house

· Lower house wanted more power whereas upper house wanted more control of the finances.  
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· Papineau’s 92 Resolutions (1834): put out a paper/bill of 92 resolutions. Would change the government - including responsible government

· Representative government:

· Russell’s 10 Resolutions (1837): countered Papineau’s 92 ways, in these ways, attempting to appease the legislative assembly. Responsible government denied, but people had accepted the idea and some were not about to let it go. 

· Clashes (1837): rebellions for responsible government - pro-british=rebels, pro-french=patriots. Diplomacy failed so the rebellions started. As this conflict increased in intensity, it lost support. 

· Lord Durham (1838): celebrated liberal British politician, because he was british he was respected by the british, because he was a liberal he was respected by the french. Welcomed by both the English establishment, and the french people. “Came expecting to find one race, but found two roaring in one state” - found two people at odds, there should be one people and these people should be British - pro british, he looked at the british empire and realized it was the biggest in the world - assimilation for the french’s sake. 

· prominent, liberal, reform 

· amnesty and forced resignation: Durham wanted to forgive the rebels/patriots, they had a cause that was important and they fought for it. The English establishment forced his resignation because of this. 

· report (1839)

· union: assimilation - of Lower and Upper Canada

· responsible government - disregarded because they took Durham as crazy

· Act of Union (1840) and Responsible Government (1848): 

· Responsible government: executive council/cabinet appointed by elected of legislative Assembly - by lower house and not upper house

· UC and LC united into Province of Canada (1840)

· Free Trade: more economic freedom, Self-determination: more political freedom

· Gov. Elgin instructed implement responsible government (1848): Britain understood that peace economic wealth, they didn’t want any trouble. Instructed to pass responsible government, even though he did not like the idea 

· Lafontaine and Baldwin appoint Cabinet (1848): both appointed the executive council from the legislative assembly/lower house. Agreed to work together, wouldn’t be divided by the establishment. In so doing, responsible government was achieved

· Rebellion Losses Bill (1849): Durham amnesty taken further - in order to compensate further the rebels and their families. A bill passed by the lower house to compensate further those who fought for responsible government. Responsible government is challenged - the signing of this unpopular law clearly demonstrated to the people that they were in charge. Bill was unpopular among the establishment but signed nonetheless giving the people more power - establishment burnt parliament down because they believed they were only representing the people

9. Confederation 

Political instability: governments were weak and often fell after elected. often fell, on average every year

Four political parties

· Coalitions and dissent: four parties decided to work together, but the coalition would then fall apart. Parties would form union to get elected, parties would turn on each other to force another election

· Unstable issues: two sides could not agree where to meet location of capital - parliament would shift between Toronto and Quebec. The railway was another issue, to build it or not, who were to finance it? Economic, political, and social issues.

A Fragile Economy 

· Corn Laws revoked (1846): beginning of free trade, Britain was forced to buy its raw material from us before 1846, end of preferential treatment by Britain

· Reciprocity Agreement (1856-66): north-south - free trade with the US, goods that were relatively inexpensive. We now have access to a big market to sell our goods, have access to their goods, and stuck it to Britain - it lasted about 10 years. US in 1860 - civil war, worked against our favor. Ended due to civil war

· Intercolonial trade (1867): east-west - we turned to ourselves, traded amongst ourselves. one of the reasons why Canada confederated

Civil War (1860-65)

· opposing sides: north vs. south

· dividing issues: north wanted to free the slaves (social issue)- many natives were sold into slavery, many blacks from Africa, slavery existed where you had people who could be put under other people and the force of the law that could support this. the north wanted washington to have more power (political issue) the south wanted the states to have more power. the north wanted protectionism, the south wanted free trade (economic issue). where did Britain get most of its cotton from? the south, so they needed to protect themselves and side with the north so they could continue to get cheap cotton - we in part became a country because the south lost the civil war

· south secedes (1861) south separates from the north but loses the war (1865)

· Lincoln’s influence: Lincoln persuaded the US to advance his causes

· Lee (general of southern confederate forces) surrendered to Grant (general of northern forces) in 1865

· Lincoln assassinated (1865): in the theatre, a gunman called Booth from Maryland sympathetic to the south who resented that the north won the civil war, shot and mortally wounded Lincoln, Lincoln became a marder of this war because he was assassinated for his cause.
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Towards Confederation 

· The Great Coalition: it would form and fall apart, but there was no other way to get things done. Needed in order to unite Canada. Started in the Maritimes. Required to form a federal union. 

· Charlottetown and Quebec Conferences (1864): Maritime provinces decided to meet to form a union and invited central Canada. Decided to have follow up conference in Quebec, and it was there that Canada’s constitution was drafted. 

· 72 Resolutions: the draft constitution

· Act of British Parliament: Canada was established by a British parliament act (British North American Act)

· Dominion of Canada: Canada’s official title at the time, religious and political statement. Constitutional Monarchy: the monarch was the head of state with limited powers. 

· Federation - power is both united (Ottawa) and divided (10 provinces): federal - ottawa, divided - provincial 

· 3 colonies became 4 provinces

Political Issues after Confederation 

· A threat from Nova Scotia (1886): resented joining the union but was economically persuaded by the railway and by the union helping Nova Scotia solving some of its debt problems.  

· Manitoba becomes a province:  

· Surveyors arrive (1868): to organize the land

· Riel and Metis Resistance (1869): Metis - when the surveyors arrived and the interest grew in the south they became a threat. A nation/people of semi-nomadic settlers already there. Riel was the Metis leader. conflict between surveyors and Metis. demographic mix between natives and europeans. riel - descended from irish fur traders and the name changed over time from O’Riley. 

· Manitoba Act (1870): Ottawa passes the Manitoba Act, Riel challenged it and failed. Manitoba was the 5th to join the union

· Admission of other provinces:

· BC (1871): so the federation could exist from sea to sea. BC was promised a railway

· PEI (1873): debts were paid by federal government

· Alb. and Sask. (1905): Canada’s population was increasing, fertile land became popular. Immigrants attracted as well
