Suez owned by British private interest
Emerged in the wake of the collapse of the ottoman empire
Secular, modern movement – Anti Israel 
Gamal Abdel Nasser – Prominent nationalist

1952 – Coup against the monarchy
Power vested in 11 man committee – Nasser emerges as leading officer   becomes president
Fearful of British – not of Soviets
Could be heard on the radio throughout the Arab world
Establishes alliances  with Bath (socialist) parties in neighbouring countries
Introduced universal schooling, infrastructure (electrification)
Holds public opinion by 1950s – extremely popular
Arms embargo in the middle east
Israel good at getting arms – don’t want arms race 
Nasser can’t get weapons
Chinese wont help, pass buck to Soviets
Soviets don’t want to seem like they are giving arms
Czechs sell arms to Nasser instead
Does not go down well with Americans
Nasser is trying to exploit superpower complex 
Wants loan from world bank (funded by US)
Souring of relations with US  Nationalize Suez Canal  Income for Egyptian State instead of British Shareholders – hit to French, British  Blocks Israeli harbor
Plan: Israel would attack Egypt to take back the Canal then GB and France would come in to “intervene”   Seize Suez maybe topple Nasser
October 29 – Israel attacks Egypt – British and French say stop ten miles behind front line – give up Egyptian territory

Rokossowski
Defence Minister – Stalin’s puppet
October 18 – Soviet troops stationed in Poland on high alert
Reports of movement towards Warsaw
19th Soviet leadership flies to Warsaw
election procedure for Gomulka underway
Khrushchev and Gomulka meet
Soviets accept his leadership but Poland has to be aligned with Soviet foreign policy

Hungary
Matyas Rakosi – Staunch Stalinist
Hungary not doing very well
Soviets pressure him to give up govt. leadership
Appoint Imre Nagy Prime-Minister
Economic policy revised – economy looks up
Rakosi realizes this will be his demise
Smears Nagy – gets him to resign 1955
Secret speech prepares Nagy’s return – does not campaign despite popular demand
Soviets decide to get rid of Rakosi
Put Erno Gero into power – not a charismatic leader – placate unrest 
Goes on vacation – clear transitional leader
Crisis erupts October 23
Student demonstration in support of events in Poland
Want political change like Poland
Becomes popular uprising – security forces shooting at students – much of the security forces switch sides – Russians called in – still don’t do a good job suppressing uprising

Always 2 steps behind
Hungarian party decides to co-opt revolution by putting Nagy into power

Nice man, somewhat Naïve – can only make concessions that come from the street

Nagy announces that Hungary would leave the Warsaw pact – stay neutral
Signs death warrant – not acceptable to Soviets

Unconnected double Crisis
American Reaction to Double Crisis
Eisenhower – Communism should be rolled back in East Europe – unclear as to how 
Use subversive means
No evidence that Americans instigated Hungarian revolution
Radio Free Europe, Radio Liberty –US funded
Beam news into Communist world
Loyal audience in those countries
Report reliable news – always confirmed with several sources
1955 – Bridge collapse in Hungary
Government can’t really deny reports 
News of Hungarian uprising beamed there – information comes from outside
Eisenhower sees what is going on – satisfaction
When Israel attacks Egypt everything changed
Eisenhower was furious – told British and French not to do it – British lied to him
Eisenhower doesn’t like Nasser – realizes intervention would implicate the US damaging interests in ME – Can’t undermine NATO – shuts down oil deliveries to Britain and France – hurts already failing British Currency – Eisenhower refuses to support British Pound – “you are on your own, undo this”

Chance of rollback is remote – US tries to step back realizing they contributed to the tragedy of Hungarian revolution
Berlin is now the central concern

