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Conditional sentences 
-incarceration is the most severe form of punishment in Canada
House arrest
· Second most severe form of punishment, you are confined to your home, typically under surveillance 
· Used to limit the amount of people exposed to the prison environment 
· Sending people to prison was thought to make people more criminal because they were exposed to other types of crimes
· Intended for minor offenders, people who were seen as not belonging in prison 
· Cannot be used in place of a federal sentence (something more than 2 years, or an infraction related to terrorism)
· There are now more guidelines around who can receive a conditional sentence (theft over 5000, stealing a car and drug offences cannot receive a conditional sentence)
· Mandatory conditions for this: keep the peace, notify the system if you change your name, stay in the country, report to a supervisor.
· Optional conditions: You must go get treatment for drug addictions or anger issues, possibility for electronic monitoring, do not use alcohol or drugs, community service 
· We often see a process of “net widening” an attempt to keep people out of prison tends to put more people in it, normally you wouldn’t be sentenced to prison but you are not being sentenced to house arrest which is still a form of incarceration 
· This measure did not lead to a decrease in population instead it increased the amount of surveillance on criminalized individuals 
Suspended sentence 
· A judge is sentencing you to incarceration but the sentence is suspended so if you complete the probation order the sentence will not be carried out 
· If you do not follow through with your probation order you are then committing a new crime on top of the one you have already committed 
· This is an example of specific deterrence 
Probation 
· One of the most typical sentences in Canada 
· Roughly 50% of sentences are accompanied by a probation order 
· Imposing a sentence similar to the conditions in house arrest (reporting to someone, not changing your name, no drugs or alcohol)
· The difference here is that treatment must be consented too, whereas with house arrest the person has no choice 
· In a probation order, treatment must be negotiated, it cannot be imposed. 
· Pee test – making sure individuals are complying with their order 

Fine
· Typically an add on to your sentence, sometimes it is a standalone and you only receive a fine instead of incarceration
· Is very costly
· Results in unpaid fines because people do not have the money or people choose not too
(Un)Conditional discharge 
· You must admit you are guilty
· Unconditional is you are free to go and you have not been convicted 
· Conditional discharge – you can do a 1 year probation and it is as though you have not been convicted of a crime 
· No criminal record
· Often with first time offenders, if the judge sees it is not in the interest of the person or society to send this person to jail they receive one of these sentences 
· Cannot receive this sentence if you are seen as a threat to the security of society
Drug treatment courts 
· Very recent 
· Available only to non-violent offenders 
· The individual admits guilt, the person is sent to a specialized court where the judges are paired up with specialists to supervise the person (pee samples) 
· It is assumed that if you possess drugs you have a problem with consumption 
· A form of therapy under correctional surveillance 
· No sentence is received 
If you are sentenced to prison how do you get out?
Conditional release 
· Escorted temporary absences 
· A family member is dying or you need medical treatment that is unavailable within the prison
· You may apply to get this 
· You are allowed out for less than 15 days and you are escorted by a correctional or peace officer
· Unescorted absences
· You must be in low or minimum security 
· Can be used as a reintegration tool to society, seeing how a person manages outside of prison temporarily 
· Work release 
· When you have served 1/6 or 6 months of your sentence 
· Is only for less than 2 months 
· You must come back to prison after or go to a halfway house, you must be under surveillance outside of your working hours
· Day parole 
· You may ask or it at 1/6 of your sentence 
· You are able to be looking for work, receiving your treatment or some type of community service 
· 1/6 at the provincial level 
· At federal level the time varies that you can ask for this 
Full parole
· Sometimes you still may have to report to a halfway house at night 
· 1/3 of your sentence 
· Usually around 30% success rate asking for full parole and receiving it
· Drug and violent offences typically do not get access to full parole at 1/3 of their sentence, it must be later 
PBC – parole board of Canada – created in 1959 but parole has existed since 1899 in Canada 
Fauteux Report – parole was used to reintegrate individuals into society 
Belief that with the science of crime we can effectively change people for the better 
Parole helps to decide if a person is a risk within society or not 
Daubney report 
·  It is good to rehabilitate but it is not a way to protect society, parole should be used to protect society 
Roughly 1/3 of people complete parole without reoffending 
Most failures of parole is a breach of condition
