
4 Characteristics of Law:
1. Politically: only violation of rules made by the state, universally element in the law, rules in church, schools, family, political institutions, where law is created
2. Specificity: differentiates from more general civil law, specific criminal law, no doubt whats being referred to, court law is general
3. Uniformity: the rules/laws should apply to all people equally not race/gender/age, but often does not, penal sanction; if we impose a consequence to breaking the law we will prevent the action, imposed by a court not a mob. law modifies uniformity, targets ppl w/o means to defend themselves
4. Penal Sanctions: deterrence, effect on ppl who break law, general deterrence wired consequences, ppl hear about it so don't follow for fear that it is ineffective, if its why you follow law it is not right,  imposed by court not a mob,  conduct is against interest of society  
Substantive Criminal Law: all offences in the CC of Canada 
Procedural: how the state deals w violators, police are used/ can use force but not too much
Due Process: rules and procedure on criminal law by the state, crime is an act under the criminal code that leads to harm, the harm must be prohibitive or forbidden,
·  there must be an intentional or negligent reckless action or reaction or that brings about harm, criminal intent must be present, mensa rea, there must be a connection mens rea between intent and consequences
· must be causal relationship between harm and behaviour, must be legally defined consequences
Origin of criminal law: comes from the  FINISH THIS
Classical Theory - people could be harmed and society decided that there needed to have consequences (originating in torts/ civil law/ helps individual attain regress and protect from harm) suffer wrongs so society makes punishment
Series of Transitions Requirements:
· created a requirement that revenge could be seemed, if they had consent from their society, they can seek revenge with: the consent of the group/ they need to announce the fact that they are seeking revenge
· there is a restriction on how much harm you could do, limit on time and place that vengeance could occur, there is a time/ place where revenge can occur, there would be a public investigation to determine the merits, provide assistance to the person seeking redress
Two Theoretical Models of Criminal Justice:
Conservative: one is crime control model where the intent is to in force the law by arresting and prosecuting as many as possible by the most efficient method.  
Liberal: The other is the due process model which doesn’t put priory of the crime as it does with fair treatment and the presumption of innocence. Innocent until proven guilty
· Difference b/w Decriminalization is  remove a crime from the criminal code and treat it differently in terms of consequence while legalization is legal.
Conservative view of crime:  
· They believe they can reduce serious crime if they just get tough on criminals, unleash the police and give them more power and resources, deter crime through swifter, certain and severe punishment.  
· Lock up more criminals/sending more to prison for longer periods of time.  
· We can reduce crime if we get rid of loop holes in sentencing that allows criminals to get away with out punishment.  Do not support criminal procedure and emphasize the rules of law.  
Political Disagreement over criminal law and criminal procedure:
Conservatives: emphasize rules of criminal law/ unchecked anarchy leads to death of freedom
Liberals: emphasize riles of criminal procedures/ unchecked power leads to tyranny death of freedom
Three Strikes Law: Commit three crimes regardless of what they are should result in a life prison term.
Liberal view of crime:  Emphasize rules of criminal procedure.  Unchecked power= tyranny and death of freedom.
Study by Marvin Wolfgang: Found that a small group of repeat offenders of 600 are responsible for the majority of crimes.  than 30-40% commit 85% of all the crimes.  

Classical School of Criminology
· a school is a system of thought of crime causation, developed in England in 1750- 1800
· predicated on hedonistic psych, man maximizes pleasure/ min pain is what influences their actions
· Jeremy BENTHAM developed a liberal doctorate, sets of rules with Cesar BECKER in the book crimes and principles. it was abut crime control policies= rationalism theory, every one is guilty
Tenants of Theories of the Classical School
1. law should restrict as little as possible, everyone has same chances, itnot the purpose of the law to in force morality
2.  guaranteed the rights of the accused at all stages of the at the criminal justice process 
3. clear and process knowledge of what was forbidden and the punishment attached to disobedience
4. it should take the form of a complete contract so people can judge 
5. punishment is only justified if the offender infringed the rights of others
6. the severity of the criminal law should be drastically cretailed, it should be no more then proportionate to the crime committed, it should not go beyond what is necessary to deter the criminal and others from committing crimes, it should be just sufficient to show the punishment outweighed the pleasure 
7. the nature of the penalty should correspond with the nature of the crime
8. punishment must be inflicted with speed and certainty if its going to be a deterrent 
9. exemplary punishments were ruled out as being unjust and so with rehabilitation and reformation
10. the criminal was to be treated as a rational person (rationalism)
11. the prevention of crime 

