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Film: Tough Guise 2 – Jackson Katz
· Social constructions: not one specific meaning to masculinity or femininity 
· Stereotypes of men and women
· “Violence is a men’s issue”
· The media attempts to make the offender gender neutral (shooter, suspect.)
· 86% of robberies, 77% of aggravated assaults, 99% of rape, 90% of murders, 61 of 612 school shooters, 98% of attacks, 87% of stalkers are MEN.
· Media tries to blame it on guns, drugs, and mental health issues but females also grow up with these issues.
· “Violence against women” As if it is something it is just something that happens to them.
· We focus on it being a women’s issue.
· TWO GROUPS: 
· PASSIVE VOICE
· VISIBLE/INVISIBLE (social groups)
· The saying “let boys be boys” implies that men’s violence is inevitable
· Biological factors that MAY contribute to this: testosterone, parts of the brain.
· Violence and Culture:
· The media encourages violence
· It glorifies guns and violence
· Gun industry vs. film industry secretly profit from each other
· Both industries have glorified violent masculinity
· “Boy Code”  taught very young to be tough and to not show their feelings
· “Tough guise”: this is the performance many men put up
· Fathers, teachers and coaches teach young boys “what it is to be a man.”
· EX: Grand Torino, Shark Tale, How to train your Dragon
· In films, cops and glorified psychopaths are often committing the crimes
·  Being a man vs. using violence to prove you are a man
· Violence is used the same way in kid’s films 
· Violent video games: allow men to express their violence
· Violence is also presented in Advertising and the political culture.
· Physical violence is a legitimate way for men to prove their masculinity.
· Men of colour adopt a hyper-masculinity
· Asian men are often made to be less masculine in the media.
· Asian adopt black and Latino attitudes
· White middle class young men act as African American young men from the intercity (ganster)
· WHITE MEN GET THEIR ACT FROM BLACK, AND BLACK GET THEIR ACT FROM WHITE GANGSTER FILMS
· EX: Scarface
· Superheroes in the 60s vs. now
· They are all beefed up, over the past 50 years
· This switched for women, they have gotten smaller and thinner
· Videogame violence: COD vs PacMan
· Porn: Hugh Hufner vs. Violence
