THE IMPERIAL GOVERNMENT: 
Four tiers of government:
· Emperor
· Rome 
· Provinces
· Municipalities
Augustus:
· Took the position of censor for himself 
· Named himself high priest (pontifex maximus) 
· Took on a number of other powers 
· Imperium proconsulare maius (extended consul power) 
· Emperor had control of the armies 
· Could do whatever he liked 
· Imperium consulare 
· All powers 
· These two guarantees the emperor can do whatever he wants 
· Tribunicia potestas 
· Tribunes power to not be assaulted 
· Auctoritas 
· The right to lead 
· Other positions were there (Consul. Praetor, etc.) 
· Most of these positions were filled by the emperor naming people
· Some could be elected, but they were minor 
· These positions did not have a lot of power 
· Consulships were only a couple month span 
· Year would be named after consuls that started that year 
· Emperor must stay on top of everything 
· Dictators 
· Equestrian – 
· Military tribunes
· Assistants to offices in senatorial – 
· Praetorian Prefect: 
· Head of the Praetorian Guard 
· Augustus set up a private army whose sole duty was to protect the emperor 
· Patrol palace 
· Precarious position 
· Head of personal body guards 
· Obtained political powers and influence 
· Who better to assassinate an emperor? 
· Many responsibilities 
· Early 4th century, administration was reorganized and PP became administrative position 
· Not as much power 
· Split up between a number of positions 
· Make sure protectors did not turn to bite their masters 
· Province: 
· Imperial provinces (equestrians) 
· Legions 
· Did not want senators imposing interests with army 
· Provinces were on border of Roman Empire (lots of trouble)
· Senatorial provinces 
· Municipalities

ROMAN LIVING:
Types of housing: 
· Insula (island) 
· Apartment building 
· Lower class would live 
· Typically started at 5 stories tall, but would often exceed this considerably (ex. Insula Felicles – “skyscraper”) 
· Pros: 
· A lot of people can live in a small amount of space 
· Cons:
· Originally made out of mud brick 
· Tended to fall over 
· Made out of brick and timber
· Easily catch on fire 
· Ex. Great Fire of 64 
· Various sizes and costs 
· Penthouse was cheapest  (top floor) 
· Ground floor where you would find shops attached to apartment building 
· Cooler in summer and hotter in the winter 
· Had invented glass but no windows 
· Domus 
· Middle upper class and rich 
· Single family home 
· Over time they became more elaborate 
· Richer = bigger house 
· At front, shops that they own or shops that they rented out (taberni) 
· Vestibulum, area in front of door
· Atrium
· Roman homes had a whole right about the atrium (compluvium) so that rain water could fall in and collect in a pool called the impluvium  
· Cubicula – bedrooms (most had four, sometimes 6) 
· Tablinium – went to conduct business 
· Triclinium – dining room (different ones for different seasons if you like) 
· Androne – passageway to get to garden area 
· Paristynium – columns to make garden look nice 
· Ala – place to entertain in garden 
· Oicus – large enough to facilitate a larger party and offer better views 
· Culina – kitchen 
· Gynaceum – reclining room for women (nothing is certain) 
· Could have apartments for people to live (insula) and make money 
· Would like for their homes to be vibrantly coloured 
· This would be in the city 
· Villa 
· Houses in the country 
· Rich people had at least one summer house or villa 
· Originally they were a retreat, but then they became much more productive 
· Emperor had Villa on Palatine hill (Palace) 
· Large complex 
· Had a nice view of hipperderome 

THE PRINCIPATE 27 BC – 284 AD 
Augustus dies in 14 AD 
· Reorganizes government 
· Sets up dynasty 
· Dictator (but refers to himself as a leading man, not a dictator) 
· “still a republic” 
· Adopted Tib. Iulius Caesar Augustus (becomes emperor when Augustus dies) 
· Julio-Claudian Dynasty 
· Tiberius let things get to him too much 
· Studied philosophy, astrology, etc. 
· Successful general 
· Doesn’t fit in when emperor (doesn’t like the political life)
· Senators do not like him either 
· Do not get along 
· Takes this very personally 
· Relies on people he actually understand (praetorian guards) 
· Very close relationship with PP (L. Aelius Seianus or Sejanus) 
· Treason trials 
· Sejanus uses power to remove a lot of political opponents 
· Spies and reporters to sniff out conspirators 
· Sejanus wants to become  emperor 
· Drusus the Younger (Tib. Son) 
· 23 AD, Sejanus had Drusus killed (poison slowly)
· Tries to get into imperial family by marriage, but does not work 
· Tiberius goes on vacation and leaves to a small island until he dies 
· Leaves Sejanus in control 
· He is basically the emperor now 
· Tib sends letter to senate, and gives Sejanus more power (trick, conspiring against him so tells them to arrest him)
·  31 AD – Sejanus is executed 
· 37 AD – Tib dies 
C. Iulius Caesar Augustus Germanicus (37-41)
· Caligula – little army boots 
· Adopted by Tiberius 
· Became emperor when Tib dies 
· Restores power to senate 
· Had a bad habit of hiding policies 
· Promoted transparency 
· What about the people? 
· Lots of games and entertainment 
· Developed a high fever, almost dies (possibly brain damage) 
· When he got better, he wasn’t the same guy 
· “crazed nutjob” 
· Kills off a bunch of people 
· Picks a fight with the senate (takes back powers) 
· Incitatus (his horse) 
· Builds him a marble stable 
· A manger of ivory 
· Jewelled collars 
· Plated bits 
· His own domus 
· Stations soldiers on his street to make sure everyone was quiet so that his horse could sleep 
· Plans to make his horse consul 
· When sister died, had her divvied as a goddess 
· Went out each day dressed as a different God 
· Herod Agrippa I – client ruler of Judea and then says he wants his statue in temple of Jerusalem (people changed his mind on it so he let it go) 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Attacked people 
· By the end of his reign, Caligula has pissed off the entire world 
· That’s fine, because he is still in control of everything 
· Do not piss of guards 
· Guards killed Caligula
· 41 AD
