What is Oppression?
· Something pressed is something caught between or among forces or barriers which are so related to each other that jointly they restrain, restrict or prevent the things mobility or motion 
· Unjust power of a whole system that reduce certain groups of people
· Involves a network of systematic barriers
We have to look at the barrier or force and ask certain question:
· Who constructs and maintains it?
· Whose interests are served by its existence 
· Is it part of a structure which tends to confine reduce or immobilize a group of people
· Is the person a member of the confined group  
· Merlyn Frye metaphor: Consider oppression as a bird stuck in a bird cage

Examples of oppressors
· Traffic laws 
· Laws in general 
HOWEVER
· Just because certain objects effects an individuals everyday life it doesn’t necessarily they are oppressed

· What are 4 levels of racism are affected
· These two are together
· Internalized racism: prejudice/blind spots/ bias that we have within ourselves 
· Interpersonal racism: When we act it out internalized racism on eachother (act racist)
· This is on it’s own
· Systemic racism: 
· Institutional: racist policies in schools etc. that routinely produce unjust outcomes for people of colour 
· Structural: unjust racist patterns
· When we constantly focus on one area of racism it contorts our mind thinking
· What does smooth mean when he suggests that we need to be systemically aware? Why does he think we need to be systemically aware and how?
· Focusing on individuals is one of the biggest traps therefore we get a distorted view on racism 
· Encourages us to see it only overt intentional acts 
· Individuals stories of individuals transcending racism 
· Basically distorts racism 
· It doesn’t allow us to have real conversations on pressing racist issues (know some examples) 
· Barac obama

Systemic sexism 
Anita Sarkeesian: The Oscars and Bechdel Test
· How does the bechdel test reveal systemic sexism in Hollywood?
· Bechdel test is… when there has to be two women that talk to each other that does not revolve a man
· Shows how women are constantly unrepresented in the media 
Why there is no need for a Bechdel test for men?
· Male characters are always wanted because they are primarily important compared to women
· The assumption that men are “asked/wanted” to be seen on screen vs women by society 
· Bechdel test is useful because it can point out constant marginalized groups i.e. women 
· Other marginalized groups neglected by Hollywood?
· Lgbt
· Disabled 
· Ugly people
Power
· Can be both constraining and productive 
· How does it work? Meechel Fuquo: Theorizes power as belonging and being wielded by a general class (dominate and control others) 
· SHE THEORIZES THIS 
· Power does not simply take the form of regulations imposed on passive people 
· He says that in order to maintain a community that is behaved they need to believe that they are being watched by someone/something (1948)
· Victims internalize oppression which imposes on themselves
· i.e. transgender individual who becomes afraid to “come out” b/c he/she is afraid of what society will think 
· Makeup 
· Clothes
· Skin bleaching
Choice 
· The elements of choice then lie not only in the individual in his/her mind or his/her body but also often in the manipulation of the circumstances and manipulation of the options 
· Sometimes a persons choice is manipulated to sometimes be seen as a freedom of choice 




Often use maternal feminism 
“ The values that made women good mothers and home makers, should be put to use to better society” This why they should be able to vote because they no good from bad. 

Manitoba, Alberta, Saskatchewan were the leaders for the right to vote provincially 

“On 24th May 1918 all female citizens aged 21 and over became eligible to vote in federal elections, regardless of whether they had yet attained the provincial franchise” 
· The idea of universal women rights is often problematic, because in equality exists between women. 
· Eugenetics, only some people are fit to have children and that society should encourage people to reproduce that are fit but should prevent people that are unfit to not reproduce. 
· EUGENTICS WERE PRACTICED UNTIL 1972 in CANADA

Emily murphy: “ insane people are not entitled to progeny

Alberta sexual sterilization act (1928-1972)
Most at risk for forced sterilization were:
· Men and women with disabilities
· New immigrants
· First nations children in residential schools 
· Women deemed “ sexually promiscuous”

