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2. – Evolutionism: View held by early social philosophers that human differences can be accounted for by different rates of progress, leading to different levels of cultural achievement.

· Functionalism: View that cultural traits have social functions that contributes to the smooth operation of the whole society.

· Structuralism: View that cultural differences can be explained by differences in forms or conceptual categories rather than in meanings.

3. E.B. Tylor defines Culture as collections of attributes as something you could have more or less of. It was the civilizational end product of history. Therefore, the one that has accumulates the most Culture is more civilized. 
Franz Boas defines cultures is something we learn through in the unconscious processes rather than rational deliberation. 

4. Human culture is the ideas of culture cannot be reduced to a set of list of specific learned practices, It is learnt in a dynamic and complex process in which cultural forms are interlinked, which changes over time by adapting to the new environment and contexts. Non-human animal culture learn from other members of their social groups. Human culture learn within their kin group and non-human animal learn through hunting techniques among killer whales or chimpanzee tool use.
· Animal communication systems are efficient.
· The system is closed: set number of signs with a set number of combinations, and a set number of meanings
· Humans have articulated language.
· The system is open: a set number of sounds, but illimited combinations.

5. Cultural materialism is the approach based on the notion the explanations of cultural differences as the results of cultural adaptations through economic production. Marvin Harris considers the cow as taboo because it is more useful alive than dead. It is useful for plowing in agriculture provides milk, and it is sacred because it is the vehicle of God. It was critiqued because people died of hunger when there was soo many cows alive and the Hindu did not kill to feed themselves.

7. Naturalizing ethnic differences, caste group essence for example the Wolof of Senegal have caste groups who do not intermarry nobles, artisans, and servants. Horizontal and vertical skins of Mae Enga men and women are a symbolic classification that naturalizes gender asymmetries. 

8. The economic factor in marriage is expressed through gift exchange. The three primary ways of goods and services are brideswealth, brideservice, and groom-service. Brideswealth is when the presents are given by the husband’s family to the wife’s family before, during or, after the wedding ceremony. Brideservice is a period of month or years before or after marriage during which the husband performs labor for his wife’s parents. Groom-service, obligation for a future bride to perform service for her future husband and his family.

9. Clifford Geertz saw religion as one of the cultural systems of a society, and one that was necessarily comprised of symbols. He defined religion as: 
(1) a system of symbols
(2) which acts to establish powerful, pervasive and long-lasting moods and motivations in men
(3) by formulating conceptions of a general order of existence and
(4) clothing these conceptions with such an aura of factuality that
(5) the moods and motivations seem uniquely realistic. 
The symbol of the cross communicates the basic fact that crucifixion is the prerequisite for resurrection. There can be no new birth without a prior death, death leads to new life, and things don’t get better until they first get worse.  

10. The functions of religion:
	- explaining the world
	- solace, healing and emotional release: Religious faith provides psychological support in times of anxiety and stress, and religious practices can be emotionally therapeutic for individuals and groups. For example, in visionary experiences or spirit quests where the emotional purification is the results of the prayer, practicing in rituals and the contact they have the sprit world, which has a healing effect in comforting a sufferer by releasing tension and worry.
	- social cohesion
	- social control: Rituals that often work as formal and informal mechanisms of social control. For example, Amish teenagers completing high school are permitted to drink beer and have noisy parties before settling down to a serious and devoted life.

11. Ritualization is a linked set of practices and effects more or less present in any given case. 
· Stylized, repetitive, stereotypes
· Scripted, formulaic
· Takes place in a scared space and time
· Has some supernatural effect which is a form of symbolic action

12. Taboos serve many functions according to Mary Douglas; they set up necessary boundaries that we as humans need to function and that the freedom of the body, mind, would slow us down or destroy us. 

13. For Malinowski, fishing rituals were designed to control outcome as they were meant to achieve and individual psychological function. He says magic fills in where there is risk, chance, and little guarantee of success, where this is likelihood of danger, when the results of the effort is not enough and where human skill is not enough. 
· Functionalist: deep sea vs. lagoon distinction infield: outfield
· Domains to find magic: sailing, fishing and trading, love, agriculture, gambling, and health
These are domains of life that are subject to chance, where there are fewer guarantees and human skill is not enough for success.
· Gmelch says rituals help the players reduce anxiety and uncertainty stemming from the chance and risk that is essential to the game. Taboos depend on the cultural classification. 




14. Four components of Language:
· Phonology: set of sound segments capable of distinguishing meanings in a language
· Morphology: the set of minimal meaningful units of a language and their combinations within the world.
· Semantics: the conceptual content of meaningful units
· Syntax: the ordering of words into phrases and sentences.

15. Symbolism: based on the arbitrary association of sounds and meanings. 

       Displacement: the ability to communicate about something that is not happening at the moment. 

       Productivity: the ability to join words in infinite meaningful combinations.

16. Bees communicate to indicate a source of nectar to other members of the colony. The direction and duration of the waggle dance indicate the nectar source. Direction of dance indicates the direction of the flowers with respect to the sun. Duration indicates the distance of the flowers from the beehive. The performance and interpretation of the waggle dance is genetically programmed, not learned. Unlike languages, which vary across human populations, all honeybee colonies share this communication system. The sign has a necessary rather than an arbitrary relationship to its interpretation. No arbitrariness.

