(16) Socially constructed problems:
- Moral panic: socially constructed fiction or non-fiction by a group; media (etc. saying that a behaviour is so bad that something needs to be done about it)

(17) A moral panic: example
	- Is sexting a problem? YES
		*Bullying, child pornography, suicide, etc.
	- Actions taken?
*Formal sanctions should be taken – not to the extent of criminal record, but maybe a fine (depends on each person, age, etc.)

(18) Criminal Justice system
	- A form of social control
*Various types of organized reaction to behaviour viewed as problematic
- A vast network of organizations and facilities charged with the investigation, detection, prosecution and punishment of offenders
- 3 key agencies: police, courts, correctional institutions

(19) Structure of the CJS

1. The Police: three levels
	- Provincial (OPP)
	- Municipal (City police)
	- Federal (RCMP)

2. Courts: three levels
	- Provincial: family court, drug treatment, etc. (for less serious offenses)
	- Superior: trial, appeals
	- Appeals: supreme (all of Canada)

3. Corrections: Two levels
	- Federal
	- Provincial

 (21) Total costs of operating CJS
	- In Canada: $11 billion
	- Police: $7 billion can
	- Adult correctional system: $3 billion

	1) Maintains order

(24) What is Criminal Justice?
 	- Guilt, innocence and the sentence should be determined fairly
- Punishment should fit the offence/offender
- Like cases should be treated alike (consistency)
- 2 types: 
*Substantive justice (accuracy of outcome, appropriateness of sentence)
*Procedural justice (fairness of procedure to arrive at verdict. 
Ex: deals with police officers not following protocols)

(25) The 3 D’s
	- Discretion
*Ability to choose own decision (ex: judges giving out sentences, police giving out tickets)
	- Disparity
*Inconsistency as a result of authorities using illegitimate factors ex: race, class, gender, place or origin, sexual orientation)
	- Discrimination (4 main types)
*Differential treatment based on negative judgments relating to group membership
1) Systemic: exists in all aspects of CJS (ex: treatment of aboriginals)
2) Institutionalized: discrimination because of policy put in place for certain groups (ex: employed more likely to get bail than unemployed)
3) Contextual: due to particular circumstances/situations (ex: police officer decides not to charge an individual because they don’t have enough evidence/charge will be dropped anyways)
4) Individual: reflective of specific CJS employees (ex: racial profiling, straight discrimination)
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
