(17) Criminal vs. Restorative justice
	- Criminal Justice model:
*Main question asked: what laws have been broken? (when arrested/charged, what violations as dictated by the criminal code have been breached) 
*Who did it? 
*How should they be punished?
 	- Restorative Justice model – trying to restore situation to pre-crime state
*(Rooted in aboriginal practices: circle sentencing – idea that everyone is equal and deserves equal respect, people come together to determine best way to restore victim’s losses)
*Who has been hurt? 
*What are their needs? (focuses needs of victim, offender, community) 
*Who is responsible for making things right?
*Research shows this tends to work with minor/first-time offenders

(18) Restorative justice: re-integrative shaming
	- Voluntary participation of victims and offenders
	- Offender must admit responsibility 
- Offender and victim agree on essential facts of case (certain facts must be agreed upon, consensus) 
	- Both parties have a legal advice
- Admission of guilt cannot be used as evidence in later legal proceedings 
- Failure to reach agreement not justification for harsher sentence in later legal case
- Consequences for not honoring agreement

(19) Different points of RJ implementation (varying levels) 
	- Police: pre-charge
	- Crown: post-charge, pre-conviction
	- Courts: post-conviction, pre-sentence
- Corrections: post-sentence, pre-reintegration (reserved for more serious offences, not as common)	







Advantages of RJ?
During vid: 
	- Answers of ‘why’, other questions  find peace of mind/closure	
- See offender be sorry for what he did  make offender feel the severity of what they did, but also gets forgiveness

(8) Deterrence model (oldest)
- 18th century Europe: Beccaria & Bentham – were writing reforms (system was at that time was based on torture & capital punishments, biased) 
	- Reforms:
		*Abolish barbaric and biased system
		*Judge focuses only on actus reus
*Punishment determined by legislator (determinant attached to different crimes)
		*Imprisonment to replaced capital punishment and torture

(9) Deterrence model
	- Individuals are: free-wiled, rational, and hedonistic (self-interested)
	- Goal: to prevent crime  fear of punishment
	- What 3 components would make punishment effective?
		*Has to be certain (guaranteed you will get caught) 
		*Has to be swift (otherwise fades and won’t have as powerful effect) 
		*Has to be proportionate (punishment reflects severity of offense) 

Operations of a deterrence model
	- Goals: 
		*Protection of society rather than individual rights
		*Reduce of court delays and time between arrest and trial
		*Grant more power to the police
		*Limit discretion – determinant sentencing
		*longer sentences, parole abolished and more prisons
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
