(9) What is a judicial interim release?
- Bail; section 11 (e), may not be denied without reasonable cause 
	*Gives us a right
	*Why? You are innocent until proven guilty
	*A reason for not having bail  unstable employment
- Crown must show cause:
	*Offence involves sentence of more than 5 years in prison
	*There is reason to believe the suspect will not appear in court
*Reason to believe it is necessary in the public interest to detain individual
	- Reverse onus:
		*Accused must show cause why a release is justified
		*When charged with s.469 crime or drug offences
		*Accused tried before superior court judge
(10) Judicial Interim Release
	- Recognizance: Forfeits $ for failure to appear, no deposit – unsecured 
	- Bail	
*Money left with court to ensure appearance
*When does it happen? When they live more than 200k away or not a resident of the province 
	- Surety

(11) Custodial Interrogation - Purpose?
1) Provides police with incriminating evidence (leads to determination of guilt)
2) Discover stolen property
3) Locate accomplices
4) Indicate involvement of suspect in other unsolved crime 
5) Solicit a confession from the suspect (most important purpose)

(12) Interrogations
- Suspect has the right to remain silent but: 
*Can’t obstruct or impeded an investigation (needs to provide name and address, etc.)
*Statements may be used in trial 
- When confessions are introduced in court:
	*Was it the result of a conscious mind?
	*Was it made voluntarily?
- Voir dire hearing: hearing to determine the admissibility of evidence, or the competency of a witness or juror
- Would admission bring the administration of justice into disrepute?


(13) Confessional devices (old)
- The inquisitional chair: has metal spikes all over it
- Head crusher: cap over head – as asking them question it gets tighter and tighter
- Judas’ cradle: hosted up and released on a spike 
- The rack: individual is stretched out 
- Problem: people confess to stop the pain, but it does not provide a voluntary confession
- Rather than inflicting pain on the body, nowday’s they screw with the mind
	*Get into people’s heads
	*Good cop, bad cop

(18) Interrogation strategies 
- Conditioning strategy
	*Encourage suspect to trust questioner
*Ex: good cop, bad cop
*Ex: make them feel comfortable – give coffee, food etc
- De-emphasizing strategy 
	*Focuses on empathy for victim, rights are unimportant
- Persuasion strategy
		*Encourage suspect to talk so that his/her side can be heard

- Conditioning 
*Explaining what’s going on clearly
*Speaking calmly 
* Telling what’s going on – “they are applying for a warrant to search his office)
*“Can you tell me the issue you’re struggling with”
*“What are we going to do “we are in this together

*Starts off very relax 
*Making it seem like he knows him - create a friendship 
*Not his discussion for warrant sect – makes it seem they are on the same team 
*Doesn’t use his full name 
* Painted himself in good cop light 
*Wants to hear his side of the story
- Persuasion 
*“I want to give you the benefit of the doubt” 
*Erasing credibility 
*Don’t want to be seen as a psychopath
*Urgency 



	-  De-emphasizing 
*If you speak up you can put the parents out of their miseries 
*Empathetically – on his wife – how to minimize the effects on the wife 
*Mentions about helping with the negative impact to the arm forces 
*“tell us where to look so we don’t have to destroy your wife’s new house”
