I would pick country X as a fascist country. Fascism is a way of organizing a society in which a government ruled by a dictator controls the lives of the people and in which people are not allowed to disagree with the government. Fascism believes in the superiority of the nation. “The nation” refers to a collection of people bound together by race, ethnicity, or culture. Germans and Italians are examples of nations. The way to achieve national superiority is through the state. The ultimate goal of the major fascist regimes that have existed, like the regimes of the Italian Fascist Party and the German Nazi Party, was to pursue national greatness. Mussolini intended to guide the material and moral progress of the Italian community. Hitler planned to return the German nation to its position as the culture-founder of this earth. Hitler and Mussolini wanted to place the nation above all other bases of loyalty, including class relations and religion.

The type of state needed to fulfill this goal is anti-democratic and totalitarian. (http://www.studentpulse.com/articles/317/fascism-a-political-ideology-of-the-past). The country X is ruled by one party and controls by one force. 
The country X will have the ideology of a single ruler that have the potential to develop a community with the powerful social order because there will be only one person to make agreements. Such as command politics, economy and social behavior. Fascism’s important quality is to concentrate on an individual or group. “Fascism political goal is to establish a new social and political order based on unified national and/or ethnic identity.” (Tremblay, 117). Since the nation takes ultimate precedence for fascists, national origin is the defining quality of an individual. Fascism led people to believe that their job position or social rank was not important. The priority of the country is to take care of national policies. The country will encourage patriotism. The main focus will be put on the national community. The community will be able to participate in the debates that will show how strong and powerful country they are. In order to promote social peace in a country, I will have a control over mass media, this will lead to avoiding the conflicts in national and international governments and lead to peace in the country. By controlling economic businesses, the citizens of the country will be employed since I will give them the opportunity to to work in various fields that will make them to experience the charisma and great directory skills that make everyone satisfied. Country X ideology can be a perfect example of Max Weber’s charismatic authority. The example would be the social democracy. “The levels of economic productivity, equality at work, and social guarantees achieved by the Swedes are the best Canadians that can hope to achieve for a long way down the road.” (Tremblay, 103). People who live in the country X are acknowledged to be more important than the State. If there is only one person in rule, it means that there is no governing ethics or principles in place. People are expected to work for the government and there is no distinction between the public and private circle. Charismatic authority, unlike traditional authority, is a revolutionary and unstable form of authority. Weber borrows the religious term of charisma and extends its use to a secular meaning. Audiences and followers believe that charismatic leaders have a close connection to a divine power, have exceptional skills, or are exemplary in some way. Charismatic leaders promise change in the future for the society and also change people's attitudes and values; in this way, charismatic authority is revolutionary in a way that traditional and legal-rational authority are not. However, charisma is unstable and deteriorates if the leader cannot produce the changes he promises or when he confronts the contradictory logics and demands of the other types of authority.
