Module 1: The Rise of Pompey

1. The career of Pompey, leading to his political alliance with Crassus. 
2. The Decades of the 70's and 60's, tumultuous years with wars on all fronts. 
3. Ascendancy Caesar. 
4. Cicero’s role in these years. 

The model of conflict between populares and optimates/ senate 
· a. Gracchi- had privileged the People's Assembly over all else. 
· b. Marius- had privileged the consul and the army over all else 
· c. Sulla - had privileged the senate over all else. 
· These men defined the Optimates and the Populares and set a precedent of civil war. 

Now the model is more complex (and/or perhaps better documented) 
· 1. Personal alliances became more influential. 
· 2. Optimates and Populares loyalties became harder to discern. 
· 3. This becomes apparent in Pompey's early career 
· All these models become apparent in Pompey’s early career 

Pompey the Great, 106-48 BCE: Sources 
· Appian Civil Wars 
· Plutarch: Biographies of: 
· Pompey 
· Sertorius 
· Crassus 
· Lucullus 

A new focus is on foreign conquest for its own sake to build a power base 
· 1. Pompeius "Magnus" is an ironic nickname, given by Sulla and his troops. 
· He started out as a Sullan partisan and tool of the senate 
· 2. Pompey supported Sulla 83 BCE. 
· a. Sulla also called him the "teenage butcher"  “the Great”
· b. During the Social War, his father was an effective but unpopular consul. 
· c. Pompey entered public life by marching 3 of his father's legions into Rome in 83 to support Sulla. 
· 1. As a private citizen, he demanded a triumph at the age of 23, which Sulla granted to him. 
· d. He showed his ambitious, charismatic, and talented character. 
· 1. Some think he lacked the instincts of a ruler. 
· e. He claimed consulship with the threat of his army (?) 
· f. He was too young, and had never held office. 
· g. He would change political position and go popularis to dismantle Sulla's reforms 
· a. He restored the full powers of the tribunes. 
· b. He staffed law court juries with senators and equestrians. 
· c. He revived the position of censor to enroll new Italian citizens in voting tribes 


I. Rebellion of Lepidus 78 BC: Pompey’s first Opportunity 
· Event that launched Pompey’s rise to power. 
· As consul for 78 BC M. Aemillius Lepidus (pat pop) began process of dismantling Sulla’s reforms: Platform 
· Restoration of Proscribed 
· Restoration of Grain subsidies 
· (Re) Empowerment of Tribunes 
· Senate and optimate consul for 78, Q. Lutatius Catulus opposed Lepidus (in conflict with L. C.)
· To get him out of Rome: the senate sent a up to Faesule to restore order (resolve conflict between farmers and Marius’ vets) 
· Lepidus prevailed over Lutatius in a military conflict of 78 BC. 
· Restored order and Lepidus also illegally levied troops in Cisalpine Gaul (now a province). 
· Lepidus returned and marched on Rome and demanded the consulship for 77. 
· When the senate tried to relieve him of his command
· At first Pompey supported Lepidus for the consulship of 78 BC
· But once Lepidus attempted rebellion Pompey switched sides and joined the forces of senate against him
· Opportunistic: Flip flop
· 77 BC Senate issued the SCU and mandated Pompey to crush Lepidus and his revolt. 
· Pompey succeeded. 
· Lepidus fled with remainder of his troops to Sardinia. 
· Now Pompey demanded more troops and command (proconsular imperium) against Sertorius in Spain 

