Description of Constructivism According to Piaget

	Constructivism is a theory by Jean Piaget (a philosopher/scientist from Switzerland) in which he states “that people produce knowledge and form meaning based upon their experiences” (teach-nology.com, 2016) In other words, constructivism is the way children and adults create and organize their knowledge based on the events they encounter. 
	For example, if a young child encounters a huskie dog for the first time in his life, but has already met another breed of dog before, he will put the newly acquired information under the concept of dogs that he already has. Yet, if this dog is the first dog he ever encounters, the child will have to create a new concept (dogs) in his mind and until he meets another breed of dog, huskies will be the only representation of dogs the kid will have. To end up with this result, a child must go through several steps. First you have the process of schemes (the organization of information on how things work), assimilation (the placing of new information into schemes), and accommodation (transforming existing schemes or creating new ones). (fountainmagazine, 2016) Now, that we know how constructivism works, how does it apply to education and to teaching?
Constructivism for Piaget in the classroom, is based on senses and discoveries. Teachers believing in this method are much more focused on hands-on activities such as field trips, drama, and drawing classes. All in all, constructivism according to Piaget, is letting students build their own knowledge based the events that occur in their lives. In education, it could be defined as facilitating the students learning by putting them in situations where they have to create new schemes with elements that are directed toward them.
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
