Question 1 (10%)
In class lectures, four major characteristics of the criminal law were discussed. Identify these characteristics and provide a brief definition of each.
Question 2 (15%)
Most crime control ideas rest on faith rather than facts. With reference to the Conservative Government’s “get tough on crime agenda”, guest speakers and class discussions, explain what this statement means when it comes to understanding how some political parties approach crime control in Canadian society.
Question 3 (10%)

Question 4 (15%)
Students will only answer one of the following questions:

Question 5 (10%)
