·  If you oppose go the government to go through your computers without a warrant you are ultimately supporting child pornography

· Nazi 
· head of the SS and absorbed the gustoble into his domain and his job was to collect information on everyone (also people in the party because you never know when that information may be useful)
· had a card index of everyone finding out their political party affiliation and also to identitfy who the austian anorchaist or anyone against hitler and when hitler rolls into Austria,, anyone who opposed hitler was already shot or killed or sent to the camps
· During early 1800s with the industrial engines
· One of the first engineers was Charles Babbage known as the father of computing
· That could handle large culcalations but never got off the blueprints and made into real life
· The difference engine would have 25,000 parts andweigh 15 tons (its a calculator) 
· The most famous revolutionary would be 
· Alan Turing and the turing test
· Asks can a machine convince us that it is human? Turing says yes
· Answers 9 objections:
· 1. Theological- thought is the product of souls and souls are only given to humans not machines. 
· 2. Head in the sand- the day will never come when it overpowers humans intelligence. 
· 3. Mathematical-computers just like math are incomplete and infurerur to humans thinking. Turing: There is no human being that can answer every question and know everything. 
· 4. Consciousness- there is still a mystery into hat consciousness is. Turing: consciousness is not a place in your head, and he was a bit weak on this
· 5. Disability- computers have the disability of not being able to enjoy the aspects of life and dont make mistakes and humans do which makes us think. Turing: no proof that computers will change and do these things in the future.
· Continuity of nervous system- turing: complexity and how they compare
· Lady lovelace- the machine can do whatever we do what we command it does and can only do what we program it to do. Turing: theres only so many moves in chess and are still surprise by our components moves. The computer is programmed and has a limit to respond to us and it doesn’t mean it reduces surprise.
· Behavioural informality- human limitation, why should we expect computer response to be uniform?

· The question about weather if compiters can think really wuestions what do you mean by thinking? 
· Today? BOTS, ELIZA (open your feelings and put it into an input into the compiter and convinces the people that they were interacting with a human ), JABBERWACKY, ET AL.
· J.C.R Licklider
· Usa pumped alot of $ into research into machines so we could find a nuclear attack before it reaches usa and better process information about communism in the usa
· ARPAnet
· Precursor to internet
· Funded by us military
· Innovation from ARPA include: mouse, keyboard, personal computer. Computer networking
· What if we could think along our computers in real time.
· But one super computer tied to one person doesn’t make sense. Instead he visioned people should be connected by networks. Licklider says the f
· Licklider went against the idea that computers were just culcalators and contributed in the “libraries of the future” the method of sorting and tracking information would remove information lag and connect information and predicted came true with the internet
· We could shahre information in real time with each other without the concern of geography
· Email works: send an email and at the same time as I receive ten. Dont have to wait until all the emails stop coming in without sending one out.
· Dont have to take turns with the email. Dont have to wait. Can receive and send stuff out at the same time
· First attempt crashed and had no other computers to connected to. (like having a telephone without no one else having one)
· Marvin Minsky
· Instead of relying on the brain. He took alan turings project and created a machine to think as a child. Explore how children learn. Replicatae this into computers
· The connectionist: to build a human machine we had to build it like a human brain
· Marvin Rejected the connectionist model
· Resemble human thinking
· In his book: minsky outlines wht intelligence is. 
· Computers crash when they can't solve a complicated culcalation. Humans dont crash when we are overwhelmed with information. Advantage of human thinking and wants to put this into machines. 
· We have the ability to adapt to the environment
· When presented with two conflicating information, humans go to other resources and appeal to someone else and ask for help from others. This is what learning is and what minsky wants to do with computers]
· Community for a computer is the internet. Now computers can appeal to other computers to solve a problem
· Seymour Papert
· It takes a village for humans to learn. We have merged with our computers. We help them and they help us.
DEMOCRACY
· What does the thumbs up mean?
· It means to be in agreement and a form of meaning to show an interest
· Takes the place  of meaningful communication
· This thumbs up: forms of digital democracy bu showing support through digital means
· Other forms is when we rank something (buying something from chapters.com and rank it) a form of democracy, it accumalutes and oter people will rank It too and express their opinions

