- in chapter 12 they become biblical legends
- Abrham first father figure of Judaism and Christianity and islam
- Abrham receives from a god he never met to take his family move somewhere else and he accepts the command .
- hes the first devote to god
biblica legend:
Canaan: where modern Israel is
Abrham and sarah have Ishmael (they needed air)
They then produced Isaac
Having 2 airs is a problem 
Isaac true descendent 
Ishmael is older- higher claim
Sarah becomes jealous- kicks out ishmael and hagar
Ishamiltes barely appear in the bible
Biblical legend
· Abraham Isaac Jacob are first founding fathers of Israel
· Israelies welcome by Egyptians
· When Egypt got attacked from another country the jews were blamed
· After 400 years change in gonv in Egypt and distrustful of Jews so they killed first born of Israelites
· Moses raised by Egyptian princess 
· He realizes hes jewish, stands up for a jew and escapes
· A burning bush speaks to him telling him to free his people in Egypt
· Moses returns to ferrow of egypt asking him to free his people. Ferrow doesn’t agree
· 10 plagues come
· 10th one become significant
· moses parts the red sea
· ferrow follows and sea closes, Egyptians drawn
· pass over is the corresponding holy dates for this
·  1250 theological date 

biblical legend:
· mt. Sinai
· god calls moses from mountain top god gives moses commandments
· jews have another thing to make them jews ( a law=torah)
· god: follow those laws and I will protect you
· god makes covenants with people (big part of Judaism)
· mitzvah: commandment 
· 
· moses realizes his people aren’t worshipping god
· they worshipped statues instead
· people must be punished for not praying propley
· couldn’t go home for 40 years  ( hungry could not go home to isreal)
next slide:

-eventually israels( go back to canaan=Israel)
-isrealites have their own gos(ba’al and asherah)
-henotheism (one god worth worshipping with other gods but they didn’t recognize them because they were not worth worshippping ) vs monotheism(one god worth worshipping because there are no others)
- took isralties them 400 years to develop monotheism

· Joshua:
- Archaeologies say: Israelites developed 12 tribes ruled over by judges


Monarchy:
· (not monarchy until Saul 10th  century BCE).
· Saul first kind and makes first step in creating isreal tribe)
· Doesn’t last as a king- David takes over
· Nect slide:
· David most famous and loved kings
· (the king of kings- favorite king)
· Consolidation of the kingdom=isreal
· Tries for peace and property
· He establishes a capital city
· He choses Jerusalem

Next slide monorachy
- Solomon 3rd king of Israel- davids son (ruled 960-21BCE)
- Builds first temple (completed 931BCE)
-Temple has a lot of rules usually sacrifice
- he’s known for wealth, wisdom and international power.
- Wisdom of Solomon: (story of prostitutes)



Monarchy breaks down:
-12 tribes – united monarchy- divided into 2 kingdoms
-centre= power= jerusalem over taking the peripheries
-peripheries= not much attention 
- Jerusalem no longer capital of Israel instead it’s the capital of Judah

next slide:
- changing poitcal power internationally means Isreal suddenly has enemies
- Assyria rise to power want isreal to bow to them
Isreal then is sacked by Assyrians 

New enemies:
-Babylonians sack Judah ( the capital of jerusalem) ( 587 BCE)
- babyloins rise power and distroy Jerusalem and distory temple that Solomon built
- which destroys te first temple period

New possibilities
· four features of this new Judaism
· - the (diaspora) jew : it is a greek word that means reaching into a satchel of seed and scattering it
· which means jews are leading israel and leading babylonia and rome, Egypt turkey 

The prophet: new prophets task was to explain how a city was destroyed under gods protection. Jerusalem fell , temple was destroyed etc. 

Monotheism: 
-We have one god that is worth worshipping (other’s exist but are not worth worshipping)
- when kidnapped the jews in bablyonia decided god isn’t the god of isreal, but god of the world,.

The Septuagint (LXX): is the greek translation of Hebrew bible
-Was created as a miracle given by god.

The second temple

· King Cyrus of Persia invites Israelites to return to Jerusalem and offers to rebuild a temple


(Now we can say that they are jewish)
· have a prophet
· god with a unique name
· monotheism
· had/have/will have a temple
* things that make up Judaism*

second temple next slide:

· Israelites invited to return ( c. 538 BCE)
· Temple rebuilt- completed on 515 BCE
· Ezra returns finds people not doing proper “jewish”things.
· Establishes what he thinks is proper Judaism
· Starts collection of scriptures, complies and edits them in 430 BCE
· Hellen= greek work for greek
· Ization=making things
· Hellenization= is a cultural force making things greek) i.e like American culture hellinsim was “trendy,  Attractive” wanted to speak greek instead of their own language, wear togas instea of jeans.
· Created tension because their laws were different (diet) eg, when egeyptain invtie jews, they don’t know what to serve for them god told them not to eat certain things. 
· epispasm= did it to compete in Olympics (reverse circumcision) 
· Circumcision was a mark of being jewish if they reverse it by epispasm they are out.
-      Greco- roman:  romans are military but everybody still speaks greek,  greek language of people, latin language of power.

The joy of sects
Sects ( group within a group)
Sadducees: dect of  judaism that were elite, in position of power work cooperitaly with roman overloads. 
Pharisees: not elite,  higher in number, had no power, grass-roots movement, not rebellious but tried to ignore the fact they were ruled by roman
Sicarii: ressited power of rome ( named after knife)  that they carry woth them and go ascasinate people  andbl end in  crowd and never seen again.
Zealots: ressited the power of rome, sack villages, soldiers who were roman
Christians interested in purity , getting on with their lives, followed jews non rebellious and talked about the kingdom of god.

Wars of independence 1:
Jewish war 66-73 CE
:when rome gets sick of sicari and zealots  sacked all villages on their way to Jerusalem. No one allowed out or in Jerusalem romans waited 2 years until the jews killed eachother ( because  they were fighting for the honor to lead the iliraty to fight against rome )
 rome destroys second temple in 70 ce 
-when rome breaks in theres no one to fight so they burn jerusalem

Nicknamed: besht
Christians put Jews in ghettos and locked the doors at night
Besht argued joyful prayer is more importat than following the  torah
-Modern spcepticism- assimulation 18th century ce
moses Mendelssohn 
liberal interpretation of torah
Believes torah was written a long time ago and now lifestyle is different 
-Zionism – nationalism 19th century ce
independence security, language
theodor herzl
Period of enlightenment 
not all jews are Zionists and not all Zionists are jews 

Holocaust
· anti Semitism – racism(believe that things that make u jewish are passed through dna)
· shoah-burnt offering
· 1933- hitler is chancellor of Germany
· start boycotting jewish business
· push them out of society 

- nov 9 1938. Kristallnacht- night of broken glass
-judenfrage
-final solution-killing the jews
-total curopean jews before was 9508304
- total killed 5962129 (63%)
-4 million in the extermination camps
1.5 million in mass executions over the war and others of starvation and disease in ghettos and throughout war
