Arguments:
· When a group of statements exhibits the logical relationship of inference, it is no longer a mere set of propositions. 
· A set of statements that claims that one or more of the statements (premises) supports, or justifies or make it reasonable to believe that another of those statements (conclusion) is true
· Premise 1, premise 2, conclusion 
· Socrates is a man, all men are mortal, Therefore Socrates is mortal
Logical strength
· The properties of the argument make it logical
· Concept  arguement 
· Involves an inference, or the claim that its premises support its conclusion 
· An argument has logical strength when the premises, if true, actually provide support for, justify, or make it reasonable to believe the conclusion is true
Logical strength: feature 1
· If the premise is true, support the truth of the conclusion or make it reasonable to believe the conclusion is true
· It is possible for a logically strong arguement to have false premises 
Soundness
· Additional property of arguments and a means by which we can assess them 
· Logical strength: if the premises are true, they support the truth of the conclusion or make it reasonable to believe the conclusion is true
· When an argument has logical strength 
· An argument is sound if is logically strong and it has true premises
