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Local Strength: Feature Two
· Local strength is sometimes a matter of degree
· This issue of being a matter of degree is the great dividing point between two types of arguments
Deductive and Induction Arguments
Inductive Arguments
· Not as strong
· It is not because they are badly constructed; this is a mtter of their logical form 
· :In virtue of the logical form of an inductive argument, the truth of its premises makes the trith of its conclusion probable
· Probability is a matter of degree
· The more precise term for the logical strength and weakness of inductive arguments is inductive strength and inductive weakness
· This is probable but not guaranteed 
Deductive Arguments
· By nature or in virtue of their logical form, these arguments are so strong that the truth of the premises guarantees the truth of the conclusion
· : in virtue of the logical form of a deductive argument, the truth of its premises guarantees the truth of its premises guarantees the truth of its conclusion 
· These types of arguments constitute strict proof
· The premises guarantee the truth of the conclusion 
· Because of this strong support, logicians refer to the logical strength of deductive argument's deductive validity 
Deductive validility 
· An argument is said to be deductively valid if and only if whenever all the premises are true, the conclusion must also be true
· The more precise term for the logical strength and weakness of deductive arguments is deductive validity and deductive invailidity
· It can't have true and false premises 
· When deductive arguments are logically strong they are deductively valid and vice versa
Disjunctive Syllogism
· Concepts and their properties 
· You rule out what is not right or in what you choose
· Deduces what is left
