Links between crime scenes and behaviors
 
Intuitive to scientific predictions - 
 
Establishing reliable typologies:
· Organized vs disorganized
· Sadistic vs opportunistic 
· Missionary vs visionary
 
Linking typology to past behaviors
 
Are certain types more prone to commit specific crimes?
Ex: Sadistic rapist has least prior convictions for violence
Organized murderer likely to have served in the armed forces
 
Assessment is the measurement of human behavior and predictions of future behavior 
It involves both science and art
Assessment techniques:
· Structured interviews based on decision trees or protocols
· Intellectual functioning tests (WISC, WAIS) Raven 
· Emotional and personality functioning tests: projective tests 
· Social functioning tests include the Vineland
· Profiling is a special form of assessment
 

November 23 – Profiling
 
 Profiling Terms
 
Modus Operandi: STANDARD PROCEDURE
· Behaviors committed by the offender during the commission of the crime WHICH ARE NECESSARY to complete the crime. 
· Can vary as the offender becomes more experienced
· MO ensures success, protects identity, offers escape: dynamic
  
Signature:
· Behaviors the offender has to do to fulfill an emotional need or fantasy
· Thematic nature: tends to be more stable over time
· Needs of the offender are often ritualized (staging, overkill, bondage, etc)
 
 
Sanity:
· Insanity is a legal term referring to the ability to recognize one's actions are wrong
· Mental illness is a psychological term referring to the inability to control one's behavior
Profiling History

1st recorded case where someone tried to make description of criminal and predict was Jack the ripper. 
2nd - Hitler
3rd case - NY bomber - so accurate they thought the profiler may have known the bomber
 
Boston Strangler: At first they though 2 different killers, one killing women on campus and one killing off campus
Brussels was right about his profile that it was the same person, DeSalvo committed all crimes because of different needs
 
1970,s, they realized profiling becoming more and more useful
 
They wanted to establish scientific profiling through typologies
Behavioral Analysis Unit - USA
Profilers in Canada training by RCMP
 
 
Typology: describe types of crimes and type of criminals 
Authoritarian individual
Organized crime scene: cleaned up, organized
What kind of behavior does authoritarian individual perform

FBI Crime Scene Analysis Method
 
5 step process - used by FBI
 
1. Profiling inputs: info related to the victim almost more important to be able to determine who the suspect is
 
1. Decision process: logical patterns and timelines
 
1. Crime Assessment: reconstruction of the event - as best as we can, recreate a movie in our minds so we can understand the roles of each person. This tells us about the personality of the people involved
 
1. The criminal profile: which profile from the past fits the film we created 
 
1. The apprehension: cross check the profile against the suspects once we arrest, if it fits - fine, if not, we need to re-assess and find another suspect
 
 




Types of Typology
Based on idea that some crime scenes are organized (not random) and scenes that are not organized 
 
 
Factor Analyzed Profile of Rapists
· More modern typology
 
 
Sadistic Rapist: interested in destroying the individual psychologically, emotionally, and sometimes physically 
· Keeps their victim for a very long time, so takes a while before crime becomes apparent
· Intent not to kill, intent to destroy
· Usually wear a disguise
· Use any technique to humiliate 
· Torture, Sodomy, Humiliation, Vaginal Penetration with objects
· RAGE - absolute hatred
· What do the victims have in common, to find out what he hates
· Rarest form, hardest to catch, usually caught by mistake, usually strangers to the victims
 
Aggression Rapist: also angry, purpose of rape is anger and control, not to have sex
· Doesn’t keep victim for long, usually very short
· Always will be sexual activity, usually rough or forced fellatio (oral)
· Gratuitous violence: violence that was not necessary to commit the crime
· Idea is the scare the person, the fear is what gives them satisfaction
· Element of surprise - these rapists tend to be strangers but they can be people you know
 
Criminality Rapist: easiest one to catch, someone who has no interest in committing rape
· Only type sexual oriented
· Interested in petty crime, wants to rob, steal and during the commission of a criminal act that they come across a victim by accent - opportunity is there, why not
· Low intelligence, usually disorganized, very easy to catch, leave a lot of clues
· They didn’t come prepared for rape they leave semen behind, fingerprints
· Usually have long rap sheet, previous petty crimes
· Usually blindfold them, theft, remove the persons clothing, tie them and have sex with them
 
Intimacy Rapist: psychotic, truly believes that they have a loving, intimate relationship with their victim and victim loves them back
· Serious delusions and psychosis
· When they're raping, exceptionally gentle. Kissing, apologizing, reassuring, asking questions to make themselves feel better
· Easiest caught when the victim because the victim knows the person very well
 





