Contractual Agreement Regarding The Distribution Of The King's Power, Wealth, And Responsibility Of his Wellbeing

I, King Lear, the Ruler of England, on this 7th of November, 577 AD, being of sound mental health and of complete mental capacity, hereby declare this document and all its contents, provisions and considerations to be my complete and legally-binding Offers and Conditions in the event of my death or conclusion of my kingship. 
A. Acceptances Of Offers and Considerations Regarding Cordelia and King Lear
	i. In respect of lineage, Cordelia and her suitor shall be given control over the major Kingdom of Wessex and minor kingdoms of Sussex and Kent along with castles and royal areas of residence within said regions.
ii. Cordelia shall receive a third of the King's treasury as well as a third of his army's manpower and artillery.
iii. In respect to the immense adoration of Cordelia amongst the people of the Isle Of Wight, she shall be given control over their small territory.
B. Acceptances Of Offers and Considerations Regarding Goneril and King Lear
	i. In respect of lineage, Goneril and her suitor shall be given control over the major Kingdom of Mercia and minor kingdom of Essex along with castles and royal areas of residence within said regions.
ii. Goneril shall receive a third of the King's treasury as well as a third of his army's manpower and artillery.
iii. Goneril shall receive her departed Mother's Wedding Ring as per her dying wishes.
C. Acceptances Of Offers and Considerations Regarding Regan and King Lear
	i. In respect of lineage, Regan and her suitor shall be given control over the major Kingdoms of Northumbria and East Anglia along with castles and royal areas of residence within said regions.
ii. Regan shall receive a third of the King's treasury as well as a third of his army's manpower and artillery.
iii. Cornwall shall be given possession of the King's crown due to his immensely important role in the Battle of Badon which ultimately protected the King's rule over England.
D. Acceptances Of Considerations Regarding King Lear's Relations with all his Daughters
	i. The daughters shall provide ample housing area within their castles or area of residence for the King and his attendants (A maximum of 70) for at least four months each within a year which can be spent at once or smaller intervals throughout the year. Total time spent at a single daughter's residence within a year can exceed four months at the discretion of the daughters and may be less than four months at the discretion of the King.
ii. During the King's stay at a daughter's house, the King should be provided with atleast three meals a day and access to the Dining areas as well as the Kitchen and its contents, between the hours of 6:30-22:30.
iii. The King's attendants are under only the King's command with the exception of their responsibility for the cleaning and general maintenance of their dwellings and general silence before dusk and after dawn.
iv. The King's attendants must only visit other areas of the castle for eating, bathing, travel and other actions essential to their wellbeing. They are not permitted to loiter outside of their dwelling area without prior consent from the daughters or their husbands.
E. Acceptances Of Offers Regarding King Lear's Relations with his Subjects
	i. For his noble and excellent service to the King, Kent shall be provided with a castle on Cordelia's territory of the Isle of Wights along with joint residency of The Fool due to the invaluable advice and entertainment he has provided the King with over the years.
ii. The King's knights and subjects shall be provided with house sized plots of land on the west and centre areas of the Isle of Wights. 
The above Clauses of A, B, C, D and E as well as their Sub-clauses are bound by law and any breach of the terms set forth by them will result in Arbitration by a committee headed by Kent and the Fool with five noblemen selected at their discretion. If the arbitration is unsuccessful, the courts may step in and attempt to force the participants to fulfill their required terms or impose remedies including junctions and damages. Invalidity or unenforceability of one or more provisions of this agreement shall not affect any other provision of this agreement.
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
