Chapter 1

Explanations of the Human Condition

Dualistic,materialistic,Idealistic Exceptions of Our World

· Cannot describe the human condition with one single condition

· Human nature has 2 parts,according to N.A.'s: mind and matter,soul and body, or spirit and flesh

· The belief that human nature or reality, is made up of two radically different yet equal forces is called dualism

· Each person made of earthly material body, inhabited by a mind whose true home is the realm of ideal forms.

· Plato: constant struggle between the body(drawn to base,corruptible matter), and the mind or soul(drawn to pure,unchanging forms).

· Christianity: each body consists of a soul.

· Conflict dualism: sometimes earthly life is a struggle between spirit and flesh

· Idealism: the body is a material impediment that frustrates the full development of the mind or spirit.

· Material activities of our physical bodies in the material world make us who we are

· Materialism:The philosophical view that the material activities of our physical bodies in the material world constitute the essence of human nature.

· Materialists argue that human nature is determined by the casual force of physical matter

· Idealism and materialism are forms of determinism

· Idealists claim the human nature is determined by the casual force of mind or spirit.

· Determinism:The philosophical view that one simple force causes complex events

· Essence:An unchanging core of features that is unique to things of the same kind and makes them what they are. Argument over whether we come into the world with an essence or not

· Natural environment may shape who we are. e.g. drought,soil, raising of animals

· Karl Marx: our economic production and social relations form who we are

Holism

1. A perspective on the human condition that assumes that mind and body, individual and society, and individual and environment interpenetrate and even define one another

2. Something cannot be reduced to the materials it is constructed with

3. A society is not just the sum of the behaviors of its individual members

4. Co-evolution:Relationship between biological processes and symbolic cultural processes in which each makes up an important part of the environment to which the other must adapt

5. Human beings  are creatures whose bodies,brains,actions, and thoughts are equally involved in learning, co-determining, and co-evolving

The Anthropological Perspective: The Cross-disciplinary Discipline

· Anthropology: The study of human nature, human society and human history

· Anthropology is a comparative discipline

· Some anthropologists study not only the biological evolution of the human species, but to the patterns of  biological variation in living human populations.

· Critical differences that seperate biological evolution from cultural evolution

· Comparative:A characteristic of the anthropological perspective that requires anthropologists to consider similiarities and differences in as wide a range of human societies as possible before generalizing about human nature,society,or history

· Evolutionary:A characteristic of the anthropological perspective that requires anthropologists to place their observations about human nature, human society, or human history in a temporal framework that takes into consideration change over time.

Biological Anthropology

· The specialty of anthropology that looks at human beings as biological organisms and tries to discover what characteristics make us different from other organisms and what characteristics we share.

· Races: social groupings that allegedly reflected biological difference

· Racism: the systematic oppression of one or more socially defined races by another socially defined race that is justified in terms of the supposed biological superiority of the rulers and the supposed biological inferiority of those they rule

· Biological Anthropologists:Anthropologists who specialize in study of patterns of biological variation within the human species as a whole.

· Primatology: The study of non-human primates, the closes living relatives of human beings

· Paleoanthropology: The search for fossilized remains of humanity's earliest ancestors

Archaeology

· Archaeology: The study of the human past, involving the analysis of material remains left behind by earlier human societies

· trace spread of cultural inventions over time and space

Linguistic Anthropology:

· Language: The system of arbitrary vocal symbols we use to encode our experiences of the world and of one another

· Linguistic Anthropology: The specialty of anthropology concerned with the study of human languages

· work to maintain endangered languages

Cultural Anthropology:

· Cultural Anthropology:The specialty of anthro that shows how variation in the beliefs and behaviors of different human groups is shaped by sets of learned behaviors and ideas that human beings acquire as members of society-that is,by culture

· study of common sense

· study issues of gender and sexuality,transnational labor migration, urbanization,globalization, and the resurgence of ethnicity and nationalism

· interested in material life,describe the natural setting for which technologies have been developed and analyze the way technologies and environments shape each other.

· Sensitive to socio-cultural influences that stretch across space and time

· Fieldwork-an extended period of close involvement with the people in whose language or way of life anthropologists are interested, during which anthropologists ordinarily collect most of their data.

