· The Judgement of Paris – painting; 
· Paris has a floppy hat
· Golden apple
· Three naked women
· Latium – latin word for broad and flat (Black and white map)
· Red – low-level
· Blue – high-level
· At the point that Rome is founded, there is an island
· As you come in from the see, that island offers the first area where people can cross to Rome
· The site is chosen for Rome – 
· (1) Defensible – hills
· (1) Good soil for agriculture – volcanic soil
· (1) Good water supply – Tiber River
· (2) The Tiber offers an excellent means of transportation out to the sea as well as inland
· (3) Because of that island, you would want to cross due to the 2 major civilizations (low-level land, so easy to cross)
· Etruscans – North; heavily influenced in their culture by the Greeks
· Greeks – South
· (4) Natural resources – timber for building, fuel; stone for building; metal deposits (money to be made from mining); salt, originally one of the most important things in Roman society
· First settlement in the area – graves 1000-900 BC
· Evidence in increasing population – 
· spreading to the Capitoline Hill
· Start burying people on the Esquiline Hill 
· The Regal Period – period with kings
· 700 BC – Rome controls 7 km all around Rome (150 km/sq) 
· Shows that Rome is coming together and is a unifying
· 550 BC – 
· Rome is a large and complex city
· Stone buildings (stone = wealth)
· Marketplace
· Palace
· Drainage system
· Central meeting hall (curia)
· Unified religious practices
· They start moving inland to trade, as well as across the Mediterranean 
· Rome is so successful, so they are constantly being faced with attacks from enemy attacks
· The Seven Kings- 

Social History – 
· 1 AD – packed street and packed buildings
· Population of 750 000 and 1 million; 1800 London, the next city with 1 million citizens
· 730/hector; Mumbai = 452/hector; Mexico City = 224/hector; massive density at the time
· City was full of diseases
· Gaius Julius, Freedman of Gaius, Astyanax
· Paedogogus – tutor for the family; nanny
· When a slave is freed, he takes on his master’s name
· Greeks only have 1 name, Astyanax, 
· Cassia Minerva – (wife of Astyanax)
· Camilius – (son)
· Severus – (son)
· Julia – (daughter) 
· When they were freed, and Cassia Minerva and Astyanax become ‘citizens’, the citizenship is passed on to their children
· Romans gave birth in a birthing chair
· Midwife = obstetrix
· Roman names – 
· Three names – start off with two, but in the late republic, they have three
· Tria nomina – Gaius (praenomen) Julius (nomen, or getilicium; our last name) Caesar (cognomen, can be various; our middle name)
· Cognomen – can be celebratory
· There can only be certain names for Romans (list in book)
· Only certain people of different relation use a certain name to refer to someone, depending on their relationship
· Voting Tribe – part of your name
· -Trix = woman who accomplishes the task
· Women – 
· Have one name; they lost praenomen
· Female form of the nomen i.e. Julia for Julius
· For multiple daughters,
· Julia the Elder (Prima)
· Julia the Lessor (Secunda)
· Julia Tertia
· Officially, they have to have their father’s name – Julia, daughter of…
· When she s married, she becomes Julia, wife of…
· Slaves – 
· One name
