Class 3 – 

· 7 Kings of Rome – 
· Divided into 14 regions later on
· Romulus – first king
· To attract people to the city, he offered a special absolution – anyone from anywhere else charged with a crime, if they came to live in Rome, their record would be expunged and they would be protected from being taken away
· Most were men
· In order to get women, they devise a plan:
· The Sabines, their neighbours; big and populous with many eligible daughters
· They set up a huge religious festival and invite the neighbouring Sabines, including the women
· At a given signal, the romans in hiding grab the women and lead the others out and close the gates
· Meanwhile, the women have been won over, so they get married and have kids
· One year later, the Sabines (fathers, brothers) come back and attack the Romans; a battle begins, but the women come back out with their babies on their hips and prevent the battle
· They decide to get together as a people and many move to Rome
· Titus Tatius, the king of the sabines, becomes co-king, though he isn’t counted as one of the true 7 kings of Rome
· “The Rape of the Sabine” - Latin word is “raptus”, which means kidnapping; so there is a different context in its original language
· Bernini Statue – Depicts the moment where the women were taken away
· Jacques-Louis Davide – most famous painting of the “Rape of the Sabine”
· Titus Tatius die, leaving Romulus as sole king
· Romulus never truly “dies”, instead, he is taken away on a cloud (romans later worship as a minor god)
· Romulus creates the senate
· Numa Pompilius
· Regarded as a religious/philosophical king
· Establishes the roman religion
· Sabine king
· Tullus Hostilius – 
· Organization of the army
· One of the first kings who truly tries to expand Rome beyond its boarders
· Latin king
· Ancus Marcius – 
· Sabine king
· L. Tarquinius Priscus
· King with three names
· Etruscan king, from North of the Tiber
· Known as a tyrant (not in the modern sense); gained and retained power outside the constitutional system
· One of Priscus’ slaves has a son, and there is a miraculous, divine sign; he is then adopted into the family of Priscus; he is a favourite of the wife of Priscus
· Servius Tullius – 
· Born from a slave and adopted by Tarquinius
· The children of Ancus Marcus revolt and kill Tarquinius Priscus; the wife makes sure that Tullius becomes the next king instead of the children of Ancus Marcus
· Has 2 daughters, and one marries the grandson of Tarquinius Priscus, Lucius Tarquinius
· Tullia the First falls in love with her sister’s husband; she falls so in love that she feels that he should be king
· Tullia the First and Lucius Tarquinius kill the sister, her husband and her father; Lucius Tarquinius then becomes king and they are married (she is allowed because she is now a widow)
· Lucius Tarquinius Superbus – 
· Was originally Lucius Tarquinius, but earned his Superbus after becoming king
· He is known as evil and proud
· He has a son, Sextus Tarquinius – acts like a modern playboy prince
· Tarquin the Proud
· Sextus Tarquinius rapes Lucretia; her family and friends are very important people in Rome
· As a result of the rape, she commits suicide; Lucius Tarquinius Superbus and Sextus Tarquinius are driven out of Rome by her distraught family
· The word “king” now has a negative connotation
· Rome is faced with a problem after they drive out the two – what do they do now?
· 509 BC – expulsion of the kings

Social History – 

· Rome is a very class-based society; extremely rigid
· Class structure – three factors depend on your position is society
· Citizenship – 
· Women can’t be citizens
· Women of a certain social status have “citizen status”
· Freedom – 
· Were a slave - slave
· Had been a slave - freedmen
· Never been a slave – freeborn
· Wealth
· Originally, the free citizens of rome were divided into two classes
· Patricians (1%) – have all the money, and all the power
· Plebeians (99%) – have nothing
· All of the plebeians go on strike, starts a process that lasts hundreds of years
· Fights for rights
· 494 – Succession of the Plebs
· The Struggle of the Orders
· When the struggle of the orders ends, as the designation between patrician and plebeian was hereditary, patrician families become poor and some plebeian families become very rich; therefore, the names don’t have any meaning anymore
· The wealth comes from land ownership; only proper source of income
· Animals, crops, people rent the land, etc.
· As Rome expands, a new class evolves – people who make their money from business: vendors, company owners, merchants, etc.
· Even though the landowners may be poorer and less powerful than the businessman, they still look down upon them
· A way in which the businessman would show their wealth, they would go into the cavalry for their mandatory military service (it is the most expensive sector of the military, and they had to pay for their own armour and weapons)
· Equestrians = eques  = the new social class of businessmen
· Equites – the businessmen
· The whole class is eventually called equestrian
· The equestrians are initially kept out of government, and only the landowners are allowed to run for political office
· Senatorial class – the landowners who are allowed to run for office
· The senators can see that the equestrians make a lot of money, so they set up secret businesses on the side
· In order to be a member of the senatorial class
· Property qualification of 800 000 sesterces (a big, bronze coin) (value of the land)
· Have to have run for the lowest public office – quaestor (elected and have served)
· In order to be a member of the equestrian order
· Property qualification of 400 000 sesterces (value of land)
· Business
· 1000 sesterces/year – the earnings of a labourer
· 10 million dollars worth of land for equestrian
