· Christianity comes to Britain in 1-2 AD, but Christianity in terms of Ireland and in terms of the Celtic church
· Celts in the eyes of the Roman/Greek writers
· Aristotle
· Julius Caesar and the Gallic War
· Celts in the terms of the Archaeology
· Celts in the terms
· Spoke a similar language; Neolithic – bronze – iron age; language of trade (Iberia, Ireland, Northern Europe, Gaul, etc.)
· Vernacular Traditions – 
· Written down much later; preserve an earlier oral tradition (Wales, Ireland, Scotland)
· Mainly myth
· Celt in terms of the DNA – 
· Plot the movement of people (teeth); bloodstock that is laid down after the ice-age doesn’t really move (peasants, not the wealthy)
· Book of Invasions – 
· Likelihood, mass amount of people stayed put
· The Celts continued – 
· 1884 – James Roger – Celts were a complete myth (book); height of the Victorian Empire
· 2000 – argument over the meaning of the word “Celt”; it is too general
· Likelihood – the Celtic culture existed, but with different variations (cultural version of a dialect)
· The Roman Conquest of Britain – 
· Julius Caesar – the first invasion; reconnaissance; hoping to cut the supply lines of Gaul
· Second landing is successful; he goes home afterwards (54 BC)
· Gaul, conquered; Britain, left alone
· Why did they invade Britain – 
· The climate is not suitable to the Romans
· Economic reasons; Britain in 1 AD is wealthy; the war essentially paid for itself with what they discovered in Britain
· Lead
· Wood
· Tin
· Cornwall
· Wool
· Sheep
· Extremely important for the woman economy, more son than gold or silver
· Leather
· Britain is great for raising cattle
· Leather was the plastic of the age
· Slaves
· Gold
· Shows sophisticated metalwork (fine gold work)
· When the Romans come in, they turn the process into one that is industrial
· Silver
· Grain
· Claudius invades Britain
· Least likely member of the family to be emperor, so he needs a triumph to secure his own position in Rome;
· Claudius is awarded the glory at the end of the final push; a political move on his part (his nephew, not Claudius)
· 16 tribes in Britain, not united
· Elephant – the largest animal seen by the Brits
· Several hundred years of relative peace and stability
· Cultural changes
· Limits of Roman Life in Britain – 
· Peasants – remained illiterate and spoke Celtic
· Town-dwellers
· Rich landowners
· Roman towns – similar to the design of monasteries
· Roman roads – 
· Allows commerce, armies to march
· Army camps – 
· 10-12% of roman soldiers, though they only occupy 5% of Roman empire (land)
· Religion – 
· Roman gods are transplanted onto the Celtic gods; druids are suppressed
· Baths – 
· The picture – bottom half is roman, roof and pillars is Victorian
· Aqueducts – 
· Used for mining as well (wash away the soil)
· Overseas trade – 
· Massive consumption of pottery in Britain\It is not until the 1800 that you get a similar amount of pottery used
· Fish sauce, olive oil, wine – trade into Britain 
· Artwork – 
· Within 1-2 generations, they were superficially Romanised
· Villas – 
· Welsh Campaigns
· Romans lose legions against the Welsh – long, guerilla war; takes 30 years before they surrender to Rome; soldiers are being taken one by one
· Mona/Anglesey – capital of the Druids
· Massacre of the Druids – co0incides with the Rebellion of 
· Iceni – 
· coin producing tribe before the Romans
· Leaves half of his fortune to Nero, and half to his daughters
· Boudicca’s Rebellion – meet the legions as they come down form Mona – 100 000 iceni meet 5000 romans
· According to Tacitus, the Romans killed 80 000 iceni
· Boudicca – 
· First warrior queen
· Hadrian’s wall – 
· Didn’t work
· It can be maintained, so long as the troops stay
· The Rudge Cup
· Shows the development of high culture; even so far from home, you can still
· Why did the Romans conquer Britain?
· There was a lack of natural resources worth causing battle
· Fall of peace in Britain
· Britain has rough stable peace until 410 AD
· Introduction of Christianity ”effeminized” the troops
· There is no single reason why the roman state declines
· A gradual declines
· The economy – the amount of silver in the coins rapidly declines
· Constantine – 
· The split of the roman empire to the east and west
· Eastern – lasts until 1453 AD
· Western – doesn’t survive long at all
· In the early 400s, the Scots and Irish go to Britain and raid the Brits (as they see that the Romans are retreating)
· Traditional idea – as soon as the Romans left Britain, the Brits are left helpless as they were Romanised for centuries; not completely true
· There were massive movements of people (due to massive migrations from many peoples)
· Germanic Period (Anglo-Saxons) (410-1066 AD)
· Wealth of Britain
· Mild climate
· Centuries of peace
· They are also under pressure
· Ist invasion – 
· Invaded in large numbers
· Warlike and ill..
· …
· The local population – 
· The local elite were displaced
· Bede – 
· Agenda – you do not want st.augustine to bring chritianity to Britain if there are already brits; only pagans were left, 
· St.augustine arrived in 597
· Anglo-Saxon Kingdoms
· British elite pushed west, Wales and Cornwall
