· Sentence Fragment
· An incomplete sentence usually missing a subject or a verb
· Where are you going? To the mall. (missing a subject and a verb)
· When do we use fragments?
· When we are excited/mad/anxious
· When answering questions
· When describing things/events
· For effect and tone in more conversational writing
· Comma splice
· When two independent clauses are joined by a comma without a coordinating conjunction
· I like French, this is why I attend UOttawa
· This room is hot, it reminds me of a desert.
· To fix: semicolon or conjunction (FANBOYS – for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE – therefore, however, while, whereas, etc. are NOT conjunctions
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
