· Roman Invasion of Southern Britain makes sense, the south is rich in wealth and natural resources; hence the building of the walls
· The invasion pays for itself
· For the elite, everything has changed, whereas for the peasants, everything remains the same
· The romans have no interest in converting the peasantry
· The romans still need a large occupying force to maintain peace
· Battle of Wattling Road – 
· The Celts are massacred once the Romans reach the regular legions
· They were met by forts and walls (Antonine and Hadrian)
· The Roman’s primary weapon – shovel. They dig a fort every time they stop
· Produce a huge amount of archaeology
· Eastern Roman Empire – 1467
· Western – 410
· 4 Reasons for the disappearing of Roamn Britain:
· towns
· farming methods remained unchanged
· 3
· 4 (consult pwrpnt)
· Anglo-Saxons in Egland – 
· Came to Britain first as mercenaries, displace the Britains West into Wales and Cornwall (narrative)
· Likelihood – the elite, landowners (earls) were forced out, and less so the peasants
· Germanic and Scandinavian people
· Battle of Badon Hill 510 AD
· 7 main tribes of the Anglo-Saxons
· Bede – 
· Writing ideography, instead of history
· Sutton Hoo
· Christian artifacts
· The Restablishment of Christianity in 7th Century
· Re-introduction
· British Culture – 
· Based on an earlier, oral tradition


· Ireland is not romanized!!!
· Trouble; more trouble than its worth
· Most of the gold had already been mined in the bronze age
· Copper – fed into Roman Britain (trade, without invading) (example of SOFT POWER)
· Ireland in the roman period is heavily forested – 
· Dark, desolate place – easy to hide and ambush
· Population – 500 000, 190 kingdoms when St. Patrick comes to Ireland
· Rivers instead of roads
· Their method of fighting the invasion was on a more man-to-man basis; kill one soldier, not a big battle (i.e. no open battle)
· The Romans did NOT conquer Ireland
· Trade routes between Rome and Ireland – metals, cattle, hides, slaves, etc.
· You don’t have continuous contact and then break it off – MAIN POINT about Celtic Ireland
· Semi-permanent settlements that can be moved
· Ireland didn’t use ceramics in the time of St. Patrick (500-600 BC – 700-800, when the Vikings arrive, they don’t use ceramics; it is not practical for a semi-permanent settlement)
· Wood or leather was used; did not survive in an archaeological context
· “Fairy Forts” – 3 buildings, ditch, surrounded with a wall – basic settlement
· Tara – very rich archaeology; high-class settlement
· Bogs = liminal areas in between the living and the dead (standard in Irish belief – human sacrifice takes place there)
· Traditional irish Christianity – blessed wells are extremely important; sacred purposes, everyday purposes
· Amphora – 
· Present, but rare (made using pottery)
· Barrells – used by britains and gauls (made of wood)
· Classical sources – 
· Sources are scarce
· Tuathal Techtmar
· First High King of Ireland
· Tacitus
· Juvenal
· Ptolemy
· Small amount of troops, cause havoc (PWRPNT)
· Crannog settlement – 
· Organic material is preserved (underwater)
· No pottery
· No coins
· Oral culture
· Always moving
· Excellent burial methods (they don’t know where iron age Irish were burying their dead) (no standard burial sites)
· Culture in transition – 
· Different religious practices being followed
· Localisation is practiced (specific and important to certain regions)
· Saints – localised in Cork
· Holy wells, trees, patterns – localised
· Violent age; 190 kingdoms constantly vying for power
· Patrick – 
· Peaceful
· Round castle
· Pointing to a shamrock
· Violent
· Slaying demons, killing druids; exerting power over the high king of Ireland (ideographies)
· Famous for…
· Rescuing the irish from barbarism and converts the Irish from paganism to Christianity (20%)
· Drives the snakes out of Ireland
· 17 march – anniversary of his death
· ireland’s patron saint and national day
· Why do the Irish adopt themselves to Christianity?
· Monotheistic religion
· Literacy
· Education
· Kings are anointed by god (legitimacy)
· International church with international trade routes
· Modification of violence
· Arian
· Heresy put forth in the fourth century
· God created his Son (therefore, there was a time when he didn’t exist)
· Theory of Two Patricks – 
· Patrick the Man – little is known regarding his birth
· Confessio
· Letter to Caranacus
· Did not convert all of the Irish
· Letter – 
· Rebuttal of the charges
· Patrick the Saint – 
· Different from Patrick the Man
· Product of the politics of the time
· Saint Enda works with him
· Christianising the Past
· Story
· Patrick baptises Oisin
· 558 – first high king to be converted
· Monasteries
· Monastic structure for their Christianity; adopted from the Egyptians
· For the most part, they are independent
· Belong to the families that founded them
· Permeable monasticism – 
· Education, then they leave; return years later
· Unlike other monasteries where they stay for years
· St. Brigid and St. Columba
· 5000-10 000 monasteries, not all active; and not all in the modern sense of the word (sort of like chapels), it wouldn’t be a full monastery
· industrial aspects (mining, building – superb wealth in the monasteries) 
· gold and silver work – second to none
