CLA 1102 – Class 4 

· 500 BC – Rome’s territory holds 1/3 of Latium
· 30 000 population
· Democratic system to replace the monarchy (The Republic) – Res Publica (The State)
· Two annually-elected consuls
· The legislative head of state (create the laws, with the senate)
· Military head of state (become generals in the event of war)
· Judges (how the laws are applied)
· Allowed to be judge, jury and executioner
· Capital punishment 
· Bundle of rods – designed to show that the judges can beat them to death; axe in the middle – power of life or death
· Power only lasts one year
· They have veto power over the other
· Equal power among either consul
· 13 Sept 507 – Dedication of the Capitoline Temple to Juno, Minerva and Jupiter
· largest temple in the Mediterranean at the time
· 61m long, 55 m wide
· displays their wealth and power in the Mediterranean (economic, population, military power)
· Capitoline Triad – Jupiter (main god – Iuppiter Optimus Maximus (IOM)), Juno (Queen of the Gods) and Minerva
· Supported the Tarquinii (Superbus and Sextus)
· City of Veii
· City of Tarquinii
· City of Clusium
· King Lars Porsenna, best ally of Superbus to retake Rome
· The Etruscans push back the Romans, and they get very close to the main bridge of Rome
· Horatius, roman soldier – him with a couple friends volunteer to keep back the Etruscans, and then destroy the bridge as the roman army file back across the bridge; Horatius sends his friends back as the army starts to destroy the bridge
· Calls out to father Tiber for help, with all of his armour; and after praying to the river, he is carried by father Tiber to the other side of the river back to the romans
· Mucius – suggests to kill Lars Porsenna, as he is the only one of the Etrscan army who wishes to fight the war; at night, he snuck over the Tiber and attempted to assassinate the king in the morning; two men come out and start working, but because Mucius doesn’t know which is the king; he killed the king’s scribe;
· Lars Porsenna wants Mucius to betray the roman army and provide insight, but he says no; to prove his point, he sticks his hand into hot coals and burns it off; the Etruscans care for Mucius and respectfully deliver him back to the Romans and retreat
· Tarquinius and his son are angry
· Mucius is now a hero, with the nickname Mucius Scaevola (lefty – since he burned his right hand)
· War Against the Latin League (2/3 of Latium – the parts that Rome had not yet conquered)
· 496 – Battle of Lake Regillus
· the big decisive battle
· The battle is a draw, destroys both armies; 
· Aequi – one of two tribes rome is also fighting; rise up as the Latins and Romans are weak
· Volsci – one of two tribes rome is also fighting; rise up as the Latins and Romans are weak
· As a result, Rome and the Latin League are forced to become allies
· 15 km S/E of Rome in Latium
· 493 – Treaty between Rome and the Latin League

Social History – 

· Senatorial Order vs. the Equestrian Order
· Quaestor – financial official
· Equites – 
· Not allowed to be in office
· Novus homo – gave up being an equestrian, and becoming a member of the senatorial order by selling your businesses and entering office
· The Emperor gets most of their help from the equestrians; displays the evident division in roman society between senatorial and equestrian orders
· Most romans are poor, subsistence farmers: can only grow enough for themselves; shocking poverty; similar to African and Indians slums
· To aid the poor, a system was put in place
· The Patronage system
· A poor person (client – cliens – clientes (plural)will go to a person a level or two higher than them for help; the person (patron – patroni-plural) will agree ; he is now his client all the time; and in exchange, when the patron runs for office, the clients of the patron will campaign for you
· The larger amount of clients you have, the more important you seem
· A patron can also be a client for someone higher than them
· People can be a patron for an entire city, territory – ex. Cicero was the patron for Sicily
· Legal, personal, financial – many types of aid
· Slavery – 
· Captured in foreign wars; victims of kidnapping and crime; babies that were exposed (baby you don’t want, can’t keep – they would be left somewhere, later there was a common area, more of a greek practice than so a roman) or sold; punishment; the children of slaves
· Caesar’s Gallic Conquest – captured 1 000 000 slaves, destroyed the slave market
· Property – bought, sold, inherited
· The ‘machinery’ of the system
· The situation for slaves gets better and better as time goes on
· Even though they were property, they still had to be given a sort of allowance (peculium)
· It had to be paid by law – but it was up to the master to determine how much and how often
· A slave can save his peculium and eventually, through investing, they can be used to buy his freedom
· Many types of slaves based on the type of job they were doing
· Menial and low-paying – slaves would do this work
· There are also intelligent positions for slaves – accountant, tutor, etc.
· Barabarians – gauls, Spaniards, germans – would do the menial slave-work (farms and quarries – physical work)
· Latifundia – giant factory farms; 10 000 slaves could be on site; low-level menial slaves
· Greek slaves – upper-level slaves as they are thought to be intelligent 
· Public slaves – owned by the government
· The entire roman economy is based on slaves
· The highest-known price for a slave was 700 000 sesterces (1.75 million CAD)
· Pompeii – 600 sesterces to 4000 sesterces
· Cook – 2700 sesterces
· Skilled vine dresser – 6000-7000 sesterces
· Legal purposes – standard slaves (2000 sesterces)
· One man, in his house in the city, he had 400 slaves (1 AD)
· 4 AD – one woman had 25 000 slaves on a single latifundium
· [bookmark: _GoBack]sometimes, slaves were tattooed if they have tried to escape many times; but normally, they have collars (leather, metal, etc.) that cannot be removed
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
