CLASSICS MIDTERM 2
GREEK SEXUALITY:
· Homosexual-heterosexual
· The Greeks did not attach prejudices to sexual orientation; being homosexual does not tell you much about a person.
· No term for heterosexuality/homosexuality, just Penetrator- penetrated; men who were willing to undertake the role of the penetrated were looked down upon; to be penetrated was the woman’s role (or a slave role)
· Apotropaism: to ward off bad luck; i.e. symbols like the penis and the fist
· Herm: image of Hermes = head, block, and a penis. Symbol of protection. 
· Sexual scenes found on symposium drinking vessels
· Heterosexual scenes: 
· Distinction between porne (prostitute, male or female) and hetaira (mistress) and gyne (married woman with children)
·  if she has clothes on = citizen
·  if she is naked = hetaira  or gyne
·  courtship scenes are the majority of heterosexual images
· “Missionary position”
·  rarest
·  woman’s legs over the man’s shoulders
·  married women did not tolerate sexual positions like this one.
· ‘Equestrian position’
·  most common, well-represented
·  woman on top.
· ‘Lioness position’
·  most dominant, upright and aggressive position in terms of “penetrator/penetrated”
·  most common in literary sources
· Abuse of prostitutes
·  young man depicted hitting prostitute with a slipper
·   unacceptable to hit a free-citizen woman; procreation is more dignified.
·  no empathy for the sexual object. 
· Solitary scenes
·  women using/growing dildos
· Lesbianism
·  not very much evidence
·  homosocialty: women holding hands, sleeping in the same bed when their husbands were away; this was more an indication of friendship than lesbianism.
· Male homosexuality
· Ta aphrodisia: means erotic love; no indication of whether it is between two men, two women, man and woman, etc; Greeks did not construct groups as we do.
· Literary Ideals: erastes (“lover”-pursuer) and eromenos (“object of love”-is pursued
·  structure: adult male (typically 30, 40 years old) pursues free-citizen boy between age of 14-18; eromenos is not sexually aroused but respects/admires the older man. The eromenos is expected to hold firm while the older man woos him. 
·  same ideal was present in Western culture (and still is to some degree), in which the man pursues the woman. 
·  once you grow a beard, you get married (become an adult) and seek to woo young men; to want to be the eromenos was disgraceful; no sexual relationships between grown men
· Homoeroticism in art
· Persians disapproved of homosexuality
· In Athens, homosexual love was honourable
· Palausias dialogue  evidence that homosexuality was accepted in most parts of Greece, particularly Athens. 

THE DELIAN LEAGUE
· Organized by Aristides, it further extended Athens’ naval influence after the Persian Wars
· Involved the many Greek states in the area contributing ships and financial dues overseen by Athens
· Treasury of the league was moved from Delos to Athens in 454, ultimately enhancing the Athenian empire 
· The Peloponnesian league has a similar idea, but it is overseen by Sparta and their Spartan army which dominated in power on land 
· A 30 year peace treaty was signed in 446 between Sparta & Athens  

CLASSICAL GREEK ART AND ARCITECTURE
· A define transformation from archaic age
· Begins with Persian Wars. 
· Most of evidence of Ancient Greek culture (i.e. art, law, democracy) comes from Athens. Even artists from other poleis came to Athens to practice their craft. 
· no concept of plagiarism
· Statues always face front
· These statues are the high point of greek art
· Athens was dominant source of evidence of this type of art, when Athens was burned/damaged for a period of time, we find no evidence from this time
Delphi Charioteer
· Delphi was the centre for the god Apollo 
· in bronze (very unusual) with copper inlay; almost all of the things we’ll be looking at are marble copies of bronze statues; when barbarians looted, they took bronze, and left marble
· 5’11 statutes that were on a ship that sank 
· Votive offering - someone was making a vow to Apollo
· Stiff standing statues
· Eg. Of a bronze chariot racer who was clothed because they weren’t nude due to flying rocks
· you will see many versions of this statue at several different museums as it was replicated 
Riace Warriors
· Of the coast of Italy (another shipwreck)
· Bronze statues that show a “luxurious” guy, cool wavy hair, big shoulders found in Riace, Italy
· nude statues 
· bearded; grown men in their 20’s/30’s
· hair is no longer beaded
· human anatomy very well represented; probably worked from human models, not other statues.

Discobolos
· 2d statute of discus thrower, copies of the original but confident that it was accurate
· still havn’t gotten to the point where they feel comfortable extending the arm out.
· Bodies twisted – dynamic, huge innovation
· Entirely accurate besides the head
The Doryphoro
· 6”11 statue
· Contrapposto – admired equilibrium, balance; don’t go to one extreme, stay in the middle. One arm is holding on to the spear, the opposite leg is holding the weight of the figure; similarly, one arm is relaxed and the opposite leg is relaxed. Contrapposto becomes standard for artists.
· These statues introduced some movement, not frozen 
· Many copies, 50 that survived
· Still represents the ideal of male bodies which does not change of the centuries, while female statues ideal figure changes dramatically  

Michelangelo’s David
· Very similar to the Doryphoro
· Becasuse all artists form reinansce were inspired by this type of work when they were dug up after being lost during dark age
Diadoumenos
· “fillet-binder”- wears ribbon on forehead to symbolize victory
· 6’5”
· Often see a tree trunk or something attached to the body, purely structural
· Christians felt the need to put something over the genitals – often a leave, original Greeks never did 
Goddesses, Parthenon
· Women are still clothed like before, but now are more revelling, depicting of underneath
NIKE Adjusting her sandal
· 6’7”
· Wet drapery look
·  She clothed but everything is revealed
· Goddess of victory
Ordinary Greek Women
· Mother and child
· Wet drapery look

· All examples of women statues/art are always clothed, but they are depicted to be more revealing over the years, no clothes = prostitute
· Human world, no statutes of other life
· Greeks did not portray motion in sculpture
Ludovisi Throne, C.460
· You have to represent her with clothes, but really she appears naked because the clothing appears to be skin tight. 
· No respectable women would where these clothes out
· No clothes is like a prostitute or mistress
· Anthroposentric – Human center view of the world.

