· Leovigild (569-586)

· Expels Byzantines from Levant.
· Founds city of Vitoria (Gasteiz), present-day Basque Region.
· Unifies Visigoths.
·  Hermeningild (564-585) 

· Rebels/Converts to Catholicism.
· Banished/executed/canonized. 

· Recared I (586-601)

· Official Visigothic conversion to Catholicism      



(3rd Council of Toledo).

· Sisebut (612-621)

· Wave of anti-semitism; jews enslaved.
· Plague.
· Further reduces Byzantine territory.

· Receswinth (653-672)

· Liber Iudiciorum (fuero juzgo) or Visigothic Code.
· Increased power of the Church within the State.

· Wamba (672-680)

· Incresed social tensions/rebellions

· Dynastic intrigue and decline of Visigothic power from within.

· Roderick (710-711)

· loses to Moors at Battle of Guadalete.
· End of Visigothic kingdom (now limited to scattered Northern regions).
