· Grandma pill example. 200,000 dollars trust fund.  Do you pay pills for grandma or give the money to the children

· Two legal systems
· First one is called Common Law
· English legal system applied to Canada
· A system that is based on court precedence
· The court defines the rules and they become the static of the next decision
· In our legal system , we will see old cases from 17 , 18 century. They are the basis of the court system
· A judge needs to distinguishing. Distinguish between a given story, and between another story. They need to put it in context with the facts as well.
· Context must be understood. Police brutality example. 15 second video is not enough. Police shot further at a suspect that was on the floor. This was an excess of power
· Vandalism, people stealing, terrorism  does not trigger insurance. There is zero compensation
· The second is Civil Law Society
· French Law
· The law is quotified and properly defined
· Half the world is civil law
· All of Europe except UK, Latin America, and Mexico down is Civil Law
· Scotland
· If Quebec follows a formula filed by the Supreme court, they will leave Canada. Following by the aboriginals as well. Half of Canada is aboriginal land.
· We do not want the senate. We want the constitutional power to define ourselves, just like Spain Barcelona region.
· Quebec brings out the example of Act of Indonesia
· Civil Law Regime
· Every person is the holder of a patrimony ( your identity , your rights, moral image, your values)
· Showed Civil Law of Quebec example
· Everybody is able to exercise civil rights

· First place in North America to have this written
· Animals do not have a soul, as society is Christian based.              ( cannot have sexual relations with something that does not have a soul, Beastiality)

· A lot of exceptions into the French law
· The third is Legal System defines fundamental constitutional rights
· As a Canadian, we enjoy most individual constitutional rights

· Giving semen example. What is the consequences of it? Is the child legally yours ? You are the biological parent. Technical terms
· Since it can be your child, do they receive your trust fund
Another example
50,000 sperm donor. Is it legally incest if two people are being married and have the same biological father? Law now limits to 50 donations 
Fire of Fort McMurray , Canada has seen a loss of $1 million in oil production
Interest Rate Canada history google search. Lowest interest rate for a car used to be 17.5%
Average interest rate before 2010 was 11.5%
The low interest rates are killing the future. Elder people are not retiring and instead are working part-time. They take more capital because they are still working and taking the jobs.
Banks do not take the risk of people being fired from their job, because they might not be able to pay the next month. It is more reliable by having two people instead.

Cannot sell blood, or organs unless it can regenerate itself such as hair or nails.
Legal system defines relationships in order to create economic stability
Business law concept of stability is for the future. Corruption is what destroys the internal future of the country. As quick as it is to rise, it is as easy to fall.
· Guardians of our values and our democracy are the courts. The stronger the court system, the more powerful the country. Why? We uphold rules of our society
· When we look at a foreign country we ask ourselves what is the weight the court system? Who will prevent people from abusing the society and law. If the army are the guardians, it is no longer a democracy.
· Political system cannot abuse the rules for its own personal needs. Bill Clinton example

Blil Clinton said he did not have any sexual relations with Monica Lewinsky. How did they find the truth out? During the inquiry, and in court says she must swear upon the bible. She had a dress that had semen on it, and the state had a blood test from Bill Clinton. He can choose to either lie, or give the bloodtest. He admitted he lied, and was not given the most worst consequence. Monica Lewinski  gives all details they did in the Oval office.

Corruption destroys economic markets
Nixon lied and was required to resign
· Economic Oil boom in the 1970’s and 1980’s
· What happened the countries with the oil at the time?
· The money was all wasted

