· Lots of intellectual wealth. The Greeks studied philosophy systematically

· Women had very few rights, stay home, tend the children. Feminist movements unknown to the Greeks

-  First started out as 1) indigenous population, then 2) Minoans influenced the indigenous population, and the Indo-Europeans came in.
Political science
-  Democracy

-  Christianity= Judaism + Greek philosophy

-  Understand why you do what you do (Greek idea)

Art

-  Egyptian art used to be plain and simple, then there’s the stage where the Greek invaded Egypt by a friend of Alexander named Ptolemy. Then the Egyptian art starts to have curves, musculature. Greek art tried to bottle life into inanimate objects because they don’t believe after life. 

Entertainment

-  Olympic games; Idea that life is transitory that you have to take advantage of every moment of it by showing how strong you are, and how you can excel everyone else. In sports, there’s no team play, only emphasizes the individual. 
-  Plays were very rare to the ancient Greeks.

-  Aristophanes is the comedian that made the play where wives held off sex to stop war
Science/mathematics/medicine

-  Euclid’s stuff was during the Greek time, learned math systematically.

-  If the Greeks had been tea drinkers, the industrial revolution would have happened 1400 years earlier. The state of science was at the same stage in Greek’s time as it is in Stevenson’s days 1800 England
Sources

-  Bones give info on (women died much younger than men, Greeks from different areas have different life expectancy. Gladiators had high carbohydrate diet so they had a fat around their muscle tissue, so easier to heal after cut)
-  Coins gave accurate portraits of leader (i.e. Cleopatra on coin)

-  Foundations can tell us how big the cities were
-  Pottery can tell the era it was made, and if found in foreign lands then you know there’s trade. Words on it.

-  Artifacts can be interpreted wrong.  Alexandria had a very large library 700,000 papyri. Only few survived these days.
Epic Poem

-  Homer’s poems about how a true Greek behaves. Set the gods in stone. Gods are extremely dangerous.

-   Hesiod told us about agriculture and the Dark Age.
Lyric Poets

-  Archilochus, Sappho, Alcaeus write informal poems unlike Homer’s. Sappho expressed interest in women (lesbian). Archilochus tells us that “I am running for my life, the shield is heavy”. Greeks don’t ever throw away their shield away. 
Historians

-  Both Herodotus and Thucidides recorded history systematically. They understand you don’t just tell a story. Herodotus’ offers a lot of information in great detail, full of curiosity. Thucydides interested in psychology not what people wear or other info like Herodotus does. 
Tragedians

-  Aeschylus, Sophocles, Euripides 

Comedians

-  Aristophanes, Menander

Hellas - Greek

Minoans

1) Pelasgians
-  Indigenous populations, when Homo Sapiens Sapiens first settled there --> disappeared completely over time.
Lerna (a location)
-  A location where Indigenous population practiced urbanization.
Minoans
- Main force to Greek mainlan``for civilization.  They were offshoot of Mesopotamians. Came in contact with indigenous population via trade. They traded in Syria, Greece, Cyrus. Brought civilization to Greece.
Arthur Evans
- He found the civilization. Named Minoans after the king Minos after the Crete mythology. “unearthed the city of Knossos on the Greek island of Crete. Discovered Linear A and B and named them”.

Crete, King Minos
- Mythical king of Crete, son of Zeus and Europa. Crete was an Island
Knossos
-  Largest urban centre, capital, and palace of the Minoans on Crete, lasted 1000 years and destroyed in 1400BCE. None of the urban centres were walled, so very stable internally. Mycenaeans invaded and took over from Minoans. Eventually the city died, Mycenaeans left.
Palace System
-  Controls a certain area surrounding it. Everything would be brought to the palace and redistributed back out to the population. The palace decides how much each member receives. Centre of commerce and religion. You would take goods to the palace and receive religious instructions.
Redistributive system
- Where goods are sent to a central area and redistributed out to the population. i.e. Paris in the 18th century was like it. Just to show that we are in charge. So this system is both ancient and modern.
Friezes, Jewellery
-  Jewellery were remaining material of the Minoans, jewellery were complex and indicated that they were sophisticated. Friezes on architecture show no hunting scenes. Bulls were popular symbol of the society, also it has something to do with the palace system. 
Thalassocracy
- Sea empire, trade with other civilizations and has a large navy. First used to describe the Minoans.
Linear A, B
- Linear A is a syllabary, sound for each syllable.  75 to 85 symbols to master for syllabary. Complex system of writing. Linear A is the language of Minoans not understood today, needed for the redistributive system.
-  Linear B is a script for writing Mycenaean Greek (Early form of Greek). Derived from Linear A.
Michael Ventris

-  He deciphered Linear B. He found out that Linear B was ancient Greek. 
Chthonic
-  Early religion. “Chth” means earth. Centred around females or goddesses associated with fertility, cycle of life, immortality, and rebirth. Snake shed its skins meaning rebirth. Serpents usually associated with this religion “Religion of the Minoans”.
-  Mother Goddess
- Female figures were the first ones to be worshipped by the Minoans. Females are much more powerful,    noble. 
-  Fertility/immortality
- Immortality is possible with Chthonic religion. Concept of after life existed
-  Caves, mountains
- The Chthonic gods were worshipped in Caves and mountains
3) Indo-Europeans (Aryan) Third strand other than the Indigenous and Minoans.
-  Third strand entered to the mix of indigenous population as well as Minoans. Picked up the Minoan practices and palace redistributive system.
William Jones
- 18th century Englishman working as a judge in India. See commonality in the ancient Persian, East Indian, and European languages.
Father/pere/padre/pater 
- English/French/Spanish/Latin. According to William Jones, if you have all those people speaking similar languages they must be from the same group back in the days.
Zeus (Dios)
-  Dios refers to sky.
Jupiter (Diespiter)
-  Chief god of the Romans. Dies refers to sky again, piter is a corrupt form of father
Dyaus Pitar
-  Ancient Sanskrit God Dyaus Pitar means the father of the sky
Helladic branch (2000BCE)
-  Branch of the Indo-Europeans that came to Greece. The indigenous population was either absorbed or destroyed by those Indo-Europeans. 
-  This branch consisted Patriarchal (men taking authority over women), warriors, Nomads, and eventually under Minoans influence they practiced urbanization as well.
Proto-Greek
-  Referring to the product of the indigenous population plus the Minoan influence (palace structure, chthonic religion etc) plus the Indo-Europeans and their contribution of language, Olympianism and their nomadic, warrior ways. These three strands eventually lead to the appearance of the Mycenaeans.
Olympianism
-  Sky-gods. Patriarchal, The Chief god is a Sky God. 

-  Sky-father 
-  Aloof – apart from humans
-  Mortal vs immortal - Olympianism is pessimistic because the male, patriarchal gods do not allow humans to share in their immortality (unlike the goddesses of the chthonic religions). Humans are humans, gods are gods, and neither can cross this mortal/immortal divide. Did not believe in after life!
Mycenaeans (Grows progressively wealthier, combination of Europeans fusing with the indigenous population, Mycenaeans heavily influenced by the Minoans). The Helladic branch of the I.E.is the subset of the I.E.'s who entered Greece c. 2000 BCE. Some 400 years later, with input from the indigenous population and Minoan culture, it gave rise to the population and culture known as Mycenaean.

1600-1200
- The indigenous people disappeared (because language disappeared)
-  Mycenaeans are the true Greeks.

-  Minoan’s arts didn’t have any scenes of war or even hunting, shows that they were fairly peaceful.

-  For Mycenaean arts there were a lot of scenes of war and hunting, they haven’t forgotten the Indo-European tradition.
-  From 1400 to 1200, the cities were heavily fortified and walled because now you have something to protect for and fear neighbors might invade you. Thought those Cyclops built them.
Archeology
Homeric poems
-  Those 2 things that helped us understand the Mycenaean culture.
Heinrich Schliemann
-  He was a boy walking by a butcher shop saw a boy singing ancient Greek.

-  He gave the name the civilization Mycenaean from the Greek Citadel Mycenae. He discovered the Mycenaean civilization. This name is based on historical fact from Homer. He found ruins of Troy, Mycenae, and Tiryns. 
-  There were tons of Mycenaean settlements on the main land Greece. 

1600 to 1400, the Mycenaean settlements were primitive and not fortified. 
‘Proto-Grks’ = Aeol. + Ionians+ Min + Pelas (Ignore)
Citadels (Minoan palaces)

-  Mycenaeans, fortified.
Cyclopean
-  Giant creatures with 1 eye thought to build the walls of the Mycenaean citadels.
Mycenae, Tiryns, Argos, Athens, Thebes, Pylos
-  Important centers in the Mycenaean world, Mycenaean sites. 
Remains -> wealth, power. 
Loose federation
-  City-state, most cities ignored each other, some collaboration.
Wanax, Basileus
-  14th and 13th BC Wanax=warrior lord above Basileus, Basileus= Chief or local rulers, so has limited ability to coerce others to do his bidding.
Mycenae – shaft graves
-  From about 1600 to 1400. Some of the later shaft graves had more wealth but early ones didn’t company much wealth. - Weapons, jewellery, gold (violent imag.)
Tholos
-  “Honey Cones” or “beehive” of stone structures, 10 to 12 meters high. Cost more money than shaft graves, and a sign that the cities are more populated. Burial sites for Mycenaean nobles. You can measure the wealth of a society by checking how much wealth they have in their tombs.
Cultural homogeneity
-  
Linear B tablets
-  is a very early form of Greek. Mycenaean picked up Linear B, early form of Greek.
Religion: chthon + Olym
-  They worshipped male patriarchal gods from indo-European origin or Olympian gods, and stressed that humans can never be as high as the gods. In the mean time also worshipped the goddesses from Chthonic religion from the Minoans. From 1400 to 1200 the gods and legends were crystallizing. 
Imported goods/exports (Trade contacts brought in wealth)
-  Traded with Sicily, Serria, Lebanon, Hittites (Turkey) etc. Hittites called the Greeks Ahhiwaya (Achaean) and Homer used the term Achaean to refer to Greeks. 
Crete, Egypt, Syria, W. Eur
-  Mycenaeans invaded the island Crete and took control of it. They allowed the population to do what they have been doing before. They were happy to just take over the rein of economy and government. From 1400 to 1200, Crete was abandoned. Traded with Egypt, Syria, and W. Eur.
Troy
-  A city. Mycenaeans had trade contact with Troy. Trojan campaign about 1250 -1200, if really happened.
Hissarlik
-  Big mount of dirt is named by the Turkish people Hissarlik.
Dardanelles (Hellespont)
-  Controls the access to the Blacksea from Mediterranean. Great strategic value. Mycenaeans understood there’s a huge quantity of timber and slaves they could access there. Slaves can do what men do and men can fight so this would sustain the economy. The ancient city of Troy was located near the western entrance of the strait.
9 cities (Troy VIA)
-  9 cities under the Hissarlik. 6th city from the bottom was Troy in the Iliad or Odyssey.
Homer

-  Lived 500 years after the fact, and lived during the end of Dark Age.
Iliad, Odyssey
-  First words of Greek literature. Size of novels. Homer is not the author but composer of those 2 works. You don’t understand ancient Greeks if you don’t understand Homer. Homer described the gods and goddesses of Greek. Bible, Iliad, and Odyssey primary texts of western society. They don’t tell you what to do like the Bible, but it shows what a true Greek would be. They give the true core values of the Greeks. 
-  Iliad is about Troy, another name of Troy.

