· PEOPLE.
· Cato the Younger. - the new standard bearer of the conservative republican optimates prompted the senate to issue the scu and authorize the execution of Catiline. He opposed Pompey so he completed Pompey's smack-down by alienating Crassus. Cato was neutralized by being arrested and to be governor of  Cyprus. Law of Ten tribunes made Cato demand for consulship. Defeated at the battle of Thapsus (Utica) in 46, where Cato the Younger committed suicide rather than submit to Caesar's authority.

· Bibulus. – Consular colleage of Caesar and Cato's son in law, who was enlisted to the cause of thwarting Caesar's efforts to push through a land law for Pompey's veterans. He had some success with interposing his veto on the basis of augury-inauspicious signs from the heavens. Bibulus retired from politic when a bucket of excrement was dropped on his head.
· Clodius. - Clodius was a patrician who got himself adopted by a plebs family so that he could embark on a radical, popularis political career. He hated Cicero. As tribune he passed laws that gave power to popular and to weaken senate. His law exiled Cicero . Clodius killed by Pompey’s henchman Milo
· Vercingetorix. - The senate wanted Caesar recalled; the Gallic war had been won; Vercingetorix had been defeated-what was the justification?
· Catiline - In 63 Catiline ran (yet again) for the consulship.  Cicero had orchestrated the exile and downfall of his friend Catiline(Clodius). 
· Curio. - 50 Caesar's man Curio forced a vote in the senate for both Caesar and Pompey to lay down arms. His job was to impugn Caesar. 
· Marcellus.  – he was a Rpublican whos job was to impugn Caesar. 
· Milo. - Pompey’s henchman Milo that killed Clodius
· Sextus Pompeius. – last surviving son of Pompey. He who had been threatening Caesar's governors in western Spain. He got mad for not being included in the Brundisium. He threatened to starve Rome by cutting off grain. 
· Cleopatra. – Married Antony (Antonius). Octavian Declared war on her. Antony and Cleopatra commited suicide after the battle of Actium.
· Varro. – a roman libararian 
· Caius Cassius – a lead conspirator in the assinatation of Caesar. The triumvirs (Antony, Octavian, etc) fought against him and he committed suicide
· Junius Brutus. – Another lead conspirator of the assignation of Caesar, he was defeated by Octavian and Antony. 
· Octavian. – part of the second triumvirate. He promoted himself as the virtues of Rome. He was from an equestrian family of Valitrae. He marched to rome with 10 legions and was given consulship immediately. He created a fake plan of Antony to win over the senate to go to war against Cleopatra. He defeats Antony at Actium. He prevented the Senate from visiting Egypt. He was given the name of Augustus by the senate( an honour of a holy name). 
· Lepidus. Part of the group that would defeat sextus Octavian charged him for illegally scking sciliy and would be honourably exiled. 
· Marcus Antonius( =Mark Antony). – Marries Cleopatra, would be an ally of Octavian at one point. Octavian defeats him. 
· Ptolemy. – Egypt was commened by him to the Roman ppl
· Agrippa. – he was named a consular colleague by his good friend Octavian. 
· Fulvia. – antony’s wife (3rd)
· Decimus Brutus;
· Octavia. – was the 4th wife of Anotny. They divorced and Antony got power of Egypt. 
· Livia. – Octavians wife
· Suetonius.- wrote about Augustus
· Sallust. – wrote about caesar
· Crassus.  – hated Pompey and supported Clodius. He gets the Parthian campaign (Le trebonia). He lost terribly in Carrhae
· Maecenas. – Supported Octavian. He was part of the peace of Brundisium
· Lucius Antonius. – Antony’s little bro who started a city wide revolt. Octavian didn’t let him come back to Rome so he was sent to Spain to be a governor. 
· Tacitus. – Wrote about augustus. He thought the rule of Augustus was a sham. 
· Tiberius. – Livia’s first husband who she divorced for Octavian. He was treated as like the father at their wedding. dedicated an altar to the Numen Augusti
· Hortensia.

LAWS AGREEMENTS.
· Acta Diurna 59 BC. - daily report: powerful propaganda
· Lex Vatinia 59 BC. - gave Julius Caesar governorship of Cisalpine Gaul and of Illyricum for five years
· "First Triumvirate" 59 BC. – Ceasar, pompey, Crassus
· Lex Julia de repetundis 59BC – extortion of provinces. 
