Review Questions for Soc 2103A mid-term

1. How do structural functionalists and conflict theories differ in their views of the Canadian family?
2. Discuss how the monolithic bias impacted the family unit.
3. Discuss the linkages among gendered patterns of family work and other social institutions, such as religion, politics, and education.
4. Describe and discuss how men and women view work.
5. Critically analyze the popular notion that women are “naturally inclined’” to cook, clean, and raise children with respect to how this ideology is used to justify gender inequality.
6. Explore the various Canadian family structures while making reference to married couples with/without kids, common-law unions and lone parents.
7. What advantages and disadvantages do you see with respect to meeting potential mates in “non-traditional” settings, such as through the Internet dating services and chat rooms?
8. [bookmark: _GoBack]Why has cohabitation become so popular among young people? Do you think that it will eventually replace marriage?
9. Critically evaluate whether arranged marriages are more beneficial for individuals and families than “free choice” marriages based on romantic love.
10. Research documents that lesbian and gay couples tend to report more egalitarian divisions of labour than married couples. Explore some possible reasons for this finding.
11. Do you think that the Canadian government has the right to request that individuals reveal their sexual orientation in Census surveys? What could be some possible uses and misuses of these data?
