There are four philosophers who have different takes on the social contract. Thomas Hobbes was a man who suffered with the political battles in England. Hobbes believed that humans and society should do anything and everything to survive. He believed that a democratic type of society was would not work, but instead a communism type society would be better. John Locke believes that humans should be protected and also live a successful and prosperous life. A functioning government was needed, and society needed to do things in order to get things back to them (i.e. pay taxes). J.J. Rousseau believed that men and women are born free, however as they prosper, they get caught up in more rules and regulations. This causes men to lose their sense of freedom and ultimately not be considered free. Kant’s views on the social contract is similar to Hobbes. He mentions that the contract is not necessarily a historical document and should not affect the current contract. He believes that the current state of the social contract must be placed in order to satisfy the needs of a society.
Essay:	Travelling abroad to places around the world is becoming a more and more common practice throughout the world. People spend thousands of dollars to travel abroad in order to get time away from home and enjoy a nice vacation that most people in society deserve. However due to this new phenomenon, people are now abusing the places in which they visit, sometimes disrespecting local people of foreign countries who may be less fortunate than the people travelling themselves. The concepts of things such as sex tourism, romance tourism, and the cruise line industry will be discussed to demonstrate the connection between travellers and locals. This brings up the question if tourism (in the 21st century) is becoming a new form of cultural imperialism. I believe it is and it is only growing.
	The biggest issue with travel becoming a new form of cultural imperialism involves sex tourism. Sex tourism is a fairly new activity where people from all around the world travel to their favorite destinations such as Costa Rica, the Caribbean, the Philippines and many more different locations. Although they are travelling for a vacation, they aren’t their to necessarily enjoy the vacation. Instead, these people are demanding sex from prostitutes in countries in which are mostly poor.   In the chapter in the book, they mention that these people aren’t necessarily going to travel because they can’t have sex back home, but instead are there to receive pleasure for their entire stay. The reason why this is so big in places that are poor is because it is not illegal. They may have laws against it, however they do not stop locals for giving sex to tourists who request it. Unfortunately, they promote it more than they actually to try to stop the activity. This is primarily people visiting from first world countries in order to receive a sexual favor from someone who is more than likely significantly less poor.

	The second concept which promotes a new form of cultural imperialism involves romance tourism. In the chapter of the book, they look at this type of tourism in Jamaica. This type of tourism usually is seen with women who seek pleasure for a foreign man, in this case a Jamaican man. Sex tourism is presented heavily in this type of tourism however it is more of a different type of approach than sex tourism itself. Women travel to Jamaica in order to obtain a relationship type feel with a local Jamaican man. This means that Jamaican men who are paid by the women, take them out to dinner, do many different activities and then at the end of the night, seduce them which eventually leads to sex. Due to these women receiving this type of treatment from the local Jamaican men, they often obtain strong feelings from the Jamaican men and sometimes offer locals to bring them back home with them in order to start a real relationship in their own respective countries. Many Jamaican men obtain this opportunity and use it as a means to escape a place that is significantly less poor than a first world country. This type of tourism is a very interesting and quite frightening. These Jamaican men are essentially promoting a relationship type feel job in order to satisfy their own needs (i.e going back home with the traveller, money, etc.) Although many of the women think it is benefitting only them, it is ultimately benefitting the men whom are often very poor and in desperate need for a better life.
	A third concept is looking at the booming cruise line industries. In one of the chapters, they mention many different issues that don’t allow locals to really benefit from. Notably one of the biggest issues is that the cruise lines own almost all of the island in which a cruise ship visits. This means that locals and local businesses do not benefit from having all those passengers from the cruise ships on their own land. Another issue lies with the working crew on the cruise ships. They are often underpaid, work in bad conditions and are mistreated by higher representatives. These cruise lines who are from the United-States, disrespect not only the locals but their own employees. This would not be the same if the cruise lines were in the United States where there are rules and regulations in place to stop these issues from happening. 

The next question arises involves what to do in the situation that first world countries are affecting the lives of third world countries. In chapter 25, Debroah McClaren discusses possible solutions towards this new form of cultural imperialism involving travel. The media approach she mentions is a great possibility to eliminate these potential dangers (sex, romance) from continuing at a higher rate than ever before. Also if they discuss the ignorance of cruise lines, then maybe the cruise lines themselves may change their ways of operation. The media must demonstrate to not only tourists but also locals that these actions are not safe and should not be done, it can significantly reduce the re occurrence of these activities. It is the greatest solution in stopping this problem from continuing even further than it already has. The second solution involves the tourists as activist’s approach. Instead of leaving the situation as it stands, the tourists can assist locals in fighting the cruise line industry from there communist type approach in terms of their operations. It is un fair for someone, in this case the cruise lines, to affect the lives of people living on a cruise ship destination. 
As we can see, Tourism isn’t necessarily just travelling anymore. It has many great aspects too it but a lot of the time can have many different negative precautions too it. Sex tourism, romance tourism, and also the cruise line are booming aspects of travel that are only growing at a rapidly high rate.
