Statements
A statement or claim is an assertion 
Arguments
Arguments are made up of statement
Premises are statements that support another statement-the conclusion
When we evaluate an argument we are trying to determine if the premises provide sufficient reason to accept the conclusion
Examples of argument
If p then Q, p therefore W
