· FALICIES = MISTAKES AND REASONING THAT HAVE BEEN AROUND FOR SO LONG THAT THEY DEVELOPED NAMES OF THEMSELVES, LOGICAL ERRORS. 
· 1ST FALICY= FALICY OF DIVISION – MOVES A CHARACTERISTIC OF AN ENTIRE GROUP AND MOVES IT TO THE INDIVIDUAL PERSON AND SAYS THAT THEY HAVE THE SAME CHARACTER AS THE GROUP. EX: ASSUMING THAT THE BEST TEAM IN THE LEAGUE HAS THE BEST PLAYERS, BUT THAT’S NOT TRUE. 
· 2ND FALICY = FALICY OF COMPOSITION – A GROUP AS A WHOLE SHOULD HAVE THE CHARACTERISTICS OF THE INDIVIDUALS THAT MAKE UP THE GROUP. 
· SINTACTIC AMBUGUITY = AMBUGUITY ARISES FROM LACK OF SINTACTIC. 
· EX: TO TRAVEL TO CANADA YOU WILL NEED A BIRTH CERTIFICATE OR A DRIVERS LICENSEAND OTHER PHOTO ID. (WE DON’T KNOW IF IT MEANS BRING BIRTH CERTIFICATE OR DRIVERS LICENSE OR DRIVERS LICENSE AND OTHER PHOTO ID.)
· SYNTAX: The arrangement of words and phrases to create well-formed sentences in a language.
· EX: PEOPLE WHO PROTEST OFTEN GET ARRESTED. (IT SAYS PEOPLE WHO PROTESTORS WHO PROTEST OFTEN WILL GET ARRESTED OR IT SAYS PEOPLE WHO PROTEST OFTEN GET ARRESTED.)
· LEXICAL DEFENITION = WHAT A WORD ORDINARILY MEANS (HOW PEOPLE USUALLY MEAN WHEN USED). 
· KENTUCKY V. WIT = WIT GOES TO A CLUB AND GETS DRUNK, WALKS OUT THE DOOR AND GO HOME AND CLIMBS ON THIS HORSE, THE HORSE IS WALKING DOWN THE ROAD, POLICE CHARGE HIM WITH DRUNK DRIVING. WAS HE REALLY DRUNK DRIVING? THE OUTCOME: THE PURPOSE OF THE LAW WAS TO MAKE THE ROADS SAFE AND RIDING A HORSE ON THE HIGHWAY WOULD CAUSE THERE TO RISK OTHERS LIVES SO HE COMMIT A CRIME. 
· NICKS V. HEN = NICK HAS BEEN AVOIDING PAYING TAXES ON IMPORTED GOODS (TOMATOES) THE ORDINARY USE OF THE WORD SHOULD BE APPLIED AND HE WAS FOUND GUILTY. 
· STIPULATIVE DEFINITION = DEFINTION THAT MEANS SOMETHING ONE THING IN A GROUP OF PEOPLE. APPLIES TO ALL MODES OF COMMUNICATION. 
· PRECISING DEFINITION= TRY TO REDUCE VAGUENESS AND AMBIGUITY. USUALLY A STIPULATIVE DEFINITION. 
· RHITORICAL DEFINTIONS = ATTEMPS TO TRY AND CONVINCE YOU TO AGREE WITH THE USE OF EMOTIONS. 
· ESSENTIALIST DEFINITIONS = A belief that things have a set of characteristics which make them what they are.
· SENSE & REFERENCE = MEANING (SENSE) AND THEN WHAT IT REFERS TO (REFERENCE). 
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