Runs E Germany 1945 – 1971
Full time communist politician
Not good: Thinking, speaking
Good: Organizing
Links to comintern – met Lenin
Fled from Hitler 
During war:
Indoctrinate German POWs
1945 – Sent by Stalin to build communist
Communists take over socialist party
Committed Stalinist – leading the revolution in Germany
Speed is important
Believed E. German socialism was more highly developed that Soviet socialism
1952-1953
Economic crisis – result of reform
Work quotas and prices increased
Work more buy less
Stalin’s death paralyzed leadership
Spring 1953 Ulbricht in Jeopardy 
Beria demands reform 
Becomes unpopular – Soviet stooge
June 17 1953
Uprisings in E. Berlin
Soviets called in to suppress rebellion
Soviets begin to support Ulbricht
Ulbricht becomes more resistant to policy change
Warning  Don’t liberalize
Ulbricht leverages this into more economic aid
Competition with W Germany
Going through economic boom
Soviets extend loan periods for E Germany 1955
1955 – Soviets have to assure non-unification
more leverage for Ulbricht
Many refugees going into W. Germany and Berlin
Population shrinking
Before 1952 – people we want to get rid of
After the economic depression – workers are fleeing  BAD
Ulbricht wants to make E Germany into socialist paradise that no one would flee from

No concessions from Eisenhower
Let’s not prolong negotiations endlessly 
Retracts ultimatum
Leaves Moscow sept 27
Feels equal – friendly “Camp David” Spirit
Eisenhower believes Berlin Problem is Khrushchev’s fault

4 power meeting

War in Algeria 1954-1962
Escalates – French can’t pull out because of settlers
Leads to an internal crisis in france

Charles de Gaulle elected 1958
De Gaulle was supposed to reassert power in Algeria
Convinced that Algeria wasn’t worth it he worked on withdrawal 
National liberation struggles have the logic on their side – can win militarily – can’t regain sympathies 
Wants France to be a trusted leader of the Emerging third world – colonialism is outdated – (credibility)
Reform France’s political system
Changes parliamentary democracy to a presidential republic – 5th Republic – Jan 1 1959
Vision of Europe of the Fatherlands 
Unite Europe including European Soviet Union
Exclude GB obviously US
France want to be a full member of NATO
Share burden, also help make decisions
Alienate the states
Start to remove themselves from Military aspect
De Gaulle focuses on relations with West Germany
Jan 1963 – Franco-German treaty
Anti American anti British pan European
West Germans did not want to alienate Americans
Nuclear test treaty
Directed against China
Implicitly against France
France approaches Chinese
Establish full diplomatic relations
Czechoslovakia – USSR intervention aug 1968
Worried about progressive govt.
Cold war division will not be overcome
De Gaulle had underestimated soviets
Fall 1968
De Gaulle is not very popular
Wins election resigns in 1969 – self exile
Dies following year

Vietnam
Fear of Communism all over world
Don’t want to lose credibility
US saw Vietnam war as a war of National liberation
Most Europeans consider this a folly – undermining credibility
Not important to security, French experience in Vietnam, Algeria
1964-1965
All European powers withdraw from Vietnam war
Australia only remaining ally
Invade with ground troops 1965

Western world does not shatter despite the Vietnam war and Charles de Gualle

Internal Unrest in the Western World
Similar characteristics
Generational conflict – children vs parents
Parents: valued economic security at the cost of some democracy
Children: grew up in increasing prosperity, sense of rebellion, commitment to universal justice on principled grounds, experienced govt as oppressive, civil rights conflict – women’s movement

Peripheral to Cold War
25 years late 25 year commitment
Economic consequence
More bombs in Vietnam then Europe WWII
Poker analogy
Bluffing: Fast escalation to drive others out of the game