Statutory release 
· You do not release people into the community just because they finish 2/3 of their sentence 
· They are still monitored under statutory release 
· Correctional service of Canada can argue that it is unsafe to release an individual then it is up to the parole board to decide on your release 
Classical and neo-classical criminology slideshow
Classical criminology 
· Idea is to find better ways to fight crime by finding ways to rationalize crime
· Use reason to direct law in a way that is effectively reducing crime
· What can we do to fight crime? What is the amount of punishment that is best to promote deterrence 
· Often seen as merely philosophical in nature and is displaced in the way of positivist criminology
· Many rights that are guaranteed are a direct result of classical criminologists i.e. Beccaria and the right to a trial in a fair amount of time
· The age of reason or enlightenment – people began to question the foundation of social order, organizing the institutions of society outside of tradition 
· People are seen expressing their free will, everyone should have a chance at succeeding 
· The legitimacy of punishment must be codified in the law 
· There can be no crime or punishment without previous law 
· A critique in which the ways punishment is used 
· If we are to be enlightened the use of punishment must be guided by something 
· Utilitarianism – what generates the maximum amount of happiness while producing the least amount of pain – avoid displeasure increase pleasure – increase pleasure avoid pain
· How can we make people richer, happier and more successful 
· What is the amount of pain you must inflict in order to prevent future offending?
· The ultimate goal of punishment is said to be what will prevent crimes in society using the least amount of crime 
· Instill fear in people – if we show no mercy people will be afraid to commit crimes – classical criminology disagrees with this
· Punishment should be hidden from the public 
· Huxley – says we need to experience sadness at some point in our lives 
· Beccaria – 
· says law should always be used as a last resort, there are ways to limit the use of punishment in order to produce security 
· We should prohibit the use of cocaine because it harms people and we want to prevent people from being harmed – paternalism 
· Injecting reason into criminal law and the ways we punish
· Publicly punishing people weakens the ruler or punisher, it shows the ruler is run by emotion and cannot control his passions and emotions 
· Cruelty is counter-productive, it generates sympathy if the punishment is so violent 
· Can habituate or normalize people to violence 
· These arguments are found today in critiques of the death penalty in the states 
· Says we should aim for a minimal use of criminal law, we should use certainty, celerity (quick and easy) and moderation, the law works more effectively if people do not think they can do away with punishment 
· Bentham – hedonistic psychology of crime – a crime driven by pleasure and gain
· Says there is only a collection of different individuals, there is no such thing as society in itself
· A collection of different interests that collide with each other 
· Economic reasoning in punishment 
Right realism 
· We went too far in promoting diversity 
· Broken windows theory – people won’t commit crimes if the neighbourhood looks nice, as soon as a window is broken you must fix it in order to maintain control or else you will spiral into being a bad neighbourhood 
Neo-classical 
· Focuses on the crime and the situation
· Does not act on the individuals but rather the situation in which people make criminal decisions 
· How can we push someone to decide against committing a crime?
· How should society act in order to guide people away from crime?
· Neoclassical criminology – elements of context 
· Right realism says we are too tolerant and we need to regain control
· How can we prevent reoffending in different means
Reorienting criminological knowledge production towards:
· We should study things that are used to prevent crime 
· What kinds of contexts limit criminal decisions?
· How can we make it impossible for people to commit crimes?
· Contemporary rational choice theory 
· We need a model of decision making that is more subjective 
· We need to take into account where is the decision made
· Crime is intentional and calculated and purposeful 
· Involvement decisions – should I start committing crimes? Do I continue to commit crimes? 
· Event decisions – you are in the middle of stealing a car and the owner shows up. What do you do? 
· Cornish and Clarke focus on the backgrounds of people who commit crimes 
· Cusson – says we should focus on social control
· Public prevention – putting lights up on dark streets 
· Social condemnation – how do people around you condemn certain actions? Reinforcing the relationship between crime and shame
· Self-protection – what do people do on their own in order to limit crime?
Target hardening 
· Making it harder for the individual to grab at something – target hardening 
· Teaching people how to become harder targets 
· Situational crime prevention – reducing things in the environment that make it easy for crime to occur – i.e. the bench in the middle picture makes it impossible for people to sleep on them