The Positive School of Criminology
· scientific approach, 19th century
· looks at the outer features of a person to judge if they are a criminal= physiognomists
· FJ GALL and SPURZINE believed number of bumps on your head and where they are located judges if the person is a criminal
Theory of Degeneracy: B.A. Morael- moral degeneracy 
Alienists: Grothman and Prichard, you could link the concept of moral and sanity with criminology 
Cesar Lombroso: attempted to classify all the physical features with a stigmata to identify a criminal 1876
Enrico Ferri: published a book Criminal Sociology in 1878
Determinism: positivists believed you CAN rehabilitate, they wanted to know the history of the person, you cant classify crime with the classical theory 

Criminal Jurisprudence: Can differentiate between the schools 
Differences Between the Schools
· Classical School concentrated on the crime, they wanted to know what created the crime, where the Positive School concentrated on the criminal
· CS saw the offender as rational and responsible, free to choose whether to break the law or not, PS saw the offenders behaviour as strongly influenced if not completely determined by innate constitution that is their body and their environment
· CS saw punishment must be strictly related to the crime, PS said it should be strictly related to the offender
· CS saw the sentence as proportionate to the crime committed, PS saw it as a measure of crime prevention
· CS rejected adaptation of the penalty to the individual personality of the criminal, PS insisted upon it
· CS ruled out attempts to reform the law breaker, PS advocated for them

Specific Deterrence: sentenced by the court      General Deterrence: deter others from committing crimes
· How Deterrence Works: few offenders know what the penalty is, you have to perceive the consequences of being caught as being unpleasant and want to avoid, people have to believe there is a real risk of arrest, conviction and punishment , deterrence theory assumes people are rational actors who weigh the pros and cons of committing a crime (pain/pleasure)
Nagin: 4 Reasons Why Deterrence Doesn't Work
1. we know very little about the long term effects of policies and should assume that they lose their effectiveness over time, career criminals are not 
2. we know little but how people perceive risk when they are committing offences
3. the impact of particular policies depends on how they are implemented 
4. police department says they will hire more officers, how they use officers and target offences
· laws and policies are not always implemented as intended 

The Legalistic Approach: procedures associated with punishment and the legal reasons for the allocation of punishment
·  tries to achieve a certain goal, dangerous offenders, offences against people/ animals/ anything, quite instrumental
·  law on the books: what does the law say about punishment, punishment is sentencing
· s.718 The fundamental purpose of sentencing is to protect society and to contribute along with the XXX sections a-f
· How do we treat young people? a different set of rules/ rationals, rehabilitation, reasonable consequences 
· administration of justice offences, most get custody, the criminal justice system created the conditions to be breached, it creates its own work
Guilty Cases: completed cases and sentence, the murder of Officer Garrett Styles
· the 15year old that killed a cop in a car crash was let go because they became paralised and it counted as punishment enough
Critiques: assumes that punishment is only legal,  the process is the punishment and the experience,  fails to explore law in action,  families, schools, immigration, private law, credit cards