1.) What is the significance of the phrase “Aint I  women” in Sojourner Truths speech?
Doesn’t matter what color of race you are still a women. Questioning the definition of a women. She is asking to be included to me in the movement. Every newspaper will have our cause mixed with racism. Truth and experiences reevaluate what it means to be a women. She calls out the racism of the white women movement and re- conceptualizes women in society. 
· Just bc she isn’t a certain way doesn’t mean shes not a women
2.) Discuss the role that racism played in defining womanhood for Lee Maracle 
Discusses the role of racism in Women hood. Racism means she feels left out of the movement, and she is only asked to speak about certain topics. She didn’t feel included in the concept of women because of the racist stereotypes. 
3.) How does Julia Serano define the following the gender binary and cissexism 

Gender binary: Being non conceptualized assigned a male or female at birth
Ciss gendered: individual self- perception of their gender matches the sex they were assigned at birth. 
Cissexism: more credible then tran people. Forms of sexism that trans peoples genders and expression as less legitimate then cissexism people. 

- Those assigned a male should grow up to be a male and have male attributes 
- Those assigned female should group up to be a female and have female attributes

Why is it a good or bad thing to leave the word women out of these statements? 
A benefit is it make is exclusive; it also feels that it is trying to make men feel more comfortable, when discomfort may be how the change will come. 

Bell hook claims : 
· I liked this definition because it does not apply men are the enemy and goes right to the heart of the problem. It is broad enough to get an understanding. Sexism is the problem not men, she wants to show the systemic side of sexism.

Oppression:
1. the root of oppression = press
2. used to mild or flatten things, reduce them in bulk 
3. caught between or among forces or barriers, those barriers are so interrelated that they jointly restrict that thing, persons ability or motion, mood immobilize 
4. dictionary: unjust or excessive waste of power
5. oppression is not a single barrier but a system of forces and barriers
this is why it can be hard to see— it involves a network of systemic networks and barriers
6. media individualizes racism and sexism and neglects the systemic nature of it 
7. Marylyn Frye uses a bird cage to demonstrate oppression
if you look closely at just one wire in the cage, and you cannot understand why the bird cannot fly around the wire, it is only one you take a step back it becomes obvious that it is enclosed in all these wires which enable it to fly— no one barrier but the relation of barriers that immobilizes an individual or group

What is the difference between suffering and oppression?

What are non- oppressive barriers?
· carding— going around the shoulder 
· must look at the barrier and ask questions (who constructs and maintains the barrier? who’s interests are served by its existence? is it part of a stricture that tends to conform, reduce, or immobilize a group of people? Is the person a member of that confined group?) in order to identify oppression

Levels of racism *midterm*
1 and 2 are individual 
3 and 4 are systemic
· internalized racism— prejudiced and biases within self and an individual 
·  interpersonal— when we act out internalized racism on each other
· institutionalized racism—racist policies in schools, workplace, and governments that routinely produce unjust outcomes for people of colour
· structural racism— unjust racist patterns 

What does it mean to be systemically aware and why is it important? 
· 2/3 fails to be systemically aware
· focusing on individuals instead of systems is on of the biggest traps people fall into 
· consequence of not being systematically aware gives us a distorted view— we think racism is only overt, racist acts of individuals that can be fixed by correcting or shaming acts of these individuals 
· assumes that there is no racism when individual cases of racism are fixed (ex. Obama)
· doesn't allow us to have a real conversation about issues such as — school to prison pipeline, incarceration rates, bad immigration policies, youth unemployment


Systemic Sexism
· bechdel test: the movie has to have at least two women, who have names, and who talk to each other about something other than a men— the absolute lowest we could set the bar
· how does the bechdel test reveal systemic sexism in hollywood? shows how men are perceived as more interesting, central, and important in movies — we assume only women want to watch women on film while everyone wants to watch men
· shows how women are consistently underrepresented in the media
· was using oscar movies which are considered to be the best of the best
· shows that in hollywood, women have less opportunity to advance their careers
· we do not need a bechdel test for men because male dominant movies are the majority
Bechdal test indicates there is a problem and there is no problem with men being underrepresented in films 
· other underrepresented groups: disabilities, lgbt, elderly women, people of colour, lgbt ppl of colour, unattractive females