17. Nonverbal Communication: as communication without words. It includes apparent behaviours such as facial expressions, eyes, touching, and tone of voice, as well as less obvious messages such as dress, posture and spatial distance between two or more people.

18. Color cognition: an innate, physiological process it is a cultural process, crucially resolved by language.
Berlin and Kay’s study shows the most obvious parts of the color spectrum in terms of the biology of vision come to progressively be names. 

19.  Gender is a form of speech like vocal fry. Non-verbal communication is the body language such as man spreading.

20.  We are born with sex, but we acquire gender. Sex is the biological aspect of being female, male, or intersex, which is assigned at birth based on external organs.  Gender is the cultural construction of femaleness and maleness.

21.  “Man the hunter” problematic: how much meat they were eating is questionable; also. How they were using their tools is unclear.
Males assumed to have invented the first told but this is not necessarily the case; tools made from plant materials didn’t survive until the present.
Model of male aggression and dominance not adaptive for human evolution instead sharing and cooperation(“sociable & friendly” males) conductive for the stable family unit necessary for the transmission of culture. 

22. Gender division of labor is the patterns of allocation of different economic, social and other activities to men and women, according to age. Some aspects are circumpolar region foragers, temperate region foragers, horticulture, pastoralism, and agriculture: family farming. 

23. According Micaela di Leonardo, “kin work” is the female world of making relations stay alive, by inviting guests over for dinner during holiday season. Wrapping gifts, writing cards, which shows they are trying to keep the relation ties.

25.  Two basic mode of subsistence involve: 1) FINDING FOOD (foraging, hunting and gathering) and 2) GROWING FOOD (food production). The three major types of food production are pastoralism, horticulture, and agriculture. Means of subsistence: small scale vs. large scale::less intensive vs. more intensive methods; means of subsistence also correspond with certain forms of political organization, foraging societies tend to be more egalitarian, while industrialized societies are more stratified and hierarchical.
26. Three major types of food production are pastoralism, horticulture, and agriculture.
	- Pastoralism: involves raising and caring for large herds of domesticated animals as primary subsistence. 
	-  Horticulture: A subsistence strategy that focuses on small-scale farming using a relatively simple technology.

27.  As Marshall Sahlins points out that hunter-gatherers typically spend fewer hours working per week to put food on the table and have more leisure time.
28.  Clastre is arguing against the notion of a "lack." Where we might see "lack" he sees a way of life that resists co-optation by others, whether a state formation, market economy, etc. Small scale societies are not making a surplus not because they lack the technological ability to produce one, but because the production of a surplus is not useful or needed for their way of life.
29. Gifting universally means forming relationships, the gifts as seeming voluntary but ultimately stems from obligation and the gift is not free but a necessary fix in a system of rights and obligations.

34.  The more complex a society becomes, the more stratified it becomes. At the most basic level, as a society develops complex agriculture, for instance, classes naturally emerge because some people will have access to more resources, a surplus, and others will not. Jobs become more specialized so there are differential forms of knowledge and expertise. Under capitalism, a complex economic system associated with complex civilization, the notion of private property arises which means some will have access to property and capital while others will not. This again gives rise to class structures. A larger, more complex state is going to have a larger bureaucracy and elites who wield economic and political power over others.
35. Elman Service’s Four Types
· Band: small kin-based group, typical among hunter-gatherers
· Tribe: non-intensive food production, sedentary more highly organized descent groups
· Chiefdom: similar to the tribe though with more social stratification
· State: develops out of fusing of chiefdoms, has governing structure and socio-economic stratification

36. There are no absolute biological differences among people that would allow for an objective categorization of human beings. Racial distinctions focus on particular sets of external physical traits that are then used to identify different “races”. 
 

6. Evolving approaches to fieldwork: 
•James Frazer and E.B. Tylor— “armchair” anthropology of the 19th century
•Alfred Cort Haddon’s Torres Straits Expedition (1898)—observations “in situ”
•Bronislaw Malinowski’s Argonauts of the Western Pacific (1922)—long term engagement in local community + local language
Boas and Malinowski advocated observing culture directly and making “objective” descriptions.
Ethnographic method (introduced by Malinowski): Description of cultural phenomenon gathered by way of observation. He contrasted his method with that of the “piecemeal” approaches taken by a motley array of travelers, missionaries and journalists (professional fieldwork vs. “grab-bag” approaches). 
Ex; participant observation: Intensive involvement in cultural environment over an extended period of time. He would learn the local language. It is a close and intimate familiarity with a given group where you would record and analyze the culture of the subjects of the study (qualitative rather than quantitative).
24. Maglaty's study of the pink/blue symbolism in Western cultures shows the arbitrariness of gender. There is nothing inherently feminine about pink, or masculine about blue; rather, these associations were based in marketing decisions made by clothing corporations after WWII in the United States. In the 19th century, the color associations were actually reversed, showing that the color symbolism could go either way: there is no "natural" reason girls should wear pink and boys should wear blue. Nevertheless, this symbolic distinction is so naturalized for us that its arbitrariness is not readily apparent to us.