II. Pompey in Spain: War against Sertorius and Perperna: 
Spanish War: 77-72/1 
· SERTORIUS 
· Sertorius was a brilliant military commander who had served under Marius in the Celtic Wars (Aquae Sextiae) 
· Originally a Marian partisan, he sided with Cinna after the atrocities committed by Marius upon his return to Rome in 87 BC. 
· With the return of Sulla from east in 83 Sertorius (who had been proscribed) fled to Spain and fought Sullan armies there (and in Mauretania) 
· Because of his brilliance and integrity he attracted a huge following of native subjects (in Further Spain) and Roman renegades and deserters who called him the "New Hannibal" 
· The Romans were unable to suppress him. 
· Sertorius continued to be unwelcome in Rome even after the death of Sulla. 
· He continued to build up a huge following and thwarted Roman authority (and legions) for several years. 
· The Romans had sent out Quintus Caecilius Metellus Pius out to Spain, a former Sullan and principal senatorial commander, against Sertorius 
· As mentioned (above) 77 BC Pompey had bullied the senate into giving him a command to go out and join Metellus after dispatching with Lepidus. 
· PERPERNA: 
· Marcus Perperna was another Roman renegade in Spain who found himself forced to collaborate with Sertorius against Roman rule there. 
· A Lepidan partisan, he fled Rome to Sardinia with Lepidus in 78 BC after his defeat by Pompey. 
· In 77 BC after death of Lepidus, Perperna crossed over to Spain with his troops and the remaining troops of Lepidus 
· In Spain he found competition: Sertorius was the much-loved, established leader and favorite of the renegades and rebels. 
· His brilliance and popularity had defied all efforts of Metellus. 
· The arrogant Perperna foolishly believed his forces and wealth entitled him to assume Sertorius` position as chief opponent of Metellus. 
· However Perperna`s troops went over to Sertorius when they heard that Pompey was on the way to Spain. 
· For 5 years Perperna served under Sertorius against the combined campaigning of Pompey and Metellus while all the while plotting to assassinate him. 
· In 72 BC Perperna finally murdered Sertorius at a banquet. 
· In doing so Perperna brought the war in Spain to a close: 
· The rebels were easily defeated by Pompey, and the whole of Spain was subdued by the early part of the following year 71. 
· Pompey negotiated with Perperna for his life and then repudiated his promises and murdered him. 
· The re-conquest of Spain had taxed Pompey's military skill and strained his and the state's resources (Sallust). 
· Both Metellus and Pompey campaigned strenuously and often unsuccessfully against the combined forces of Perperna and Sertorius 
· Pompey made several strategic blunders and was bailed out by Metellus 
· However in the end it was Pompey, not Metellus, who took credit for the victory and imposed a settlement on Spain that promoted his own political aims. 
· That said, his policy was one of reconciliation and rehabilitation. 
· His personal authority and patronage now extended throughout Spain, southern Gaul and northern Italy
· NB Pompey’s father Gnaeus Pompeius Strabo had possessed wealth, huge estates in Picenum and patrons of hundreds of clients (soldiers) which he inherited and at his disposal 
· In 71 Pompey and Metellus were recalled to Rome where they celebrated a military triumph. 
· The return to Rome would put Pompey in the right place at the right time to take credit for crushing the Spartacan Slave Revolt/aka Third Servile War 

III Spartacan Slave Revolt: 73-71 BC: 

Dangerous times for Rome: another opportunity for Pompey? 
· Capua was the center of the revolt
· Gladiators, German, Gaulish slaves, rural slaves, and even free-born destitute farmers foment revolt
· 2 main sources:
· Plutarch (Crassus 8.11)
· Appian History of the Civil Wars (1.7)
· Common source? Histories of Sallust 

Events/Conditions leading to the revolt 
· Spartacus was a freeborn provincial from Thrace, who may have served as an auxiliary in the Roman army in Macedonia. 
· He deserted the army, was outlawed, captured, sold into slavery, and trained at the gladiatorial school of Batiatus in Capua. 
· Crixus and Oenomaeus were the ringleaders of the revolt, heading-up the Gaulish and German gladiators/slaves 
· 73 BC He and 70 others escaped their barracks in Capua, setting up a base of resistance on Mt. Vesuvius. 
· They camped on Vesuvius and were joined by other rural slaves, overrunning the region with plunder and pillage, although Spartacus apparently tried to restrain them
· His chief aides were two gladiators from Gaul:
· Crixus and Oenomaus
In 72 BC: 
· The Senate sent a praetor against the rebels with about 3000 recruits hastily drafted from the region around Capua. 
· Spartacus eluded them and chased them out 
· Next Spartacus defeated two forces of legionary cohorts. 
· He wanted to lead his men across the Alps out of Italy, but the Gauls and Germans wanted to stay and plunder. 
· They separated from Spartacus, who passed the winter in Thurii in se Italy. 
· By now Spartacus had also raised about 70,000 slaves, mostly from rural areas. 
· A frightened Senate finally sent the two consuls each with two legions, against the rebels. 
· Gauls and Germans were defeated and Crixus was killed. 
· In 72 BC: At Picenum in central Italy Spartacus (with 300 freed prisoners) defeated the consular armies to avenge Crixus.
· Then he pushed north and defeated the proconsular of Cisalpine Gaul at Mutina
· The Alps were now open to the rebels, but again the Gauls and Germans refused to go, so Spartacus returned to southern Italy 
· In the fall of 72 the senate decided to pass over the consuls and give the command to Marcus Licinius Crassus 
· He had been praetor in 73 but currently held no office. 
· Crassus was the rich man from an old noble plebeian (equestrian) family in Rome. 
· He had been a Sullan partisan but having been insulted by him, allied himself with the populares. 
· Senate gave Crassus command because he had money to raise (6!) legions + 4 consular legions
· So Romans now had 10 legions in all (four standing plus Crassus`six) 
· Crassus campaigned in southern Italy 
· When one of Crassus’ legates attacked Spartacus with 2 legions, against orders, Spartacus defeated them
· Crassus decimated the most cowardly cohort, then used his combined forces to defeat Spartacus, who retreated to Rhegium, in the toe of Italy
· Spartacus tried to cross the straits into Sicily, but Cilician pirates betrayed him