· Knowledge delivery system
· Institutionalize traditions- graduation ceremonies
· Venue for conceptual exploration and research-free to explore new ideas while at mcdonals its not encourages and your manager
· Access to experts- those of use who do research we can ask them questions
· Cons
· May foster elitism-feel we are better than others bc we’re in university
· May be out of step with societys values-might be fixed to a discipline compaired to the outside world wherer things are going fast
· Can be archaic, antiquated instructure-universities are old fashion in many ways with a hierarchy
· Having vs. Knowing
· Agrippa: the book of the dead by William Gibson
· Pages treated with photosensitive chemicals that will cause the book to fade if exposed to light
· Comes with diskette that can only be accessed once before it erases itself
· The choise: you can own it or you can read it
· Critique of the disappearance of the book
· John Milton
· In 1644-the recognize poet john Milton and wrote “Areopagitica” 
· Opposed to censorship of printing
· The value of ideas determined by readers
· Licensed printing is control over information 
· Believed in the freedom of the printing press of the crown or king or parliament. Milton brought about his own opinion in the debate: parliaments restrictitions on the freedom of expression.  Parliament: no one is allowed to publish anything unless an appointed censor and must be approved. This outraged people who want to express themselves but the danger is it gives power to the state because they wont allow you to publish what you want
· Miltons argument: against censorship
· Cream rises to the top: why not let the public decide what is harmful and bad bc we are armed with reason and we are reasonable capable of using our judgements and if not we can appeal to other people who we can go to. We dont need the censorship of parliament we can figureit out ourselves.
· We are armed with reason
· How to tell good from bad if bad is banned?
· Banning evil books doesn’t remove evil in the world
· We could accidently ban a good idea
· Censorship doesn’t work in other countries (spain and Italy already have 
· Ideas deserve to be tested first. Hardly gives knowleged a chance.
· Censors are humans, thus can be corrupted, too. The censors job is to protect people from their morality. The books will corrupt the censors themselves. These are people as well and be corrupted too.
· In 1695: the standback
· People couldn’t pay the heavy pose of tax for publishing anything they wanted that the parliament imposed
· In 2009 james moore did something similar: declared magazines that have a circulation of 5,000 will not get funding. MOST MAGAINZES DONT and they need this funding too. Smaller magazines are not in favour of the government. 
· Popular magazines and the smaller prints will seize to exist. This is control through modern day standback. 
· John Stuart Mill
· Founder of classical liberalism
· Advocated freedom of though and expression
· If everyone has their say, how will we know the truth from falsehood? Now mills must go through a test “Market place of ideas” in a public forum. There is a direct line between miltion and mill.
· Marketplace of ideas
· To suppress opinions, even bad ones, is an evil
· Through open debate that we may atain to truth. Mills says we humans makes mistakes and let the public what is good or good. 
· But popularity triumps others. (media shows jersey shore bc its popular and doesn’t really teach you any good morals) 
· Problem with allowing the masses to decided will result in hate speech. We dont want to allow hate speech to engage in racisism or target particular groups and inspire violence against certain groups.
· Another problem: we are reasonable human beings but martketplace can become unequal so others may have more free speech than others. Coca cola and I have the same amount of free speech whoever coca cola has $$ to express their opinions through the use of propaganda and manipulate others ideas. They can spend their time to manipulate our opinions. 
· People with money can use it to control and manipulate others ideas and wont be able to be reasonable humans
· Public education/libraries
· Institutions emerging from the publc sphere. Narrowing the gap between elites and average citizen
· Utopia of equal access to knowledge
· Have they made our lives more democratic
· Can thee institutions become subject to corruption?
· What is academic freedom
· Government encroachment: is it right to ban books?
· Jurgen Habermas
· During renassiance came more cultural development 
· The public sphere allowed for a split between public and private interests
· People would meet and ytalk about what the state was doing and have a voice
· The public sphere usually only had the bouroiguse, the division between state and people and public and private 
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)ex: wearing andbuying torn jeans became the new style. The poor use to wear torn jeans and now that everyone is wearing them the poor no longer exist and we dont care




· Reducing someones culture to cusiine and fashion. Turns culture into commodity and tied to capitslism 
· Our ideas must be Useful for commodification purposes to the state. 
· The system is dominated by the interest in men. 
· Patriarchy hedgmony is our culture