 
 
THE HOLMS TYPOLOGY of Murderers
Murderers focused on act VS Murderers focused on process
 
ACT FOCUSED (quick kill) - almost always disorganized
1. VISIONARY: most likely psychotic - voices telling him to kill, God/Devil
1. MISSIONARY: zeleth - truly believes they are on a mission - to eradicate group of people, Jews, prostitutes 
 
PROCESS-FOCUSED (slow kill) - far more organized
1. COMFORT HEDONIST - takes pleasure from kill and also personal gain 
1. LUST HEDONIST - associates sexual pleasure with murder / necrophilia: sex after dead
1. THRILL HEDONIST - gets a rush or high from killing - euphoria at victim's final anguish
1. POWER/CONTROL FREAK - get pleasure from manipulation and domination - experiences rush from misery
 
 
THE KELLEHER TYPOLOGY 
 
Acting Alone
 
· Black Widow: systematically kills multiple spouses, partners, family members for gain. Get rid of partner, life insurance
· Family Annihilator: will kill wife and/or children, but not for gain. He does it in order to save them. Always comes from cultural background that tells him that he is the provider/man of the house. Something goes wrong, job loss, now how will he protect his family? Lies, keeps it from family until they run out of resources, so only way to save family from hell is to kill them. Driven out of guilt, not gain.
· Angel of Death: (Muchausen syndrome) Driven desperate to be a hero. Create problem so you could save them from it. Gets her children sick just enough to take them to hospital and save them.
· Sexual Predator: Kills in sexual acts of homicide
· Revenge: Control freak. Hate or jealousy
· Profit from Crime: kills for profit or while committing another crime
 
 
 
Acting in Partnership
Usually Alpha who is psychotic and subservient person, the follower
 
· Team Killer: killing others in conjunction with one another
· Question of Sanity: kills in apparent random manner and later judged to be insane
· Unexplained: kills for reasons totally unclear and inexplicable motives
· Unsolved: pattern of unsolved killings that may be attributed to a woman (or women)

 
 




Acting Alone:
· Killers more mature, careful, deliberate, socially adept, highly organized
· Usually attack victims in their homes or place of work
· Tend to favor specific weapon, poison, lethal injection, suffocation
 
Acting in Partnership:
· Younger, aggressive, disorganized, unable to plan
· Attack victims in diverse places
· They tend to use guns, knives and torture


 
Geographic and Demographic Profiling
 
Geo: based on location
Demo: statistics on people
 
Hunting grounds for serial killers:
Sin strips, gay/single bars, skid row/homeless, college campuses
 
Sites and Zones 
· Last known location
· Comfort zone (the killer had to feel comfortable in that area - blend in)
· Buffer zone (area between where murder was committed and where body found)
· Attack site
· Holding site
· Vehicle disposal site
· Property disposal site
· Body dump site
 
 
Most Frequently Selected Victims
 
70% of serial killer’s kill strangers
1. College students on college campus & prostitutes
1. Children
1. Hitch hikers
 
20% of serial killer’s kill acquaintances
1. Friends/Neighbours
1. GF/BF
 
10% of serial killer’s kill family
1. Own children
1. Husbands

November 30th  - Risk Assessment
 
· Important form of profiling
· Became a "gold standard"
· Used all around the world
· Special profiling that occurs after suspect is caught
· Try to figure out what are the probabilities/risks that this person will reoffend
 
 
Civil Settings
· Person who attempts suicide, harms someone or acts in an irrational manner
· Determines if individual has a mental disorder
· Question is, should this person be committed to institution because of high risk they will reoffend
 
Child Protection
What are the risks that the person who committed the offence against the child will reoffend
 
Immigrant Laws
· If they commit an offence where they work in their home country, what are the risks that they will reoffend if they come here
· Take into account how the offence in that country compared to an offence done here in our country
· Ex: if they committed an offence in their country for speaking back to the government, here it would not be an offence
· We have to consider laws from other countries as opposed to our own
 
School/Labour Regulations
· Here if someone applies to be a teacher where they committed a crime, what are the risks they'll do it again
· If you get caught lying to customs at the border, what are the risks you will steal from the company
 
Duty to warn:
· Risk of a person who is coming to you for help, whether you're a teacher or a psychologist and they tell you something that they've done, (killing) What are the risks that they will do it again?
· If every they did kill someone, you're allowed to divulge that type of confidentiality
 