· Participant Observation-The method anthropologists use to gather information by living as closely as possible to the people whose culture are studying while participating in their lives as much as possible.

· Informants: People in a particular culture who works with anthropologists and provide them with insights about their way of life;also called respondents,teachers or friends.

· Ethnography:An anthropologists written or filmed description of a particular culture

· Ethnology: the comparative study of two or more cultures

Applied Anthropology

· Applied Anthropology: Using information gathered from the other anthropological specialties to solve practical cross-cultural problems

· examples:

using a cultures ideas about illness and health to introduce new public health practices in a way that makes sense to, and will be accepted by,adherents of that culture

taking the knowledge of traditional social organization to ease the problems of refugees trying to settle in a new land

integrating traditional and Western methods of cultivation to help farmers increase their crop yields

studying the effects of different technologies on the environment to find ways of bringing Western and non-Western knowledge together in order to create sustainable technologies that minimize pollution and environmental degradation

1. Anthropologists become activists,using their ethnography skills to bring attention to the plight of people, fight for human rights,etc

Anthropology and the Concept of Culture:

· Culture:Sets of learned behaviors and ideas that humans acquire as members of society. Humans use culture to adapt to and transform the world in which we live.

· Edward Tylor,”culture:that complex whole which includes knowledge, belief, art, morals, law, customs, and any other capabilities and habits acquired..as a member of society”

· Human beings are more dependent than any other species on learning for survival because we come into the world physically underdeveloped

· Bio-cultural organisms: Organisms whose defining features are co-determined by biological and cultural factors

· Our biological make-up, the outcome of developmental processes  to which our genes and cellular chemistry contribute in fundamental ways, also contributed to our capacity to create and use culture.

· Our survival as biological organisms depends upon learned ways of thinking and acting that help us find food,shelter and mates that teach us how to rear our children.

· Symbol:Something that stands for something else

· Foundations of culture:

· Transmission:copying behavior by observation or instruction

· Memory:because traditions cannot develop unless the new behavior is remembered

· Reiteration:The ability to reproduce or imitate behavior or information that has been learned

· Innovation:The ability to invent new behaviors

· Selection:The ability to select which innovations to keep and which to discard

1. 3 elements that make culture possible:

1. Symbolic coding/representation:something we share with other species, in particular great apes

2. Complex symbolic representation:the ability to communicate freely about the past, the future and the invisible. culture and the human brain co-evolved

3. International Development:the creation of complex and variable forms of social organizations unique to our species. We are bio-cultural organisms

· Culture is learned and modified, according to needs, generation to generation

· customs in one area can contradict customs in another

Anthropology and Culture/cultures:Critiques and Response:

· The human species as a whole can be said to have culture as a distinguishing attribute,but actual human beings would only have access to particular human cultures,either their own or others'.

· Those who write against culture as a concept, continue to defend its validity,but they object to the term cultures as it is used to refer to particular,learned ways of life belonging to specific groups of human beings.

· Culture can sometimes restrict people to living according to their 'culture' and what their ancestors had done.

· Critics say the plural concept of culture highlights differences between groups of people, assumes that group members want to preserve those differences, and views cultural change as the loss of authenticity.

The Challenge of Differences:

· Ethnocentrism:The opinion that one's own way of life is natural or correct,and the only way of being fully human

· Reduces the others way of life to a distorted version of one's own

· Trying to alter another persons way of life can be the extreme result. e.g. genocide,ethnic cleansing

Cultural Relativism:

· Cultural Relativism:Understanding another culture in its own terms sympathetically enough so that culture appears to be a coherent and meaningful design for living

· Cultural determinism requires 3 assumptions:

1. That cultures have neat boundaries between them and are sealed off from one another

2. That every culture offers people only one way to interpret experience(that cultures are monolithic and permit no variety,harbour no contradictions,and allow no dissent);and

3. That people living in these closed cultural worlds are passively molded by culture, helpless to resist indoctrination into a single world view, and incapable of inventing alternatives to that view.