Greek Architecture f. 7.4
· Cella (Naos) – place where the statue itself is located , Pronaos – shallow porch before you enter into this room
· Colonnade (Peristyle) – ran columns long, slumnseries of 
· Post and Lintel – alternative is solid wall; but a solid wall is heavy and prone to collapse unless there is a very strong foundation. Post and lintel was the preferred method. Romans invented arches later. 
· temples are not as solid or intimidating, not like modern churches. 

Archaic Greek Art and Architecture
· Temples are most important and best well preserved
· Cella (NAOS) where the statue is found, the alter with god
· Pronaos- shallow porch before you enter the cella 
· Temples had so much gold, and would lend it to polis who were in need of money “ancient banks”
· Colonnade – series of columns that run a round in a peristyle form 
· Post and Lintel – series of posts or columns with a horizontal lintel running across which supports roof 
· Preferred to us rectangular buildings, like the parthanaon 
· Protogeometric (early form of geometric pottery) : 1100-900 BC
· Use of compass and early pottery wheel
· Geometric pottery (more clustered and busy) 900-700
· Animals and Humans used as designs on pottery
· Fear of the void(all covered)
· Typical of Greeks that humans come front and center
· Dipylon Krater (5 ft tall) represents a funeral 
· Gesture of putting hands on their heads is a gesture of weeping (symbolic of tearing out their hair) probably women weeping over some great man on the vase
· Many little people, suddenly the people have eyes, moved more towards three dimensional art. 
· The procession to the burial ground (ekphor), as shown on a geometric krater. 
· Funeral Motif 

The architectural orders:
· Capital – “the head” on top of the column 
· Metope - series of different images that are related by a common theme and are separated by 3 small vertical pillars called triglyph 
· Frieze – runs on the inside all the way around the walls, typical for ionic temples, series of carvings depicting a some sort of a story  
· North Frieze: Gigantomachy, battle of the Olympian Gods against the Earth gods called the Giants. Carved statues and overlapping figures, carved in stone
· They’re beginning to carve other things besides single figures 
· Akroteria – 
· 2 types of orders
· Doric-has a very simple capital (ex. In Sparta)
· Had series of broken images separated by metope (3 bars called a triglyph) 
· Ionic-has a more sophisticated capital consisting of volute (ex. In Athens/Ionia)
· Had a series of unbroken images called a frieze
Temple at Aphaia :
· In Aegina 
· Pediments – had carvings and supported the roof occupying triangular space
·  Sides of the triangle 
· Ex. West pediment –  one side depicted a conflict between Athena and Poseidon over who a polis should be named after 
· East pediment - and the other side about the birth of Athena (put of Zeus) 

Orientalizing – c. 720-600 BC 
· Borrowing art from the east
· Oriental motifs entering greek art
· The center for this kind of pottery is in a polis called korinth
· As the textbook points out, you can see the artists getting away from the geometric repetition
· Beginning to make their own compositions
· Vas of a lion- vey eastern, however greeks put greek imagery on it to make it their own

Black-figure pottery, 6th C BC
· If somebody can do such intricacy on a curved surface you must wonder when their 
· Begun in Corinth
· Perfeceted in Athens
· Made with a certain kind of clay, when put in kilm turns red, 
· Paint another kind of clay over top of pot (turns red)
· Vases weer not that big but such good details, examine the hands

C. 2500-2200 BC, Statues. 
· Beginning of the archaiec age (Bronze Age)
· Doesn’t want life-like representation
· Kouros c. 600 BC, 6’
· greek word meaning boy 
· Earliest one we’ve found is from a greek polis next to Egypt
· typically on top of graves
· sometimes found in temples as an offering to gods
· die out when democracy rises 

· Egyptional Nobleman c. 675 BC – many similarities to kouros
· 530 BC 6’4
· 500 BC 6’5”
· Naturalism  - ideal image of youth) natural looking, but not realistic
· Venus of Willendorf – fertility symbol emphasizing certain parts of the female body that are good for fertile
· Greek Steatopygous – means big butt
· Kore  570, 6’3” – means girls, 570 BC 6’3
· found on graves and in temple
· if you go forward to 530 shes only 4’
Delphi, 530 
· Treasury of the Siphnians 
· Set up treasury in honor of Apollo, 
· Siphnians placed givings in building
· Women were used as pillars
Pericles; The Acropolis
· Pericles was the most influential speaker in Athens
· Introduced payment for jury service 
· This was his idea, creation 
· “centerpiece of rebirth of Athens”; Athens destroyed by Persia; Athens takes money from allies to rebuild
· Consisted of the 4 main buildings
· Parthenon - Statue of Athena Promachos  - Made of gold and ivory found within the 
· Propylaia
· Erechtheion - Erectheion – ionic temple for first king which contained women as pillars; Erectheus was the first king of Athens, depicted as a snake on the statue 
· Temple to Athena Nike -  located on the edge of the acropolis  
Red figured vases – painted black clay all around the red clay of the actual vase
· Of all of greek history only 2 paintings survived, so these vases were very important because they help recreate their great works of art 
· A lot more clearer and easier to pick out key details in comparison to the black vases
· Really shows the skill of the artists and how much detail was present  