Our legal system is based on the trust that our citizens will respect the law.
· Example  - Red light, do you ever run a red light?
· Social contract that everybody wants to follow the law.
· The society works because everyone agrees to follow the rules
· Otherwise if everybody breaks the rules, the only way to impose law is by dictatorship
· The crime rate in 2016 in Ottawa is the same at 1963 in Ottawa. The crime rate in Canada is slowly diminishing. 
· Reason for this : Population is aging
· Level of abortion in this country. Parents who have kids, take care of their kids
· People have developed a social thinking in society that we all have a duty.
· Oblige individuals to accountability
· Do not just expect from the state, we need to deliver
· Slowly expecting things from individuals
· A child being abused at home, people need to report it
· In the past, children would be assaulted or sexually molested, people would not report anything. Instead it was ignored.
· Criminal Code Section 43
· Child Abuse
· Parents are allowed for reasonable force, but at no point at any age, children are not allowed to be hit in the head or the face.
· Employers are entitled to fire individuals who hit their children in the head/face (They are disgrace to the corporate image)
· The kids are asked to be removed from the family and moved to foster homes
· Trust and Respect. Follow the Rules
· Treat your friends as if one day they can become your enemies and vice versa
· You are personally liable for anything that is not paid for
· If it is good in words and good on paper, you should sign it
· Is Law an Extension of ethics?
· Law is a minimum standard
· Once the treasural standard is met, the rest are morals
· Gameshi Trial – Never discussed the sexual conduct or behavior
· Where do you draw the line for what is appropriate violent sexual conduct
· The Issue is consent
· At no point in our society, can we allow for any form of body mutilation or accept assault
· Gameshi secretary is a Lebanese immigrant.
· Law is a minimum but it becomes a general perspective where it becomes yes or no.
· Consent can never be broken or breached
· We used to say “No means No” when dealing with sexual relations. Now we need to say “Yes means Yes”
· Sometimes it is difficult to say no
· The individual that wants a relation, needs to make sure the other person has to say yes, and the yes must be on a continuum basis
· Transferred the hone-est to the person receiving the relationship to the one who starts the relationship
· There is nothing wrong with asking, but there is a problem when there is a No a third time.
· Lady became a stalker example
· Alex Baldwin, Genevieve
· They became lovers, but he never declared the ending. 
· Consent is always required. It is not negotiable
· When there is conflicts there are four means in resolving a conflict
1) Negotiate the terms – not always practical when the other party does not want to compromise.
a. Example. I paid for everything , I keep your computer. Ex – Relationship
2) Mediation – impartial party that will bring the parties to compromise  in order to find a solution.
a. Example. Professor at OttawaU are looking to get a mediator in order to resolve negotiations with the university
b. The university is growing larger and larger. It is reaching 42,000 and wants to reach 50,000. 
i. Arbitration – Independent party that will statute on the outcome and have a decision that is binding. This means you cannot appeal the decision unless there is a major issue in law. ( breach in the principles of law)
1. ex. Gameshi trial, people were saying the judge made a mistake, as Gameshi was actually driving the vehicle when the events occurred. The driver is not the issue because the event did not occur in the vehicle, and it happened in the office
c. OttawaU professors want to go for arbitration but the university of Ottawa does not want arbitration. 
i. Should we pay the professors the same salaries as the ones being paid in York University etc, or should they pay still the small salaries in conjunction with the small universities
d. With arbitration, everything must be put on the table. It is a political debate.
e. For the university, it is a dead end.
3) Litigation – Go forward on the statute on the merit of the case and will determine the outcome of the parties
a. Litigation of assisted suicide becomes approved. What is the minimum age that will allow children to be able to make the decision of assisted suicide?
b. 16 is the legal age in Quebec for medical help, however if the daughter becomes pregnant at 14, they cannot do anything and they must have the child then.
c. It is a health issue, and the parent must pay more
Canadian Constitution
· Based on the British constitutional system in 1867.
· Canada has the largest undefended border
· Highest rate of daily trade activities, everyday in the world
· Executive power in helping the Queen ( 90 years old) Elizabeth the Second
· Germans would never be accepted into society in Canada. The countries with German names  (Berlin) were changed into Waterloo etc
· Nuremberg Trial.
· People involved were stating that they were simply following the legal regime. However you have a duty to be able to not follow
· You cannot execute an illegal order in Canada
· Captain Semrau
· Talibans are the enemies of Canada
· Soldiers of Canada can use force to kill
· A Taliban is striked and severely injured. They cannot carry him back to camps and treat him. Semrau takes the interpreters. He takes the weapon and kills the Taliban for mercy purposes.
· Under Canadian Military Laws, he is not allowed to do that. Canadian law states that he should have offered him water, and allowed him to say any final words in his religion.
· He received a demotion in rank ( for pension purposes) and dismissal from the force. He is no longer able to wear the uniform. Officers are required to follow the rules.
· No mercy killing is allowed and no assisting in suicide.	
· If he is no longer a threat, we cannot kill him
· Everything is done under her majesty
· R vs Society
· Motto of Her Majesty  - God and my Law
· Motto of RCMP – Uphold the Law
· Should Ottawa be officially declared Billingual?
· It is already as a policy, but not as a legisltation yet
· Upper house is red because it is loyalty
· House of Commons is green because it represents farmers 
· In quebec, royal colors are blue because monarchs
· Have to 30+ yrs old. Subject of the United Kingdom. Must have $4000 Must be resident in the province they are appointed in.