-  Homer was probably blind. He had never seen the artifacts of the Mycenaeans used. 
-  Iliad took place in the tenth year of the Trojan war.

-  Iliad DOES NOT take it to the end of the war, only to the end of Hector’s death.
Dark Age (c.750) – A reversal of urbanization. Linear B no longer needed, Jewelry no disappears. Trades stopped. This will go on for 4 centuries.

-  Lots of vase paintings about stories from Iliad and Odyssey. . 
-  Citations - Aristotle and other historians and philosopher quote Homer. There was a dispute for an Island and they said the island belonged to a Greek hero so both sides agreed.

-  Fragments – Egyptian rulers from Greek wrote lots of stuff based on Homer’s stuff.
-  Alexander always had a copy of Iliad, thought he was the hero Achilles. 
education, Alexander
-  Alexander the Great always carried a copy of Iliad. Considered himself Achilles.
Alexandria-Egy. Papyri

-  Great library in Egypt and had a lot of Papyri.
Repetitions
-  The poem Iliad is repetitious. Victorian poets said repetition would be death for poem.

-  Belief of 1 god (wiki)
Milman Parry
-  was a scholar of epic poetry and the founder of the discipline of oral tradition. He demonstrated that the Homeric style is characterized by extensive use of fixed expressions or “formulas” adapted for expressing a given idea under the same metrical conditions.

Oral poet – Homer.
No writing – aoidos – oral poetry
Guslars (Yugoslavia)
-  musical instrument with strings (wiki) 
Inherits 1) story line, 2) diction/technique, 3) Myc. Objects, practices, geography

Formulae
-  Homer didn’t recite the poem from his memory. Homer didn’t write the poem, he composed them. He is composing it on the spot. Depending on the time, Homer could extend the formulae. This allows him to tell the story in his own way + memory. Each telling could be different depends on what he wants to stress. 
Dactylic hexameter
-  It is used for Epic Poetry. (-^^)(-^^)(-^^)(-^^)(-^^)(- - )
Body shields, Nestor’s cup, chariots, cremation, Mycenaean towns, no Grks in Asia Minor

-  Homer’s day people did not cremate the dead, but he knew that Mycenaeans did because he got this from the oral poems passed down from his previous generations.
-  Also Hector’s huge shields and all other things above he never saw them, but described them in detail.
-  Nestor’s cup was only in Mycenaean’s time not in Homer’s days, but he described it in detail, and he got this from the formulated language passed down to him from previous generations.
Epic Cycle
-  Causes of the war of Troy were from the poem Epic Cycle. The Causes of the war were not dealt with by Homer.
Cause, course (first 9 years), Iliad, des. of Troy
nostoi, Odyssey
-  Nostoi means home coming

Zeus, Prometheus,
-  Zeus, the chief god of the Olympians, came to power by violence, overthrew his father Cronus who overthrew his Father Ouranus and castrated him. 
-  Prometheus gave human race fire, with fire it comes with art etc.

-  Zeus was angry about Prometheus and feeds his liver to an eagle

-  Prometheus knows something and warns Zeus that a certain goddess you have to avoid because the progeny you have with her will overthrow you. The goddess is Thetis.
Thetis, Peleus
-  They married and gave birth to Achilles. Peleus is a mortal. So Achilles was a tragic hero, because if his father was Zeus then he would be right at the top, become the king of the universe.
Eris
-  Eris was not invited to the wedding of Thetis and Peleus. Her name means strife, not a nice person. But she showed up anyway and threw a golden apple to the feet of 3 goddesses.
Athena, Aphrodite, Hera
-  Athena - goddess of wisdom
-  Aphrodite – goddess of sex
-  Hera – wife of zeus, goddesses in charge of weeding
-  All 3 thought they were the pharis 
-  Hera wanted the Trojan and Greek war to continue.
Paris (son of Priam), Judgement
-  He was going to judge the 3 goddesses and decide which one of them deserves the apple. Athena offers wisdom, Hera said she would make him a powerful god. Aphrodite offered a sexy lady. Aphrodite said Helen was married but there wouldn’t be any problem. 
Priam, Troy (Ilium)
-  Priam was the king of Troy, Paris’ father, begged for his son Hector’s body from the hand of Achilles.
Helen, Zeus, Leda, Tyndareus
-  Helen was too the daughter of Zeus and Leda (was raped by Zeus)?  Tyndareus, father of Helen.
-  Tyndareus was the king of Spartan and husband of Leda. He can’t decide who to give Helen to when heroes wanted to marry Helen. Tyndareus consulted with Odysseus and if anyone takes Helen away from her husband then everyone will attack that city.
Menelaus
-  Brother of Agamemnon, married Helen. King of Spartan.
-  Paris was a xenus (guest) to Menelaus and persuaded Helen to leave and became his mistress. Now everyone will attack Troy.
-  Menelaus defeated Paris eventually and killed him.
Agamemnon
-  Leader of the campaign to destroy Troy.
-  King of Mycenae

Xenia
-  Means hospitality or “guest friendship” in the textbook. If you don’t treat your guests nice, Zeus will see it as a serious crime
Chryseis, Briseis
-  Achilles received the woman Briseis and Agamemnon received Chryseis as spoil.
Chryses
-  Father of Chryseis, went to Agamemnon wanted to ransom his daughter back.

-  Was insulted by Agamemnon so Chryses a priest went to Apollo, god of medicine to punish Agamemnon.
Achilles vs Agamemnon, Apollo, plague
-  Apollo put plague, and in order to get rid of it, Chryseis had to be sent back. Agamemnon agreed to give back Chryseis but wanted compensation, want someone else’s share. Achilles said you will get double next time, Agamemnon lost it and asked Achilles to hand over Briseis, Achilles did it but refused to fight anymore.
Hector, Patroclus
-  Hector is the martial art chief of the Trojans. 

-  Patrolus a friend of Achilles wanted to fight in honour of Achilles, and sent to the battle to fight Hector. He went too far, and got killed by Hector

-  Achilles got mad and killed Hector. Mutilated the body.
Priam & Achilles
-  The Trojans wanted to do one last thing before their fall. Priam, the old father of his son Hector, kissed Achilles’ hand and begged for his son’s body back. End of the poem.
Value > Substitute immortality
-  The Greeks know that they can’t live forever and they will die, but they wanted something to substitute immortality. You can be known of your martial prowess, kleos can be a sub of immortality.
Agathos
-  means good, if one exhibits bravery and skill in fighting and athletic contests
Kakos
-  means bad, if one is a coward or useless in battle
Aristos
-  best
Kleos

-  “Fame”, people can talk about you generations after you. This can be a substitute of immortality. Doing your job and not letting anyone know it is not what ancient Greek did. This accounts for everything, people didn’t want wealth but Kleos. 
Time

-  “Honor”. Concrete evidence to prove what you did. “Stuff” to prove your kleos. So when Agamemnon took Breseis away from Achilles, he didn’t really take away the material but the concrete proof or Time of Achilles kleos.
Hybris

-  “act of violence”. In order to gain kleos you have to push hard and sometimes you go too far and conduct hybris. This leads to hammartia.
Hammartia

-  “Sin” 
Phthonos

-  “Envy” from gods, but just think about it will lead to divine punishment.
Tragic Formula
-  a pursuit of kleos sometimes leading to hybris which in turns leads to hamartia which in leads to phthonos (on the part of the gods) which leads to punishment.
collapse of Mycenae
-  Soon after the campaign of Troy, maybe the same generation, or 1 or 2 after. Very expensive war.
-  Took manpower away from production to war, huge impact on the economy.
-  overextension, soil erosion
-  invasion – Dorians (c. 1100) – influence on the collapse of Mycenae

-  The Dorians went down, either encountered the ruins of Mycenaeans or ended their rules.
Migrations – Asia Minor

Ionia – cities established in Asia Minor and Turkey, also Athens.
Ionians – inquisitive, luxury seeking, experimental

Dorians – stern, conservative, militaristic (different Greek dialect from Ionians) 
Dark Age – depopulation, illiteracy, no foreign trade, poverty
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- Achilles defied the values of fame etc. His lone voice says that maybe its better to live longer than dying at age of 25. Achilles goes back to battle not for fame but of his friend’s death. At the end, it is for the love of the other individual that drove him back into the battlefield again.
- In the end Homer tells us that gods are not reliable. The value systems are also not good. The moral is that we all suffer from the loved ones taken away from us. We all suffer in common. Achilles eventually died.
Homer 
- A brutal world where you have to get everything from others. Hector is scary, his baby shrank and scared of him. Homer knows human sympathy and knows that the audience also knows what will happen to the boy (killed).
Gods-anthropomorphic (human like).
-  Homer created gods that are so powerful, irresponsible but don’t deserve it. With their power comes with little responsibility. They are very trivial. They manipulated humans at free will; great juxtaposition of gods and humans.

Odysseus (Odyssey is a delightful poem unless the Iliad which is really dark) 
-  Seems like a large part of the Epic Cycle. Achilles disliked Odysseus.

-  Food is an important commodity in Odyssey

-  In the Iliad, kings only fought but didn’t farm. 

-  Odysseus was the one that came up with the idea of Trojan Horse.
-  In Odyssey kings farm. Complete different world from Iliad. Here you can prove yourself by showing how well you can farm other than fighting. This is a totally different ethical principle from Iliad. This is during the dark age. In this world, food is difficult to get and work is important. Peasant values are much more important than fighting in this world. So the 2 poems of Iliad and Odyssey show different worlds and values so Odyssey not likely from Homer.
Ithaca
· Odysseus destroyed Troy. Took 10 years to get home. Due to his mistakes, he ended up in a weird world with witches and Cyclops etc. 

· He finally got back to Ithaca, the place he lived.
Penelope
-  Wife of Odysseus, has been bugged by suitors to replace Odysseus because they thought he died. 