· Conference of Luca 56 BC.- conference to reassure people and repair the triumvirate. Crassus gets consul and comman of Syria and parthians. Pompey gets spain and cyenacia. Ceasar gets renewal of proconsular imperium for 5 years.
· De Republica 56 BC.
· Lex Trebonia 55 BC.- crassus gets parthians campaign
· Law of Ten Tribunes 52 BC. – Allowed Caesar to ask for consul in absentia
· Lex Julia Municipalis 45 BC. – a works program to build roads, construction of massive public complexes; was meant to get ppl of the grain dole. Caesar
· Second Triumvirate 43 BC. -  unlike the first trium, this one was encoded legally, it comprised of Octavian, Lepidus, and antony. 
· Lex Titia 43 BC. - gave Octavian, Mark Antony and Lepidus full powers to defeat the assassins of Julius Caesar; legalized the second triumvirate
· Peace of Brundisium 40 BC; - sealed with marriage of of antony to Octavia, renewed the second triumvirate, gave Africa to Lepidus, gauls belonged to octavian
· Treaty of Misenum 39 BC; - antony and Octavian settled with sextus for not including him in the peace of brunsdium 
· Conference of Tarentum 37 BC. - A conference was held at Tarentum in 37 whereby an arms exchange did take place and the trimvirate was renewed until the end of 33 BC.
· Lex Alia Sentia AD 4. - This law set all necessary criteria for legally manumission of slaves.
· Lex Julia de adulteriis coercendiis 18 BC. - Husbands of adulterous wives could be prosecuted for pimping (lenocinium) if they didn't turn them in and initiate dovorce proceedings. (Adultry a crime)
· Lex Julia de maritandis ordinibus 18 BC. - This law was supplemented and ammended by a later law of AD 9, known as the Lex Papia Poppaea . law penalized unmarried and childless couples; limiting inherty and property rights. 
· Lex Junia 17 BC.- gave potential citizenship to the children of Junian Latins.
· Lex Fufia Canina2BC. - This law limited the number of slaves a master could set free in his will an imposed a tax of 5 percent (value of slave). Purpose was to prevent slaves from marrying italins and illegal manumissions. 
· Lex Poppea Papia AD 9.
· Julian Papian Laws 18 BC. -  a combination of Julian laws and papian
· Agreement of 27 BCE/First Agreement.- Octavian called it the Restoration of the Republic, the Reorganization of the Government. It consolidated Octavian's proconsular imperium forever (without having to bring into relief the fact that he was essentially a dictator, and allowing the senators and equestrians to compete for the other consulship. Next Octavian took control of the armies
· Agreement of 23 BCE/Second Agreement. – Augustus was to resign from consulship(showed his nobility). He would retain rpoconsular imperium and gave himself imperium maius and he took tribunicia potestas.


· EVENTS BATTLES.
· Catilinarian Conspiracy 63 BC. - Catilinarian Conspiracy
· Banishment of Cicero 58 BC. – he was exiled after refusing to join the first triumvirate. 
· Battle of Carrhae 53 BC.
· Pompey's Special Consulship 52 BC. 
· Crossing of Rubicon 49 BC. -  Caesar crossed it into Italy and quickly took Italy.
· Battle of Pharsalus 48 BC. - Pompey set up a camp in Dyrrachium, just across the strait from Brundisium.
· Battle of Thapsus 46 BC. - where Cato the Younger committed suicide rather than submit to Caesar's authority. Vs caesar
· Suicide of Cato 46 BC. ^
· Battle of Munda 45 BC. 0 This was the last battle of Julius Caesar's civil war against the republican armies of the Optimate leaders. After this victory, and the deaths of Titus Labienus and Gnaeus Pompeius (Pompey's oldest son), Caesar was free to return to Rome and govern as dictator.
· Assassination of Caesar 44 BC. Brutus and Cassius
· Seige of Mutina 43. – Brutus expelled from cisalpine gaul forcing antony to leave. The senate tried disposing Octavian after he defeated Antony, which made Octavian support Antony. 
· Proscriptions 43 BC. = triumvirate set this up, just as bad as sulla. Excuse was to avenge caesars murders. 
· Death of Cicero 43 BC. - He was proscribed as an enemy of the state by the Second Triumvirate and subsequently murdered in 43 BC.
· Battle of Philippi 42 BC.
· Perusine War 42 BC. - Many Italians were angry about the confiscations of their land to accomodate demand by vets. The urban proletariat of Rome was agitating because Sextus Pompeius, who still controlled the seas, had begun to shut off the grain supplies from Rome. Fulvia and Lucius Antonius set up the city wide revolt. 