1945-1954 1st Indo China war
French Colony
Occupied by Japan in WWII
French colonialism undermined
Roosevelt believed that indo-Chinese people could not govern themselves\
Partition Indochina  -Potsdam
British Get south (Not French)
China North
Stalin doesn’t care 
Resistance to Japan by Vietnamese communists 
Summer of ‘45 administration collapses – communists have a chance to take power
September 2 1945 – Ho Chi Minh announces Vietnamese independence
Establish democratic republic of Vietnam 
Based in North Vietnam
Less control in South
Occupation starts in September
Chinese withdraw in early 1946
French work with British in Indochina 
Ho Chi Minh tries to negotiate with France to get a compromise – give France control of Foreign policy for communist internal control
War starts in ‘46
By late 40s push DRV into the mountains in the North
Backs against the wall
Then Chinese revolution comes
Mao recognizes DRV
Convinces Stalin this is right

Korean War
More military commitment to France

Shoot from Mountains at French Garrisson
Major defeat for French
3 weeks into Geneva conference
French govt falls new govt decides to get out
Geneva – divide Vietnam into North and South
DRV not sure if it could win war
Pressure from China and Soviets to accept peace
China wants to be trusted by East Asian nations 
Division: Good for China, Soviets. DRV feels sold out. US not officially involved
Opportunity for RVN 
Elites (French Catholics) – Flee South
Form backbone of Emerging regime
North Claims mantle of nationalism 
South : Emerged from France
Run by old interior household
French puppet ruler

1954-1963
RVN – not a viable state
No national authority – no nationalism (North has hearts and minds)
American East Germany
1955 – RVN cancels UN observed elections
supported by US

Ngo Dinh Diem (1901 – 1963)
Nationalist like Ho Chi Minh (resigned old govt position in protest)
Becomes Prime Minister summer 1954
Abolishes institution of the Emporer
Diem realized people would think he was an American puppet
Keep Americans publically at arms length
Modernizer  
Not open to well-intentioned advice
Catholic in Buddhist country
Corruption problem in South
1960 – National Liberation Front established in South (Vietcong) 
Diem unable to quell unrest
Kennedy administration has to reassess situation
Should have: Fold or Bluff
Difficult to reassess global containment strategy
Related to credibility
Some call for immediate withdrawal
Get more involved with incremental bets
Military advisors, military aid
1963 – Fall Kennedy administration gives Ok to overthrowing of Diem by Military coup
Clearly more dependant on US – American puppets
Generals kept overthrowing each other
US is now more involved
Kennedy assassinated three weeks later (unrelated)
Johnson gets US really involved in Vietnam war
Little foreign policy experience
No credibility unlike JFK
1964-1967
US gets involved
Sends more troops – Johnson wants to get into the war
August 2 1964 
US ships sent to North Vietnam (espionage)
North Vietnamese attack with Torpedoes
Johnson hears about 2 attacks (1 mistaken) 
Johnson goes to congress for war powers
Escalation in 1965 
Bomb Hanoi 
Land troops in Vietnam
By 1967 500 000 American troops in Vietnam
Bomb the North into submission
Consequences of escalation
Vietnamese matching bets – bluffing isn’t working
Vietnamese want a second Dien Bien Phu 
Neither side willing to fold more than 100 mediation efforts failed
Sino-Soviet split – who will help Vietnamese
Chinese help Vietcong
Soviets help North
By 1967 Chinese helping DRV 
DRV launches initiative to finish war
1968-1973
Tet Offensive
North Vietnamese and Guerrilla fighters attack US military bases
Complete disaster – American troops repel attacks in 24 hours
City of Hue is completely destroyed
Americans begin counter-insurgency campaign
Tet offensive first media war
Civilians saw more combat on TV then troops did on the ground
Send more troops and we will win – creates image that this is an unwinnable war
At the same time counter-insurgency is extremely successful 
Tet provides purpose and direction for student protests
Johnson announces he will not run for president again
US defeated in political term, not on the battlefield
Second Dien Bien Phu but not as planned – lose the battle still break the political back of the Americans 
Moderates in Hanoi have the upper hand
Will negotiate with Americans
Negotiations start in May 1968
Cant agree on what negotiations were about
US want country to stay divided
North wants reunification
Nixon doesn’t change this – escalates war massively (bluffing) 
North Vietnamese infiltrate South with Ho Chi Minh Trail
More than half of US casualties under Nixon
Nixon wants to get out
Seeks an honourable exit
Spring 1972
Easter offensive
Disaster for North Vietnamese
Fall 1972
Despite the fact that there is no piece Nixon will be re-elected
Vietnamese decide to make some concessions
Paris Accords jan 27 1973
US accepts Geneva
Cessation of hostilities US troop withdrawal
Right of South to exercise self-determination
Reunification according to 1954 Geneva agreements
Did the US believe it would work
Probably not
Use it to get an honourable exit
South could collapse a few years later
Nixon had concluded RVN was not viable (plus Watergate)
1973-1975 –Vietnamese Vietnam war (Their war)
April 30 1975 – Government of RVN surrenders
Americans evacuated
DRV rechristened itself SRV
Repressive years to 1979
‘79-‘86 – mismanagement
‘86 – economic reforms, open up