The Sociological Approach: unpack crime- punishment link, A social process, a social institution, Guided by social theory, Explains punishment,  does not just describe its legal procedures 
· What is experienced? Who participates? Where does it take place? How do we punishment? How is punishment explained?
Marxist approach to studying punishment: the relationship between the economy and punishment
· nature of government the modes o production and prevailing economic forces and class struggles impact punishment,  owners vs. workers, conflict, and structural issues, historical 
· Rusche an Kirchheime, deterministic analysis of punishment, different economies have different types of punishment/ exclusion
· their thesis is that when there is a lot of work punishment is not sever, because of jobs for the unemployed, when there are not a lot of jobs, punishment is more sever, it is inversely proportional. Punishment must be worse then the worse possible job
· punishment ‘must be understood as a social phenomenon freed from both its juristic concept and its social ends’
Durkheim approach: how cultures and emotions impact punishment, what does society value?
· punishment abut emotions,  not about reform, instrumental, utilitarian processes,  society is not institutions and people, but it is a collection/ network of beliefs that unify people, the common consciousness,  penal law is able to express this commonality and emotion
· emotions in punishment,  different participants/ audiences of punishment not victims, offenders, state, bureaucracy, practices
· the community,  get at how we belong together as part of solidarity 
Foucault Approach: political functions, power, how powered society responds to crime
· the internal workings of punishment,  new forms of power and explains changes in punishment 
· “less cruelty, less pain, more kindness, more respect, more humanity, (perhaps there has been a change in intensity) there is certainly a change 
· Past; spectacle, present surveillance, past: the body, present: legal 

Punishment and Social Solidarity: crime is normal and it enhances solidarity
· punishment in a context that believes in and accepts popular emotions
· crime creates feeding for the moral outrage
· “we must not say that an actions…

The Evaluation Approach: focuses on outcomes, progress, process, consequences of punishment policy
· policy based- prisons, community sanctions, mandatory minimums
Mandatory Minimum Sentences/ Punishments:
· certain types of offences, drugs (6 months, 6 plants), sex (one year for invitation to touching), drinking and driving (30 days on 2nd offence), weapons (3 years possess loaded P or R firearm)
· Certain types of offenders, 3 strikes
· new for all offenders, the victim fine surcharge
Critiques: proportionality,  shifting discretion- transparency,  obscures the big picture,  disproportionate impact,  court resources and efficiency,  trial penalties, 
· solutions: sunset clause, presumptive, review

· 3. critical: replication, the findings need to relate to other findings, 
· Kansas city patrol experiment: 
· choosing between a systematic review; meta-analysis canvasing 20-30 studies examining the same issue, a narrative review: a lazy researcher

Predicting who will become criminals:
· actuarial approach: patterns/ behaviours among individuals with similar characteristics. 
· looks at the prior history of the individual: past behaviour
· clinical evaluation: predictions about futur behaviour by specialists 
Ways to predict criminals by criminologists: 
1. onset of crime
2. persistence of crime
3. desistance of crime
Effectiveness of justice system
1. ability to investigate and detect crime
2. identify the correct offenders, the persons res
3. appropriate offences 

Wrongful Convictions: undermines the basic tenants of our justice system
1. person punished end up in prison
2. perpetrator goes free
3. credibility of justice system undermined
4. families pay a huge price

2 levels of wrongful convictions
1. professional and bureaucratic wrongdoing and stupidity of ppl who work in the justice system
2. target practices of the police
· Presumption of innocence in crucial 
· police are supposed to collect evidence that leads to a suspect 
· tunnel vision, we target people we don't like

4. falsified forensic evidence

· The persistent and social systemic inequality forcing indiv. to become marginalized 
· groups that are powerless become victims of wrongful conviction
· why do people give a false confession?
· if you are poor of marginalized, you are more likely to be arrested, charged, found guilty, sent to prison, receive a longer sentence
· ideology and actions of police weed out and protect the higher status offenders
· less likely to be granted bail
· accused not granted bail 
· low class more likely to be acquitted  and have lenient  sentence if granted bail even in it is the same offence
· always want a criminal lawyer
· 
Eye Witnesses
1. if the police have an eye witness to a crime is a ‘win’ but eyewitness testimony of usually wrong 1. psychological factors from the witness, pressure, memory and retention
2. line up identifications lead to false identification
3. factors related to societal factors and cross identification (people are bad at cross identifying in a different race)
4. confessions obtained under pressure with no lawyer present
5. fabrication of evidence or ‘sloppy’ policing 
usually coerced by the opposition
· faulty testimony
· witnesses are not immune to prejudice
· influenced by their own prejudices 
· racisim in police services 
· stereo types, non educated cops, leads to harassment and conviction 
· psychological factors, trauma makes them not remember accurately 
· societal and cultural identifications
· EXAM question on documentary of the rcmp sending a falsely accused ‘dealer’ to thailand and screwing him over