Power
· we often associate power with oppression
· power can be both restraining and productive 
· Michelle Foucault— power does not only take the form of regulations imposed on passive people — its not that simple
· uses the example of the panopticon prison— model for how social discipline functions 
· in order to maintain a populous that is well behaved they must believe they are being watched by someone— teachers, police, the government, neighbours
· this would help people to auto regulate and police themselves 
· power does not function from the top down in a modern society
· victims of oppression often imposed these oppressive behaviours inn themselves because they internalize them — lgbt, high heels, skin bleaching, tanning beds, women’s body hair,

· there is some hope, because discrimination and oppression work through us, we hold a great deal of power
· awarness of how systemic oppression works is the key to understanding our own role in maintaining

Choice *essay question* 

· the elements of choice then, lie not only in the individual, in his/her mind or his/her body, but also often in the manipulation of the circumstances and manipulation of the options
· marylyn frye metaphor of how choice works— a robbery
you point a gun at someone and demand they hand over their money, before she had no internet in giving the money, but the gun changed the circumstances. although she willingly gives money, it is not freedom of choice
elements of choice do not lie only in the individual but the manipulation of the circumstances— our choices are manipulated and things are said to be “freedom of choice” when it is not true— this is systemic oppression

What are Feminist and Gender Studies?
· not just about studying women
· there is no one, general feminist theory — feminist theories usually are opposite 
· question the historical processes that construct societal norms
· we ask similar questions— but feminists disagree on the answers
· history recorded by men— women’s views were disregarded 
· women’s work/interests seem to be devalued— workplace, homemakers, all carework, 
· try to correct misconception of men and women— women's bodies, mental capacities, sexuality 



· you cannot really study gender without also studying other forms of oppression 
· Bell Hooks— feminism is for everybody pg6
· Feminism: a movement to end sexism, sexist exploitation, and oppression
· Patriarchy: institutionalized sexism 

What are the benefits/drawbacks of leaving the word “women” out of the definitions of feminism and patriarchy 
· patriarchy not having the word male or female in it causes the definition to be too vague (also include the definition of matriarchy)
· it feels like in leaving the word women out is in order to make men feel more comfortable which isn't necessarily productive to creating equality
· like definition because it does not make men the enemy— it went straight to the heart of the matter, broad enough to include a broad systemic view — sexism is the problem not men


Waves of Feminism
· mid 1800s-1930
· 1950-1960
· 1980-1990


First Wave— 1800-1930
· the suffrage movement: women fighting to vote 
· equal persons under the law
· big name suffragettes: Nellie McClung, Emily Murphy
· many suffragettes were considered to be dangerous/radical
· many of them went to jail, were harassed, — it was hard for them
· they used maternal feminist arguments in order to gain the right to vote
· maternal feminism: the values that made women good mothers and good homemakers should be put to use to better society 
· on May 24th 1918 all female citizens aged 21 and over became eligible to vote in federal elections, regardless of whether they had yet attained the provincial franchised— except those who were indigenous Canadians — who could not vote until 1960, 
· the fact that the encyclopaedia is wrong is very counterproductive as it promotes inequality
· the idea of universal women's rights is often problematic because inequality exists between women 
· to make matters worse, most of the suffragettes were promoters of the eugenics movement 
· the idea that only some people are fit to reproduce, and society should discourage or proven people who are unfit from reproducing 
· we associate eugenics with nazi Germany but it happened before 
· emily murphy: insane people are not entitled to progeny”
· Nellie McClung: all women are naturally

· most at risk for forced sterilization were:
· men and women with disabilities
· new immigrants
· first nations children in residential schools
· women deemed “sexually promiscuous”

What is the significance of the phrase “Ain’t I a woman” in Sojourner Truth’s speech?