71 BC: 
· Spartacus started north 
· Gauls and Germans who had become separated from him and were nearly defeated by Crassus before Spartacus rescued them. 
· The slaves gained one more minor victory against part of Crassus' forces, but they were finally wiped out by his legions in a major battle in southern Italy, near the headwaters of the Sele River in Campania. 
· Spartacus died in this battle and his body was never found
· Appian reports that 6000 slaves were taken prisoner by Crassus and crucified along the Appian Way from Capua to Rome. 
· Meanwhile, Senate recalled Pompey and his legions from Spain, and they began the journey overland. 
· NB Lucius Licinius Lucullus had landed in Brundisium in the heel of Italy with his legions from Macedonia to prevent Spartacus from escaping to the east 
· While Crassus was campaigning against the Spartacans along the Appian Way Pompey arrived in Italy with his army. 
· In his march toward Rome he came upon the remains of Spartacus` army in Etruria and captured five thousand followers who had survived Crassus and were attempting to flee. 
· Pompey massacred them, and claimed for himself, the glory of finishing the revolt. 
· His attempt to take credit for ending Spartacan War angered and alienated Crassus. 
· Pompey received a military triumph (for Spain) 
· Crassus only received an ovatio for the Slave War 
· Because it was considered a civil war 
· There would be a continued rivalry between Crassus and Pompey for public glory. 
· Pompey took all the credit for neutralizing revolt-but Crassus had done the work. 

In sum
· Senate gives command to neutralise the revolt to M. L. Crassus because he had the money to levy six legions
· Crassus paid out of pocket and did the work
· But Pompey tried to take the credit


IV. Consulship of Pompey 70 BC 

· Uneasy alliance with Marcus Licinius Crassus, his consular colleague 
· They do not like each other but decide to pool their resources and officially ditch the Sullan (Senatorial) camp 
· Become anti-senatorial popularess and defenders of equestrians. 
· Demand (illegal) consulships and get them 
· They proposed a bill to repudiate Sulla’s acta 
· Restore powers to tribunes 
· Restore censors 
· Imposed restrictions on senate 
· Restore juries to equestrians with tribuni aerari 
· Tribuni aerari: 
· Like equestrians but just beneath them in the census. 
· Pompey and Crassus want 1/3 senate, 1/3 equestrians and 1/3 tribuni aerari to sit on juries: 
· This would still mean an equestrian majority since tribuni aerari are essentially like and allied with equestrians. 
· Originally paymasters to soldiers and managed contributions (indemnities) and booty taken from the enemy 
· Later the term was applied to equestrians in higher classes of the census (prominent) probably because they were "reliable" 
· The Tribuni Aerarii were to serve on the extortion court juries with equestrians and senators
· The bill of Pompey and Crassus was ratified as the Lex Aurelia because of Trial of Verres in 70 BC: 
· Verres was corrupt patrician/senatorial governor of Sicily 
· In the same year a scandal rocked Rome and effectively put the senate (Rather than the equestrians) on trial for corruption
· He was a corrupt and unscrupulous senatorial governor of Sicily whom Cicero successfully convicted in the courts 
· NB even though Verres was a senatorial man and Cicero wanted to foster good collegial relations with senatorial men Cicero convicted Verres because Verres was a crook
· His trial was notorious thanks to Cicero, who convicted him in the courts 
· At this point in his career Cicero upheld his vision of the Concordia ordinum 
· He sincerely believed in good provincial administration and government-for the sake of his concordia ordinum
· Concordia Ordium:
· Mutual cooperation and collegiality between pats and new men
· Cicero promoted it because he was a new man with a chip on his shoulders 
· The successful conviction of Verres was a victory for the equestrians 
· It helped Pompey and Crassus win the election and repeal the Sullan laws
· It compromised the integrity of the senate
· It put the senate on trial for the sort of corruption the senate had been accusing the equestrians of having committed
· Successful conviction of Verres by Cicero led to ratification of Lex Aurelia, which consolidated into law the acta and bills of Pompey and Crassus. 
· Lex Aurelia:
· Legally encoded/consolidated the bills and proposals (acta) of Pompey and Crassus
· Repudiated all the Sullan laws (except courts)
· Legalised Pompey and Crassus 
· It also “put the senate on trial” for corruption: put senate under scrutiny 

V. 60 & 50`s 

I. 67 BC Pompey’s special commands: Pirates 67 BC 
· Pirates: Special imperium (power/command) vs. pirates, 67 BCE 
· Lex Gabinia gave him command to check piracy in the Mediterranean 
· Gives him imperium infinitum (!) with imperium over provinces within 50 mile radius. 
· This amounts to dictatorial power over a vast swath of empire 
· Power over governors
· Senate tries to oppose command but are threatened with mob violence 
· Pompey cleared the seas in 90 days with 500 ships, settling the pirates in Cilicia. 