Limits of confidentiality:
· You're allowed saying something and divulging confidential info when life of a person is in danger or for a criminal offence
 
 
Risk Assessment in a Criminal Setting
 
Major decision points:
 
PRE-TRIAL 
· where the trial takes place
· Gives ideas to the prosecution to see what charges they should give
Ex: if someone who committed burglary says it's because they were starving and had no food, risk of reoffending is very low so prosecution might decide to give probation or criminal record. No prison time if you don’t do it again within a year (give idea of how to plead)
 
SENTENCING
· Judge in order to make a decision will think what type of penalty he will assign, this gives an idea of the risks he thinks that you'll reoffend
 
RELEASE
· Mostly used for risk assessment
· When a person is out on parole, asking for a day or permanent parole
· What are the risks if we let them out of prison they will reoffend
 
Public safety outweighs attorney client privilege
· This is a unique way of the law
· If there is a risk that the person might offend again, and will offend in a way that will harm someone, even their lawyers are required to break confidentiality
· If you are a lawyer and think there is a high risk that he will commit the crime again or harm someone, you can report everything, same with psychologists, teachers, doctors, etc…
· People try suing lawyers who told everything but they don’t win because the lawyer was liable to tell the whole story
 
Predictions: Decisions vs Outcomes (purpose of risk assessment)
 
· 2 choices: predict they will offend/reoffend or predict they wont
· If I predict that the person will offend and they do, you can call it a "true positive" 
· High positive capability - test results
· Whatever techniques used to predict, you have to make sure it does not miss people who are not gonna reoffend 
· If you predict they will reoffend and they do not, this is a "true negative" - must make sure the test differentiates between true positive and true negative
· What you want to eliminate as much as possible is that the test does not have a lot of false positives and false negatives
· No system is 100%, that's why risk is viewed as ranged
· After you've done the risk assessment, it's up to you to use that information to make a decision
· Risk assessment = one piece of the puzzle used to make decision
· In prisons, it's called risk management - probability that they will reoffend in prison
· Mom Boucher - serving life in prison and was still running hells angels from inside. Had high risk of reoffending and did 
· Goal: True positive and True negative as this means the conclusions from the risk assessments were correct. 
· Risk Assessment is "statistical" - involves a lot of judgement
 
Base Rates
· Important because they determine who you do risk assessments on and predictions
· Represents the % of people within a given population who commit a criminal or violent act
· Shows how often offence occurs within a given population
· Prediction is difficult when base rates are either too high or too low
· When you have low base rates, false positives tend to occur, meaning your predictions were incorrect
· Ex: If an person committed burglary and research shows 100% of that population commits burglary, the probability of him reoffending is also 100& because everyone does it, he will too.
· Compare risk to base rates
· Base rate has an important impact when more than 50%
· Not enough women committing crime/sex offenders to do risk assessment on female prisoners
· Female crime rates very low 
 
Judgement Error and Biases
 
Heuristics
· Worked in the past, still here but doesn’t work well
· Cuz I made the prediction, I will be correct
· Human judgement, not because you were right and predicted right 10 times that you'll be right again
 
 
Illusory Correlation
· Correlation = relationship between 2 events
· Ex: height and weight are related together. Taller you are, more you weigh.
· Illusory correlation means you have things that go together but are not related to each other. Even though they seek to related them together, it's only an illusion.
· Ex: people who came from slums are believed to commit more crimes however this is not proven. People just have the illusion that slum = makes people commit more crimes
 
Reliance on Salient or unique clues
· Certain features that stick out, things that are important in your mind.
· Ex: guy who speaks like the godfather in a job interview - this will affect your judgement and you wont hire him because of that
 
Overconfidence in judgements
· Biggest mistake in risk assessment is infallible because you will never check or ask for a second opinion
· Most important, will never check what happens afterwards
· Judgements and biases are not a great thing
 
Unstructural Clinical Judgement
· Decisions characterized by professional discretion and lack of guidance
· Subjective 
· No specific risk factors
· No rules about how risk decisions should be made
 
Actuarial Predictions
· Statistical predictions (psychs do and apply)
· Techniques not invented by others
· People who created actuarial is insurance companies. Predict that males 17-25 involved in more car accidents so they raise prices for them.
 