· Cultures are not monolithic

· makes moral reasoning more complex

· Human Agency:the exercise of atleast some control over their lives by human beings

The Anthropological Perspective

· forces us to question the common-sense assumptions with which we are most comfortable

· Does not allow us to retreat to ethnocentrism when the times are tough

Chapter 2

A Meeting of Cultural Traditions

· In addition to participant observation,anthropologists also gather data through interviews,surveys, and consulting published literature and archives

Fieldwork

· Culture Shock:the feeling of physical and mental; dislocation a person experiences when in a new or strange cultural setting. It can manifest most deeply on returning 'home', with home seeming exceedingly strange after extended stays in the fieldwork situation.

Modes of Ethnographic Fieldwork:

The Positivist Approach

· Positivism:The view that there is a reality 'out there' that can be detected through the senses and that there is a single,appropriate, scientific method for investigating that reality

· explains how the material works in terms of material causes  and processes that we can detect using our senses.

· Committed to a seperation of facts from values as part of scientific methodology

· Objective knowledge:knowledge about reality that is absolute and true for all people, in all times and places.

· Inter subjective meanings: the shared, public, symbolic system of a culture

The Reflexive Approach

· Reflexivity:Critically thinking about the way one thinks;reflecting on ones own experience

Interpretation and Translation

· Interpretation becomes the task of coming to comprehend the cultural self by the detour of comprehending the cultural other

· Dialectic of fieldwork: the process of building a bridge of understanding between anthropologist and informant so that each can begin to understand the other

· Anthropologist and Informant work together to solve questions

· Multi-sited ethnography:Ethnographic research on cultural processes that are not contained by social,ethnic, religious or national boundaries in which the ethnographer follows the process of from the site to site, often doing fieldwork in sites and with persons that were traditionally never subject to ethnographic analysis

The Production of Anthropological Knowledge

· Fact: A widely accepted observation, a taken-for-granted item of common knowledge. Facts do not speak for themselves;only when they are interpreted  and placed in a context of meaning do they become intelligible
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· Five element theory(wood,metal,fire,water,earth)

Capitalism,Colonialism and Modernity

· Capitalism: An economic system dominated by a supply and demand market designed to create capital and profit

· Colonialism:The cultural domination of a nation by larger,wealthier powers

· Political economy:A holistic term that emphasizes the centrality of material interest(economy) and the use of power(politics) to protect and enhance that interest

· The colonial political economy created three kinds of links:

1. connecting conquered communities with one another within a conquered territory

2. different conquered territories with one another

3. all conquered territories with the country of the colonizers

· Colonial goals achieved by:

1. Taxes were imposed on conquered African populations, but the taxes could only be paid in cash.

2. The colonial government deliberately prevented the growth of a cash economy in African areas. Thus, the only way Africans could obtain cash to pay their taxes was by working for wages in the mines.

· Neo-colonialism:The persistence of profound social and economic entanglements linking former colonial territories to their former colonial rulers despite political sovereignty

Evolutionary Typologies:

· Typologies:Classification systems based on systematic organisation into types on the basis of shared attributes.

· “deficiencies”:lack of state,lack of sophistication, lack of technology, lack of organized religion, and so forth.

· Unilineal cultural evolutionism: A nineteenth-century theory that proposed a series of stages through which all societies must go in order to reach civilization

· 2 types of Unilineal cultural evolutionism:

1. the Three Age System(Enlightenment)

2. the Ethnical Stages of the American Lewis Henry Morgan

Social Structural Typologies:

· Social structure:The enduring aspects of the social forms in a society, including its political and kinship systems

· Uncentralized systems: no distinct, permanent institution exclusively concerned with public decision making.groups in this system enjoy autonomy and equal status

· divided into two types:

1. Band: A small social group whose members neither farm nor herd but depend solely on wild food sources.

2. Tribe:A group that lies somewhere between a band and a centralized political system. Larger than a band and has domesticated plants and animals.

· Centralized political systems have a central, institutionalized focus of authority such as a chief or a king.

· Divided into two types:

1. Chiefdom:usually only the chief and the chief's family are set above the rest of the society which remains fairly egalitarian

2. State: different groups suffer permanent inequality of access to wealth,power and prestige,which signals the presence of social stratification.

· Structural Functional Theory:A position that explores how particular social forms function from day to day in order to reproduce the traditional structure of the society.