GREEK DRAMA:
· All evidence from Athens, they invented the first dramatic festival 
· The biggest event in Athenian calendar
· Very popular most Athenians knew the lines of several plays well 
· Men and women could attend, and any Athenian could vote for their favourite plays, and those who won the public’s favour were performed again all over Athens and Greece 
· Plays depicted the problems, conflicts concerning Athens 
· The playwright became shaman/healing voice as they wrote the tragedies regarding current hardships/problems
· Many plays had a democratic message, that know human can have so much power/authority over one another, or the gods will punish them 
· Written for all citizens of democratic Athens
Origins of Tragedy:
· “goats song” but surviving plays have no indication of rituals involving goats 
· Honour of the god Dionysus
· The first dramas were acted in the agora 
· Every year there would be a chorus who would sing and also dance in honour of Dionysus or whatever hero they were honouring  
· The protagonist and the antagonist are introduced as they would step out and have solo parts
· Thespis was an actor/dramatist was the first to separate himself from the to separate himself from the chorus, to converse with the chorus leader 
· Aeschylus introduced the second actor and Sophocles with a third (giving rise to professional actors) 
· Comedies were introduced shortly before Persian wars 
The Greek Theatre:
· All are Semi-circular
· The Periclean Theatre seats 14,000 and has wooden seats
· Lycurgus is associated with the stone theatre 
· Present day theatre of Dionysus dates back to roman times 
· Ancient drama was a community theatre 
· Theatron- seats where spectators sat 
· Proscenium- actors pulled out of chorus would stand here and say lines, 5 feet deep
· Behind the Proscenium was the backdrop and that where they had costumes 
· Orchestra would be where the chorus would be singing and dancing
· The alter would always be in the centre of the orchestra used as a stage prop, but also to make offering to Dionysus
· Actors would be behind them on a stage like object, which contained curtains,  back drops, and a back stage
· All acting took place out in the open, where interior scenes are played on the eukkuklema (a platform on wheels) 
· Theologeion is a balcony on the stage where gods may appear 
· There were 2 exits, one on each side for the actors to leave the stage 
· There is no interest in the environment, thus there is no voice modulations, they acted the same and talked the same, especially in tragedies 
Costume & masks:
· Only male actors
· Masks immediately showed the actors role (king, slave, god)
· Masks took away actors personality, different types for tragedies and comedies and for each role
· Different for comedies and tragedies  
The City Dionysia
· Every year for the festival around april, march
· The city of Athens was renamed in horour of Dionysus
· Arrangments for the festival were the responsibility of the eponymous archon
· The archon also chose from the wealthiest citizens a number of choregoi, who were required to pay for the training and equipping of a chorus, while some expenses were borne by the state
· The archon chose the playright who was sometimes an actor as well
· The Treasury paid for the seats of citizens, non-citizens and foreigners were perhaps charged admission 
· 6 day bank holiday – everything was shut down
· They also honoured soldiers who had dies in the past year
Program:
· Day 1: worships of Dionysus and chorus competition
· Days2-4: performances of 3 tragedies + 1 satyr play (a tetralogy) per day, each day had all the plays written by 1 playwright (trilogy), therefore 3 different writers, with each devoted 1 day, 10 hours in total per day; playwrights also did choreography and provided music 
· Day 5: comedies by different authors
Satyr Play:
· None of these plays survived
· Since major part of day was spent watching tragedy, these were put on to balance it  
· Comedy heavy on sexuality, eating 
· Did not want to have extreme tragic dark element
· Drinking, having fun
Greek Tragedy:
· Actors, and chorus would sing and dance in poetry 
· All are based on an old myth that the audience knew very well 
· Common characteristics:
· The hero will have a catastrophic down fall  a calamity 
· Calamity can be rationalized as there is reason why it occurred, usually due to their own arrogance
· Tragic hero is a warning signal, telling the audience what to avoid, you’re not meant to imitate them 
Only Works from 3 Different Playwrights exist:
· Aeschylus
· His writing style shows that there is a law of justice and in his plays, he approaches them uniquely; doesn’t care about particular characters, just that if they can explain his grand theme of “justice” 
· In his plays talks about how the gods treat humans (ex. Zeus punishing men)
· Wrote a play about Agamemnon called the Oresteia
· Talks about how cruel the world is, and that you learn from the cruelty and injustice in the world
· Not good theatre, aw-inspiring performance but not a good play 
· Sophocles
· Wrote about some grand theme justice/arrogance, but more interested in how forces like gods effect individuals, he introduces great tragic heroes who refuse to except their faith, and how they are overwhelmed and suffer  
· “How much knowledge is to much knowledge”
· In his plays talks about how the gods treat humans 
· Wrote Oedipus Rex and Antigone
· Euripides
· He is the most sympathetic to us
· His work explains how there is no justice, no gods and if they do exist there not fair
· “how should we treat each other” 
· In his plays he focuses on how human beings treat one another, how they fail one another
· He says “to age is hard but to age alone is terrible”
· Wrote Medea-story about Athenian hero who is rescued by a barbarian and promises to marry her, but backs out for a more attractive women  
· Wrote the Trojan women-explains what happens after the Trojan war, and how they were begging for the lives of their children, and witnessed them being killed 
· Hecabe, was also a play about women begging for the lives of their children and witness them die  
· Bacchae- a man who didn’t believe in the gods, and suffers; he wrote this after he had been exiled 
Old Comedy
· Happy ending, some problem that has been fixed
· Known for being outrageously vulgar, everything is open for insult (the gods, high politicians) 
· Ancient Greeks had a high tolerance for abusive speech, as long as they didn’t talk down to Athens as a whole being an insult to goddess Athena 
· Like tragedy, it was a state institution in Athens 
· Chorus had 24 members that could be divided into 2 choruses, was provided by a choregos who was responsible to hire, train, and fit out its members
· Only 9 plays exist all written by Aristophanes with 2 others which contain have characters
· The knights was his first play 
· Have a satirical character and the ridiculing invective against named individuals (politicians, philosophers), while other notable characters of the city are also named 
·  There’s a constant persistent and frank indecency with regard to sexual matters and bodily functions 
· Most plays involve some extravagant fantasy 
· Shows a realistic picture of the life if the ordinary Athenian citizen 
· Parabasis – poet uses the chorus to break the dramatic illusion midway through the play yo speak in his own voice about something important  
New Comedy: Menander
· “situational comedies” eg, a young boy falls in love with a slave girl who has a father who is strict, with a soldier who wants to buy the girl
· Have plots, not embrasive any more as it stops focusing on government
· Has a set of same base characters that are found in all comedies with similar plots 