· Constitution
· Charter of Rights
· We enjoy as Canadians as the most individual rights to be found in the constitution of the world.
· Freedom of conscience
· Fundamental Freedoms
· Legal Rights – protected against the actual powers of the state
· Equality Rights – fundamental to us, everyone is equal before and under the law.
· Language rights
· Democratic Rights

· Cannot take someone’s human rights away based on sexual orientation
· If you work for governments and the state requires you to have the languages, you have the obligation to learn the official languages.
· State needs to provide the service

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University of Ottawa trusts example
Roman Catholic Church most power institution non-profit institution in world. 
Canada will be negotiating a free trade agreement
Company to make lots of money if they fire people from specific countries and abide by the law of having a wide range of diversity in employee’s example
Companies actually transfer employees to a separate entity that is not related to the company at all, or they will terminate the employee and write a check.
God – own personal belief
Canada has all equal cultures
No one can tell you that their god is better than the other.
Flying Spaghetti Monster belief in god. 
Supremacy of the Law , Rule of Law – everybody is equal
Conscience – what you think is right and wrong
Religion is not a cult or a set
Freedom of expression – is there a problem of publishing a cartoon of Mohammed?
You are entitled to your own belief as long as you do not harm another being and their beliefs.
Jesus in Paradise being influenced by Kraft Cheese example
As long as there is no hatred, then it is fine.

Democratic Rights- the right to vote. You have to be a citizen to vote.
Refugees of Syrian - who should pay for all these costs? The federal council
· Legal Rights – Life , liberty, and security
· Civil Rights, how far do we go
· Supreme court narrowed the concept of what to be used for assisted suicide

· Canada Anthem – for all thy sons command change example
· Should the sons be changed to persons instead?
· Equality Rights
· Every individual is equal before and under the law. Particular could include other possibilities that society is changing.
· Carleton university – Fruit Machine Example
· If your eye’s moving a certain direction, you must be gay
· Takes away rights etc for being gay, can be fired on the spot for no reason
· Purging of Canadians who are homosexual

· Canada has two official languages  - you have the obligation to learn the other language
· If you are not bilingual , you cannot go apply for a supreme court position

· Section 24 – Enforcement
· Strength of Legal System , reason why Canada is one of best country in world
· Legal system has power that can enforce the rights of freedom
· Business does not care. They only want profits, etc.


· ?????? four steps
· Need to demonstrate relationship between government and individual
· Hospitals are not government
· Need to demonstrate that there is a right to our freedom and that it exists
· Example right to clean air but not on the charter
· Has to be a violation , state needs to violate your right of freedom
· Shift of burden of proof. State needs to demonstrate on the balance of probabilities
· The Oakes Test – court decision of 1986
· The objective to be served by the measures limiting a Charter right must be sufficiently important to warrant overriding a continually protected right or freedom
· The party invoking‘s must show the means to be reasonable and demonstrably justified. This involves a form for proportionality test involving three important components

· Moxie’s restaurant  discrimination against women and men
· Aboriginals cannot meet body requirements
· Hooters and Victoria’s secret, haircuts

· School education is designated and process oriented for females

· Supreme Court of Canada

· Chief Justice Female , equal to prime minister
· Federal court are appointed by the government while the provincial courts are supported by the provincial government
· Tax court of Canada
· Martial Court
Federal court
Superior court of justice - Deals with criminal, civil and family laws. Ex Terrorism
Court of justice Ontario – deals with issues of criminal charges, family proceedings and provincial offenses
Criminal peace bond
Court of Appeal – review the cases. Oversees 1600 cases a year
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Employers tell you to simply just do the work
When you graduate from school, and you become a manager, you will be responsible to take on tasks and responsibilities.
Unjust termination of employment  example.

· A lawyer would try to figure out step-by-step to why a person is fired
· They would ask about background  and training ( education and qualification)
· Ask who gave the order and if he did it in writing
· Bosses never write anything, they only say things verbally. “Fix the shop” does not necessarily mean you have to do things wrongly.
·  Did you assess the employee?
· Did you provide them help?
· Did you provide reasonable accommodation?
· Did you provide support
· Even though you might be right in the management perspective, you didn’t comply with the law.

Director of HR of CBC that was fired because of the Gameshi Trial
	Political scapegoat – they sacrificed him because he didn’t want to handle the file
Now if you want to clean your name, you can only tell CBC to write a letter of apology
The scapegoat was fired before the actual Gameshi Trial. He was fired because of mishandling the Gameshi case.
This is your public image. How can you rebuild yourself after the trial?