-  Eventually Odysseus killed all the pursuers of his wife, united with his wife and son. Odysseus was the Wanax, and the suitors were Basileus.
Telemachus 
-  Telemachus is the son of Odysseus. 
Laertes
-  Father of Odysseus

-  The Mycenaean empire ended. Turbulent time, populations suffered reversals.
Deucalion + Pyrrha--( the son, Hellenus (equivalent to Noah and his wife) – flood legend
Hellenus had a number of children.  Greeks used this legend to explain the population migration. Used the story to follow the fall of Mycenaean empire. 
Hellenus: (Xuthus—Ion(Ionians)   Dorus(Dorians) Aeolus(Aeolians)  Achaevus(Aechians) )
-  Dorians swept from north of Greece down. Ionians, Mycenaean, established cities in Asian Minor to escape from Dorians. 

-  Aeolians in north eastern Greece, and established colonies in north of Asia Minor.

Hesiod – myth of five ages (Gold, Silver, Bronze, Heroes, Iron) (The Works and Days)- a poem to educate his brother Persey because Persey wasted all his money, not a good idea during this age.
-  Reference to the dark age. He writes in Dactylic system. Formulate system similar to Homer. Wrote about 50 years after Homers. His world was strictly tied to the dark world unlike Homer’s.
-  There were 5 ages of Human (devolution)
   - Golden population: no strife, got along. But Zeus decided to remove them
   -  Silver population somewhat war-like: not as worthy as the Golden ones.
   -  Browns age, people very war-life

   -  Age of Heroes (Mycenaean age) i.e. Achilles.
   -  Iron Age

-  In his poem, he acted as a dark age commentator.
-  2 poems (Works and days, Theogony)

Theogony -  Hesiod poem to explain the mythological universe, the structure of gods. Family tree of gods. Theogony literally means the beginning of gods.
Chaos gave rise to (Gaia; Tartarus, Night, eros, Ouranos) 
-  Chaos means gap here, before anything started. Hesiod felt the same as later philosopher felt that the universe started with a single substance. 
-  Gaia means earth, Tartarus means below earth, Night is a strange crowd, Eros means sexual generation, Ouranos means sky. 

-  (Gaia and Ouranos) gave rise to Titans, and Hekatoncheires 100 hands, Cyclopes.
-  Ouranus threw the ugly kids Hekatoncheires and Cyclopes into Tartarus.
-  Cronus, a Titan, castrated his father Ouranos.
(Cronus + Rhea) gave rise to (Zeus, Poseidon, Hades, Hera, Hestia, Demeter)

-  Cronus swallowed his kids due to the fear of overthrowing him like he did to his father. Zeus lived and gave something to his mother to give to his father and he vomits all the immature kids, olympians and they all allied with Zeus to overthrow Cronus, the Titan.  Olympians vs Titans
-  Then eventually 12 Olympians will rule the universe.

Ullikumi

-  Eastern model influenced the Greeks’ interpretation of their gods and how their gods came about.
-------------------------------------------------------Humans-------------------------------------------

Another Greek variation of how humans came out is that they came from ash trees.
Mekone (Sacrifice)
-  Prometheus 

-  A brother of Cronus but didn’t want to fight along the side with Cronus against Zeus. He was responsible for creating humans. Men came before women. Men came from this place called Mekone.
-  Zeus thinks that the best parts of an animal should be dedicated to the gods. Prometheus thinks otherwise, and deceived Zeus by giving him Bone and organs wrapped in good looking packages.  Zeus was mad and withdrew fire from human. Prometheus however stole fire from Zeus and gave fire back to the human civilization which flourished. Then Zeus punished Prometheus. At this point, there were only men but no women.
Pandora 

-  There were no women and Zeus decided to create women, a plague.
-  Means all gifts. All gods gave her gifts. She had a pithos (Big storage jar, not a little box). Prometheus knew all and told his other brother Epinetheus do not accept any gifts. Pandora was told not to open the pithos but she opened it when she had an opportunity.  Hope was the only thing that did not escape the jar, all the diseases and shit got out of the jar. (Elpis)Hope in the context is actually evil because Greeks always thought things can get worse and hope can make things worse. 
Tested from the rise of city states (Athens)-> reform -> tyrants -> reform again

Sparta, Persian War. Chronological stuff on Persian war, development of Athenian city states.  70 – 80, 82 – 83, 97 paragraph, chap 4 and chap 5

Class 1:

776 BCE about the time for Archaic Age (first Olympic game recorded)

-  Population increased and situation improved from the Dark Age

-  The general principle is that the things from the East are more sophisticated than the West. 

-  Now the Greeks went to Asia Minor (East), they have relatives in Greece still (West) so they send back complicated ideas to their mainland Greece, such as Currency and the Alphabet (Ionia ( Greece).
Polis – Police comes from it. It is a major city that controls a territory and villages surrounding it. 
Oikos – household

Demos – Population as a whole or people and masses. Democracy comes from it.

Dark Age vs Archaic Age

-  The members from different villages didn’t really come into contact with each other in the Dark Age unlike the ones in the Archaic Age where the surrounding villages and the major city together form 1 political entity. But if you are born into one, it is hard to join other city-states. The cities are pretty much like separate countries. 

-  Attica – is Athens and the area surrounding Athens, a city-state, and everyone from this area shares the same rights.
-  All people understood they were all Hellenus or Greeks, but only way to bring them together is a war with other races.

-  Each city-state had their own branch of Olympian gods (some are more important than others), law-system, currency etc. i.e. Athens was so different from Sparta.

-  Population explosion (natural growth) Recovery from the Dark ages.
-  Settlements in S. Italy, Sicily, Byzentium (Asia Minor), and Blacksea area.

-  People from Ionia brought ideas from the East to the Greek Mainland 

-  Synoecism –means “a bring together of households”. The city and its surrounding areas become one political entity. Everyone within the city state shared equal rights. It was around 800 BCE during Theseus (legendary founder of Athens) rule in Athens.

-  2 Important inventions – Polis and Hoplite Warfare 
-  The population reached a point where there’s no future for the next generation and lots of population but little food so they started to migrate. 

Competition
-  Each city state was highly competitive with each other. So treating your citizens right is essential if you are calling the shots. This is a highly unstable situation. This formation forced them to treat their citizens well to survive.

Democracy
Democracy is almost built into Greece because of the city-state arrangement, otherwise the city-state will die in the hands of its neighbour. Most cities had some sort of democracy.

Metropolis

-  A large city or polis (wiki)
Warfare

Transfer from Homeric warfare to hoplite warfare. Homeric warfare included a champion like Achilles or Hector and a bunch of followers, but as soon as the champion is killed, the soldiers are done on this side. Champion was well armed.

-  Now it changes with the city-states. Now it’s possible for everyone to carry expensive armours. Now you have a line of champions. It’s about teamwork.
Hoplite Warfare
-  People had shields protecting the person on your left, and you get protection from the person on your right.
-  Hoplite warfare is just this line of arrangement everyone stays in line. There were lots of drills in order for people to stay unison. Both sides get together and smash each other, the side that wins usually keep their formation. The people who fight were the people that had something to lose, therefore the rich serve the army before the poor does.
-  You even pay for your own equipment, and do best to protect the state because otherwise you lose everything when the city falls.
Hoplite (Hoplon) -  Hoplon is the large shield , hoplite is named after
Phalanx - Array of the soldiers in Hoplite warfare. (Formation of the army)
Athens (Ionians) (800 BCE):
-  Mycenaean center that survived the Dorian invasion. 
-  The city started with a king first then oligarchy (rule of a few)

Oligarchy
-  Rule of a few. This is the form of government during this Archaic Era.

-  Democratic element 
-  Rule of a few. In Athens the few that ruled were the aristocrats. Archon (leader), Basileus, Polemarch all came from Eupatrids (noblemen) ( owned a lot of land.
Aristoi, aristocracy – The rich and owned a lot of land. You can only be born into it, i.e. if your father is a nobleman. 
Boule – Councils; assembly forming part of city governments in Ancient Greece (wiki)

Citizenship

-  The citizenship is hard to obtain from other city-states. You gain citizenship once you are born into a city. 

4 types of population

-  Eupatrids – noble men - aristocrats – calling the shots

-  Georgoi - People had property (farmers, small farm owners) 

-  Demiourgoi – Craftsmen or trades men that make weapons etc.

-  Hektemoroi – people that rent land, and they are dirt poor (sixth parters
It’s a measurement of blood not a measurement of wealth. Not part of the decent society.

A few officials/magistrates that rule now:

-  Basileus – you need to be Eupatrids, a figure head. (no significant function) – executives 
-  Archon – literally means “the ruler”, the chief civil magistrate – most important one, keep track of events on a calendar, exercising the executive power. Makes sure rules are being applied (Eupatrids);  keeps track of events from a calendar. They are the executives

-  Polemarch – Control of the army, the general, elected for a period of 1 year 

(Eupatrids) - executives

-  Eponymous Archon – gives his name to the year
The magistrates only hold office for 1 year, once your office expires then you can try for 

Areopagus council.

-  6 Thesmothetai – in charge of the legal affairs (3 are Eupatrids, 2 from Georgoi, and 1 from Demiourgoi) – judiciary

Areopagus Council – probouleutic (deliberative) – preliminary discussion of and deliberation on something (as a legal measure) later to be submitted to another body of voter. They are former basileus, archon, polemarch, they deliberate on different policies that will be followed by the city, i.e. Wars, foreign policy. (Your office will be for life time compared to 1 year of the magistrates) - legislative

-  Ekklesia (assembly) – all male citizens except Hektemoroi .when voting is necessary, then all the male citizens except for the Hektemoroi will vote. No discussion you vote yes or no. Areopagus council will propose ideas and the Ekklesia will vote on the proposal. Vote for simple majority.

Problems – Aristo. Vs aristo.

                    Aristo. Vs commoners

                    Trade/wealth in commoners’ hands

                    Coinage introduced (675) – was hard for people to adapt to this new system

-  Due to the coinage system, some rich people rose up from the bottom and others from top down to bottom. 

-  A lot of people went into debt and your wife, children can be used to repay the debt.

-  Now it’s possible for people to have more and more wealth and more influence. Old aristocrats still claimed to rule even though they are dirt poor and the rich Hektemoroi want to rule. With lots of slaves

-  When coinage was introduced, if you collect a large amount of wealth then you are putting off the people that had wealth and served in the army so they will no longer serve in the army once they lose their wealth. You lose man power in the army – dangerous.

-   Stasis – civil strife. When coinage was introduced it created havoc. People that were poor suddenly became rich. People that were rich became poor and lost land and money. State at this time is primitive and it were individuals (family) that had to seek justice. 

-  Archon Draco - First person to bring the law code. He thought every crime deserves death. Draconian Law code. It is unflexible. The city-state is still in its primitive form. He tried to bring the responsibility of justice from individuals to the state.