· Battle of Naulochus 37 BC. Lepidus and Agrippa forced Pompey into battle at Naulochus. Pompey defeated.
· Battle of Actium 31 BC. lololololol
· Marriage of Antony and Octavia 40 BC. Was to consolidate his peace with Octavian. 4th wifey
· Marriage of Livia and Octavian 38 BC. – divorced from Tiberius. 
· Repudiation (divorce) of Octavia by Antony 32 BC. – married cleo and got power in Egypt. 
· TERMS.

· Julian calendar. - Caesar reformed the traditional Roman calendar, which had originally been an agricultural ten month year:
· Intercalation. - (adding days to the solar year to make it conform to the Roman lunar calendar)
· Dictator Perpetuus.
· Magister Equitum.  
· Collegia. reinstatement of guilds Pomerium.
· Ostia.
· Parthians. – ppl in the east.
· Philippics. - Among their most distinguished victims was Cicero who had incurred the wrath of Antony with his inflammatory speeches against him, in the Philippics.
· transitio ad plebum.
· de Republica. - Cicero is moving away from Caesar over to Pompey, in favor of Republic and basically retires (de republica).
· Ides of march. - While planning an ambitious campaign against the Parthians, Caesar was assassinated on 15 March (called the Ides in the Roman religious calendar) by a coalition of senatorial men, republicans, political idealists, ex-Pompeians, and disgruntled former officers of Caesar.
· delatores. - However they did enrich the imperial treasuries with penalty fines, and they also led to a special class of informere, the hated delatores, who turned in those incontravention of the laws out of spite and for money.
· Destination - provision for control of popular assemblies;.Augustus often on advice of Cabinet) gave special orders (equestrian partisans) in the assemble a short list of those he wanted elected).
· fasces. - (other two consuls got 6 each).
· Imperial province. - military provinces withlegion; controlled by emperor 
· imperium maius - greater that that of any other proconsul.(it overrides power of proconsul)
· Senatorial province. - unarmed "controlled" by senate
· Julio Claudians.
· lictors.
· Legate. - a general officer of the ancient Roman army drawn from among the senatorial class
· Pater patriae. - is a Latin honorific meaning "Father of the Country," or more literally, "Father of the Fatherland". - Augustus
· Pax Romana. - was the long period of relative peace and minimal expansion by military force experienced by the Roman Empire in the 1st and 2nd centuries AD. Since it was established by Caesar Augustus it is sometimes called Pax Augusta
· potestas tribunicia. 
· proconsul. – Octavian
· procurator. - Normally equestrians began a career in the military but then usually moved on to become attorneys, special imperial agents in the provinces, called procurators. As governors they were called prefects.
· prefect.^
· pietas. - Pietas, translated variously as "duty," "religiosity"[1] or "religious behavior,"[2] "loyalty,"[3] "devotion," or "filial piety" (English "piety" derives from the Latin), is one of the chief virtues among the ancient Romans.
· princeps. - Augustus, calling him now princeps civitatis or first leader of the state, hence the term principate is used to refer to Augustus' reign.
· principate.^
· Res Gestae.
· Rhine. - Having returned from a campaign in the Rhineland, he undertook the construction of an extensive fleet near Naples and trained a formidable naval force, to expell  the Pompeians and the usurper from Sardinia.
· Junian Latins. - However, children of Junian Latins had full Latin status (the highest category of foreigner status). Freedmen and latins?
· Vicomagistri - In Rome the worship of the cult of the Lares was placed under the supervision of the vicomagistri (precinct heads) of Rome, who were freedmen
· Severi Augustales - In the Italian towns the Cult of Lares was looked after by the Severi Augustales.
· Genius - The genius of Augustus was his protective spirit, which guided, guarded the individual worshiper and promoted the well being of his family and his fortune.
· Lares – religious cult, very prestigious. 
· Ambarvalia - Augustus restored the Arval Brethren, an ancient religious society that led the people each year in the Ambarvalia, an archaic celebration of the crops and the primitive goddess of the fields, as Dea Dia.
· Arval Brethren ^
· Dea Dia ^^
· Ara Pacis  an arc/alter made to commemorate the reign of august and to show off family values. it was a visual tribute to Augustan social programs and the pax romana, replete with members of the family (including royal children) who participated in the lustrum and ground breaking ceremonies for the building in 13 BC.