Lessons of Vietnam
US govt failed to reassess commitments
Should have done in early 60s and again in ‘68
World didn’t agree
Escalation did not work – never sufficient to drive DRV from the table (always unpopular)
US learns what France did in ’54 wars of National liberation have a logic that makes it difficult to stem the tide – hard to support unpopular corrupt governments 
Not about containment of communism – National self determination
American credibility undermined
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Deficits, economic stagnation and inflation

Linkage: in negotiation link two things (unrelated issues)
Make an agreement (both sides win something)
Both sides facing a whole load of issues 
US plays china card and ABM system card 
Soviets don’t want ABM force concessions on other issues claiming ABM is for protection from China
China card backfires
Linkage begins working in 1971
Nixon visits china 1972
Soviets want to come to terms on nuclear issues
Moscow may 1972 
 SALT 1 – Strategic arms limitation treaty
Concerns offensive weapons – end arms race
Cap number of weapons
Verification measures
Doesn’t cover IRBMs SLBMs
How do you count?
MIRV: multiple independent re-entry vehicle
Only US has it
Treaty on the Limitation of ABM SYSTEMS may 26 1972
Only allowed 2 systems
Couldn’t replace or upgrade
Limit interceptor missiles
Nationwide systems not permitted
Cements MAD

Decline of Détente
SALT II june 1979
Includes SLBM and strategic bombers
Includes MIRVs
Does not cover short range missiles
Never ratified by US
Détente had lost steam
Has become a political bad word
Watergate scandal
Nixon style disappears  immoral: making deal with Soviets
Americans have run out of cards
Other disagreements
Human rights etc.
Soviet military build up in Europe
IRBMs
Treaties sell out west Europeans
NATO allows negotiations on IRBMs

NATO double-track decision Dec 12 1979
Offer negotiations on IRBMs to Soviet Union
Put them in West Europe by 1983
1979 Soviet intervention in Afghanistan
Soviet Vietnam War
Kills Détente

Why did Détente fail?
Different expectation on each side
US: used it to get out of Vietnam
Manage rise of USSR
USSR should become a more responsible power
Lessen Cold War divisions: realist arrangement of balance of power
Morality did not matter
USSR
Believe history is on their side (Global Revolution)
Détente will help history forward
Temporary agreement
Only applied détente to Europe
Didn’t think it would apply in third world
Narrow agreements
No confidence building measures
October War
Middle east could have been a test case
Failure to define code of conduct beyond written agreements
Apply higher standards to the other side
Did détente fail?
Yes: temporarily
Huge impact
Idea of limitation  eventual reduction
1980’s-1990’s
START
INF 1987
Able to talk about other issues
German-German rapprochement
Trade talks lead into Helsinki agreements
Both sides make concessions
Code of conduct for West Europe
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Provide framework for future talks

Socialist states were the greatest human rights offenders – did not agree to this proclamation
Human rights did not really matter in the Cold War except in Europe