STRAIN THEORIES: Mr.Big: the important/ powerful guy that you must impress/ get good with to get in, The RCMP uses the Mr.Big operation to do undercover drug busts, incompetent judges, lawyers, CJ system is corrupt, Police are protecting themselves
EXAM question: do you think that police unions should have the power to influence public policy on policing?
· conflict of interest, tax payers pay their salary, who watches the watchmen, who does the commissionaire of the rcmp report to? Minister of public safety (conservative party politician), who does the correctional investigator report to? 3 types of theories:
· Strain Theories, Ecological Theories 
Ecological theories: demographics referred to population based on age, gender
· links social disorganization with crime causation 
Burges and Parkt
zone1. retail, businesses, manufacturing (most crime)
zone2. transition into residential areas
zone3. working class homes 
zone4. middle class
zone5. suburbs (least crime)
Criminology of Place: environmental crime
· emphasizes the importance of geographic and architectural features that are directly associated with criminalization
· 50% of all calls to police are from 3% of places 
· not all areas have the same levels of crime
· neighbourhoods are dense and cowed causing more crime
Broken Windows theory: if you live in a run down area and you dont take care of the place, you attract rats/ criminals
Strain Theory: Robert k Murton 1938 causes of crime, different from Durkheims definition
anomie: a break down or disjunction between means and goals
· normlessness, no rules, every man for themselves, everyone wants success, not everyone has the power or means to achieve success 
Typology of Adaptation: 
Conformity: people accept the cultural goals and the means to get there
Innovation: accept the goals but not the means to achieve them 
Ritualisim: person who does not want goals but wants the means (wants a job not a promotion)
Retreatisim: retreating from mainstream society i.e. hermits homes rejects the means and goals
Rebellion: reject everything and make new means, (rebel from parents

Rebellian: 		make new means 

Differential Opportunity: Cloward and Ohlin
· similar to strain theory, opportunity structures, pathway to success
· legitimate and illegitimate pathways 
Illegitimate: pathways disapproved by society (illegal) cant go to school so you join a gang
Legitimate: legal pathways 
Deliquent act: behaviour that violates basic social norms which are officially known 
· evokes, calls out judgement by social control agents to enforce social norms 
General Strain: points to a lack of 5th by robert murton, richard coward, lyod Owlen, albert cowen 
Status Frustration: white boys can achieve things that black boys cant so the black boys made a gang, a place where they can achieve their own status
· social and economic conditions, deprivation, opportunity, personal frustration, culture conflict theory 

Thorston Sellin: culture conflict theory 
· conduct norms provide the basis for behaviour are acquired through early childhood socialization 
· culture conflict suggest the root causes of crime through a clash of values between various social groups over what is acceptable behaviour
· 2 types, primary conflict:  fundamental clash of cultures secondary: smaller cultures conflict with largers cultures 
· root causes found in various social groups \
Frank Tanningbomb: madde the term ‘tagging’ individual is labeled by the criminal justice system, it is a stigma separating you from the community, dramatizing of evil, stigma and label of being evil
Howard Beker:  book the outsider, study of drug use, saw drug users as outsiders/ outliers
· all social groups make/ in force rules, deviance is not a quality that lies in behaviour itself but in the interaction between  the person who commits the act and the person who made it, symbolic interactionism 
· social groups create deviance by making rules that constitute deviance and applying rules to particular people and labelling them as outsiders. From this perspective deviance is not a quality of the act a person commits but a consequence of the application by theres of rules to an offender, the deviant is one to whom the label is successfully applied. deviant behaviour is behaviour is behaviour that label  
· do people accept the behaviour? what are the outcomes if they dont? does it characterize their behaviour?
Edwin Lemert 
· looked at primary and secondary deviance. if you commit the act the first time and dont get caught then you wont be labeled. repetitive deviant behaviour is secondary as people will find out and you will received a label. 
· secondary deviance starts to act out their behaviour in their life role, ie. becoming a hooker, vs. doing it once when no one knows. 
· primary deviation is the first occasions, you make get caught which may have social repercussions, the person doesn't re commit
· secondary deviance, 8 things  you get caught and there are social penalties and the person continues , further deviations, stronger penalties, person rebels, crisis reached, person is stigmatized, reinforces deviant behaviour conduct, complete acceptance, final step is moving into a organized group 
Deviant Behaviour FINISH
· all deviant groups tend more then individuals tend more to rationalize their positions
· can carry their behaviour with a minimum of difficulty 
· 3.  the group has general rationalization that repuniates conventional moral rules 