· ability/intellect— can do same tasks as men
· racism— no matter what culture still a woman
· fear that it was about racism not sexism— women didn't want her in the conference
· we didn't want different forms of oppression to mix— mixed with abolition— 
· feeling that people who have children have— understand grief and sadness of losing a child, all women will understand this
· questioning definition of a woman, what happens to woman who don't “fit the mold”— reevaluate and reinterpret what it means to be a woman and calls out the racism of the white women's movement at the same time 
· saying as a woman of colour she should be considered a woman, but still questions what the definition of a woman is simultaneously 

Discuss the role that racism played in defining womanhood for Lee Maracle.
· often only white women are allowed to speak about women— this is alienation, she feels left out, and she is asked only to speak about indigenous issues and not about women in general
· racist stereotypes of indigenous women as being unfeeling, unemotional, unfeminine 
· objectification of native people and women, even as an object she is not seen as desirable which causes her to feel alienated again 
· she doesn't feel included in the concept of woman because of these racist stereotypes

How does Julia Serano define the following the gender binary and cissexism?
· gender binary: being non-consensually assigned a female or male sex at birth 
· trans feminism frames sexism in these terms, those assigned a male sex are expected to grow up attracted to woman, like manly things etc.… those assigned as female sex are expected to be attracted to men, life female things etc…
· cisgender: an individual’s self perception of their gender matches the sex they were assigned at birth
· cissexism: the idea that cisgendered people are more legitimate than transgender people (pg.45)
· ex. cannot obtain official documents that match their gender identity
trans women being excluded from feminist circles— when we try to place all women into the same box we unintentionally suffocate ourselves

Women, gender and feminism
Sex and gender

Sex: The biological designation of male or female 
Gender: the cultural designation of feminine or masculine 

Gender binary (GB): 
· Male/Female should be known to identify to their gender binary 
Any one who fails to reform to GB they are often marginalized in society

Biological determinism:
· Biology is destiny determines who we are and our actions overall our essential being 
· For example: The idea that women are more nurturing and that’s why they stay home and should stay home to take care of children and house hold duties
· Donald trump recently saying that a certain women politician was on her period and therefore that is why she acted poorly amongst the debate (Google this) 
· Biology does not equal destiny 
Essentialism:
· The reduction of a group of people to an essential to what it means to be a women/indigenous 
· The innate essential diff from men or women this is what is part of biological determinism as well 
· The idea of what sex you are and that leads to your career path 
· For example: male nurses or women engineers  
Margaret mead Male and female author 
· She studied masculinity and feminity 
· She studied societal roles and concluded that sex roles were assigned in society and we need to wor on the separation of these distinct roles that occur in society
· Masculinity and femininity change within time and space and are not definite because they are constantly changing 
· “One is not born a women but becomes one” 
· SEX DOES NOT DETERMINE GENDER 
· WOMEN ARE NOT BORN PASSIVE AND OR UNEQUAL BECAUSE SOCIETY FORCES AN EXTERNAL ROLE CONSPIRED TO MAKE WOMEN UNEQUAL
· The inequalities that women suffer in society are not due to our supposedly inferior nature but are caused by historical processes that called upon ‘nature’ to justify that inequality- Scott, Corrie

What’s the difference between these (M&F)

· Each side is completely Opposite 
· Femininity is seen as negative connotation 
· We devalue women characteristics more than men characteristics
· Women are seen as “sluts” if they sleep around too much however with men it is the exact opposite 
· Because we tend to socially value masculinity more than femininity that’s why women have more access to these characteristics 
· These are social ideas and as humans we are much more than these two lists that society tends to stereotype M&F’s as
· Gender is intimately connected to age, race, and sexuality 
· Marginalized identity are seen as particular and only interested to that particular groups
· It also tells us other 
· You cant study gender without studying racism 
· You cant take about gender if you don’t talk about abilism



Udith butler: Gender trouble (1990) 
This book theorized about gender precedes sex