II. Cornelius as Tribune and Lex Calpurnia 67 BC 
· The consul for 67 Calpurnius watered down the original bill so that it was get ratified: hence named after the consul rather than the tribune Cornelius 
· Law put the senate under scrutiny (partly result of Trial of Verres) 
· Corruption of senate was now a topical issues as a result of the trial of Verres
· A. To make senate more transparent, accountable: 
· i. No arbitrary senatorial invocation of exceptions 
· ii. Quorum of 200 required for passage of binding legislation 
· iii. Stiffer fines for inappropriate senatorial patronage (embassies, bribes etc.) 
· B. To make provincial governors more accountable: 
· i. praetorian edict (work plan in writing that had to be followed) 
· Cicero and Caesar supported the law.
· The senate protested but the people prevailed 

VI. Pompey's Extraordinary Command: Resolution of the Third (Great) Mithridatic War 74-63 BC 
· (First Mithridatic War 74-63 BC) 
· (Second Mithridatic War 83-82 BC) 
· Lucius Licinius Lucullus commanded from 75-66 
· Pompey commanded from 66 to 63 
· Mithridates committed suicide in 64/63 giving Pompey the victory. 

Events leading up to Third Mithridatic War 
· 75 BC Nicomedes died and Romans annexed Bithynia in 75/74 BC. 
· In response Mithridates upped the ante. He attacked Roman interest in the area.
· As consul and governor of Cilicia Lucius Licinius Lucullus was mandated to campaign against Mithridates. 
· He invaded Pontus 
· Defeated Mithridates in Battle of Cabeira in 72 BC 
· However Mithridates escaped into Armenia (Tigranes of Armenia was his son in law) 
· 72-70 In Asia Minor Lucullus undertook military and economic reforms 
· Restored Roman authority in East
· Lucullus campaigned all the way up into NE Armenia: took Tigranocerta and Artaxata 
· Finally in 67/66 his legions mutinied. 
· Senate recalled him and stripped him of his command thanks to Pompey’s equestrian partisans and to Lucullus’ arrogance. 
· Lucullus had not invaded with blessing of senate
· Pompey had aroused fears in senate that Lucullus was insubordinate/incompetent  
· Lucullus had done all the work: 
· In 66 BC Pompey got the Mithridatic command. 

Pompey and the eastern command against Mithridates: 
· When Lucullus was relieved of duty Pompey got the Mithridatic command. 
· Lex Manlia ratified the command. 
· LEX MANLIA: 
· Gave Pompey supreme Mitrhidatic command after Lucullus was  recalled and relieved of duty
· Manlius, tribune, proposed giving Pompey complete control over the war. 
· Cicero, as praetor, in Pro Lege Manilia, argues for the proposal. 
· Julius Caesar also supported the law. 
· Senate tried to veto the law but the mob threatened. 
· Pompey followed Lucullus’ campaign trials but when even further north east to Caspian Sea. 
· Motives? 
· Sources (not surprisingly) are hostile: insinuate that Pompey`s folly created opportunities for the elusive Mithridates to invade Italy (a standard trope in Roman historiography). 
· War ended 64-63 with the suicide of Mithridates. 
· Pompey stayed on in Syria with his troops. 
· Syria had been a void since the end of the Seleucid rule with the Roman victories in the eastern Mediterranean (2 c. BC)
· Annexed Syria as province in 64 BC. 
· Pompey in Palestine: 
· Jewish nation where conflict had erupted between two brothers 
· (Sons of Jannaeus of the Maccabees). 
· Judea Region: southern part of Palestine
· Judea became a province in AD 6 under Agustus
· Aristoblus ruled Sadducees: priestly caste, conservative and anti-Roman. 
· Caste: social group with hereditary occupations or functions
· Hyrcanus ruled Pharisees: peoples` party (popular), more secular and pro-Roman. 
· Pompey was way over his head:
· He had no understanding of the context of the conflict – historical or theological
· But he supported the pro-Roman Pharisees
· Pompey`s support of Hyrcanus could inform course of Judaism and help to seal its fate in early imperial times (Jewish Wars-Flavians)
· Pompey`s Legacy in east: 
· Extension of Empire and Roman authority east of Euphrates as far as Tigris
· Brought in money and spoils which topped up Roman treasury and bought him (more!) clients (soldiers!) 
· Stability in East (which had been power void thanks to Roman elimination of Syrian kingdom) 
· Excellent administrative arrangements solutions and organization of towns and tribes in east (vassal kings etc.) 
· i.e. preservations of polis (city-state model of Greeks) and friendly vassal kings
· Application of System of alliances on global scale rewards and ‘upgrades for cooperation: 
· i. Subject stipendiary town: subjects, taxed 
· ii. Latin town: Latin rights, taxed 
· iii. Municipium: Citizenship, taxed 
· iv. Colonia: citizenship, not taxed (mostly) 
· Annexation of Syria as province in 64 BC 
· Extension of Cilicia annexed in 102 BC
· Garrisons in Cyprus and Crete 
· Neutralized piracy situation
· Got pirates farming
· Economic and tax reform
· (ironically quick study of Lucullan programs);
· His acta/reforms got him lots of clients in the east
IN SUM: Results of Pompey's eastern campaign 
· 1. Pacification and reorganization of Asia 
· 2. New provincial territories 
· 3. Syria became a new province, with the client state of Palestine (including Jerusalem) under its control. This created a stronghold against the threat of the Parthians and Armenians in the East. 
· 4. Economic prosperity for Rome.