Types of Predictions
 
Static Risk Factors
 
1. Historical
1. Factors that cannot be changed
 
Dynamic risk factors
1. Fluctuate over time:
1. Factors that can be changed
1. Acute vs Stable dynamic risk factors
 
Things are changing, where you live, your friends. If you change friends or where you live, changes your risks. Evidence in a case with actuarial predictions are very accurate.
Unstructural clinical judgement is not accurate
 
If 20 things taken off = high risk
10/20 things = medium risk
5/20 = low risk
Risk assessments use static techniques and also dynamic
 
 
Static Risk Factors - Important
 
Historical: 
· dynamic factors like your mental state, medication you take, etc…
· Past anti-social behavior
· Childhood history of mistreatment
· Past supervisions failure, escape, institution maladjustment
 
Dispositional
· Personal factor - are you a person who likes to have simulation with a person who is more likely to commit a crime
· Demographics: age and gender
· Personality characteristics: impulsivity, and psychopathy
 
 
Clinical
· Your mental state, mental illness, depression, psychosis
· Substance use
· Mental disorder = diagnosis of schizophrenia, or affective disorders
· Treat, control, override symptoms - TCO 
· We all have emotions when we feel threatened, (ego, income) if you get an emotional reaction you can control, less risk of crime doing
 
Contextual
· Takes into account culture, society you live in
· Easy access to weapons, (US) any psychotic person can buy guns
 
Female Offenders and Risks
· Actuarial assessment works in women for suicide rates
· More similarities in risk factors for men and women and less differences
· Dynamic because actuarial does not work on women since the probability of offending is low
 
Gender specific risk factors 
·  history of self injury and poor self esteem
 
· Gender differences in criminality
· Because of suicide, the risk of women reoffending with suicide is high
· Risk between women will succeed is fairly low
· Risk a man will attempt suicide is low
· Probability men try again and succeed is very high
· Women do less crimes
· Women reoffend at lower rates
· Childhood victimization more prevalent 
· Mental disorder more prevalent
 
 
 
 







December 2nd -Sexual Offenders
 
 
Types:
 
Sexual Assault Perpetrators: 

Pedophiles (under 16) - not pedophile if difference in age is 2 years or less. 
Rapists - now called assault and not rape 
Incest Offenders: with sibling, child-parent, grandchild-grandparent while knowing blood relation. Step parent can still be incest offender. 2 types: incest offender against children and against adults 
Exhibitionism: socially defined law. Exposing yourself in public.
Frotteurism: people who rub up on people in crowded places
Voyeurism: peeping top
Bestality: sex with animals 
Sodomy: anal intercourse with or without consent
Child Pornography: possessing or producing images of children in a sexual manner under 18. (Conflicts with age of consent 16 years old but for pictures considered child under 18)
Mixed sexual offenders: people who do a little bit of everything
 
 
Prevalence: 
Other crimes might be decreasing but sexual offenders are increasing dramatically. 
25% of federal prison system. 
 
 
Status of Sex offenders:
· Not psychopaths
· Have paraphilia's
· Majority have psychiatric disorder
· High childhood sexual abuse
· Parents with disturbed sexual attitudes
· History of maternal seduction
· History of drug/alcohol abuse
If you treat them simply as sexual offenders, they will reoffend. Need to treat underlying issues.
 
Recidivism
 
· Pedophiles that offend against stranger girls not their own - higher probability
· Offenders against daughters/incest - very low probability 
· Offenders against boys and adult women are most likely to re-offend
· Treatment: significantly reduces sex offence for non-pedophilic offenders.
· Pedophile offends against strangers - probability of re-offending almost 100% even with treatment
· Frontal lobes tell you not to act, not acceptable / Pedophile frontal lobe tells them to do it. Poorly developed.
· Sex registery: Have to give a DNA sample, and police/parole officer monitor that person (purpose: should there be an offense committed, they can check database to see if that person involved)
 
Treatment: have to treat underlying psychiatric issues. 

Typically behavioural treatment:

· Identify triggers: paraphilia's and events that result in offending
Paraphilia's - unusual sexual triggers (what turns you on)
· Learn to recognize the onset of the triggers
· Minimize the effects of the triggers and avoid consequent behaviors
 
 
 
 
December 7th -  Morality and the Law 
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Morality is not what you do, it's rationalizing in what you do.
Why did I do this? Why did I go with this?
 