· Culture traits:Particular features or parts of a cultural tradition such as dance, ritual or style of pottery.

· Culture area:The limits of borrowing,or the diffusion  of a particular cultural trait or set of traits
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Chap 6- Play, Art, Myth and Ritual

· Childhood is a time when adult roles can be 'tried on' with little or no consequences. 

Play

· Play is a window into many aspects of cultural identity for observers.

· Play can reflect the changing realities in which they live-the emerging new realities in a culture. 

· Play is one of four elements in which the interplay of openness and creativity with rules and constraints enables people to produce powerful and moving phenomena.

· “shared ethnographic authority”: ethnographers voice places above those being represented risks sacrificing effective engagement with its subjects”

· Openness expanded to include all behaviours can summarize play.

· Development of cognitive and motor skills may be affected by play behaviour.

· Playful exploration of the environment aids learning and allows for the development of behaviour versatility. Can also repair developmental damage caused by injury or trauma.

· A frequent consequence of play is to convey information about short-term and long-term health, general well-being, and biological fitness to others.

· Joking(physical and verbal) is a good example of play operating in its cultural context. 

· e.g. Aymara in Bolivia do not laugh in the presence of strangers because it is considered disrespectful.

· Metacommunication:communicating about the process of communication itself. Provides info about those that are communicating.

6. Framing-A cognitive boundary that marks certain behaviours as 'play' or 'ordinary life'

7. Reflexivity-Critically thinking about the way one thinks;reflecting on one's own experience.

· Effects of play: provide a socializing force for society but because they allow for innovation.`. Can undermine established political order. 

· Each persons views of reality is relative to the goals that cultures and individuals create. Reality is defined in terms of the goals toward which each player directs their attention at any time.

Sport

· :A physically exertive activity that is aggressively competitive within constraints imposed by definitions and rules. Ritually patterned, of varying amounts of play,work and leisure. Can be viewed as having both athletic and non-athletic variations. 

· Is 'play' embedded in the prevailing social order.

· Reflects the basic values of the cultural setting in which they are performed, and they are transformed when they are translated into a new cultural setting.

· Relationships of means and ends in sport are altered. Sport is struggle for the sake of struggle.

· Can transform from one culture to another. e.g. Cricket in the Trobriand islands- introduced by an English missionary,and the locals changed the game greatly,used it as a sub for war and to exchange goods. Also used to express rejection of colonial world.

· Can separate the 2 genders though. discrimination.

· Can be a metaphor for the fragility and  the mobility of both individual and collective status.  Art

· :Play with form producing some aesthetically successful transformation-presentation.

· Form: refers to the culturally appropriate restrictions on the way this kind of play may be organized in time and space, the culturally acceptable style and media.

· Media in which art is created and executed are culturally recognized and characterized.

· A painting is a form:2 dimensional.

· Aesthetic: Appreciative of or responsive to form in art or nature. Aesthetically successful means art gets a positive OR negative response.

· Aesthetic response is holistic,involving all our faculties,including emotion, especially as these are shaped by our social and cultural experience.

· Art is a creative event of living communication, involving the work,the artist and the artists audience.

· Transformation-representation: process by which experience is transformed as it is represented symbolically in a different medium. Can be cut away from the idea or object represented for their own sake.

· Many have resisted the notion that art is only what Western experts define as art.

· 'Art by intention' vs 'Art by appropriation'

· To transform an object into art,it must have exhibition value(someone must be willing to display it)

· Experiential Authenticity: refers to entire sensory experience of music performances.

· Cultural-historical authenticity:connected to how music is represented,created, 

· Unique Authenticity:creative activity of composing musicians. Raises question of who owns cultural products?

Myth

· Stories whose truths seem self-evident because they do such a good job of integrating our personal experience with a wider set of assumptions about the way society,or the world in general, must operate.

· Frequently,the myth tellers are the ruling groups in a society.

· Myths usually contain past or future events in them.

· Socially important because they tell people where they come from, where they are going, and how they should live

· Canadian myth:multiculturalism. Does it really make us more tolerant...?

· Orthodoxy: “correct doctrine”. Prohibition of deviation from the approved mythic texts..

· Malinowski-Myths serve as justifications for present day social arrangements.