THE PELOPONNESIAN WAR: 431-405 BC
· Sparta was asked by the enslaved Greek polis to help free them from Athenian control 
· Sparta gave an ultimatum to Athens to give up their empire (lands and control of all the polis they have control of) if they don’t they’ll go to war  
· Many Athenians including Pericles knew that this was shameful, and that they couldn’t enslave other Greeks 
· Sparta was mad, because they freed Ionian from the Persians so they wouldn’t pay taxes, so now they have beef against Athens because whats the difference between ppl paying taxes to perisa and to Athens
· Athens was richer and had more land, but Sparta had a far more superior army and more loyal allies who wanted to fight 
· Athens just wanted to hang on, but Spartans had to win 
· Athenians feared to give freedom to the controlled polis they had because they thought that they might revolt and seek revenge 
· Destroyed everything, the belief of being superior to barbarians, art, culture
· Disaster, unnecessary war 


Archidamian War 431-421(early unproductive phase)
· Plague (429) – swept through Greece as it was so clustered; caused a breakdown of society in Athens 
· Mytilene (427) revolt 
· The war starts with the Spartans marching into Athenian cities but Athenians don’t come out, don’t defend their land, so they just looted the place, burned some houses and crops 
· When they went to attack another city, the Athenians abandoned their city led by Pericles, so the Spartans again just looted the city and burned some home and crops
· Athens was just hiding behind their city walls and slowly giving up their land, they also had a navy while Sparta didn’t so were completely invulnerable  
· Pylos (425)
· Couldn’t starve them because Athens could keep getting food from the sea
· Athens decided to take their fleet and counter attack at Pylos, in the peninsula
· They attacked there because that’s where the Helots were 
· As soon as the Spartan soldiers came up the Athenians retreated
· Land power that can’t be stopped – spart and sea power- Athens cant attack each other so they end up causing destruction amongst other polis’s 
· Athens decided not to fight them but to attack them another way, civilians began to suffer, breakdown of society, and showed how quickly they can turn into savages, a glimpse of what is to come  
· The greek philosophy was to not attack civilians, but Athens take that step
· A site where Spartans actually lost a battle 
· The first time that we know of that a sufficiently large Spartan force was captured. 
· Took a beating in this part of the war 
· Brasidas (424) 
· In response, a Spartan commander takes his troops to the north and tries to bribe the Athenian people
· Athenian allies switched to Spartans
· Some people wanted to stand by their Athenian allies, and some did not
· It split the polis’s that were involved, fueds between the cities over who’s side to be on

· Peace (421)
· Two sides came together, and made peace
· Athens and Sparta were very worried about what the other was doing 
· So in 421 they made peace
· Most Spartan allies were furious about making piece, because they did not kill and civilians
· Spartas former allies were furious for declaring peace with Athens, and they lost a lot of respect 


Truce (421-415) – both sides were still training
· Nobody in the greek world really believed this truce was gong to last

Alcibiades
· Nephew of the famous Athenian pericles
· Alcibides was the same guy from the symposium stories who would crash and appoint himself the symposiarch
· Convinced the Athenians now that a truce was declared to take their huge navy and sale far west over to Italy and try to set up a second empire there
· He set up a great expedition to go out their, the people voted for this, hundreds and hundreds of ships, and he was to lead it
· The night before he was about to go the Athenians awoke to find out that (the statues with the big penis for good luck) someone had chopped off al the penis
· Blame was towards Alcibiades
· He was ordered to go on trial, but he fled instead of standing the trial
· The expedition still went on without him, but it was disastrous. 
· Almost all the soldiers who left died
· This encouraged Sparta and the rest of greeks to declare war again in 415

Sicilian Expedition (415—413)
- the two commanders couldn’t agree
· The fleet never made it back

413 - 404: The Ionian War (second phase of the war)
· Used this to build 100 more ships
· Back to square 1
· Alcibiedies who had fled from Athens went to Sparta
· He believed that he could tell them how to defeat the Athenians
· He told them to send out a mssg that any slave who was willing to revolt against Athens, the Spartans would free him
· He also told them to build a permanent city next to the Athenians so that they could always attack them instead of going back and forth
· He also told them to send boats, and start a propaganda campaign, try to convince their allies to revolt against them. 
· They would say if you go against Athens we’ll give you this and this and this
· Civil wars throughout many of the Polis’s as the propaganda went on
· Alcibidies continued to be a shit disturber by sleeping with the wife of one of the kings
· So then he went over to Persia, and was telling them how he could defeat the Spartans. 