Terrorist event in 2013 
Event in Dublin, protesting against british soldiers, so the ambassador grabbed the protestor by the jacket. Since he was appointed to the position, he will not have friends in the level to help him with this situation ( career ambassador, political appointment) and those people wont like that people get this position due to one reason

Limitation Act
What is the period of time to lay a claim on someone?
The act governs any type of claim we have in Ontario ( damage, rent)
Act 4 : unless with act provides otherwise, a proceeding shall not be commended in respect of a claim after the second anniversary of the day on which the claim was discovered. 
Anniversary of discovery
If the debts are not given to court, you have two years; otherwise the contract will be worthless. 
	A statement of claim must be filed for the debt to stand.
1) Discovery:	
A claim is discovered on the earlier of :
a) The day on which the person with theirclaim first knew
1) That the injury , loss or damage had occurred
2) That the injury, oss or damage was caused by or contributed to by an act or omissions
3) That the act or omission was that of the person against whom the claim is made,
4) And that having  regard to the nature of the injury, loss or damage, a proceeding would be an appropriate means to seek to remedy it
b) The day on which a reasonable person with the abilities and in the circumstances of the person with the claim first ought to have known of the matters referred to in clause A
2) Presumption : a person with a claim shall be presumed to have known of the matters referred to in clause 1a) on the day of the act or omission on which the claim is based took place; unless the contrary is proved
Example : of Canada has the most rigid rule for condoms
In the 1990’s , if students will ask to remove a student because he has aids, they must move the student.
Example : Magic Johnson had aids and people were scared to play with him on the court. Afterwards he retired.
Example: students with vulgar images or words on their bodies (tattoos). Can ask the guy to leave the building even if there is freedom of expression because it is inappropriate.
Section 6: Minors
The limitation period established by secition 4 does not run during any time in which the person with the claim;
a) Is a minor, and
b) Is not represented by a litigation guardian in relation to the claim
Section 7: Incapable persons:
The limitation period established by section 4  does not run during any time in which the person with the claim,
a) Is incapable of commencing a proceeding in respect of the claim because of his or her physical, mental, por psychological condition and
b) Is not represented by a litigation guardian in relation to the claim
Serial Killer Bernardo example 
Karla Homelka, The crown bargained to her, and made her out to be a victim.  However, she was actually another murderer as well, but she served her time and was released. The crown found out too late, and therefore  the crown cannot change their decision/ contract.  She was given a new face, and new personality
Example : if she has kids, would you want your kids to go to the same school her children go to?
Example: Half your salaries are paid in order to hire a past fugitive/pedophile. Would you hire the individual? Everyone has a price point.
Section 15: Ultimate limitation periods
1) Even if the limitation period established by any other section of this act in respect of a claim has not expired, no proceeding shall be commenced in respect of the claim after the expiry of a limitation period established by this section
2) No proceeding shall be commenced in respect of any claim after the 15th anniversary of the day on which the act or omission on which the claim is based took place.
Jacques Langurand , for years he had incest with his daughter. He cannot be sent to trial because he has Alzheimer’s disease. The daughter committed suicide a year ago, therefore there are no witnesses other than what she stated to the police.
Section 16: No limitation period:
1) There is no limitation period in respect of:
a)  to proceeding that is based on sexual assault
b) Subsection H1 -  A proceeding based on an assault if at the time of the assault the person with the claim was a minor or any of the following applied with respect to the relationship between he person with the claim and the person who committed the assault.
Federal statues are a three year statute
There was a famous inquirty called gomery commission. Inquirty and sponsorship scandal. In 1995, there was a referendum in Quebec. The country almost collapsed. The result was 49.8 – 50.2 in Canada. 
Example – Scotland will made the decision whether it will stay in the UK or not
A lot of Canadians were upset at the Jean cartier government. He did not do the right things to save the country. He started a sponsorship scandal to sell the Canadian flag across Canada. The flag was only popularized in the past 20ish years . Ontario did not have a flag until 1965, it was always the UK flag. The government has the ability to allocate funds anywhere they like. Millions were spent to spread a canadain image but almost lost the country due to the referendum. People were paying huge fees for  bogus photocopies for nothing. Money was shared to anyone who would wear the flag. Money has never been repaid.
A journalist received a brown envelope with a photocopy of the files. It had to be a senior civil servant to give the files. The journalist refused to give the names of the people who gave him the information, and therefore he was stuck in jail. He is in a trial, and refuses to give the names. Therefore the crown starts to prosecute the people in order to get the money back. 
What is the limitation period of federal statute? It is three years.
Crown cannot properly defend because do not know the name of the civil servant.
Because the statute of limitations is only three years, and they cannot properly defend. They cannot do anything. This is one of the most important scandals of the Canadian society. A lot of people went to court because of the three year limitation period.
Chapter 28
When you renew your insurance – maximize your health benefits. Take the loss on the value of the car and other forms of deductibles. There was a reform on Ontario to lower the insurance cost of drivers in Ontario. You will pay fewer premiums because the actual insurance company will be limited to the actual insurance amount. The consequence is that insurance companies don’t have much to pay in terms of health benefits compared to before.
Insurance companies pay private investigators to track you, in order to see if you are really going through severe damages and are actually suffering. If you claim you are disabled and cannot go to work, but you can go to play soccer. 
Insurance concept : 
A person is provided a coverage or compensation when specific events occur causing damages, death or other specified hardships.
Anybody can have insurance. These events need to be identified. When a vehicle is used and is involved in a terrorist event, there is no insurance in Canada. If a bomb blows up in a parking lot, and all the cars are destroyed, there is no insurance coverage.
Insurance companies prefer individuals to be dead than alive because they don’t not have to pay for maintenance fees for machines.
Accident benefits – you cant work so who will take care of you, funeral expenses
Uninsured automotive: hit and run
Le juge Garon and his wife were beaten up to death. They were living in a condo in Riverside. The cameras were not tape recording.  The police searched everywhere . The person reappeared 10 years later in the same spot, and tried to kill someone else. They were able  to escape and report to the police.
Accused : Ian Bush.  On a tax court case , Juge Garon was the one who officiated the case and did it for vengeance.
Carleton University on a Friday night in a lab was sexually assaulted, close to midnight. They were never able to find the actual accuser because there are not recording systems at Carleton. When Carleton was sued by the student, the defense stated: “what would a girl be doing in a lab on Friday night at midnight?” 
Insurance Paper ONTARIO AUTOMOBILE POLICY
Coverage in Ontario is shown on a certificate. Everything is in Canadian funds. An automobile is a specific vehicle that is being mentioned.	
An occupant is a person including the driver, in or on an automobile.
Same – Sex partner means either of two person of the same sex who have cohabited continuously for a period of not less than three years , or have cohabited in a relationship of some permanence if they are the natural or adoptive parents of a child. They need to have been in a relationship for 3 years, unless there is a child
Spouse – Spouse means either of a man and a woman who:
· Are married to each other
· Have together entered into a marriage that is voidable or void in good faith on the part of the person making a claim under this policy or
· Are not married to each other and have cohabited continuously for a period of not less than three years , or have cohabited in  a relationship of some permanence if they are the natural or adoptive parents of a child
If you fail to meet your responsibilities claims under this policy with the exception of certain accident benefits may be denied.
1.4.1. You agree to notify us promptly in writing of any significant change of which you are aware in your status as a driver, owner or lessee of a described automobile. You also agree to let us know of any change that might increase the risk of an incident or affect our willingness to insure you are current rates.
You must promptly tell us of any changes of your original application.
You have 60 days of receiving proof of loss, otherwise the insurance does not need to pay.
If they cancel your policy it is the same status as if you have a total car accident. If you do not pay your insurance, you cancel them. You never let them cancel you, as it is the same status as having a total car wreck.
When your policy has been in effect for more than 60 days, they can terminate policy for
· Non payment of premium
· You have given false particulars of automobile
· Have knowingly misrepresented or failed to disclose information