-  If you have been done crime by others, it is your responsibility to seek justice. This was the case before. 

-  Aeschylus (Oresteia) – plays in 3 parts Agamemnon, Choephoroi, Eumenides. Plays tried to capture the transition from personal justice to state justice. Plays were in the Dionysia festival and designed for that one day. The only trilogy we have is from Aeschylus named Oresteia. 
Agamemnon - The play was about Agamemnon. He was just about to come home. Clytemnestra, the wife of Agamemnon was tired of waiting for Agamemnon, and found herself a lover, Aegisthus. When Agamemnon came home Clytemnestra told him to take a shower and put a cover on him and axed him into pieces. In the Greek play they don’t show the vivid details of cutting people (not visually to the Greeks). Even though people didn’t like what Clytemnestra did, but they understand the justice. Agamemnon killed many people and destroyed Troy. But one justice brings another violence and it’s a never ending cycle. 

-  In order for Agamemnon’s ship to continue during the Trojan war, Agamemnon had to sacrifice his daughter Iphigenia, so he did it. So killing Agamemnon was doing justice on Clytemnestra part.

-  So now who is doing the justice for Agamemnon? The son of Agamemnon Orestes
-  Erinyes, Apollo, Athena, Jury – Erinyes are the goddesses that police all the aspects of a family. They hounded Orestes for killing his mother even though Orestes was told by Apollo to do so. So Orestes went to Athena and she set up a jury and judged Orestes innocent. (50/50) Then Erinyes turn into Eumenides (the kindly ones). 
Miasma – pollution if you commit crime, and if you don’t go through the ritual right, you can pass down this pollution to a population. 

-  In the play, you no longer have individuals deciding who is right or wrong, but shifting the power to the states to decide that.
Class 2 

Tyrant – Someone who seeks power unconstitutionally. They were able to persuade a mass of people to get them into power and disregard the old system. It started around 675 BCE. A dictator is someone who is given all the power, and rise to power through constitutional means.

Solon (575BC) – seisachtheia – Shaking off the woes (suffering). He was an Archon. He eliminated slavery, restrictions on land ownership, and political reform. Needed those changes to counter the problem of rich businessmen collecting a mass amount of wealth and sending the less fortunate into slavery.

· Solon redivides the population based on wealth

· Pentakosimedimnoi (+500 bushels of grain)

· Hippeis – or the knights, people who could keep a horse (500 and 300)

· Zeugitae – people that can keep an oxen (300 and 200)

· Thetes - 200

-  Tamias – goes around and check people’s wealth and rank them based on their wealth of that year. 

Now the Pentakosimedimnoi, Hippeis, and Zeugitae can hold the 3 top offices.

-  Now Solon decided to include everyone in the Ekklesia. 
-  Heliaea – a court with about 6000 people, and people can charge against the former office holders once they leave office.
-  Solon left the city, or exiled himself from the city so people can’t find him to tell him to change the system because he thought the system was as perfect as it could be.
-  Boule – in solon’s reform, boule was the legislative consisting of 400 individuals coming from Pentakosiom, Hippeis, and Zeugitae.
- Areopagus Council - The original Areopagus Council was probouleutic and possessed a great deal of power (this was before Solon's reforms). Then Solon transferred much its power to his newly formed Boule. The Areopagus Council continued but it was much diminished.
Civil tension/stasis (Hill, plain, coast) – in the city state, people from hill, plain, and coast hated each other. So they were in stasis (or near civil war). 

Peisistratus (Tyrant) 546 - 527– by this time, there were so much civil unrest, so they rather had him rule than Solon’s reforms. He was smart to leave all the Solon’s changes intact. Everything was still the way it was except that he was behind the scene and making sure he stays in power.

-  Laureion – lots of silver found  in Laureion during Peisistratus rule. They used those as currency. Brought wealth to Athens

-  Bubones – silver coins that had Athenian owl on them.

-  Panathenaic festival – every year, but every 4th year you get a larger festival. the most important festival for Athens. It honored the goddess as the city's patron divinity, Athena Polias ('Athena of the city') wiki.

-  Dionysia – The Dionysia was a large religious festival in ancient Athens in honor of the god Dionysus, the central event of which was the performance of tragedies and comedies over 5 days. It was the second-most important festival after the Panathenaia. 

-  Peisistratus used festivals to keep people happy. 

Hipparchus/Hippias 

-  The two sons of peisistratus that continues their father’s rule.

-  The guys Aristogeiton (older male) and Harmodius (younger male) that had something to do with the end of Tyranny from Hipparchus and Hippias.

-  if you are the passive member of a homosexual relationship under the majority age then you are no better than a woman.

-  Hipparchus liked Harmodius but Harmodius said he already had a companion Aristogeiton.

-  Hipparchus took away Harmodius’ sister’s right to give offerings to Athena during Panathenaia. So Harmodius talked to Aristogeiton and they had to kill Hipparchus. They did it and they were killed. For 5 years Hippias ruled on his own. He became paranoid, and he exercised power cruelly. After 5 years, Hippias was kicked out of the office. 
Cleisthenes (508 BCE) – Another reformer after solon. He realized that there has to be something to give stability to the government because of the divisions of populations in city/coast/hill and solon’s old system didn’t work out so well. He decided to divide the population once again.

-  10 Tribe  – Trittys , - each tribe consists 3 Trittys , when the tribe was constructed, each tribe consisted 1 trittys from city, coast, and hill each. So if you want to thrive then you have to corporate with people from other regions which you hated before but they are in your tribe. 

- 500 Boule – each tribe contribute 50 members and 10 tribes give 500 people (council).  

- prytanis –  50 people from your tribe rule for the next 36 days. There are 10 Polemarchs, 1 from each tribe, you can remain Polemarchs as long as people vote for you; 10 Archons as well, each archon from each tribe, but they can only serve for 1 year, and then you can no longer hold the office; Ekklesia consists everyone again. Prytanis is the executive of the boule and it goes on a rotational basis. (wiki)

-  Ostracism – a process to expel a citizen from your city state - a piece of pottery shard that people write on during voting time; you collect 6000 votes to exile an individual that is dangerous to the state. Safe guarding democracy.

-  Strategoi – general in the army
------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

Sparta (Dorians) 
-  First totalitarian state (state determines individual’s identity). Dorians? Athens had Mycenaean.

-  They didn’t believe in education or self-expression like Athens did. Sparta did not produce educated people, or historians. So the sources on Sparta came from outside of Sparta, mostly from the Athenian state, and they were at wars most of the time, so the description of Sparta would be subjective and pictured negatively, but strangely the Athenian writers admired the Spartan way. Can’t answer if the Spartan life was idealized.

-  Tyrtaeus – was a Spartan source of history who wrote dull poems.

-  eunomia – it refers to the system that is based on sound legal practices and norms - in this case to the Spartan system.
-  The Spartans came from a Dorian population. 5 villages combined and formed 1 city state call Sparta (in 9th century)

-  Laconia – area where the Spartans conquered. Southern part of the Peloponnese. Made the people there grow food for them. Some people were made Perioikoi others helots.

- Lacedaemonia – Lacedaemonia is the peninsula on which Sparta is located (togetehr with many other city-states). The city came to control this region over time (to some degree) - hence the Lacedaemonian league. 
- Helots - Spartans took over part of Laconia and enslaved the local population called helots they grow food for the Spartans on each Kleros.

-  Perioikoi – when the Spartans took over the rest of Laconia and the Spartans made them Perioikoi which means the people around us. Most people on Laconia were made Perioikoi instead of slaves. They were allowed to live independently but you have to serve in our army and no say in any battles we decide to engage. They also produce normal commodities for the Spartans.

Kleros – a piece of land that you born on. Estate. At birth of a Spartan, the Spartan will be granted this estate and the people on this kleros will grow products for them to keep them free of economic stress. If you were born a Spartan, your birth place will be yours and the helots on the land will serve you and you don’t have to worry about food all you gotta do is train to be a soldier. 

1st Messenia war– in 730, the Spartans attacked the Messenians and conquered those people and turned them into Helots or slaves as well. It was a tough battle. Spartans realize that in order to keep the Messenians as helots, they had to have military control over that part.  

October 20th Class 3

Until early 7th century Sparta has good pottery, gold, jewels etc

670 War with Argos – 2nd Messenian War,  Lycurgus, Great Rhetre, Delphi Way of Life

-  The Second Messenian War was a result of a revolt from the helot population of Messenia with the aid of the city Argos. In an attempt to regain freedom, the Messenians invaded Laconia. (Wiki) Argos almost brought the Spartans to the knees so Lycurgus proposed something to change the system of Sparta.
-  Lycurgus invented “Great Rhetra”, the great command or great order. Sparta became a totalitarian state, people no longer enjoy freedom. Spartans needed this new system to keep the relationship with the slave neighbours.

Way of Life
Birth: apothesis, Amphidromia, Taygetus

-  Apothesis (exposure) – not religious. It means that the head of the family (father usually) can decide whether or not he wanted the child (usually a female, or handicapped male) and can expose the child in the wild. 

-  Amphidromia is a celebration on the 5th day of the child’s birth by then the father had already decided whether or not he wanted that child. But in the state of Sparta, the state would send people over to your house and decides whether or not the child lives instead of the father or head of the family. Killing a child is a form of violence and will be blamed by god, but leaving a child to die is a passive way so you won’t be blamed by god. Mount Taygetus is the mountain they leave the unwanted children.
Education – Spartans emphasize on fighting only, how to fight, march etc.

7 – 13: leave home, state officials train, endurance. 

-  From this age, you are taken away from homes and stationed in barracks. They were usually underfed and underclothed because people didn’t want them to be soft. Stealing food from others

14-19: Ephebes, preliminary military Service, barracks life, krypteia

-  learning how to fight with swords and how to march in hoplite warfare because this type of warfare is very hard to master. Hair still short at this time. Krypteia means the secret or hidden society that consisted of young Spartans (14-19). They would move to Messenia and attack or ambush them to remind them that they can be killed at anytime. Usually the population that wanted to revolt against the Spartans.
20 – 29: wore hair long, heavy fighters, allowed to marry (but barracks)

-  Heavy fighters because endurance is much better during this age than a 30 year old. When Spartans comb their hair, they are getting ready for a big battle. dilute family life whenever you can.

30 – 59: full citizenship, life away from barracks, homoioi/syssition

-  a general assembly called Apella they will be given full citizenship. Now you can move back to family. Best part of male life is shared in communal living. During this time, you are allowed to sleep at home.

- Syssition – dining place with your male companions or peers (homoioi) instead of your wife and family.

20 – 60: no manual labour, little domestic life, no luxury/intellectual pursuits/wealth

60 – death: retirement from army, political pursuits.