Context of re-construction
European Convention of Human Rights 1950
Reaction to Nuremberg Trials
European Court for Human Rights 1959
First court where judgements supersede National law 
Give away part of your sovereignty
Membership in European Economic Community (today: European Union)
Human rights is an important requirement for membership
CSCE (Conference for Security Cooperation in Europe)
Soviet Idea
After Stalin’s death in ‘53
Attempt to prevent militarization of NATO
Secure territorial gains from WWII
Doesn’t really go anywhere
Khrushchev tries this again after Sino-Soviet split
Renewed attempt in 1969 
US – Nixon tries to use Linkage – connect to attempt to reduce conventional forces – doesn’t happen
NGO’s start to emerge
Amnesty international
Deal with political prisoners in Portugal
Quickly becomes an organization that investigated Human rights abuses in East Europe
Becomes a focal point of the Cold War by Accident

CSCE
No legal agreement – allows flexibility, prevent legally binding agreement – allows it to expand into subjects that couldn’t have been dealt with otherwise
Geneva  Soviets want legal claim to these borders
Just political recognition
Need for increased economic cooperation
Soviets want to control these interactions
Ministry of Foreign Trade – totally free trade would bring too many western ideas
Western Europeans want non-governmental contacts
Family members etc…
West Europeans demand a minimum respect for human rights
Human rights is the sticking point

Helsinki final act aug 75
Declaration of Principals

Recognize soviet borders but not occupation of Baltic states
Military transparency

Why did the Soviet Union agree to Human Rights
Did not want to wreck a conference that was their idea
These concessions would not endanger fundamental Soviet rule
Soviet leaders are beginning to believe that they are the dominant power in IR
Overconfident
At meetings there were human rights reports
Platforms to blast communist States in public
US becomes a leader in human rights
Soviet American Trade Bill 1974
Watergate also 1974
Disregarding ethics in foreign policy goes out of fashion
Trade becomes dependant on human rights
Renews general American interest in Human rights
From Wilson era
Human rights watch established 1978
Amnesty International receives Nobel peace prize 1977
Jimmy Carter 1977-1981
Champion of Human Rights
Inconsistent HR policy
Ronald Reagan uses HR mostly for propaganda purposes
Uses it mostly against Human Rights
Mostly interested in religious dissidence 
Socialist States 
Soviet Union- dissident movement dating back to de-Stalinization – Political, religious, ethinc, Human rights
Andrei Sakharov and Elena Bonner
Anti-nuclear and human rights
Print underground literature
Focus on Human rights abuses
Organize first open demonstrations against Czechoslovakian intervention
Nobel Peace prize 1975
Helsinki Watch groups
Dissident groups link up with each other 
Govt. under pressure
Either abide and lose control of dissidence or crack down and lose face
 Chose second option
By the early 80s dissident movement was mostly shut down 
Huge loss of face
Czechoslovakia
New government tries to normalize situation after 68 intervention
Pretend Prague spring never happened
Slovaks were very happy with Soviets – more political rights from Czechs