John Braithwait 
· labeling theory, concept of shaming, shaming ppl for their behaviour to bring them back into the community
· different types of shaming
Stigmatic shaming: court convicts you, found quilty, breaks the bond of the person in the community
Reintegrative shaming: try to bring the person back into the community, instead of sentencing you to court, its a form of restorative justice

Social Control Theory
Walter Reckless
· see people as possessing a human conscience, called human containment, which is why they wont commit a crime. the conscience can be ignored it is developed from childhood, internal and external containment theory

Social Bond Theory
Travis Hersichi: argued through successful socialization bond forms between persona and society, when the bond is broken, deviance/ crime may result. 4 components of social bonds
attachment: how attached you are to sociaty/ the rules, weak attachment 
commitment: how committed are you to society, do you volunteer/ participate?
involvement: how involved are you in the world
Belief: assumes you accept the the existence of norms/ values in a common value system, moral values

Social Development Theories
· started in the 1980’s
Lifecourse theories: explanations for criminality that recognize criminogenic influences of having their greatest impact at the early stages of life
Development criminology
· development of offending and anti social behaviour
· risk and protective factors at different ages
· effects of life events on the course of development
Age of Onset: period when crime occurs for the first time
Percistency/ Frequency of Offending: how many offences do people commit in life
Disistance: when do people stop committing crimes
·  impact from early childhood, that impacts the rest of life

10 conclusions about offending : Criminologists from many groups 
· prevalence of offending peaks between age 15-19
· peak age of onset of offending is between 8/14 years, peak age from disistance is from 20-29
· early age of onset predicts a relatively long criminal career
· there is marked continuity in offending and anti social behaviour from child hood to the teen years to adulthood 
· small fraction of offenders commit a large number of the crimes
· offending is vercitial rather than specialized 
· the types of acts defined as offences are elements of a large syndrome of antisocial behaviour 
· most offences up to the late teen years are committed with others, most from 20 up are committed alone 
· the reasons for offending while young are for excitement/ enjoyment but later on its utilitarian
· offences committed follow a pattern, increasing diversification increases before 20 and it decreases after 20 and it becomes more specialized 
Protective Factors: limit the level of offending, i.e. having a loving parent to offset a cold parent 
Interventions: empirical programs proven to work 

CONFLICT AND RADICAL THEORIES
· Is the criminal justice system in Canada reliable? Do you believe in the system?
Time control model:
Due process model: respecting the rights of individuals, operation of the justice system 
Offender Accountability: imposing punishment
· Crime is an individual act with individual responsibility
· Courts are the ones who impose guilt or innocence 
Retributive model (THERES MORE NOTES): reflect mainly on the trivial approach, criminal justice system controls crime, hires police, victims are peripheral to the process of resolving a crime
· offenders are defined by deficits, fraud people, losers, adversarial relationships
· pain is imposed to punish, deter and prevent
· community is on the sidelines, represented abstractly by the state, crime is an act against the state, violation against the law, abstract idea, places an emphasis on persons past behaviour
· criminal record is not admissible in court until sentencing, dependence on crime justice professionals
Restorative Justice Model: 
· crime is an act against another person or the community, crime control lies primarily with the community
· offender accountability is defined as assuming responsibility, and taking action to repair harm 
· crime has both individual and social detentions of responsibility, victims are central to the process of crime control
· offender is defined by the capacity to make reparation/ restitution as a means to restore both parties, purpose is to reconciliation
· community is the facilitator in the restorative justice community process
· the response is focused on the harmful consequences of the offenders behaviour, and the emphasis on the future, and restitution/ reparation
· direct involvement with the victim and the offender in a restorative model of criminal justice