Dichotomous thinking (the gender binary)
· The division of humans into exclusive and oppositional categories 
· A tendency to classify things or people into mutually exclusive categories 
· The idea that we are different to the point of being complete opposities (“opposite sex”)
· Encourage us to believe that we can arrange things into two categories and make us believe that they are completely different 
· No middle ground of ambiguity is tolerated 
· Real tendency to classify things into their terms ie night/day black/white right/wrong these are certain types of dichotomies

Biological and Physical differences between Men and Women
Men 
· Penis
· Facial hair 
· Muscle built
· Deep voice
· XY
· Testosterone

Women
· Vagina
· Breasts
· Curvy
· Hips
· Child birth
· XX
· Long legs
· Estrogen 

· There is often more variation between two women than between a man and a woman 
· A wide variety of complex characteristics and factors…reduced to two overly simplistic categories
· Our inclination to take genitalia to be THE determining factor is a social phenomenon
· Gender influences how we see and understand biological sex 


Gender precedes sex (understand this for midterm)
· Call us to make our bodies to conform to these biological ideals
· Many people are punished if they do not conform to these ideals
· Sex is not pre-discursive
· Sex is a regulatory category 
· For example: her sister in law has big feet and she tries to find shoes that 
· No one combination marker allows us to identify sex for certain the gender influences how we see and understand sex 
· The gender binary does us a great disservice to how one conforms to sex roles

· What is hetoronormativity 
· The idea the heterosexuality is viewed as normal or natural and all other forms are viewed as deviant un-normal or unnatural  
· A form of cissexicism that makes them feel less normal and not accepted
· WATCH: Activist Janer mock flips the script on reporter: Asks her to prove her womanhood  
· A guy that acts in a feminine manner and is called out on it will try and become more “butch”

· A guy that acts in a feminine manner and is called out on it will try and become more “butch” 

3) In “picture perfect” what roles did social expectations play in douglas rushkoff’s gender and sexuality? 
· He describes that his sexual orientation was proving his sex to other 
· The laundry list of desirable features 
· Relationship with women was doomed and stopped approving and seeking for others acceptance 


  VIDEO : Jackson rizz violence in men 
· 86% domestic violence
· most violent events are by men
· use neutral words to identify violence : the shooter, the assailant, the psycho path etc. 
· women do not commit as much violent acts as men do 
· the new york times sheds light on shooting stating boys committed these shootings however was in parenthesis 
· woman being assaulted, raped etc however men are never addressed in this they use words such as rapist etc. 
· However when girls and women act violently their gender is addressed within the headlines and move to the forth front of the story vs men not being addressed 
· This shows dominant ideology of sex 
· We focus on the subordinated group and not on the dominant one i.e. African Americans “ the black man was the shooter” however with white men their nationality is not addressed 
· The day to day actions of men are scrutinized and therefore are pressured by peers parents fathers to act the “hard man” “tough guy” role  if they don’t live up to this role this risk being shunned by society 
· Domination 
· Control
· Basic human qualities that men have (that women also contain ie. love and compassion) however are told not to show cause them to be labeled a certain way and are taught to avoid these roles in order to conform to their societal role
· Actually caring for women is seen as bad therefore they are labeled as pussies or fags for showing love and affection and respect to women
· This is because thy have to the dominant ones 
· Pervasive and interconnected manhood is therefore this scripts men to have this idea to be tough and violent and is as a result seen through movies and tv shows 
· The pressure to conform to society has overall impact on the male role
· The “wussification” of America (google this) 
· The frontier myth of generative violence  
· The best way to restore order and control is through the power of guns (this is what some people believe) 
· Social norms about men hood turn to violence out of fear that they don’t measure up to manhood roles of society 
· Killings wont stop if we don’t understand the Larger cultural belief systems that underlie these motions of violence towards manhood
· We live in a culture where violence is the first method to prove you are a man therefore video games are not the underlining cause towards violence it’s the fear that men have in which they feel that they are unable to conform to their manhood  
· Violence doesn’t leave physical scars but also emotional scars 
· Suicide takes more lives and is even more prominent in men
· The psychological effects that are caused by war such as Vietnam war 
· They had substance abuse 
· Mental illnesses 
· As a result war affects veterans more prominently after the war than being killed in war
· As a result violence affects the future relationships that men make in the future  
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10. What does Katz mean by the term “tough guise?”
· a disguise, a front, putting on a tough image 
· to avoid sexist and homophobic put-downs
· not natural born— fabricated social construction of what it means to be man—we talk about it being biological and testosterone— men are violent by nature is insulting
· white suburban kids, watching black men, watching Mexican gangsters— a copy of a copy of a copy
· these ideas about manhood are very fabricated “real man” is ironic because the idea of masculinity portrayed by society is so fake 
· violent is a learned behaviour— long process of socialization — learned not taught
· showing emotions, or being sensitive, thoughtful, self reflective is a sign of weakness— this is what the media tells us 
· when we show emotions we try to cover it up with anger— if you're not allowed to be vulnerable, they chose to show violence instead 
· According to Katz, violence is an overwhelming gendered phenomenon. How does the media ignore the gendered dimension of violence? Find examples drawn from the film.
· in media when they are reporting on violent situation they are vague with gender terminology (ex. the shooter) where as when females are violent the media emphasizes the gender ex. “girls gone wild!” 
· in the case of people of colour participating in violence the emphasis is on race
· media also tends to move the issue from men creating these crimes— instead placing blame on gun laws, dysfunctional families, violent video games, mental illness etc.
no attempt at explaining women's roles in these situations 
· passive language— men’s violence agains women = “violence agains women”. erase gender specification with passive voice
· kids killing kids— youth violence 
· some men aren't able to attain normal masculinity with wealth and status so they try to make up for it through violence
· Why does Katz say that the pressure to conform to violent ideals of manhood can be even more acute for working class men and men of colour? 
· only when violence occurs when a young white women gets shot does it make media
· systemic issues are at the heart of the violence in coloured communities even though they are seen as natural problems that happen 
· groups that tell 
· How does violent masculinity factor into the backlash against change Katz discusses? 