Module 2: Ascendancy of Julius Caesar

Sources: 
· Caesar, Gallic War, Civil War 
· Cicero, speeches and letters 
· Coins, inscriptions 
· Suetonius, Life of Julius Caesar (written in early 2nd century AD) 
· Plutarch, Lives of Caesar, Pompey, Crassus, Cicero, Cato the Younger (early 2nd cent.AD) 
· Appian, Civil Wars (2nd cent.AD) 
· Cassius Dio, history of 69-30 BC (early 3rd cent.AD). 

Caesar's Career (102-44 BC) 
· Timeline 
· 70's - spent avoiding the Sullans 
· 60's- Cursus Honorum - Caesar is mainly a popularis. He is connected to Marius through marriage of his aunt 
· 69 quaestor in Spain, 
· 65 curule aedile (spent lots of money on public spectacles), 
· 63 pontifex maximus, 
· 62 praetor 
· 61 governor of Spain, where he goes on an improper offensive beyond the provincial borders, so he needs to seek public office to avoid prosecution 
· 60 - forms the first Triumvirate 
· 50's - Consul in 59 BC; then governor of Gaul: Gallic Wars, conquest of Gaul 
· 40's - Dictatorships 
· 49-45 BC- Civil War with Pompey after crossing the Rubicon River. 
· 44 BC - named Dictator Perpetuus - Dictator for Life 
· Ides of March, 44 BCE - stabbed to death by Senators weary of his power 

I. Rome in the Sixties: 

· a. Caesar is on the rise 
· b. Subtle shifts in political dynamics in Rome: new alliances 
· c. Caesar forms partnership with Crassus (for his money) 
· Both are populares but as a money lender Crassus has equestrian ties. 
· Caesar is patrician populares
· Crassus is a plebeian populares 
· As a moneylender however he also has equestrian ties 
· Pompey is the standard bearer of the equestrians
· Found some of Crassus and Caesar’s associates a bit ‘revolutionary’ 
· While Crassus and Caesar were getting friendly Pompey was in the east
· d. Pompey is away in the east; Pompey is more conservative than Crassus in spite of means by which he took his consulship in 70 BC
· e. Cicero is cozying up to the Senate and he is willing to sacrifice his principles for his Concordia ordinum if necessary. 
· Cicero is becoming more obsequious to the senate and willing to sacrifice his principles on good governance for the sake of Concordia ordinum if necessary
· NB Cicero as a new man had a chip on his shoulders
· Julius Caesar: a patrician populares, whose family had come upon hard times
· There are a lot of these now: Plutarch on Caesar’s debts
· 68 BC quastor (Spain)

II. Julius Caesar: patrician popularis whose family has come on hard times 

· a. 65 When he is aedile in Rome, Crassus is censor. 
· Both men were implicated in electoral fraud because they had supported L. Sergius Catiline 
· Who brought shame to them because of his corrupt practices 
· 65 BC First Catilinarian conspiracy (not the “big” one-see below) 
· (Big one wasn’t big at all; it was exaggerated in the sources and by Cicero who had to do since he was prosecuting Catiline for treason and murder)
· Crassus was also not above cheating: as censor Crassus enrolled Latins in Transpadanian Gaul (nb inhabitants had only Latin rights) as citizens so he could levy troops; illegal and dictatorial like Marius 
· Crassus and Caesar scheme to get control of Egypt for its man power (troops) and grain 
· Propose bill (control of grain supply and troops in Egypt) 
· It would give Crasus and Caesar imperium to go to ‘province of Egypt’ to recruit troops and oversee grain shipments 
· 1. Gets shot down by senate and Cicero 
· Elections for 64 are tainted with corruption (bribery). 
· 1. Catiline was running for consulship 
· 2. Caesar and Crassus are disgraced for their association with Catiline 
· Cicero denounced Catiline in Senate