Kohlberg: study males because women committing crime was rare
Morel dilemma test on males
Stages are learnt by parents 
 
Male Reasoning: 
 
Preconventional: reasoning based on own needs and perception (minority average)
 
Stage 1: punishment and obedience 
New born starts here - child has moral thinking and reasons behaviors to avoid punishment
Ex: Johnny won't steal or else mom punishes him
 
Stage 2: instrumental stage
Wants to avoid punishment and get rewards
Reasoning is a bit more advanced 
Ex: Johnny avoids crossing street to get a cookie and not get punished
 
Conventional: reasoning based on the need for social order and social conformity (Majority or North American males maintain social order in society)
 
Stage 3: good boy/girl
Person wants to be seen as a good person
Ex: Johnny does not cross the street, he's a good boy and follows the rules / Person confirms the rules
 
Stage 4: law and order
Rule must be obeyed or else chaos will occur
 
Post Conventional: reasoning based on personal principles that transcend social rules and norms (beyond average)
 
Stage 5: social contract
People have to honor their word and agreements in society. Honor your promise
 
Stage 6: universal ethical principles
What can I do to show respect for other human beings
Ex: Euthanasia - out of respect you'll let them die because sick person says they want to die.
Person who kills takes full responsibility for killing.
 
Person in Stage 6 will admit it and take full responsibility for what they did and why they did it, while a person in a lower stage will try to get away with it and not admit it
 
· Brain has to mature to move up in other stages
· Maturity plays a big role in moving up each stage
· Just because your brain has matured, moral values are more alert
· Kohlberg says the way we move from one stage to another is by being in contact  with another person who's one stage ahead of you
· Learn one stage at a time
· You'll learn to adopt thinking of the person who is above you/more mature
 
Male Reasoning: 
 
· Repeated offenders still in Stage 1 and 3
· Most males involved in gang activities get stuck in stage 4 and 5 (obedient to the rules of the gang)
· Thing that drives males the most is "retribution perspective of justice"
· Most non delinquents stuck in 4 and 5 (conformity and obedience)
· Most males socialized to believe that transgression of social rules requires punishments
· Ex: you do the crime, you do the time = punishment
 
 
Female Reasoning: 

Theme different from men - caring and restoration
 
Gilligan (moral dilemma test on females)
 
Pre Conventional: caring is survival
 
Stage 1: caring for self as means for survival - care for yourself to survive
 
Stage 2: feeling that self caring is selfish
They don’t just care for themselves, they also care for siblings, parents, etc…
 
Conventional: caring is altruism
 
Stage 3: caring for others and self-sacrifice
Have to give up some things because that's what caring is all about
Sacrifice myself for others
Ex: move somewhere for partner
 
Stage 4: Search for equilibrium and fairness
Women become the great mediator, responsible for fixing things, being fair
 
Conventional: caring is prevention and restorative
 
Stage 5: minimize interpersonal friction 
Between yourself and others
It's not only to maintain equilibrium, you have to develop techniques to make sure no friction between people
 
Stage 6: interdependency and restoration of social equilibrium
Also known as the Madonna complex
A lot of women make it to stage 6 because of the madonna (mother theresa) complex.
I am good, I am god, I have to fix everything and devote myself to make things good
Lots of women make it to stage 6 because they minimize the "madonna complex" because they're caring, motherly, sacrifice themselves
Majority of women in stage 3 and 4 but larger numbers in stage 5-6 (more than males)
 
 
Female Reasoning: 
 
· Most non-delinquent females in stage 4,5,6
· Socialize to be society's peacemakers
· Most females socialized to believe that transgression of the social rules
· Social rules requires restorative of social equilibrium
· Women in repeat offenders in Stage 1
· Gang members women in stage 4 and 5 (socialize to rules of the gangs - caring is equilibrium within gang)
 
Perspectives and the Law
 
Retribution Model Goals:
· Perpetrator of crime is punished
· Reduces probability to redo the offense
· Acts as deterrent to others
· Once punishment is done, justice is served and closed
 
Restorative Model Goals:
· Focus on all the victims
· Perpetrator is a victim (own circumstances, lack of moral judgement, poverty, mental illness)
· Encounter - part of rehabilitation of perpetrator is to learn consequences of what they did
· Allocution/Amends - talk about what you did and how you will fix it
· Reintegration - how to get you back into society
· Inclusion - getting them back to feel included in society in general
 
Correctional Approaches
 
Retribution Model
· Prisons
· Boot camps (military style)
· Labor camps (popular in US)
· Capital punishment
 
Restorative Model
· Victim impact statement
· Victim offender mediation (how to fix situation)
· Conferencing - (Moodle article)
· Healing circles (Moodle article)
· Community services (Moodle article)
· Victim and offender assistance programs
 
Hand out on restorative justice (Moodle)
 
· Why research changed legal system?
· System was male dominated
· Result, the retribution model used exclusively because most juries were made
· 1970's - nature changed as women got out of traditional educational circles of only nursing and pyshio therapy
· More women in law school than men
· 5 years ago, more women lawyers than men