· If social arrangements change, myths change too.

· Levi-Strauss: myths are tools for overcoming logical contradictions that cannot otherwise be overcome. They attempt to deal with the oppositions of concerns to society. They can propose other ways to live our lives.


Ritual

· :A repetitive social practice composed of a sequences of symbolic activities in the form of dance,song,speech,gestures, or the manipulation of objects.

· Is set off from social routines of everyday life.

· Rituals adhere to a characteristic, culturally defined ritual schema.

· Performance of a ritual cannot be separated from its text. 

· Rite of passage: a ritual that serves to mark the movement and transformation of an individual from one social position to another.

· Stages of rite of passage: seperation, transition, re-aggregation.

· Liminality-the ambiguous transitional state in a rite of passage in which the person or  persons undergoing the ritual are outside their ordinary social positions.

· Communistas: An unstructured or minimally structure community of equal individuals frequently found in rite of passage.

· Play and ritual are complementary forms of metacommunication.

· Orthopaxy: “correct practice”. The prohibition of deviation from approved forms of ritual behavior.

Chap 7-World View

· World view: An encompassing picture of reality created by members of a society.

· Metaphor: A form of thought and language that asserts a meaningful link between two expressions from different semantic domains.

· Metaphorical subject:first part of a metaphor,which indicates the domain of experience that needs to be clarified. 

· Metaphorical predicate:The second part of a metaphor, which suggests the familiar domain of experience that may clarify the metaphorical subject.

· Metaphorical Entailment: All the attributes of a metaphorical predicate that relate it to the culturally defined domain of experience to which it belongs.

· Metonymy:The culturally defined relationship of the parts of a semantic domain to the domain a a whole and of the whole to its parts.

· Key Metaphors:Metaphors that serve as the foundation of a world view. e.g. Societal, organic and technological.

· Societal metaphors: A world view metaphor whose model for the world is the social order.

· Organic metaphor: A world view metaphor that applies the image of the body to social structures and institutions. e.g. Structural functionalism.

· Technological metaphor:employs objects made by human beings as metaphorical predicates.

· Computer metaphor:A technological metaphor that employs computers as metaphorical predicates.


Religion

· : Ideas and practices that postulate reality beyond that which is immediately available to the senses

· Exhortation:certain people believed to have closer relationship with the invisible power than others, and are expected to use those relationships in the spiritual interest of others.

· Mana:an impersonal superhuman power that is sometimes believed to be transferable.

· Taboo:objects or people that may not be touched.

· Shaman:A part-time religious practitioner who is believed to have the power to travel to or connect supernatural forces directly on behalf of individuals or groups.

· Priest:A religious practitioner skilled in the practice of religious rituals,which he or she carries out for the benefit of the group.

· Witchcraft: the performance of evil by human beings believed to possess an innate, non-human power to do evil whether or not it is intentional or self-aware.

· Magic:A set of beliefs and practices designed to control the visible or invisible world for specific purposes.

· Oracles:invisible forces to which people address questions and whose responses they believe to be truthful.

· Syncretism:synthesis of old religious practices with new religious practices, introduced from outside.

· Revitalization:A conscious,deliberate,and organized attempt by some members of society to create a more satisfying culture in a time of crisis.

· Secularism: separation of religion and state, including a notion of secular citizenship that owes much to the notion of individual agency developed in protestant theology.

Chapter 9-Making a Living

Culture and Livelihood

· Richard Wilk: Economic anthropology is the part of the discipline that debates issues of human nature that relate directly to decisions of daily life and making a living.

· Economy- maximizing utility-obtaining the greatest possibly satisfaction for the smallest possible cost

· Scarcity-The assumption that resources will never be plentiful enough for people to obtain all the goods they desire.

· Economic anthropology should investigate the different priorities set by different societies and study how those priorities affect the maximizing decisions of individuals.

· Ethnocentric-

· Institutions: stable and enduring cultural practices that organize social life.

· A society's economy consists of the culturally specific processes its members use to provide themselves with material resources.