Persia & Sparta
· Alcibides told the Persians why don’t you offer money to the Spartans and buy them a navy and in return Sparta will give some of Persia’s land back
· The idea behind this was that Sparta and Athens would keep fighting until they finally destroyed themselves
· Persia would sit back and then move in when the time was right
· Originally Athens and Sparta fought to free the Ionians, but Sparta is so desperate to beat Athens that they sold back the Ionian land so that they could eventually defeat their former ally.
· He finally went back to Athens and said if you appoint me your commander again then I will give you money
· He brought some victories until he had enough money and overstayed his welcome where he then fled to the north where he had build a home for himself. 
· Alcibides = arrogant but attractive person.
· 27 years of war

Aegospotamoi (405)
· Athens lost their navel battles
· Rumour that one of the commanders commited treason because the war just kept going on and on and on.
· Finally Athens had no fleet, no money, 
· Spartans surrounded Athens, they had no way of getting food
· The war was over, surprisingly Sparta did not destroy Athens 

Effects of the Peloponnesian War

· Sparta did not kill off the children and women 
· The big thing is that Athens was gone, no navy, no empire, and Sparta was the supreme force
· Poverty was rampant, and the standard of living was gone
· The whole greek world never recovered
· For 27 years merchants were not allowed to trade, farmers land was ruined
· Polis’s were ripped apart, no longer trusted one another 
· The word that the ancient greeks used was stasis – means frozen
· There were not new business adventures, or anything productive in the middle of the war for almost three decades
· 10’s or 1000’s of greek soldiers died
· The population of Athens was cut in half
· There were men that had been fighting for 27 years, soldiers who hadn’t been at their farms, a whole generation of human beings, who had been at war, hard integration back into society; a lot of them became mercenaries, bandits 
· The Spartan adjustment after war was much easier since they had helots
· Perhaps that’s why Sparta made no provision for these sorts of problems, they had perfect job security, servants who would tend to their needs
· Almost every vestage of morality was gone, any kind of believe that temples were sacred and you shouldn’t loot, was gone
· Incredible need for healing to greek as a whole
· They came together as a league to discuss greeks future outcome. 
· Olympics still continued to go on
· This marks the end with the high classical period
· Classical period – beautiful grand a little bit snooty art, was all destroyed. The believe that greeks were better than other people, the reason that human mind could find the answer to all problems. All this was gone. It was now belived that Athens and greeks were no better then barbarians.

The Greeks between Persian and Carthage 399-360 BC 
· Two kids fighting with their parents nowhere to be seen
· In this period it is often compared to a bunch of children

Spartan policy
· Sparta went to the rest of the cities and decided to hand pick 30 tyrants to rule you. Usually they would pick ten but in Athens they would pick thirty. These were the new leaders and they answered back to the Spartans. These were the bosses of the town. We don’t know how well it worked, but we knew in Athens they became bullies or thugs. 
Stasis
· No progress, Sparta isn’t providing any answers to these deep seeded issues in Greece
· Autocratic, dictatorial attitude of Spartans
· 
Thebes
· Sparta made themselves so hated, that thebes went in to rescue Athens against the tyrants 
· The Spartan attitude that they should dictate against the rest of Greece brough them a very bad repuation
March of the 10,000
· Simultaneously, their was an expedition by a Persian who hired 10,000 ex greek soldiers to attack the Persian king and defeat him. 
· The man that they were supposed to put on the throne died. 
0nly bringing it up because the 10,000 greek mercinaies hired by a greek Persian, the greek world is wondering why are we fighting against each other when we could be fighting against Persia. 
· Many greeks thinking Sparta and Athens should be allies and go against Persians

395: Athens, Corinth, Thebes, and Persia vs Sparta
· They all ganged up on Sparta and a general peace was declared
· Kings peace 387 BC
382: Spartans vs Thebes & Athens
· They were still really unhappy so attacked Sparta again and completely destroyed them. 
· It was now Athens and Thebes who were the head dogs
· Athens then became fearful of Thebes and joined Sparta 
· Killed thousands of Spartans
· The reasons why the Spartans were successful was not because they were morally pure, they were just better trained. In the aftermath of the pelopennisan war, those soliders offered to train amateur soliders. It no surprise that during this period we find the first handbooks on how to produce an army that tachtehly is prepared. During the Pelopensian war a large number of these “peltast” would harass the Spartans, when they tried to attack them, they would run up into the hills. They couldn’t defeat them but they made life miserable for the Spartans. Hurled gavalins. The two things that are happening is the gap between the Spartans military force and other military force is decreasing. 
370: Sparta & Athens vs Thebes and Allies
· Takes out thebes because there is no trust in the greek world
· Always had to bring down the top dog/ new power
· 
Thebans took their best soldiers and blowed right into one point in the Spartan line. They would have big spears, and they were not able to resist. By pin pointing one place, a blitz attack, and hit at one point, they created a wedge. It was an advanced tactic that the Spartans weren’t prepared for. In the aftermath they were destroyed.  This happened when Thebes and Athens wanted to go against Sparta. 

PHILOSOPHY:  – everyone is either a Platonist/Aristotelian
Socrates: (469-399)
· “the one thing I know, is that I know nothing”
· Father of philosophy, all other philosophers came from studying his work
· Considered himself as more of a midwife like his mother as he taught others how to create ideas, but never produced anything himself
· Never charged money, always willing to talk to anyone
· Charisma, powerful personality, wise, kind 
· Athenian, did not write or leave any of his work behind 
· Near the end of his life, was when he was most influential, same time as pelopenisan war 
· After the war he was accused for not believing in gods, introducing new gods, and corrupting the youth, found guilty and was sentenced to death
· So happened by chance that one day when Athens was holding a meeting where everyone could come and vote on things, that he was chosen at random to oversea things. 
· There was a council who would provide an agenda for every meetings, and he was in charge on the agenda and council
· The Athenians thought they could do whatever they want. I’m a democracy. 
· Stood up, saying you could not have a murder trial for 10 people at once, must be one at a time
· Talk about this short, chubby man who spent his whole life philosophizing. 
· He spent his whole life talking to whoever he wanted to talk to
· As a result, he attracted this group of people who just followed him to hear what they had to say
· Incredible charisma, incredible personality of this ma. He was magnetic. 
· Spent his entire life never charging any money just walking and talking to whoever he wants to talk to
· Never expected money from him, but a lot of people would pay for his food when he went out for dinner and such
399: Trial of Socrates
· Shortly after the peliponeissian war he went on trial, for not believe in gods, creating new gods and corrupting the youth. Sentenced to death, because he was so stubborn. He had to drink a poison that shuts down your bodily functions. He says that his punishment should be that he should be fed for the rest of his life. He was referred to as the black fly stinging the lazy horse. He said the Athenians should reward him. He wouldn’t plead and apologize so they sentenced him to death. 