Never connect your phone with your GPS. They can track your phone if you lie that you don’t drive your car everyday, but it will say otherwise and you will have made false particulars
Specific Contract Plausibles(terms)
A deductible guise in law is a loss for which you are insured. As you age, you do not always have the cash flow to cover the cost of your car. 
Duty to Disclose – you need to provide to the insurer all the information that relates to the risk being insured.
Insurable interest – a financial state in what is being insured.
Notion of Indemnity – obligation on the insurer to make good the loss. The insured party cannot profit from an event. Cannot hve three insurance policies on one car. Can only pay for one, and then the ones that aren’t paid for in the other companies.
For Feiture rule – 
Shawshank redemption movie example. – at the end of the movie they share the money that they stole. You can never profit from a crime. If money is collected through insurance and you hide it, you need to restitute the money. 
Example – people who burn companies restaurants for insurance. 
Co-insurance clause  - the insurance company will only pay for the value of protection of the actual insurance coverage. They will pay in proportion in the exact coverage
Example – a house that is 500k and insurance is worth 2k of premium. If you refuse to pay the actual prem of the worth of your house, they company will pay you because of the same price you pay with the premium is not the value of your loss.
Suvrogation – the right of the insurer to be recovered the amount paid by taking over your right upon settlement. 
You have a car accident and you call your company, and they write you a cheque to how much you will pay you. They may not pay that amount , because that is not the amount they get from the other insurance company.