-  Very few Spartan reach this age due to the harsh Spartan lifestyle. Only then can you become a professional politician.
On battle field, each Spartan usually carries 2 to 3 helots that prepare his equipment, and tend his wound. Spartans will be reluctant to engage in war unless they see the reason to do so because of fear of manpower loss. Sparta has a small population. Spartans will enjoy this type of society for about 400 years. Sparta lasted longer than Athens.
Women

Formal education (exercise) – generally more education than women in Athens. Received state support, marriage not based on wealth (eugenics?), marriage later 

-  Athenian females usually marry around 13 or 14 and Spartan females at 17 or 18.
More freedom/independence
Athenian women didn’t have much independence as supposed to Spartan women because most of the time their husbands are away in training. Women would be considered a hero if you die during child birth.

Population shrinkage – conservative foreign policy

Government 

Fusion of monarchy/oligarchy/democracy

Kings – two, 1 army, 1 domestic (taking sacrifices). So 2 royal families so one dies in battle that can be replaced. You don’t go to war until you sacrifice and see if it’s a good sign or bad sign.
Gerousia – comes from the root means “old man”. 30 members (with kings), members > 60 years, office for life, Probouleutic (laws, wars, foreign policy, court for treason/murder)

-  These people are the oligarchy part of the system. When they deliberate a decision then they approach males in the Apella and ask them a yes or no question.

Apella – assembly, all males > 30 years, voted on prop by gerousia

-  This is the democratic component of the system. Even though it’s limited.

Ephors: 5, any male>30, 1 eponymous, monitored kings, maintained discipline presided over Gerousia/Apella, foreign embassies, civil law (and perioikoi)

-  5 officials to watch the population, and each other, and everyone listed above. Finding out who is against the system etc. This sense of suspicion fundamentally come from the tension between Sparta and Messenia. They are the ones decide if a baby should be exposed or not.

Peloponnesian league

-  They are the allies of the Spartans. They vote on things. Sparta can’t make them do things like they make the Perioikoi. 
-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
Persian Wars 

-  2 wars, first one was short. This is the only way to get the city-states to unite together to fight the Persian Empire. 

-  Nationalistic Spirit

-  Athens’ rise as imperialistic power

-  “Superiority” of Greek way of life, Greeks vs Barbaroi – Thought they must be superior or unique about their population when they stopped such an impossible battle against the powerful Persians. They depicted the people that don’t speak Greek as barbs.
-  Future tensions with Sparta – Before the Persian war, Athens was a secondary power, after the war, Athens challenges Sparta.
Herodotus – Halicarnassus (Multi-ethnic, seat of early Greek philosophy)

Rationalizes legend (Io, Europa, Helen, Medea); tragic view

Herodotus was born in a city called Halicarnassus in Asia Minor. 

He likes the rationales behind stories instead of fairy tales and rationalized the tales. For this reason we call him a historian. i.e. Io did not turn into a cow, but Phoenicians kidnapped her. Europa did not ride on the back of a bull to be carried from Asia to Greece. Full story of Paris and goddesses was also ridiculous. Tragic – when a nation/individual becomes so powerful then it goes against the world and gets crushed (Croesus is an example). 
Multiculturalism - Herodotus grew up among Greeks and non-Greeks. This shows in his general approach to history: he is as interested in non-Greek monuments and achievements as he is in Greek ones. 
Lydia – Croesus, Solon, Delphic Oracle

-  Croesus the king of Lydia used his military power to conquer Ionia. He treated the Greeks with respect. He was attacked by Cyrus the King of Persia. Cyrus overthrows Medes (an ancient Iranian people) then pays attention to Croesus. Solon visited Croesus and Croesus was happy to see Solon. Croesus showed him a lot of gold, livestocks etc and asked Solon who are the happiest man on this planet. Solon said were Biton and Cleobus (true historical figures). Biton and Cleobus were rewarded the most precious thing – deaths. And Solon never mentioned that Croesus was happy. You think you are happy because you have so much wealth but they tend to lead you to mistakes (tragic view of Herodotus will appear over and over again). So you can’t be considered happy unless you die happy.

Delphic Oracle – national site, Zeus and eagles (omphalos)

-  Croesus wasn’t sure if he should go to war with Cyrus or not, so he consulted the Greek institution called Delphic Oracle on the important issue. Delphi is dedicated to the god of Apollo for prophecy. Oracle is only open 10 days a year, 1 day per month in 10 months.
-  Zeus wanted to see where the center of the earth is so he sent out 2 eagles they fly and fly until they found this place and dropped the stone. Stone called omphalos, and at this spot, Apollo set up the temple Oracle.

Python, Pythia, Castalian Springs, adytum, tripod, laurel

- The Pythia was the priestess presiding over the Oracle of Apollo at Delphi,

-  When you come to the oracle you consult Pythia, young women - underground

-  Tripod - Three legged basin that you can light fire and pythia sit around it.

-  Laurel leaf is burned in the tripod. 

-  Adytum – a chamber or throne underground where you meet the Pythia
Castalian Spring - Water from these springs were used to purify the Dephic priestess before she descended to the adytum and delivered her (i.e. Apollo's) prophecies.
Oracle played a major role on both religion and political decisions. 
Persia defeats Lydia; Greeks subdued
Croesus consulted the Oracle and went to war with Cyrus but then lost. Now Cyrus controlled both Lydia as well as the Greek territory that Croessus had in Ionia. Cyrus was a good emperor and came to contact with the Greeks.

Cyrus – Cambyses – Darius I; Hippias
-  Cyrus passed his throne to his son Cambyses and then to Darius I.

Darius (521 – 486)

Satrap – townkeeper - was a ruler watching over the Ionian cities to make sure they pay tax to the Persian Empire, Greeks didn’t like it but wasn’t crazy about it.

Aristagoras (tyrant of Miletus), Naxos; Megabates; “freedom fighter”; rebellion 
-  Aristagoras wanted to be the tyrant of another island city Naxos, but it is not under the Persian rule. Aristagoras asked for a troop to invade Naxos. Megabates (a Persian) sent by Darius to watch Aristagoras and didn’t like the idea of invading another city or jealous of Aristagoras, so he warned Naxos, and Aristagoras failed miserably. Once Aristagoras failed and he was seen as worthless by Darius I. Now he might die, so he, himself a Greek, decided to communicate with all the other states in Ionia and wanted them to fight the Persians. He also communicated with Sparta and Athens. Athenians agreed to help and Spartans refused to do so. 

Sardis; Miletus (both destroyed); Athens

-  Sardis was burned when Greeks were fighting there. Darius was furious. Miletus also destroyed as a revenge. Athenians retreated and then war stopped.
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490 First Persian War

-  Darius sends 600 ships against Greece and Eretria (a Greek city-state that supported the Ionian revolt); because these cities helped the revolt previously. Darius destroyed Eretria. Now they wanted to attack Athens.

-  Datis, Artaphernes led the Persian Army; they landed at a place called Marathon; 

-  Miltiades (pushed to attack first), Callimachus led the Athenian Army.

-  Pheidippides is the man runs (Marathon) to Sparta to call for help for Athens, but the Spartans had to delay it due to their festival. About 100 miles to Sparta, then back to Marathon fought the war then reported the victory to Athens again died of heart attack. 

-  Marathonomachoi means a fighter at marathon.

-  Aeschylus – participated in the battle of marathon.
-  The Athenians attacked first and won a victory at Marathon. The Persians retreated due to the loss of the battle as well as possible subject states revolts. 

-  This war brought Athens confidence and hope. Before the war they were after the Spartans but now they realize how much potential they have. 

Xerxes (486)

-  The successor of Darius I and planned a larger invasion of Greece. He asked each province to contribute its troops and gathered around Asia Minor. About 1.9 million troops or 2.6 million (including familities etc) according to Herotodus. (Nonense). Actually about 300, 000 to 400, 000 army. 

Themistocles – the ruler of Athens during this time with Xerxes. He turned Athens from land to sea power. 

Triremes – means 3 benches. With the silver from Laureion mine, Triremes were built. When wind doesn’t blow your way, you reply on man power or rowing power. 
Thetes – the poorest of the poor. They didn’t used to contribute much to the states in war. Now with the new need of man power for rowing, they are involved much more. As navy becomes more and more common, and Thetes become richer and politicians now can come from lower classes as long as they win the support of this low class. 

- Oarsman – men who row, comprised of thetes.

- Thalassa - means the place of the sea within the sight of land. (immediate off the coast).  So Greeks sailed as close to thalassa as possible.

- Pontos - means the place of the sea outside the sight of land. Greeks didn’t like Pontos. 

Diekplous – A technique to smash the oars first then ram the enemy’s boats using a bronze bow.
Phaleron Bay – early Athenian harbour

Piraeus - New harbour for Athenians after they become a navy power because it is  more secure.

Hellenic Congress (synedrion) – City states at the south of Greece decide not to submit to the Persian.
Isthmus – built a wall there as a last contingency point. (Athens felt left out because they are not within the wall.)

Second Persian War (480)
Hellespont – Xerxes used many boats connected together like a bridge by the Phoenicians to march his army through Hellespont. A storm hit the first time and destroyed many armies. According to Greeks, Xerxes was so angry and flashed the city Hellespont 3 times (probably not true)

1) Thermopylae – famous battle. The terrain is mountainous and narrow passage (10 to 15 m wide). Spartans met the Persians there. (300 was there) They had a wall at the narrow passage, but a traitor led the Persians around the wall and fought the Spartans. The Spartans had people from other city states fighting on their side. Spartans didn’t die alone, they actually had about 1200 people that are non-Spartans.

Leonidas – king of Sparta met the Persians at Thermopylae. 

Artemisium – island on Euboea. The Persian navy docked there, and when a storm came up, it destroyed about 400 ships. 

Aegina – Island off the coast of Athens, women and children were sent there from Athens.

2) Salamis – Another island off the coast of Athens, men were sent there from Athens. The navy battle between Athens and Persian took place there and Xerxes was heavily defeated.

Athens was sacked. And Xerxes destroyed many buildings including temples - > bad!!

Mardonius (immortals -> Xerxes’ body guard or crack troop or best elites that confronted the Spartans)

-  Mardonius was the Persian general left behind by Xerxes after Xerxes marched home. Left about 150, 000 troops.

3) Plataea (479) – Battle fought by the Spartans with the left over Persians. Mardonius was killed. Massive battle between Greeks (Athens, Sparta, Peloponnese) and Persia.
Athenians thought it was democracy (Greek way of life) that made them beat the powerful Persians.
Pausanias - Spartan general responsible for the Greek victory over Mardonius at the Battle of Plataea in 479 BC (wiki)
4) Mycale – a place in Asia minor. The Greeks were sent to Mycale through ships to free the states in Ionia. The Greek fleet defeated the Persian fleet and army. According to Herodotus, the battle occurred the same day as the Greek victory at Plataea.