Many Czechs opt out of politics 
Youth rebellion
Get western clothing listen to western music etc.
No real danger in political system
Memory of Prague spring is fresh
Intellectuals form the core of dissident movement
Helsinki final acts allow them to form a more formal group 244 dissidents sign a charter in 1977
Demand political dialogue with regime
Try to stamp out movement
Too many dissidents are too well known
Not the quantity of people but the quality – extremely eloquent, trained economists
These people pick up the pieces in ‘89
Poland 
Polish constitution is very liberal
Polish opposition activists have moral high ground to demand that  govt honours the constitutions
Poland reluctant to crack down
History of Polish labour activism
Foundation of first Free Workers Union in Poland
Unions were usually a part of the State apparatus
Activists ally with Vatican and Polish Catholic church
Socialist World has populations which adhere to different religions
Muslims
Often fragmented
Islam doesn’t have a strict internal hierarchy
Orthodox Church
Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, Romania, USSR
Different branches
Don’t form a cohesive network
Tend to submit to the State
Protestant Church (Lutheran)
Baltics
Protest is based on Ethnicity mostly
East Germany, Czechoslovakia
Secularized States
Lutherans become active in 1980s
Catholic Church
International Hierarchy outside of State control
Accepted in international Law
Most states respected Non-intervention in the matters of the Catholic Church
Catholic Church has a visible head outside of the Socialist world
Yugoslavia (small), Bulgaria (Small), Romania (insignificant), Hungary (Large, mostly inactive), Czechoslovakia (Large, secularized)
Poland
90% Catholic
Long history of Catholic resistance
Communists try to infiltrate Church but never totally go after it
Clear case of religious resistance to Communist regime
The Vatican in IR
Until 1850s – large territorial state
Loses all territory as Italy is unified
Retains Vatican
Smallest state in the World
1860s -1950s
Remain in political inaction 
Begin to react to changes in 1950s
Become interested in reform (Vatican II)
Increases appeal of Catholic Church
John XXIII
Willing to make deals with Khrushchev to regain influence over religious affairs in socialist world
Before this supported Martyr bishops
Also becomes interested in world affairs and the Cold War
Issues an encyclical on peace in the world 1963
Calls for negotiations to end cold war and nuclear stalemates – calls for respect of Human Rights and Democracy
Dies soon after
Paul XI
Picks up these initiatives
Travels all over the world
Continues establishment of relations with Communist world
Bishops and priests are still harassed
John Paul II
First non-Italian pope in 455 years
Sign for the further opening of relations
Born 1920 – very young pope
Very good speaker
1958 – youngest bishop in Poland
reform minded in terms of politics not theology – becomes an open critic of the communist government in Poland
Partner of opposition in Poland
Critical of Paul XI’s accommodation of East Europe
Massive victory for Polish dissident movement
Trip to Poland June 1979
Millions greet him
A vote with the feet
Becomes a spiritual and political guide for Polish free union movement
Some evidence that Soviets were behind Assassination attempt