Social Conflict Theory:
· emphasize social, economic, political realities, and place crime within these contexts
· interactions in society, different groups take afferent oppinions
· differing ideological perspectives
· assumptions: society is likely to be in conflict rather then 
1.
2. made up of groups of economic power
3. class differences are made up of the focus of radical and conflict theorists
· powerful groups make laws that deflect and protect 
· those persons are arrested, treid, prosecutes offered the fewest rewards for non-inforcement of the law
· crime is an outcome of the haves/ have nots
· radical criminology- maxcisim, current inequalities and socuil standing are the main contributors to crime
· emphasis of the critique of the social classes\
· feminist criminology, equality among gender lines
· peacemaking criminology, advocates the reduction of crime through the restorative justice

Richard Quinney:social reality of crime, everything emanates from the construction of a capitalist society, 5 major principles
official defintion of crime: class dynamic process, created by agents of the dominant class, social, economic power society, agents of the law are responsible for administering criminal law, more crimes committed, the more crime, legal definition of human conduct 
formulation definitions of crime: composed of behaviours that conflict with the interests of the dominant class
Applying definitions of crime: applied by the class that has the power to shake the enforcement and of criminal law, 
Behavioral patterns develop in relations to definitions of crime: they are structured in relation to definitions of crime and in this context, people engage in actions that have probability of being criminal, probability of whether they will develop action patterns depend on factors: 1.structured opportunities, 2. learning experiences, 3. interpersonal associations and identifications, 4. self conceptions
· constructing an ideology of crime: constructed and diffused by the dominant class to secure its hegemony
· if you want to construct a social reality of crime: fomulation application of crime, development of behaviour patterns in these definitions, construction social reality of crime
SITUATIONAL THEORIES
3 Situational Theories:
Environmental criminology: examines specific location to understand and track crime patterns, asks where/ when did the crime occur? what are the physical/social characteristics of the crime sight? what movements bring criminals together at the crime sight? how does physical location in time and space interact with the offender and the victim? 
· people who map crimes, are interested in the spacial and temporal behaviour
· work, school, shopping, etc. 
· relationship between victim and offender 
· spacial patterning of crime, looks at arrest and conviction rates in areas to give us an idea of crime statistics, geographical points, criminological mapping 
· 30% of locations account for 80% of all crime
Rational Choice Theory: based on utilitarianism, maximize pleasure, minimize pain, economic choice theory, how people capitalize 
· treats each crime as a specific event 
· choice structuring properties: number of targets that is victims or places of crime and their excess ability 
· Monetary yield, expertise required , physical danger, risk of detection
· characters of offender, specific needs, values, learning experiences,
Routine Activity Approach: Marcus Felsen and Cohen, a crime can only occur if someone commits to doing the crime, someone/ something is    there is no likely 
· follow patterns of people 
· if the proportion of offender stay the same then the crime rate woud raise 
· Hans von hentage, theorized the crime was 
· S.W. index: used to classify offences by severity
· Why crimes are not reported
· lack of knowledge of the criminal law
· witnesses don't want to get involved in the system so they don't report
· fear of retaliation
· victim may fear unfavourable publicity or embarrassment 
· some offences are not visible to the public (dark figure of crime)
· criminal statistics must 
Correlates of Crime: age and crime, people 15-25 have higher offending rates then others, younger people commit crimes for fun, older commit crimes 
· non utilitarian is committed by yourself
· gender is the best predictor of crime, as more women join the work force more commit crimes