Gender proceeds sex. Explain.**
· no one mark or accommodation can explain sex for certain—> saying that we build ourselves around social contracts of gender- gender comes before sex
· gender is a social construction — the next step — the things we learn affect how we thing
· gender influences who we think about biology— society influences what we think about biology 


Secondwave of feminism 
challenge sexual exploitation, pornography, beauty pagents, heteronormativity, establishment of crisis centers, challenges of abortion laws, women's work, equal pay, paid maternity leave, the glass celling— there are never any CEO’s or upper business managers that are female, intersectionality, lgbtq rights 

· second wave classic: the feminist mystique by 
· many many women were very very unhappy with their lives as house waves— “the problem that has no name” is the famous line from this book

Black American Feminists criticized white second wave feminists because:
· they wrongly assumed that domestic work expressed an experience shared by all women with ought distinct
· they constructed their analysis of women based on the partial and privileged experiences of middle class white women
· they tend to generalize the experience of white women to all women 
· failure to interrogate difference means that feminists replicated and reinforced the subordination of people/women of colour

Intersectionality 
· all systems of oppression work together to mutually reinforce one another 
· “matrix of domination” means intersectionality,
·  interlocking system of oppression also means intersectionality 

WTF is intersectional Feminism?? Laci Green and Franchesca Ramsey

How does an intersectional approach change change our analysis of equal pay, birth control, and abition, or street harassment?
· looking at the intersections of peoples identities— looking at how different backgrounds of women 
· in order to
· 1. examine our own privileges, 
· 2.
· 3.
· equal pay— looking at all races of women’s pay not just white women (white women make 74 cents on the dollar, black women get paid 64 cents and indigenous women is 46 cents)
· birth control and abortion— we must be aware that not everyone can afford all options available to them (abortion is expensive) disabled women — come to this question with a very different perspective 
· sexual harassment—lgbtq and women are all subject to harassment and should be protected against it, muslm women also get a large amount of harassment 