III. Rome in 63 BC 

· a. There are three main socio-political factions in Rome: 
· Conservative optimates : most of senate
· Capitalistic equestrians (including senators backed by Cicero and Pompey 
· Populares backed by Caesar and Crassus 
· b. Having achieved consulship in 64 (for 63) Cicero`s politics are increasingly shaped by principles of Concordia ordinum 
· i.e. he will do anything to promote and even playing field between new men and senatorial men
· 63 Crassus and Caesar have another go at Egypt and propose Rullus Land Bill 
· 1. Servius Rullus was put up to it. 
· 2. Crassus and Caesar to have imperium 
· 3. Commission to levy troops, distribute land, found colonies and in Egypt and occupy by military force. 
· 4. Dangerous and ridiculous: defeated by a speech of Cicero. 
· Tribune Servilius Rullus was mandated to propose it to the senate for vetting it 
· c. The Catilinarian Conspiracy 63 BC 
· Sources: Sallust and Cicero 
· In 63 Catiline ran (yet again) for consulship (for 62) now without Crassus’ backing 
· By now Crassus is not a backer of Catiline: like equestrians he feared his debt reform. 
· As a money-lender Crassus did not like Catiline’s debt relief schemes
· Such schemes were repellent, too radical to all equestrian bankers
· Equestrians were money lenders 
· Catiline was an impoverished patrician who unsuccessfully ran for consulship on a platform of reduced debts- a demagogue. 
· He attracted the worst parts of Roman society to his cause. 
· Cicero was the mouth piece of equestrian senatorial coalition that regarded Catiline as subversive and dangerous. 
· Cicero’s rhetoric, followed by a speech by Cato the Younger* [the new standard bearer of the conservative republicans] prompted the senate to issue scu and authorize the execution of Catiline
· *running for tribune; conservative tribune 
· Cicero sniffed out the plot and used a senatus consultum ultimum. 
· Cato the Younger (new standard bearer of the ops) made a speech which supported Cicero 
· Cicero rounded up the remnants of Catiline's rag tag army and condemned them to death without a trial. 
· Cicero hailed as Pater Patriae 
· NB Caesar warned the senate that the scu without popular appeal contravened maietas laws and would have ramifications (and it did) 
· It would be invoked by the enemies of Cicero
· i.e. Clodius acting on behalf of Caesar five years down the road (58 BC) would invoke the law to banish Cicero from Rome for a brief period
· Why was the Catilinarian conspiracy exaggerated in sources? 
· Because it was in Cicero’s and the senate’s interest to do so
· Wining the case made Cicero the man of the year 
· As savior of libertas he was a celebrity
· The victory fueled his vanity and his insistence maintaining Concordia ordinum. Sometimes to detriment of state
· NB his preaching of Concordia ordinum fell on deaf ears in any case 

III. Prelude to the "First Triumvirate" 

· In 62 BC Pompey returns from East 
· Disbands troops at Brundisium and waits to ask senate for triumph and permission to run for the consulship 
· NB have to wait outside pomerium (sacred boundary of Rome) 
· Because Cato invoked/enforced an old law prohibiting in absentia request to run for cos. (and one had to wait outside the pomerium when requesting the triumph)
· Pompey chose the triumph
· Asked if elections could be postponed until after the triumph 
· After his triumph Pompey returned to the senate
· 61 Goes to senate expecting to be hailed as hero of day. 
· He asked the senate to recognize his achievements by ratifying his acta (treaties, administrative reforms, land distribution)
· He also asked for land on which to settle his vets
· 61-60 Pompey’s enemies isolated him, opposed him and block his requests
· NB Pompey had acquired many political enemies over the years
· His enemies were men whose careers he had harmed and were now determined to thwart him
· Pompey’s enemies:
· Lucullus – Pompey took his Mithridatic Command
· Q. Caelius Metellus Pius – Pompey took his Spanish Spain Command
· Q. Caelius Metellus Creticus – Pompey took his pirate command and his triumph because he was insubordinate
· Crassus – Pompey tried to take credit for subduing the Spartacan Revolt
· Quintus Metellus Ceker – Consul for 60: Pompey divorced his sister Clodia and impugned her reputation
· Cato the Younger – Was ideologically against Pompey 
· Crassus also offended Pompey’s dignitas by announcing that Cicero was the real hero for having orchestrated the elimination of Catiline. 
· Cicero cannot resist the flattery. 
· Spite: Crassus didn’t love Cicero 
· 60 BC Cato the Younger refuses Pompey`s requests and Crassus request and alienated Crassus from the equestrians: 
· Blocked Crassus request for rebates for publicani on tax they paid for privilege of faming taxes 
· Publicani would use rebate to pay back monies they owed to Crassus 
· Also increased severity of punishments for equestrian jurors who accepted bribes 
· Crassus and Pompey had personal enmity but tax rebates were also in Pompey’s interests since as a rich equestrian he could benefit 
· Cato alienates Caesar and prompts him to form First Triumvirate 
· Caesar returns from Spain and wants two things: 
· Military triumph 
· Consulship 
· Cato blocked Caesar
· Cato invoked old law on books which made this impossible 
· A candidate must cross pomerium to request permission to run for office personally with senate 
· A commander waiting for permission for triumph must wait with troops outside of pomerium 
· Crossing the pomerium to ask for permission to run for cos. would mean forfeiting triumph 
· Can`t ask for consulship in absentia 
· Pomerium: 
· Sacred boundary of Rome. 
· A military commander could not take his troops across the pomerium. 
· He had to keep them outside the pomerium in the Campus Martius. 
· Only for triumphs could armies cross boundary. 
· In 61 BC Cato had used this law to stall Pompey: Pompey took the triumph
· In 60 BC Caesar chose the consulship (ran in 60 for 59)
· To add insult to injury when Caesar did get cos in 59 Cato denied him access to good areas where he could levy troops
· Cato had the Senate assign him forests in remote areas of Italy as his ‘province’/recruiting grounds 