Subsistence Strategies

8. Subsistence-used to refer to the satisfaction of the most basic material survival needs:food,clothing and shelter.

9. Subsistence strategies-intricate ways of actualizing relationships in specific physical environments

10. Food collectors-Those who gather,fish or hunt

11. Food producers-Those who depend on domesticated plants or animals,or both

12. Extensive agriculture-A form of cultivation based on the technique of clearing uncultivated land,burning the brush, and planting the crops in the ash-enriched soil, which requires moving farm plots every few years as the soil becomes exhausted.

13. Intensive agriculture-A form of cultivation that employs plows, draft animals, irrigation, fertilizer, and such, to bring much more land under cultivation at one time.

14. Mechanized industrial agriculture-Large scale farming and animal husbandry that is highly dependent on industrial methods of technology and production.

Phases of Economic Activity

· Production-transforming nature's raw materials into products useful to human beings.

· Distribution-getting products to people

· Consumption-using up the products

Distribution and Exchange

Neo-classical Economic Theory and the Rise of Capitalism

· Adam Smith- Capitalism(read page 212 in text)

 
Modes of Exchange

· Must remember that the capitalist market and neo-classical economic theory are relatively recent cultural inventions specific to societies with certain basic values,institutions and assumptions about the human condition. Specific to people with a shared world view on the nature of the political economies in which they live.

· Marcel Mauss-contrasted non-capitalist gift exchanges with impersonal commodity exchanges.

· Marshall Sahlins-Modes of Gift Exchange:

· Reciprocity-egalitarian societies

Generalized Reciprocity-those that exchange do so without expecting an immediate return and without specifying the value of return.

Balanced Reciprocity-those that exchange, expect a return of equal value within a specified time limit. 

Negative Reciprocity-Exchange of goods and services in which at least one party attempts to get something for nothing without suffering any penalties. e.g. Haggling over prices or outright seizure

· Redistribution- requires centralized social organization. The central position receives economic contributions from all members of the group. They redistribute goods in an equitable way.e.g. Canada Revenue Agency

· Market Exchange-Invented in capitalist society, most recent mode of exchange involves an exchange of goods calculated in terms of medium of exchange and standard of value, and carried on by means of a 'supply-demand-price mechanism(the market)

· Network/Corporate Organizational Styles-Economic resources are dispersed, not centralized.

Production

· Driving force behind economic activity.

· Production creates supplies of goods to which demand must accommodate, and it determines levels of consumption as well.

Labour

· Labour-the activity linking human social groups to the material world around them;from the point of view of Karl Marx,labour is therefore always social labour.

· Mental and cognitive labour also imp. 

Modes of Production

Mode of production-A specific, historically occurring set of social relations through which labour is deployed to wrest energy from nature by means of tools,skills,organization, and knowledge.

Means of production-The tools,skills, organization, and knowledge used to extract energy from nature.

Relations of production-The social relations linking the people who use a given means of production within a particular mode of production.

Wolf's 3 important modes of production:

2. Kin-ordered mode in which social labour is deployed on the basis of kinship relations.

3. A tributary mode in which primary producer, is allowed access to the means of production while tribute is extracted from him by political or military means

4. the capitalist mode has 3 features. 

a)means of production are property owned by the capitalists

b)workers are denies access to such ownership and must sell their labour to the capitalists in order to survive

c)labour for capitalists produces surpluses of wealth that capitalists may retain or plow back into production to increase output and generate further surpluses

· Ideology-According to Marx,those products of consciousness that purport to explain to people who they are and to justify the kinds of lives they lead.

Consumption

· 3 basic approaches to consumption:

2. the internal explanation-from Malinowski.basic human needs:nourishment,reproduction,bodily comforts,etc. Every culture responds differently to these

3. the external explanation- ecology-study of how living species relate to one another and their physical environment.

The environment is divided into different eco zones formed of plant and animal species. Eco-niche- plants and animals on which it can depend for survival.

Affluence-condition of having more than enough of whatever is required to satisfy consumption needs.

Chapter 10

relatedness-the socially recognized ties that connect people in a variety of ways

marriage-an institution that involves 2 people, transforming their status, carries implications about sexual access,creating offspring,etc.

Descent-principle based on culturally recognized parent-child relations that define social categories to which people belong.

Adoption-kinship relations based on nurturance,often in the absence of other connections based on mating or birth.