Plato (427-327):
· Socrates’ most famous and immediate successor/pupil/ Pre-eminent follower
· Left Athens for a while, cause he was disgusted in what they did to his mentor 
· The academy was the first gymnasium; where he taught wrestling and where people worked out, but also to teach philosophy
· Sophists are people who teach you how to seem wise “falsifying wisdom” 
· Everything from Socrates is from him 
· It’s Plato who writes accounts of the conversations that Socrates had. Plato records conversations that Socrates has. Plato himself wrote a letter to a friend saying he wanted to be a Politian but then came the pelopinissian war, but then Athens killed Socrates so he left because he admired Socrates that much. He devoted his life to philosophy. 
The Academy, The Gymnasium, Sophists: 
· He would hold free classes, anyone who wanted to come could talk to him, wrestle with him or working out
· He believed you should spend half your time working your body, and half your time working your mind.
· Sophists – A philosopher wants wisdom. A sophists wants to persuade you that he himself is wise. He wants to win the argument. It’s a useful skill. Sophists will teach you how to appear wise so other people can agree with ou
· Plato an Socrates hated this

Socratic Method:
· Plato writes in his dialogue that Socrates said. Its not clear how much Socrates believed and how much with plato. Socrates left nothing behind. The two are one in the same.
· His way of conversing with people – the Socratic method
· You raise a question you get an answer from someone and then you critique it. Much like a scientific method. 
· He’ll ask an apparently innocent question. For example hes say whats a true friends. Socrates would immediately ask what’s a true friend. 
· Well Socrates a true friend is someone who likes you and cares about you
· Then Socrates would go on to critique it by saying what if you can’t stand him
· Then you go on to say its someone you really care about 
· Socrates would question that
· He would keep questioning the definition, until it is thorough enough. 
· “The one thing I know is that I know nothing”
· People began becoming very insulted by Socrates
· His early dialogues end up with helplessness 
· It shows how tricky it is to define simple things like friendship
· Many of his dialogues don’t provide an answer, he believes that there is an answer tho


Good and Evil
· why do people do bad things? – Socrates question
· The only answer he can come up with is someone who doesn’t know anyone else
· Innocence -  you think its good for you at the time. You don’t know any better. 
· You always choose something that’s better for you. 
· You have to acknowledge that the person who did it would some how make them better off. 
· Theres no such thing as evil, their’s just stupid; once you know whats good, you’ll do whats good
· Set aside the person who is mentally disturbed, or the person who can’t help themselves because of an inner compulsion. 
· What do people do things that they know are going to lead to problems. 
· Answer: they don’t really know. If you could take them and show them the actual consequences they wouldn’t do it. 
· What about if you could kill or be killed. Normally people would say kill. He would say think about what your saying. You know whats write but your afraid of the consequence of dying
· The brave person always does whats write.
· Ratiolnal – people do things for good reasons. 
· We have no control over our drives. 

Aristotle (384-322)
· The greatest pupil of Plato
· Like Plato, also formed an institution of learning called the Lyceum 
· 180 compared to other 2, completely different method
· Method involves using practical data, actual research
· First great scientist, make theories through observations 
· Came up with a taxonomy to classify
· Always looking to gather data, and look for conclusions
· How people behaved, lived
· Said that people who are bad or do bad things are ignorant 
· Eg. On a painting - Plato is saying let us look into the beyond (those who think we should aspire to something higher); Aristotle is saying let’s keep our feet on the ground, let’s stay on the earth and answer them so far as we have knowledge (those who think to keep foot on ground and learn from nature) 
· Came up with 4 ways to classify something: (Classification of causes)
· What is its form?
· What is it made of?
· Who or what caused it?
· What purpose does it serve? 
· Teleology 
· Virtue Ethics
· What is morally right is defined by human nature, by our human purpose
· What is our purpose?
· Happiness/pleasure – fulfilment of function
· Interaction with other humans – polis is place where humans achieve
· Not what should I do? - 
· But, what sort of person should I be?
MACEDONIA:
Macedon was so favorable. They had low lands which were good for building food, timber, metals food. It was large, fertile and had a big population. Up until this period that we looked at their ineffective. The Greeks looked down on them as barbarians. A large corporation, kingdom, anything has its own drawbacks. 