Aeschylus’ Persians, gods vs giants, Greek heros vs Amazons, Greeks vs Trojans, Lapiths vs Centaurs

All these were symbols of the Persian war, celebration of the victory over the Persians.

---------------------------------------------End of Persian War---------------------------------------

Athens is the city state when we talk about the Greeks on their wealth, power, culture etc.

It acted as a magnet to draw intellectuals and such to the city.

Drama – Athenian citizens writing drama for the fellow Athenian citizens. Drama was unusual. Only the Greeks came up with drama or traditional play in the Western world.  Uniquely Greek invention (more like Athenian invention). No such thing as a Theatre in Egypt, Babylon etc. Usually talks about mythical characters like Achilles, Odysseus, Ajax, Agamemnon, etc). 

Epic, Tragic Formula (drama) - Drama talk about extraordinary events NOT common little things. (Tragic vision: kleos – ate – hybris – phthonos – destruction.)
Formal origins 

-  534 tragic competition formally introduced in Athens by the tyrant Peisistratus. 

Dionsia – first drama introduced. Used a bunch of people singing in chorus.

Thespis – decided to separate himself from the chorus. Extemporization means now you can have a dialogue between Thespis and the chorus. 

Dithyramb – song in honour of the god Dionysus.

Hypokrites – means actor or answerer. 

Tragedy – Trea oidos – tragedy literally means “goat song”.

Dionysus – god of wine (vital fluids), enthusiasm (you are displaced by god) – this happens when you drink wine or drink God; ritual madness, masks/theatre Zeus and Semele - > parents of Dionysus (himself is tragic because father is Zeus but mother is a mortal), death and resurrection. He is also the god of mask = prosopon ( characters wore masks; god of both comedy and tragedy. One of the 12 Olympians.

Maenad – means a state of madness. Enthusiasm leads to maenad. 
Conventions – religious festival , lasted numerous days (5 days), everyone wants to go because its both political and religiously important to the people 

 Day1 -> Dithyrambs  (Oral competition)    Days 2 – 4  -> Tragic competitions (3 play wrights, 4 plays per each playwright – 3 tragedies and 1 satyr (comedy)). Day 5 -> Comedians , 3 comedic play, 1 per playwrights

Choregos – each playwright is sponsored by a rich person Choregos. The Choregos pays the playwrights. 

Ethemera – designed for a day only, after that the art designs and stuff will disappear forever.

Orchestra – a circular place at the bottom of the seats in the theatre. It is a dance floor. 

Chorus – people (12 -15) that would sing on Orchestra. 
Skene – A building behind Orchestra, farthest away from the audience. The front of it is decorated for the place where the scene is taking place. Can be a change room.

Mechane – a crane that transports actors. 
ekkuklema ("roll-out machine") was a wheeled platform rolled out through a skene in ancient Greek theatre. It was used to bring interior scenes out into the sight of the audience. (wiki)
Actors – can only have 3 actors. 1) protagonist  2) deuteragonist   3) tritagonist. They are males and wear masks interacting with the Chorus. Each actor plays multiple characters and they wear masks.

Choryphaeus - leader of the chorus (wiki)
Division – 

- [ Prologos] – an actor setting up the scene for you. Spoken, not a song. (optional)
-  parodos  - chorus come through the ramps, and as they move onto the stage they sing a song called parodos. 

-  Episode 1 – tension develops.

-  Stasimon 1 – song by a chorus. They pretty much talk about the events in episode 1

-  Episode 2 – something else is discovered

-  Stasimon 2
-  Episode 3
-  Stasimon 3
-  Epilogue -  dramatic conclusions (usually depressing)

-  Exodos – Song that chorus sings as they leave
Class 1 Playwrights:

Aeschylus (525 – 456) – Fought in Marathon. He Talked about Justice and introduced a second actor. For the first half of his life, Athens was still a backwater and theatre was still at infancy. He was fascinated about justice. 7 out of 90 plays survived to us.

1)Oresteia – justice and cycle of violence in this story comes to an end when a jury is introduced
2)Prometheus Bound – talks about a god having to learn what justice is all about. Zeus has taken this older god Prometheus and put him on the mountain top until he tells him what he needs to know to prevent getting overthrown, Prometheus refused it. We see even gods have to understand what justice is. Who is to say which god champions the collective? 

Sophocles (496 – 406) – He lived for a long time over 90 when he died, from the start of Athens rise until the downfall of Athens when they were about to lose to the Spartans. Heroes in Sophocles plays CANNOT compromise, they are single minded, and women can be heroes too. He is more interested in characters than Aeschylus. He wrote 123 plays and only 7 of them coming down to us. He served as a general etc.
Oedipus rex – He was the king of Thebes. Thebes suffering from a plague, so Oedipus went to the Delphic Oracle. He was told that the plague was due to the fact that the murderer of the former king was still in Thebes. Oedipus actually turned out to be the murderer of his father, and married his mother. He knew the prophecy when he was small and he deliberately avoided this and ran away but he could not escape his fate. Once god decides your fate, you cannot change it. Oedipus was a sophist.
Antigone - a daughter of the accidentally incestuous marriage between    King Oedipus of Thebes and his mother Jocasta. She is the subject of a popular story in which she attempts to secure a respectable burial for her brother Polyneices, even though he was a traitor to Thebe
Ajax – just know Sophocles wrote this play (that’s it)
Greek mythology has many versions

Euripides – was a sophist. Presents plays like Medea, Bacchae, Hippolytus. 

1)Electra – daughter of Agamemnon (wiki)
2)Medea – kill children.

3)Bacchae – strange Greek play – Pentias who has Dionysis comes, Dionysis says he’s king but Bacchae says he is not because his mother is a mortal. Dionysis has him killed by mother. Dionysis I did it because I can.
He presents us with a different portrait of the gods, who show their rather nasty, vindictive and terrifying side.
Comedy:

Aristophanes (457 – 385) – wrote plays with a certain amount of seriousness to them. Wrote political plays, used very strong language (swear words).
Clouds – he makes fun of the philosophers, especially Socrates that actually lived in the city.
Lysistrata – women were tired of wars and they will not have sex. Athenian women talked with Spartan women and they agree. Men cannot take it anymore (no sex), so the war stops.
Frogs – Athens suffering from the Peloponnesian war ( bring back Aeschylus and Euripides and see which is better in order to lighten the mood.
Wasps 
Parabasis – coming from the side. Leaders of the chorus will strip clothes and talk important things (political) to someone (observer ) in the middle of a comedic play ( deadly serious and then get comedy (puts costume back on)
Lernea – a lesser comedy festival than the Dionysia. Both Lernea and Dionysia are related to the god Dionysus.

Dionysia – a tragic and comedy festival. Dionysus is also the god of theatre, masks, enthusiasm.
Comedy + Tragedy can actually interchange. (sometimes tragic might be funny if you keep pushing tragedy further)

Class 2 Philosophy:

Philosophy – it is methodical inquiry into the nature of the universe by the Greeks. It started with the Greeks (methodology). 
Theogony – Hesoid ( his origin of gods. Very methodical, put everything into a systematic work. Nothing seemed arbitrary.
Aristotle – At the end of Greek philosophy, tended to boil Greek philosophy into two divisions – those before Socrates, and those including and after Socrates.
Pre-Socratics – earliest of the Greek philosophers. All the early philosophers all came from the city called Miletus (Asia minor) hence called Milesian School. 
Thales (c. 550) – He came up with the way to predict eclipses. He came up with the ways of navigation. He asked what is the central ingredient of universe. He thought it was water probably because of its 3 states. He no longer thinks in a religious point of view. 

Arche is the beginning or the first principle of the world. Arche (beginning, cause) –  substance that starts everything.
Anaximander (c. 520) – a student of Thales. He said that water cannot be the universal building block that Thales claimed it was because we cannot find water everywhere. Instead he said it is something much more abstract “to apeiron” - the infinite. Might not be able to see it but it does serve as arche. Also said time and space must be infinite, Infinite worlds - Anaximander believed that there is an infinite amount of matter and therefore there is an infinite number of worlds. He drew first map of earth; sun was 27x of the size of earth; developed a sundial called Gnomon. Evolution – people came from fishes.
Anaximenes (500) – thought air is the basic structure or arche of the world. Air itself is a god instead of the Olympians so god is not human life but rather a physical thing- Air divine.
Milesian school – none of this is science, just a combination of observation and rationalism. They looked at the physical world and use their knowledge to explain things in a rational way and tried to find the absolute physical common denominator of the universe. Main idea is that the world is really not what it looks like.

Xenophanes of Colophon – Born in Ionia and went to Elea (Sicily) and started a new school called Elea school of philosophy. Instead of physical world, he is more interested in god. He is against the idea that god looks like human or he was Anti-anthropomorphism because each distinct population paints gods in their own image so which one to follow? He also said that horses and cattle would draw their gods in their own image if they had hands. He thought there’s only one god and was Unchanging/eternal – the god lived for ever and ever and will never perish and will always remain in a constant form (against polytheism). He tried to come up with a definition of god by rationalism.
Democritus (460) – If you keep dividing matter over and over then you will eventually come to a substance that cannot be divided anymore. That matter is called Atomoi meaning undividable. Heavier objects have denser proportion of atomoi and vice versa. The world came from atomoi in certain proportions. (Materialist)
Materialism: Epicurus was an Atheist (purely material). He said there’s no god. The purpose of life is to pursue pleasure (i.e. intellectual). Atheism is expressed by the sophists and the atomists. 
Pythagoras – Pythagoras was born in Samos but did not get along with the Tyrant so he went to Croton (S. Italy). Equal distance between Musical Notes (CDEFGAB) or they are in proportion. a2 + b2 = c2. It either means proportions or that Pythagoras believes there were somehow numbers inside of objects. He thought philosopher was such an important individual so should set up as an example of the society. Soul is immortal, and Pythagoras believed in reincarnation. He influenced the philosopher Plato. School he established was part philosophy part mysticism.
Heraclitus ( the riddler – because he spoke in such abstractions that it would take a great deal of brain power to decipher. panta rei (all is flux), everything in the physical is constantly changing, i.e. you can’t put your foot in the same river twice. logos – reason. We look at the changing world, we see patterns and we try to make sense of it by using logos or reason. Decipher by your senses and logos. World is broken down into opposites and god is the sum of these opposites. In a good world, the opposites are in a perfect state of balance with each other. (Materialist obsession) Bow – A stretched bow represents opposing forces yet it is in a state of harmony. Similarly, the world consists of opposites which, when present in equal force, balance out each other and create harmony as a result. 