Human rights and religion undermined domestic control. 
CSCE process started this thinking
Holds states accountable from the outside world
Help East Europeans to reassert their political face in the 80s
CSCE – Allows the structure for the governments that took power after the USSR fell

Lutheran church gave refuge to dissidents
Socialists but reject the system

This group of 4 all reject Gorbachev’s reforms in the 1980s
Reform goes hand in hand with collapse
Gorbachev – not great economist
Old age stubbornness of leaders
Gorbachev gets tired of the foot dragging
Gives up on them

60s-70s economic liberalism
Reform throughout 80s – growth
Privately run enterprises produce 1/3 of national income
Reforms precede Gorbachev – goulash communism
Albania and Yugoslavia
Left Warsaw pact earlier
Lose longterm leaders in early 80s
Poland
Jaruzelski
Imposes martial law
Frozen crisis
Political stalemate – economic problems
Gorbachev
Comes to power without a clear set of ideas
Conservatives begin to oppose the reform
Realize that democratization will cost them their jobs
By 1988 – You can criticize Stalin
Lenin had also had party members shot
Public debate on human rights, immigration and democracy

Year of Change 1989
Hungary
Success of economic reforms lead to polls for political reforms
Once Kadar was senile – pushed out of power
Replaced by Grosz – begins the process of democratization of the communist party
Lends credibility to those who fought for democratization
3 new parties
Gorbachev – Military force is not a means of international politics
April – sign agreement on soviet military departure
May 2 – demolish border fortifications to Austria
March 1989 – Imre Nagy given a state funeral – symbolic end to Stalinism
Poland
Quickly overshadows Hungary
81-83 – years of martial law
Stalemate between conservative party forces and progressive population
Jaruzelski – supported by Gorbachv
Fall 88 – round table discussion (including solidarity and Catholic Church)
Starts Feb 6 1989
Reach an agreement
Solidarity – legalized
New Economic policies, freedom of the press  
New Parliament
Elections 1989
Solidarity wins every possible seat
Stalemate over PM
Gorbachev Steps in 
Tadeusz Mazowiecki becomes PM
Solidarity collapses in the 90s
Communism is finished in Poland
East Germany
East Germans vacation in Hungary
1989 vacation to go to border
Sneak into Austria
By August 1000s had fled into Austria
Sept – Hungary allows East Germans to leave for West Germany
Prague sept 19898
East Germans occupy west German embassy
Climb wall
6000 camp out by late 1989
Allowed to leave sept 30th
October 7 – 40th anniversary of the GDR
Spontaneous demonstrations for weeks
November 4
500 000 person demonstration
We are one people
Reunification
November 9
100 000s cross the wall
People brought hammers and chisels
With the fall of East Germany – it becomes clear that other communist regimes are done-for

Small dissident movement
Czechs remember 1968 – scared of Gorbachev
Young Socialists form an independent student movement
Organize nov 17 demonstration
Spontaneous candlelit march
Riot police beat up student
Within 48 hours democratic movements spring up demanding an end to state sponsored violence
Nov 19: 100 000s demonstrate in Prague
Nov 27: Nationwide 2h strike
Havel becomes the first president of post-communist Czechoslovakia
Czechs and Slovaks decide to separate – also peaceful
Romania
Not peaceful
Nov 1989 – Communists gather in  a congress – 6h speech
Completely isolated in East Europe – he attacks the other countries for giving up on socialism
Demonstrations in Timisorxra 
Hungarian part of Romania
Massacre by police – 79 killed
Leaves for state visit to Iran
Army stops suppressing demonstrators – bad relationship with Prime Minister
Ceausescu challenged live on TV by protestors 
December 22nd Serious fighting starts in Bucharest
Flees to army base after he is attacked by protestors during speech
Put under house arrest by Army
Kangaroo trial on Christmas day – humiliate him
Shot immediately afterwards
Reformed communists stay in power for about 10 years

Immediate democratization in Poland Hungary and the Czech Republic
Delayed democratization in Bulgaria, Romania, Slovakia
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German German Reunificaton
End of the Warsaw Pact 1991
The end of the Soviet Union 1991

Why Reunification
Pressure from the Street
Economic collapse of East Germany
4.3 million East Germans visit West Germany in 4 days
Don’t stay, there is no way to leave
Krenz becomes the new party leader
Organizes communist rally 
Announces free travel, free elections
Damning inditement of 45 years of east Germany
Modrow is made Prime Minister
Party gives up the claim to political superiority
Party dissolves itself in December
Bankrupt and Rotten
Not necessarily true – economy rotten state not quite bankrupt – 20bil marks in debt had been significantly reducing its debt
Reduction in debt possible only by extracting value from infrastructure – Maybe bankrupt or rotten
Good evidence that even East German leadership did not understand how much debt they really had
Takes 10 years for the west German central bank to figure out the debt load
Tell this to Soviets and West Germans
Round Table 1989
Kind of self appointed parliament – very popular
Brings together people from Modrow’s interim government and intellectuals (who lean left)
Prepare elections for March 18th
West German parties re-create themselves in East Germany
Communists suffer a crushing defeat
Conservatives win
Vote strategically – streamline re-unification
Economy really tanks in 1990
West German consumer goods
Reunification is clear but how?
Famous 4 plus 2 talks (allies and 2 germanies)
Economic union is first step to re-unification
France and Thatcher are very resistant
Kohl works closely with Gorbachev 
Pays off Soviet Union 5 bill marks
Americans support Kohl
What about NATO membership?
Stay in NATO
Sept 12 1990 – Germany reunified, peace treaty – permanence of Polish Border, Small Army, no nuclear weapons
Oct 3 Germany Reunited – East Germany Gone
Sober cool headed process
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