· Crime prevention though environmental design focuses on the environment and makes things more difficult to commit crimes, but does not eliminate it
· it may displace the crime
· not an either or thing
· trying to change the environment, i.e., how a criminal grows up
Primary prevention: ie. flu shots to prevent the flu
Secondary prevention: target the people most at risk of contracting the flu, ie. old and young people
Terciary prevention: treating the people who have already contracted it
· can be applied to the ciminal justice system, to get people to comply with the law

· Developmental criminology: looks at the development of offending and anti social behaviour
· what are the risk factors at different ages? What is the onset of offending? When does it start? How long does it last?
· effects of life events on the course of development. What life events impact and causes a person to offend? Rates and frequency of offending at different ages
Risk Factors:
Impulsivity- reprobole predictor of offending, reproduced the original study and found the effects valid
Poor parental supervision: allows children to reack havoc on their home 
Interaction and sequential effects in the home: i.e. marriage, joining the military, moving residences 
· spousal abuse moulds you psychological and motional
· Know the risk factors so you can develop programs to protect from the negative factors
Protective factors:  qualities or conditions that moderate a juveniles exposure to risk
1. resilient 
2 bonding with pro social family members and friends
3 having healthy beliefs to standards to behaviour

· Evidence based criminology,  the cambridge study in delinquent development
· perspective longitudinal (3 years) study in 1961, start collecting data through the future, have 411 males in London 
· data collection become when the boys were 8-9 yo, Dr. david farrington, tracking the boys with interviews with the boys the teachers the play mates at all ages, problems: it costs a lot of money and takes long to receive the data
· children that are bullied developed mental illness as adults , bullying is intergenerational
· direct correlation between age and crime and the prevalence of offending increases in the teen years and declines in the 20’s., self reports of offending between 
· does vary with the type of offence, number of offences per offender does not vary but ages of offenders does vary
Risk Factors Leading to Offending
1. people convicted at younger age have the longest criminal career
teen year offences are for enjoyment with others
in the 20’s its utilitarian and alone 
2. chronic offender, small percentage of boys commit the majority of offences 
3. continuity of offending, those who do the most offending in one age group do the most in the next age group
american study, problems in the first grade predict longitudinal offending 
4. economic deprivation factor for early prevention
5.low intelligence, one of the best predictors of offending, tied to disadvantaged families
reading ability, comprehension, school results, verbal ability, non verbal IQ
6. parental child rearing behaviour, the best predictors of delinquency are child techniques poor supervision, structure 
7. seperation and broken homes, higher offend for boys in broken homes caused by the loss of father
8. criminal parents double and tripple the risk that you will be involved in crime 
9. delinquent peer influence, predicts you will offend
10. securing cooperation 
11. longitudinal studies that offending is only one element of deviate or anti social behaviour, family back ground factors lead to offending- interrelated syndrome 
12. identifying chronic offenders, 1/3 of the cambridge boys accounted for all the offending 

HOWARD S BECKER different types of deviance
1. Conformists, people who follows rules without acceptation, an authority tells a rule so the person follows it
2. a Falsely Accused Deviant, wrongfully accused convicted deviant
3. the secret deviant (batman, superhero by night normal by day) what is socially acceptable/ unacceptable, is it acceptable to see a person of authority at a strip club?
Bill Clinton having oral sex in the oval office 
4. the pure deviant, disobeys the rules, comes out and openly admits that they break the rules

Rules and their enforcement, not all rules are enforced for many reasons
· cant enforce all the rules all the time
· its work to enforce a rule
· enforcement occurs when people bring it to the attention of other, ie. if its not brought to the attention of the people who enforce it
· varies with that complexity of the situation, if its complex with many people, it becomes more difficult
· not all rules will be enforced all the time, it may not be enforced because of who the offender is i.e. a famous athlete 