1. Why do both Collins and Lorde argue that placing Black women’s experiences at the centre of analysis is important for rethinking feminism?
· there are problems beyond white problems
· change focus of feminism
· more inconclusive— which makes it larger,more powerful
· black people more willing to join 
· both try to get us to think about how through this conclusion we will be able to reconceptualize and enriches the conversation 
· strengthens the argument 
· produces new knowledge
1. according to lorde, “the master’s tools will never dismantle the master’s house”. What does this mean?
· think about the tools—concepts, theories, 
· saying she was annoyed and upset that feminists were unwilling to acknowledge experiential differences that exist between different groups of women
· ding this is just continuing with old patterns of discrimination
1. For Lorde, “advocating the mere tolerance of difference between women is the grossest reformism” (111). Explain this is your own worlds.

“The Myth of the Vaginal Orgasm” 
· intercourse has been understood as the only “real” definition of sex
· the right to sexual pleasure was a key demand in the second wave of feminism
· freud thought that women who needed clitoral stimulation were immature, and a mature women needed was vaginal penetration 
· a women who couldn't have a vaginal orgasm were considered frigid, immature, defective 
· feminists argued they had a right to their own sexual pleasure and it was important to learn that women were not dependant on men for sexual pleasure 
· heteronormativity: the idea that heterosexual relationship are natural and any other kind of sex is unnatural 
· it threatens heteronormativity because it implies that sexual pleasure can be achieved without a penis and therefore making heterosexuality an option

How have women’s lives changed since the second wave of feminism?
1. Identity: women made gender visible, feminism t is an essential building block of our world
2. Work: all women now expect to work outside the home, this is a huge change you can see thorught 3 generations
3. Family: women today refuse to choose between working outside the home and having a family
4. Intimacy: masterbation and faking rogasms— in 1954, 41% of women admit to masterbating and in 1996 90% of women did. in 1975 less than 10% said they ever faked it.

1. Why does privilege make people so angry? 
· Feels like they’re being blamed 
· No one wants to be a bad guy 
· Language is like something you don’t deserve
· Makes people feel guilty 
· The existence of privilege isn’t either ppls faults however we have to understand what it means
· Anger is a defense mechanism because people feel attacked 
· Privilege describes things that everyone deserves
· Some challenges and struggles you wont experience because of the way you grew up and you probably wont understand other ppls struggles because u haven’t had to deal with them 
· Worried that they’re privilege will be taken away 
· They just don’t understand 

The origin of the family, private property and the state by Frederik Engels (1884) 
· Women’s oppression begins with the rise of class society and the growth of private property
· Matrilineage society and know inequality between men and women and came with sexual freedom 
· Modern family arose for one purpose only to pass down surplus property 
· Therefore no nuclear family etc.  
· Marriage is just a set property for objects 
· Famulus-domestic slave
· Familia-he total number of slaves belonging to one man
· Family and monogamy are according to Engels the root of womens oppression 

What is counted in our formal international economic system and what is left out of the calculations? Why does it matter? 
· Kathy is economically inactive 
· All about environmental concerns and they are discounted when forming economic policies 
· Capitalist economic systems are discounted however war and pollutions get counted on how we calculate GDP
· The system cannot recognize values than they cant be taken into consideration when making economic policy decisions
· In home life things have not been improved with gender roles 
· It still exists however more men are seeing benefits to being equal 
· Women spend (according to stats can) more time then about carrying for their children 
 Women and domestic labour today 
As middle and upper class women in the west gained access to work outside the home, a strong demand for low-wage migrant domestic workers was created 

Live-in caregiver program (LCP) 
· Recruit migrant domestic workers and brings 1000s women for low wages in our homes only do it for very peculiar situations 
· 2 year contract 
· no guarantee for residence 
· need language courses (hard to access outside world) 

Why is an intersectional and transnational approach essential to understanding the politics of domestic work today?
· The way it gets mobilized is sometimes problematic 

According to Miya Tokumitsu, how does the promise of DWYL mask the exploitative mechanism of labour?
· Devalues work and hurts workers 
· Perfect ideological tool of ideolism 
· Traditional women work
· Primarily moved by love not money