So recap: 
· 1. Pompey is opposed by Optimates 
· a. Roman senate denied ratification of Eastern settlement 
· b. Roman senate denied land for his veterans. 
· 2. Crassus is opposed by Optimates 
· a. Equestrian tax-collectors denied a reduction of contract payments on collection of taxes in Asia. 
· 3. Caesar is denied by Optimates 
· a. Caesar had waged successful campaigns in Spain, where he had been governor. 
· b. He was denied exception to hold triumph and stand for consulship simultaneously. 

59 BC Caesar chose consulship and formed the First Tirumvirate
· 59 BC Caesar as consul with Bibulus his consular colleague 
· Bibulous was son in law of Cato and mandated to thwart Caesar. 
· Bibulous and Cato were enlisted to thwart Caesar’s efforts to push through a land law for Pompey’s veterans 

“First Triumvirate” 59 BC
· Informal agreement not legally encoded 
· Meeting at Bononia
· Caesar, Pompey and Crassus formed a secret alliance, known as the First Triumvirate in order to get what they wanted from the senate and by pooling their resources
· Crassus’ money, Caesar and Pompey’s armies 
· However: 59 Bibulus stalled passage of laws encoding request of Triumvirs by interposing veto on grounds of inauspicious signs. 
· I.e had augurs cook the books. 
· Caesar upped the ante: allowed laws to be passed in assemblies with mob violence. 
· He forced through laws that would consolidate the requests of the Triumvirate
· They were passed with mob violence, military threats along with an obedience clause similar to the clause appended to the leges Appuliea*
· *Saturninus’ laws when Marius was cos
· This is what everyone got: 
· 1. Caesar got better provinces as consul: Cisalpine and Transalpine Gauls to command and govern (levy troops) 
· And military command with proconsular imperium and more troops
· 59 governor of Cisalpine and Transalpine Gaul, Metellus Celer died: Pompey bullied senate into giving Caesar the now ‘vacant’ provinces
· 2. Crassus got rebates for publicani
· 3. Pompey got recognition and ratification of his acta in the east, and land for his veterans 
· Caesar was the dominant member and often acted as mediator between Crassus and Pompey
· Marriage of Julia, Caesar’s daughter to Pompey was a political marriage to help seal the deal
· 59 BC: Bibulus retired from politics after Caesar arranged for a bucket of excrement to be dropped on his head  

Caesars Law of 59 BC 
· Land (Campania) for Pompey’s vets and poor
· 1/3 rebate for publican (Crassus)
· Command in Gaul (Lex Vatinia) for Caesar. 
· Lex Julia de Retundis 59 BC addressed provincial administration 
· Closer supervision of praetorian edict to promote accountability of governors. 
· Dealt with corruption and administration in provinces
· Required accountability of governors, anti-extortion, closer supervision of praetorian edict preparation/completion
· Forward looking anticipatory of Caesarian Reforms f49 BC and Foreign policy of Augustus
· Repeto: seek redress from an enemy, demanded extorted property from court, seek compensation
· Provision for Acta Diurna (daily news sheet): tool of propaganda. 
· Daily newspaper set up in forum to report on all of Caesars activities in Gaul 
59 BC
· Cato sent out to govern Cypress 
· Triumvirs had Cato the Younger sent on an honorable diplomatic mission as governor (quaestor pro praetor) to oversee the annexation of Cyprus
· Remained governor of Cyrpus from 58 – 56 BC
· Bibulus bullied out of politics (with bucket of excrement) 

IV. Banishment of Cicero 58 BC 

· Caesar was ready to depart for Gaul 
· Concerned about damage Cicero could do to his auctoritas during his absence, Caesar asked Cicero to join his campaign as land commissioner in Gaul. 
· Cicero refused and Caesar offered him position of legate. 
· Cicero refused again and Caesar had Clodius keep an eye on him. 