Sex-observable physical characteristics that distinguish 2 kinds of humans...

gender-cultural construction of beliefs and behaviors considered appropriate for each sex

Bilateral descent-a descent group is formed by people who believe they are related to each other by connections made through their mothers and fathers equally.

Unilineal descent-a descent group is formed by people who believe they are related to each other by links made by father OR mother

patrilineage-people connected by father-child links

matrilineage-connected by mother-child links

lineages-blood relatives of descent groups who believe they trace their descent from known ancestors.

Clan-members believe they have common ancestor.

Segmentary opposition-mode of hierarchical social organization in which groups beyong the basic emerge in opposition to others on same level.

Bridewealth-transfer of certain symbolic important goods from family of groom to family of bride on occasion of marriage.

classes-ranked groups in a hierarchically stratified society,whose membership is defined in terms of wealth,occupation, etc

stratified societies-permanent hierarchy that accords some members priviliged access to wealth,power and prestige

patron-superior in a relationships

client-inferior

caste-ranked group that is closed,not allowing people to move...

vama-caste that refers to indian society being divided into 4 divisions. Priests,warriors,farmers and merchants.

Jati-caste that refers to localized,named,endogamous groups.

Race-human population category whose boundaries allegedly correspond to distinct sets of biological attributes.

Social race-an achieved status with a racial label in a system that is composed of open,class-like categories..

colorism-skin colors

ethnicity-based on language,religion and dress

nations-same history,culture,language,etc

nation-state-idea political unit in which national identity and political territory coincide

objectification- intentional construction of collective public identity

reification-negative racial or ethnic absolutism that encourages violent elimination of others

nationality-sense of identification with and loyalty to nation-state

nationalism-

transformist hegemony-preserves cultural domination of ruling groups while including cultural features from other groups for loyalty

naturalizing discourses-deliberate rep of particular identities as if they were result of biology or nature.


Chap 13

· Modernization theory-social change occuring in non-western societies under colonial rule was a neccessary and inevitable prelude to higher levels of social development that had been reached by the more `modern`nations.

· Dependency theory:the success of `independent`capitalist nations has required the failure of dependent colonies or nations whose economies have been distorted to serve the needs of dominant capitalist outsiders.

· World Systems theory: from the late 15th to 16th century, European capitalism began to incorporate other regions and peoples into a world system whose parts were linked economically, but not politically.

· Core:(in world systems theory) those nations specializing in banking, finance, and highly skilled industrial production.

· Periphery: (in world systems theory) those exploited former colonies of the core that supply the core with cheap food and raw materials.

· Semi-periphery:(in world systems theory) states that have played peripheral roles in the past but that now have sufficient industrial capacity and other resources to possibly achieve core status in the future.

· Globalization:reshaping of local conditions by powerful global forces on an ever-intensifying scale.

· Diaspora:migrant populations with a shared identity live in a variety of different locales around the world;a form of transborder identity that does not focus on nation-building.

· Long-distance nationalists:members of a diaspora begin to organize in support of nationalist struggles in their homeland or to agitate for a state of their own.

· Transborder state:a form of state in which it is claimed that those people who left the country and their descendants remain part of the ancestral state,even if they are citizens of another state.

· Transborder citizenry:group of citizens of a country who live in the homeland plus the people who emigrated from the country and their descendants,regardless of current citizenship.

· Legal citizenship:rights and obligations of citizenship by law.

· Substantive citizenship:actions people take, regardless of their citizenship status,to assert their membership in a state and to bring about political changes that will improve their lives.

· Transnational nation-states:nation states in which the relationships between citizens and states extended to wherever citizens reside

· flexible citizenship:the strategies and effects employed by managers, technocrats, and professionals who regularly move across state boundaries who seek both to circumvent and benefit from different nation-state regimes.

· Post-national ethos:attitude towards the world in which people submit to the governmentality of  the capitalist market while trying to evade the governmentality of nation-states.

· Cultural imperialism:idea that some cultures dominate other cultures and that cultural domination by one culture leads inevitably to destruction of subordinated culture and replacement of culture by those in power.

· Hybridity: culture mixing

· cosmopolitanism: being at ease in more than one cultural setting.