The Rise of Philip of Macedon
Philip II (382-336):
· Came to throne in 36 when father was assassinated 
· Didn’t actually live here cause he feared for his life that relative would kill him for thorne
· Lived in Thebes, Greece
· Great commander - Returned in the year 360, and in 26 years conquered all of Greece and all of the land around him
· Courageous and daring in battle
· Very good diplomat and politician
· Knew how to further interests by making opportune alliances and friendships (including several marriages)
· He used bribery as an instrument of policy
· Many visiting artists and intellectuals such as Aristotle, who became the tutor of his son Alexander
· Athenians were divided in their response to the rise of Macedonian power
· Some saw his rise as a positive opportunity 
· Isocrates saw him as an agent to make his panhellenistic dream come true
· He urged Philip to lead the greeks in a united campaign against perisa
· He said that before the Athenians and Spartans were to power hungry but now after being beat down they would be able to join together to defeat a greater power
Macedonian Army:
· Completely re-did the army, turning it into a Greek army 
· for the first 14 years he retrained his army 
· Philip has siege engineers he started to update catapults
· Trained to attack a city an overwhelm it
· Philip never invaded Greece,  he entered Greece as a mediator; said he came on the request of greek polis
· Changed from a six foot spear to a thirteen foot spear
· More powerful deployment of the phalanx
· 256 men 16x16 looks almost like a tank that changes into the enemy. 
· The Macedonian phalanx, here shown in its fighting formation of 256 men, the syntagma
· In the lead of Philip, exploited its new weapon, a thirteen-foot spear as opposed to the usual six-foot spear of the Greek hoplites
· Illyria – went first here
· Thrace – went to the east second and conquered them
· Amphipolis – third
· Sacred Wars – One polis decided to loot the ancient greek polis of Delphi. There was a polis whose was at war who decided to look Delphi. Even in this chaotic time this was a sacralige so it was called the sacred wars. He claimed he was just coming as a mediator. It turned out that his side won. And he asked them, what I want to do is, in the coming negotiations I want to represent you. He sort of positioned himself as a quaside greek. Something he did shortly after was enter the Olympics. He won. While he was down at the Olympics he built a hotel so people could see him. Propaganda campaign. 

Byzantium – this was a very strategically important city because ships coming out of this had to come out of the black sea at to pass through that port. Athens and Thebes led a coalition of polis to attack him. They wanted to drive Philip out. Philip came back fought against Thebes and Athens and was devastated

Demosthenes
· Had famous speeches to Athenian assembly against Philip. He begged them all to stop Philip. To this day any speech that showed hatred to another was called the phillipic. He attacked Philip as the greatest menace to the world. He was very canny, a politician. He was the first one who striked me as being entirely manipulative. Alcibides wanted the glory of being able to say I conqured the world. He was all about HIM getting credit. But Philip did not care about getting credit. He’s a true Politian in the modern sense. He has his own agenda and he’ll do anything to get it. The previous people had to do it on their own turns. They weren’t going to grovel. They wanted you to choose them because you realize they are the best.
Corinthian League – philip formed this. Said that all greek polis are requested to send ambassadors to Corinth so they can have a meeting to decide how they are going to attack Persia. Sparta was the only one who refused to come. All the other greek polis came and it was decided that Philip and Macedonia would be the leader of the invasion of Perisia. 

· entering the Hellenistic period 
· Plays greek sports, plays greek literature but is not greek
· Greek is now done, and incorporated into Macedonia. 
· Philip was ready to go he had everything his own way
· He insisted that people should come to Corinth when a very large standing greek festival was being held. He was anxious not to antagonize the greeks
· What happens to thebes and Athens?
· Both Athens and thebes got off fairly lightly. You here stories of a kind crushing in order to remove all doubt. If you defy me you will be crushed. Philip in opposition to this let thebes and Athens off vary lightly. 

Alexander the Great (Alexander III – 356-323)
· Ties end of Greek world with roman world
· Died at 32, period of death known as Hellenistic period 
· One of history’s greatest military minds
· He created an empire (ended up dividing into 3 parts) but preserved greek culture – (gymnasiums, greek architecture, greek literature)
· Wanted to fulfil fathers intent, so invaded Persia 
· Left half his army behind to prevent a revolt by the greeks, thus greatly outnumbered by Persians
· Left with 5000 cavalry, 21,000 hoplites (foot soldiers/heavy infantry) and 11,000 Peltasts (archers/javelin throwers/light infantry) 
· He and his father’s military expeditions in this part of the world had been so expensive, because they had to pay soldiers. So now when he gathered up these soldiers, he had no money to pay them. He has subjects that are waiting to revolt. No money of his own, and vastly outnumbered by the Persian Empire. 
· The Persians and his own army thought they were going there to loot the Persian cites because so many obstacles and challenges to conquer the entire empire
· But that’s what he was going to do with just 40,000 men
· His plan was to strike fast at every part of Persian Empire before reinforcements and entire Persian army arrives at the battle; plan was to win smaller quick battles
· Many of the conquered cities were called Alexandria, where he made some of his men live in the conquered cities, and incorporate native soldiers into his army 
· However after defeating Darius many of his soldiers in his army were getting annoyed at his behaviour and wanted to go home 
· Did not just want to conquer the land but to create a Cosmo polis (1 large polis) and found cities, where people intermixed, wanted to transfer hole region into one homogenous empire  
· His ultimate dream was to create a cosmo-polis (superpolis) one large city containing all types of people and cultures,; predominantly Greek culture though
· That’s what he did after beating Persians at Gaugamela
· Alexander brought Greek culture, language to the world “Hellenistic age”


Initial Invasion:
· River Granicus (334) – battle where alexander revealed his army and unique tactical strategy and annihilated the Persians in the battle
· Once Alexander crossed the river the Persian governor caved around him and traped them. However Alexander wanted them to attack
· The Persian Fleet – alexander lacked in the number of fleets, so decided to go capture their harbours – he had catapults and ballistics where he used engineering to capture the cities that acted as harbours
· Alexander conquered all of Palestine, seria, and Egypt, in a matter of 2 and a half years
· Egypt – when he was there he went to spoke to an oricle “Ahman-Ra” where he believed he was a divity, actually being the son of Zeus because the oricle told him that  
· Gaugamela (331) – 
· Where they fought the Persian King and his entire army
· Prior to the battle, Darius offered to him in a letter half his kingdom and his daughter, and that he would be his heir
· However, he wrote back saying that he will take everything what he wants and to address him as the Persian King 
· Alexander is always seen fighting while riding a horse, as he reintroduced the cavalry as a fighting force (riding horses) 
· His tactics was that himself and other members of cavalry would charge at different sides of the Persian empire to confuse them  and disrupt communication “Blitz-crek” where ever his army needed help he would lead the cavalry to the area to help his men
· Persian king fled and within 5 years he had defeated the eastern (wealthy) half of the Persian empire