Parmenides – He agreed with Xenophanes, he denied the senses proposed by Heraclitus. Senses will only lead you astray. True world is not from our senses but from our mind alone. The physical is eternal/unchanging/one. True reality is an infinitely expanding sphere of what “is”, true existence is unalterable.
“Exists or doesn’t” - Parmenides believes in an unchanging, timeless reality.
Zeno – paradoxes – Achilles & the Tortoise – according to him, Achilles will never catch up with the tortoise. Proved that there’s no change because there’s no true motion, so all is an illusion and no physical change, your senses deceive you. 
So either Heraclitus world (decipherable by senses and logos) or Parmenides world (not a physical world but abstract world and decipherable by your logos alone)
Sophists – intellectually underhanded about these characters. There is no truth out there. You just make people believe what you tell them, the seemingly truth.
Arete (virture – rhetoric/winning arguments– can be taught, ) – ability to steer your audience to your direction and think what you are saying is true (not necessarily true in reality). Rhetoric/winning arguments is the chief preoccupation of the sophists (and not discovering the 'truth' like other philosophers). Argue both sides, no objective truth; (nomos – custom your own interpretation, they argue that you can go to a different city and can find different laws) vs (physis – nature) Sophists can teach virtue
Fee (Democracy ( rhetoric) – Sophists teach virtue for a fee. 

Man is the measure of all things, we determine what is good and bad, not god. That is why societies happen to be so different, because they are based on man (and his customs) not god.
Protagoras – There’s no universal truth, we shape the world. (a sophist) “Man is the measure of all things” - this expression is the ultimate statement of relativism.
Gorgias – nothing exists in its own rights, there’s no truth (a sophist). Relativism - is part of the sophists' beliefs 

Socrates (469 – 399) – man lived in Athens, and taught people for free, so he was always poor. He taught Plato. Until the age of 30, he was interested in the physical reality. Afterwards, man (ethics epistemology). Never wrote anything down.

Dialectics – conversation with other people to reach the truth

Elenchus – questioning. Always ask questions and never satisfied with the answer.

Induction – from particular observation to general theory. (Socrates uses)

Chaerephon – a student of Socrates – went to the Delphic oracle and asked who is the smartest person in Athens and was told Socrates. Socrates didn’t just take it but went around and asked people. He realized people didn’t know how little they know but he knows how little he knows even though he couldn’t answer the questions either.

Socrates Trial – Socrates was a very good citizen and served in many military campaigns but eventually put on trial and executed. Charged for corrupting youth….
Socratic problem – Socrates did not write anything down. So we get to know Socrates through Plato’s writing.

Plato – student of Socrates. He established a school of philosophy called Academy. Was invited to train the king in Syracuse, Dionysus II, to be a philosopher king. Dionysus was impatient with Plato, and sold Plato to slavery.
Definitions – Love, piety, virtue, justice – abstract principle that needs to be defined. Involved conversations during a seminar during which people would discuss the actual meanings of the words above. Socrates was interested in defining concepts accurately. And the Republic was Plato's masterpiece in which he discusses the ideal state and introduces his theory of forms and the allegory of the cave.
The Apology - is the work in which Socrates ' trial is described. (It was written by Plato)
The Republic – Ideal state by Plato, it is very similar to the system of Sparta.

Forms – what reality comprises of, came up in the Republic. Mind compensates what form is, i.e. mind compares the definition/form of what a desk is and then you think an object is a desk. It is unchanging and permanent. Our mind is somehow connected to the abstract “forms” world and our minds compare what we see to what is in the forms definitions.
Allegory of the cave – proposed by Plato that ordinary people are like the man in the cave that only see the shadows of objects, but philosopher uses his mind to escape the “cave” and able to see the abstract form of reality.
Philosopher king – proposed by Plato? as Socrates was talking about the ideal state, who is the best candidate, it is philosopher to be the king because they would act rationally.

Some of Plato's earlier dialogues were more representative of Socrates thoughts, and his later ones likely were much more influenced by his own thinking. Although its also hard to tell which are his earlier ones and which are later ones

Critias (pro – Spartan), and Tyrants – Athenian who didn’t like the Athenian democracy and ruled Athens, they were put there by Spartans. They were overthrown by Thrasybulus who represented the democratic spirit. 

Alcibiades – led the Athenians into a terrible campaign called Sicilian Campaign, a student of Socrates.
Socrates was Crytias’ teacher as well as Alcibiades teacher, so people thought many of Critias ideas came from Socrates because his ideal state sounds a lot like Sparta.
Arginusae – a battle between the Athenians and the Spartans. The Athenians won but the general didn’t save the drowning people and kept fighting. So all 10 generals were put on trial. Socrates was the prytanis on that day and can decide whether or not the 10 generals should be trialed all together or individually. Socrates didn’t trial 10 generals together. A couple years later, Thrasybulus was still bitter and when Socrates was in vulnerable position he takes advantage.
After being found guilty for Corrupting the youth, anti-religion, he was allowed to propose an alternate penalty in place of the death penalty. Socrates tells the jury he has actually been doing the city a favour b/c he has been keeping the city honest. He suggests that he is fed at state expense for the rest of his life (How Olympian champians are rewarded) then realized it was ridiculous so proposed something equivalent to a 25 dollar fine. Jury thinks that it’s ridiculous so stuck with death penalty.

Hemlock – poison given to Socrates to drink and he died.
Delian League and Peloponnesian War

Pausanias – Spartan general who led the Greek Army to beat the Persians in the battle of Plataea. Pausanias eventually became corrupted and fell into a Persian’s luxurious way of life.

Delian League (477 BCE) – Confederacy formed to protect Greek member states from Persians (477) and ravish Persian territory. Question is who should lead this force? Athens vs Sparta? People thought Spartans might not be good for this. 1) Sparta does not have a navy. 2) Spartans are Dorians (conservative) not Ionians, and see no end to the battle so they were cautious about sending man power to Athenian ships. 3) Athenians don’t have to worry about people revolting at home unlike the Spartans and they are experimental and daring. 4) Spartan general Pausanias was questionable (corrupted). Eventually the leadership fell to the Athenians the first time ever.

The headquarters was set up on Delos, an island in the middle of Ionia and Greek mainland. Delos was associated to Apollo because Apollo was born on that island. You are assessed on how much you should pay in order to join the confederacy. It was very successful for the first 15 years. It was supposed to be temporary so after many years many states think Persians are no longer a threat so think they don’t need to participate anymore. Athens became extremely rich b/c of the expeditions and didn’t want the states to pull out of the confederacy.

Cimon, Eurymedon – Cimon is the general that led the Delian league that scored victory over Persian in the naval battle of Eurymedon.
Aristides – is in charge of the Hellemotamiae. Aristides was honest in assessing wealth.
Hellenotamiae – assessors that go out and assess the states wealth to determine how much they should contribute to the Delian League.
Corruption:

Carystus – a city in Ionia and wanted to leave the league, Athenians didn’t want that and actually went there attacked the city, took over and punished the city.
Naxos – Naxos also wanted to leave the league. Naxos was also powerful. Athens told Naxos you can leave when we tell you to. Naxos insisted to leave, and Athens fleet attacked Naxos and made it to stay in the league.
Thasos – Another city state, and found a gold mine. It was a couple of miles outside of the Athenian control but Athenians forced them to give up the mine. 
Cleruchy (Colony/garrison) – garrisons of the Athenians scattered around in Ionia. Now these garrisons wanted the city states to follow the Athenian laws closely so they become a source of coercion.
Athens in 23 years, moved the treasury from Delos to Athens itself. There’s the boiling tension between Athens and Sparta. Some states in the Delian League were happy some weren’t but couldn’t get their stuff back. 

Peace of Kallias 449 – Athens will not attack Sparta or any of Sparta’s allies, and Sparta will not attack Athens and their allies. Peace for 30 years.

Themistocles – the previous Athens leader, built strong walls around Athens, early hostility b/w Athens and Sparta starts after the wall has been built and Athens became the leader of the Delian League. He got ostracized by Cimon and ended in the former enemy’s hands – Persians. 

Pericles – rather ruthless player and enforced the rule of Athens. Elected Strategois and Ostracized Cimon (pro Sparta). Pericles brought cultural boom in Athens. Athens became a cultural capital under Pericles.
Thucydides – general, power/realpolitik, Sophist. Thucydides is interested in one theme – power (political power). Assume nothing good about humans. He is the historian who gave us much of the info on the war. He said that Spartans went to war because they were afraid of the Athenians.
Peloponnesian War:

Corinth – Dorians, ally with the Spartans. Unlike other Peloponnesian league, they had a strong navy. Corinth was stronger than Corcyra and wanted respect and profit, but Corcyra refused the profit. Corinth asked its allies like Sparta etc to attack Corcyra.
Corcyra – People from Corinth found the new colony called Corcyra. Both Corinth and Corcyra were trade states. Corcyra went to the Athenians to help them out against Corinth. Athens does end up sending a small supporting fleet without actually engaging in much of the fight. Corinthians ended up losing and were pissed that it was Athens interventions fault. Spartans didn’t want to go to war though over this incident.

Sybota – Sea battle between Corinth and Corcyra (Wiki)
Potidaea – city state that belonged to the Athenian Empire or the Delian league, and it grew tired of Athens so it broke out from the Athenian empire. It was also a former colony of Corinth. Athenians besieged the city for a year and a half. It took that long because Corinth helped out Potidaea just to get even with Athens helping Corcyra.

Megara– a state close to Athens that participated in Potidaea on the side of the Potidaea. Pericles decided to not besiege the city but passed the Megaran Decrees – no Athenians allies will trade with Megara. This way not a single Athenian soldier attacked but still brought the Megarans to their feet. Spartans realized that this economic warfare is new and Athens had grown so strong that can strangle a state w/o real fighting. In the end, Spartans realized they had to go to war before the Athenians will be too strong to bring down. Thucydides said that Spartans went to war because they were scared.
Archidamian War (431 – 421) – First phase of the Peloponnesian war. Archidamus was the Spartan leader that led the Spartans in the war with the Athenians. First year was more of a stalemate and second year a plague broke out in Athens.
Athens besieged, Pericles’ tactic (Long Walls, food from Hellespont), Funeral Oration, Plague (Death of Pericles)
Pericles brought all the citizens into Athens behind the walls and used long walls from Athens to its harbour so city will always have contact with the sea. But due to overpopulation within the city, a plague started in Athens in second year. Pericle’s funeral Oration – gives the Athenian people ideas why they should fight the war. Pericles caught a plague and about to die in his bed. Pericles gave some last words before he died – You might be guilty about your affluence, but it is very dangerous to let go of your power.