Interactionist Perspective (labelling theory) Howard Becker
· examined the concept of labelling, what it means to be an outdoors
· drug users see society as on the outside
· all social groups make rules, and at some point try to enforce them
· social rules define behaviours appropriate to them
· breaking rules is seen as not being  trusted, you are therefore an outsider
· deviance is not a quality of the act that lies in the behaviour itself but in the interaction between the person who commits the act and those who resound to it
· social groups create deviance by making the rules whose infractions constitutes deviance and by applying the rules labeling them as outsiders
· from this point of view deviance is not a quality of the act the person commits but rather a consequence of the application by others, of rules and sanctions to an offender, deviant is one to whom the deviant is successfully been applied, deviant behaviour is behaviour that people so label
· you are deviant because you accept the label people have given you
· being accepted into a organized deviant group

Means/ Goals * EXAM QUESTION
Conformity: conformists play the game, they accept the means and accept the goals  
Innovation rejects the means for goals, people accept the job just for the money, they are also criminals, they want money and to do what they want but not with the accepted means to get there
Ritualist’s accepts the means but rejects the goals, have a job , they are doing well working hard but don’t want to move up, they are happy with where they are
Retreatism someone who rejects the means and the goals, i.e. hobo’s, hermits, someone who removes themselves from society
Rebellionism positives and negatives, rebellious teens, the ones who go on adventures, travel the world, go skydiving, reject some things and accept others, no means
- The prevailing value in our society is money

Edwin Sutherland: Social Learning Theory
· only major former arching theories explaining crime causation
· process in which people become deviants
· differential association

Sutherland’s 9 Principles
· crime is learned, you are not born with it
· crime is learned in interaction with others through a process of communication
· the principle part of crime occurs within intimate personal groups
· when criminal behaviour is learned, the learning includes a) the techniques of committing the crime complicated or simple, and b) the specific example of motives, drives, attitudes  
· the specific direction of motives and drives is learned from definitions of the legal codes as favourable or unfavourable
· the absolute definition of differential association, the person becomes criminal or deviant because of an excess of definitions favourable to the law over definition unfavourable of the law
· differential association may vary in frequency, duration, priority and intensity
· process of learning criminal behaviour by association of criminal and anti criminal patterns involves all of the mechanisms in any other learnings
· while criminal behaviour is an expression of general needs and values it is not explained by those needs and values since non-criminal behaviour is not explained by those values

Travis Hershy: 4 basic elements
 psychopath has very weak ties to society, crime happens when a persons bond in society is broken
people are committed, fear of the consequences of breaking the law- Commitment
Involvement, you are too busy to commit crimes or deviant acts
Belief, common value system, takes the position as a part of society, know crimes are wrong 
Attachment, a role in society, a sense of belonging

Conflict Theory
Marxist perspective, 
Richard Quiny recognizes how criminal law fits into a capitalist society, 
1. if you approach and look at how its applied you can create an ideology of law and what constitutes crime, 
look at the official definition of crime, crime is a definition that is created by agents of the dominant of the organized society, 
how definitions of crime are constructed in a politically organized society, 
crime is a construct it is not inherent in behaviour but in judgement made by others
2. formulating definitions of crime, definitions of crime composed of behaviours conflict with the interests of the dominant class
3. applying definitions of crime, are applied by the class that has the power to shake the enforcement and administration of the criminal law
4. how behavioural patterns develop in relation to definitions of crime
behavioural patterns are structured relation to definition to crime
people engage in actions that have high probability on relative 
5. Learning experiences, learn how to commit a crime
interpersonal associations, who you come in contact with, peer group
constructing an ideology of crime, when a dominant class pass a law 
6. formulate and apply definitions of crime, develop and understand behaviour patterns in those relations
- the state not only makes the law, but must in force it and regulate it
to increase capital they must exploit the other classes
the more money you make the more you want 
dominant class create and enforce the definition of crime on the lower classes
Edwin Lemart
· classification of deviance, primary and secondary deviance
· sequence of interaction leading to secondary deviance
primary deviance, commit the deviant act for the first time vs being a professional, if you get caught it results in 2. social penalties, 3. further primary deviation, 4. further penalties and rejections, 5. further deviation, 6. reach a crisis point, 7. strengthening in your deviant behaviour, 8. ultimate acceptance of the deviance