V. Tribuneship of Clodius 58 BC 

· Clodius was a patrician who got himself adopted by a plebs family so that he could embark on a radical, popularis political career. 
· Transitio ad plebum = adoption into a plebeian family 
· Clodius hated Cicero for two reasons: 
· Cicero had orchestrated the exile and downfall of his friend Catiline. 
· Cicero had prosecuted Clodius on morals charges for having dressed up as a woman in 62 BC to attend the women only Bona Dea rites at Caesar's house (Clodius was alleged to have been having an affair with Caesar's wife) while Caesar was Pontifex Maximus. 
· Bona Dea rites were at the house of the Pontifex Maximus, hosted by the wife of the Pontifex Maximus
· [Clodius was having an affair with Caesar’s wife]
· Crassus got him off by bribing jurors. 
· As tribune Clodius passed a package of laws intended to enhance popular power, undermine senate; 
· 1. A true grain dole (first free hand-out)
· 2. Reinstatement of guilds (collegia); 
· 3. More privileges/powers to tribunes. 
· 4. He also added a law intended to force Cicero to leave town and compromise his career: 
· Clodius invoked the popular treason laws 
· Clodius' law stipulated that anyone who had put a Roman citizen to death without popular appeal was subject to exile (no fire and water), essentially challenging Cicero, the authority of the senate and the SCU. 
· Cicero was banished, but restored amidst great fanfare in 57. 

58-56: mob violence in Rome:
· 1. Clodius and his creatures terrorized Pompey; 
· Crassus was moving away from Pompey
· Crassus is actually supporting Clodius. 
· 2. There is violent conflict between Clodius and Pompey's henchman Milo. 
· 3. 57 BC: Grain shortages force the senate to give Pompey a five year imperium, and the right to appoint 5 legates with pro-praetorian imperium to organize shipment of grain from Egypt. 
· Caesar is campaigning in Gaul. 
· Crassus hated Pompey
· Senate was promoting Pomepy
· Pompey had a lot of imperium
· Triumvirate was falling apart 

56 BC Conference at Luca: Renegotiation and renewal of a shaky Triumvirate 
· Seeing the writing on the wall, Caesar returned from Gaul to Italy to try to restore the alliance 
· Caesar convokes conference at Luca to reassure the people of stability of alliance, repair damages to Triumvirate alliance and go over some new ground rules: 
· Crassus is to stand for consul and get a big command, as governor of Syria, in the east to fight Parthians. 
· Pompey gets Spains, Cyrenaica, and more legions. 
· Caesar gets a renewal of proconsular imperium and the governorship of Gaul for another 5 years.
· Measures are taken to muzzle Cicero; 
· Measures are also taken to deal with violence (Clodius and Milo) in Rome. 
· Cicero is moving away from Caesar over to Pompey, in favor of Republic and basically retires (wrote de republica dialogue on politics od Rome). 

55 BC More chaos and more trouble; 
· Cato is back from Cyprus. 
· Pompey is at this time on bad terms with the senate; 
· Cicero's letters also insinuate that the equestrians and senate are at odds (because of Cicero); 
· However as it became clear that Caesar was the strongest and could impose his authority, the senate and the optimates began to promote alliance with Pompey and the equestrians again
· 57 BC Because he was supported by the Senate Pompey was harassed by Clodius
· Harassed increasingly by Clodius, Pompey is also intimidated; distrustful of Caesar. 
· 52 BC Pompey’s client Milo murdered Clodius
· Cicero tried to defend Milo in the courts and failed

55 BC Crassus gets the Parthian campaign: (Lex Trebonia) 
· Crassus embarked on the ill-fated campaign in Mesopotamia in 55 BC; 
· In 53 BC Crassus suffered terrible defeat at Carrhae by the Parthian general Surena, fighting for king Orodes II
· Motives? vain-glory?
· Roman standards were taken by Parthians. 

The deaths of: 
· a) Julia, Caesar's daughter and Pompey's wife in 54 BC 
· b) Crassus in 53 
This accelerated the process of the dissolution of the Triumvirate. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The balance between Pompey and Caesar was upset and relations between the two had deteriorated.