· Persepolis
· All the major museums and libraries were found here, and alexander burned the entire city so we lost so much information about Persians 

· Expansion in the east
· After conquering India soldiers were fed up and revolted and demanded that they go home, so they did
· Proskynesis - Ritual act of showing submission to a king 
· This was a harder region to conquer because it was a poor area in the mountains and so soldiers were unmotivated 
· Roxanne was a princess that he married in the area
· Master of Persian empire after arriving at India, but soldiers didn’t want to go on 
· Did not want to administer the empire, wanted to conquer it
· Died due to a high fever from over drinking 
· When he died, did not leave an heir, so uncertainty within the empire cause so wealthy and in pinnacle of success 

· Influence on the Western World
· Greek’s believed in knowing you’re limitations 
· But alexander replaced this idea with limitless, nothing we can’t do, always advancing 
· Cosmos “cosmospolis” wanted to turn the entire known world into one polis
· Romans were able to do this because they had more leniency in defining a citizen 
Greek History:
· They invented the idea not only recording history but analyzing it, speculate why things happened (rational explanation where the Hebrews had a divine explanation)
· Logographers – told stories about foreign cultures
· First acted as travel guides 
· Told interesting cultural facts  
· When Greeks heard about the cultural differences they started questioning the difference between nature and culture 

· Herodotus of Halicarnassus
· From ionia
· Wrote “The Histories” (inquiring about  the past)
· The most rewarding of all the Greek works 
· Wrote about the Persian Wars and went to Olympics and read it to the audience 
· Wrote to create a memorial so the great men of the war won’t be forgotten
· Father of History later turned Father of Lies
· Later scholars see that he’s not reliable because information he gave seemed wrong/over exaggerated
· Does not filter information, won’t accept simple answers, not judgmental of other cultures, finds “strange” interesting 
· Those who achieve success become blind to their limitations and because of their pride they suffer destruction 
· His work had a form of historical law where there would be success but arrogance causes downfall
· Blindness, pride, destruction      

HELLENISTIC WORLD:
· Upon his death, since Alexander left no heir his kingdom was up for grabs
· Regency – because he left no heir, Perdiccas and Antipater held control 
· So many of his generals were trying to gain control of some territories, and try to influence people that they should be king
· The generals just bluffed through life saying that they wont be in power, they’ll just run the empire until Alexander’s son comes to age
· However eventually it became obvious that his son would never get to power, as he was on house arrest and not allowed to be speak in politics 
· So many revolts 
· Ptolemy was one of his generals who kidnaped his body and took it to Egypt to convince people that he was his heir because he has his body
· Seleucus takes Babylon
· Antigonus wants to liberate Greece from Alexander’s corrupt generals 
· Alexandria was the most dominant city of the ancient world 
3 Hellenistic Kingdoms:
· Passive rule - the new kings don’t care about the natives in the area, no interactions 
· They don’t care what they do, h
 



Divine Monarchy:
· Greeks hated this idea, because god has authority
· People wanted to make themselves divine




Constructive Philosophy 
· Hellensistic age so no more polis just Macedonian empire 
All of the following groups were followers of Socrates:
Stoics – were around through all ages of history
· Believed universe was rational, a fixed plan of events that will happen, unavoidable 
· Cause and effect, going to happen, learn youre place and accept your faith, what’s supposed to happen 
· Popular with kings 
· You shouldn’t get to attached to anything and should toughen yourself to be able to handle whatever the universe throws at you 
Natural law – governs everything 
Rational Universe – believe that since its logical we can figure it out 


Epicureans
· Pleasure (the senses) – happiness is what everyone wants
· So let your senses be your guide 
· That is what you seek in life
· Many things that are very pleasurable in short term can be painful in long term 
· Look at the advantages between pleasure and painful effects  
· Ataraxia – being undisturbed; the greatest pleasure comes from being undisturbed; living a simple life without luxury because that brings a lot of pain  

Cynics/Skeptics
· Cynics were known as the dog people (more like hippies); not really a school but a lax lifestyle
· Believed whats natural is what they should follow but avoided culture, of what human beings created, wanted to go back to nature 
	Nature vs culture
Diogenes “the dog” -  most famous cynic 
· Dressed in rags and lived in a bathtub and only other possession was a cup 
· Can’t be bought by Alexander the Great, doesn’t  want anything, doesn’t need anything
· Used to masturbate as he walked through town 
Science & Technology
· Few inventions – because slaves were cheap and effective so unnecessary for innovations,, thus they inhibited inventions 
· Banausic prejudice – prejudice against research, of getting hands dirty; they thought that using their hands were below them and not free like free people such as aristocrats as they would prefer to use their minds and higher things
· Don’t want to be known for developing technology, for doing practical things
· Liberal Arts – arts and humanities 
· Now in hellensitic area , wealthy kings pay individuals to do research for advancements in technology
· The Anti-Kythera Device 
· Ship wreck of this island where they found a very detailed and elaborate gear that is so complex that thought to be impossible at the time 
· They believed that this was some ancient computer, where by simply turning the crank can predict future occurrences of the universe (position of moons and planets)