Cleon – 429, death of Pericles then rise of Cleon. He is a Demagogue instead of a Strategois (general). He represented the lowest class – Thetes. He influenced policies without taking any responsibilities. Thetes didn’t own any properties outside of Athens so they only gain from war instead of lose. He didn’t even have to officially become a Strategois to influence politics. Cleon was supported by the mob and especially by the Thetes. During the war with the Spartans, Thetes were so busy therefore making tons of money by earning a daily salary and wanted the war to go on forever. So Cleon wanted the war to go on because Thetes were happy. Cleon’s policies were not responsible because he just wanted the war to go on.

Mytilene (426) – was a city state and an ally of the Athenians, they wanted to withdraw from the war and remain neutral. Athenians attacked the city and besieged the city. Cleon wanted to make an example out of these people. He wanted to kill all men and sell women and children into slavery. This will scare other states so they won’t revolt against the Athenian empire. Even though it was a brutal world but what Cleon’s proposal was still considered barbaric. But eventually the proposal by Cleon was followed.

Diodotus – He argued against Cleon (not generosity but Athens’ interest driving him). If we apply his method then the city-states that try to rebel will plan more carefully and surrendering early or later won’t make difference. He thought that they should make the Mytilenes pay tribute instead of using Cleon’s method. It serves our interest to not kill them not because we are kind or generous. As far as Thucydides (guy who is telling these stories) is considered, there’s no generosity but only advantage.
Pylos – There was a battle taking place there. The officials were tired of Cleon criticizing them, so they asked him to take responsibility once and take the troops there. Cleon actually defeated some Spartans and made 120 Spartans surrender on the island of Sphacteria resulting from the battle of Pylos. Spartans wanted to stop the war due to this loss of man power but Cleon took them to Athens as hostages and wanted the war to continue. Sphacteria – an island close to Pylos. Sphacteria/Pylos (Spartans captured)
Amphipolis, Amphipolis (Brasidas, Cleon)– a battle in Amphipolis where Cleon and a Spartan general Brasidas both died.

Peace of Nicias (421) – the same terms as the peace of Kallias.
Nicias – he was an aristocrat and rises to the position of strategois in Athens, the Thetes are now in a position of flux b/c they lost support of Cleon. He negotiated a peace for 30 years, going back to the terms of the peace of Kallias. (Higher class Athenians wanted the war stop because they had properties outside of the city as well as connections with the Spartans, i.e. guests etc.)
Alcibiades – An ambitious Athenian, handsome/wealthy aristocrat, strategois, a student of Socrates. He understands that wartime is a way for someone to win a reputation themselves. He wanted a war to break out so he could earn reputation. He went to the state of Argos and stirred them around to attack the Spartans. But this incident ended very soon. So he failed.

Sicily (Lamarchus, Nicias, Mutilation of the Herms)

Alcibiades in Sparta (Gylippus, Decelea) 

Sicilian disaster.

Argos and Sparta – they were always at war. Even though Argos is a city state on Peloponnesian peninsula not part of the league.
Melos – remained neutral between the Athenians and the Spartans. Athens wanted Melos to join their alliance. Problem was that the people were Dorians so they related more to the Spartans. Athenians said you don’t have much of a choice, and they responded No thank you again. Then the city got taken over by the Athenians.  Mellian Dialogue (my own interest) When these matters are discussed by practical people, the standard of justice depends on the equality of power to compel and that in fact the strong do what they have the power to do and the weak accept what they have to accept. (Thucydides)

A number of city states were on the island of Sicily.

Eagesta – a city state on the island of Sicily. They have problems with Syracuse. Eagesta went to Athens to Alcibiades and asked them for help. Alcibiades thought that they should just help out Eagesta and conquer the Island of Sicily so they get more resources and allies to prepare the next conflict with Sparta. Thetes were in favour of this because then they will have work to do again. Eagesta was weaker than the Athenians thought when they got to Sicily.

Nicias didn’t like the idea of invading Eagesta. But had to be careful with the general population’s preference so he said yes it’s a good idea but not enough man power and not enough boats but people gave them those things, so he was put in a very embarrassing situation.

Lamarchus, Nicias, and Alcibiades – were the 3 leaders for the campaign in Sicily.
Mutilation of the Herms – this happened right before the sicily Campaign. Hermes is the god that protects households, and take people from the real world to the underworld when they die. Some drunken men mutilized the hermes by taking off their phalluses. It was extremely important, because if you don’t find the criminal then the city would be punished. People thought Alcibiades was the criminal but Alcibiades left with the expedition before people could trial him. The people (Thetes) that support Alcibiades left to the expedition, so the people at home tried to bring him down and charged Alcibiades guilty. They sent a ship to bring him back. When Alcibiades got onto the ship but escaped the ship before the ship got back to Athens. He would not be accepted by Athens or any allies so he went to Sparta. 
Gylippus – Spartan general sent to Syracuse to help beat the Athenians. (Suggested by Alcibiades)
Decelea – a fortress just outside of Athens. Alcibiades told the Spartans to stay in the fortress year round so the Athenians can never get out. 
Alcibiades acquired a ship from the Spartans and went around persuading Athenian allies to leave Athens.

Nicias – As the Athenians were almost finished building a giant wall around Syracuse, Syracuse built a counter wall to stop it and launched a series of attacks under the guidance of Gylippus. Soon Nicias was the last general left after Lamarchus got killed. He wanted to be invited home by the Athenians by saying the campaign is going well (a lie), but needs a lot more man power, however the Athenians actually sent him more troops. He had no idea what to do with these people.

Eclipse – Lunar Eclipse – after losing many and many battles, Nicias was just about to order the troops to head home, the Eclipse hits, so Nicias had to wait for a couple of more days so they would know what the god wants from them, but after that the Syracuse harbour was sealed up by the Syracuse soldiers and the Athenians ships were totally trapped. Nicias ordered the soldiers to march across Sicily. Most Athenians were captured and thrown to salt mines and Nicias was executed by the Syracuse. Only a tiny portion of the force got home.

After Athens defeat in Sicily, Spartans decided to invade Athens again. Despite of Athens heavy loss in Sicily, Athens still fought for another 8 years with the Spartans.

Alcibiades returns – had an affair with the Spartan king’s wife so his political career was totally done in Sparta so he left Sparta to Aegea and wanted to return to Athens again. The man that the Athenians “love” to hate. He said he could give advice. People gave him a second chance.

Arginusae – Alcibiades helped the Athenians to win this battle. Slaves could fight for their freedom. Some people fell into water in the battle of Arginusae, but they were told that they could score another victory, so they left the people to die in water. Those 10 generals were trailed later on.

Lysander – a Spartan general. Lysander led the Spartan navy against the Athenians on a major full scale battle called Aegospotamoi and gave the Athenians a major blow. In 404 the Athenians surrendered.

Corinth wanted to kill all Athenian males like Athenians proposed to do to Mytilene. Sparta wanted to reserve Athens just in case other city states come up to challenge Sparta. Sparta put 30 tyrants under the leadership of Critias. 

Post-Peloponnesian 

Corinthian War – Sparta vs Athens, Thebes, Corinth

-  Sparta sometimes ordered its ally to do things that did not really appeal to them (i.e. reduce their defense etc) so over time some started to rebel. Corinthian war, Athens + Thebes + Corinth fought against Sparta. Sparta won eventually.
Epaminondas and Pelopidas – The two leaders of Thebes.
Rise of Thebes (Epaminondas, Pelopidas)

Leuctra (373) (Sparta versus Thebes)

Thebes army under the leadership of Epaminondas defeated the Spartans in the battle of Leuctra (Spartans almost never lost a land battle before) and the Thebes army went to siege the city of Sparta, not successfully but freed the Messenians so they are no longer the helots for Spartans. “Great Retra” no longer works, because they no longer have slaves doing their dirty work.
Mantinea (362) (Thebes versus Sparta and Athens) – exhaustion

This time the Athenians and Spartans fought the Thebes. This case the Thebes won the battle.  But Epaminondas lost his life in this war (Pelopidas lost his life before this battle). So the Thebes have no leadership anymore. The city states, Athens, Sparta, etc are exhausted and weakened over the past fighting.

Hellenism (323 – 31 BCE) – the exportation of Greek culture to a wide area.
Macedonia –It is more of a kingdom than city states. The king needs to corporate with the local warlords. Threats from both Thrace (non-Greek population) and Illyria. The Greeks had little to do with the Macedonians other than some trades (rich in grains and lumber). Macedonians worshipped many of the same Greek gods, and it is a dialect of Southern Greek. Greeks thought they had little in common with them because their life style is more barbaric (not in polis).

Thrace – east of Macedonia, completely barbaric, non-Greeks.

Illyria – West of Macedonia, 

Thessaly – south of Macedonia

Pella – is a city in Macedonia. i.e. Euripides exiled himself from Athens and went to Pella and died there.

Aristotle – born in Macedonia and traveled to Athens.

Philip II – king of Macedonia. He was able to bring the warlords together, and he reorganized the army and used Phalanx Sarissa – 15 to 18 feet long pike. He brought the Illyria and Thrace into his control. He then moved east to some of Athens colonies. Then battle of Chaeronea.

Chaeronea – Philip won the battle against the Athenians and Thebes. 

Corinthian league – bunch of Greek states united by Philip II trying to fight against the Persians.
Assassination of Philip in 336. He was just about to launch a huge blow to the Persian empire. Likely by his first wife Olympia.

Alexander III – subdues rivals, Greek poleis. Alexander destroyed the city of Thebes just to teach the rebellions a lesson and quickly cracked down all rebellions. He was going to pick up where his father left off. He took the leadership of 37,000 troops to invade Persia.

Granicus (334) , Issus (333), Gaugamela (331) (three major battles Alexander fought against the Persians)

Darius III – met Alexander himself in Issus but was defeated and chased by Alexander. 

Gaugamela – met Darius III again and totally defeated the Persians. 

Alexander found the city Alexandria. Alexander married an Afghanistan princess Roxanne, marrying a foreigner was a new thing but this helps bridge the cultural gap between himself and the population around him. Alexander also asked people to bow down to him which was not liked by Macedonians.
Alexander is an alcoholic and died in Babylon in 323 – ``To the strongest`` were the last words said by Alexander because he had no heir so the generals each took a piece of the empire.

Ptolemy – one of the most successful generals of Alexander’s, went to Egypt and established his rule there. The rulers of Egypt had Macedonian blood.
Seleucus - was one of Alexander's generals (who helped hismelf to part of Alexander's emprie after the Alexander’s death).

Cosmopolis – a polis that stretches across the whole known world or the Hellenistic world. People no longer identify themselves as the citizen of a particular city but rather as the citizen of the Hellenistic world.
