· Scientific study of society 
· Book: systemic study of social interaction
· Difficult to show what sociology does
What does sociologist do?
· Eg. If u are a young black man driving, u are more likely to be stopped on the road by crop (pull over)
This is racist. 
· Rumors
· Sociologist can help you.
· They investigate and challenge commonly held assumptions
· Eg. I have a cousin married with two kids and working as a male nurse in the hospital. A guy nurse.  Many people even doctors with medical professional are assuming that male nurses are gay. Why? Because they have stereotype that nursing related to caring, which is usually for females.
· Nurse basically to assist male doctors (not as important)
· Sociologists: 1. Look at the impact of that part of culture 2. Fight against the perception that they may be gay (brag about their sexual life) 3. Look at the pattern of social behaviors that associated with the people around male nurses 4. Where these patterns and assumptions come from

Sociological imagination ****
· Definition: The ability to see the relationship between personal experiences and the larger society
· You can relate it to your personal own life =]
· Enables us seeing the personal trouble and enlarge it to the social issue
· You lose a job but if the company decide to reduce manpower or shut down then it is a social issue
· Coffee: this is my fourth coffee today. I love coffee and cannot live without it. Addicted to coffee. Not only My problem trying to deal with the decision. This is not a private problem. It is related to the larger society. Use sociological imagination. Because many people have this problem too. 
· I need language in which the word coffee exists. And I need people around me to talk to who know my language. When a million years ago, no language. My background, cultural setting where coffee exists. Cannot talk about the cultural significance of coffee if it does not exist. coffee: social lubricant!!!
· Also a stimulant and makes you more productive (socially acceptable stimulant)
· Cocaine: also a stimulant but illegal  
· Alcohol: not allowed to drink at work and illegal to drink in the street 
· Cigarette: no longer allowed smoking inside the car or in elevator, 25 years ago normal to smoke everywhere
· Not like coffee socially acceptable and socially available. huge complex social market coffee travels. The history of coffee began 500 years ago.
· World!! We need to strive for a global social imagination.
SO: coffee is not purely a personal thing ~~~~~~
· Need thousands of people working in a social network 
· Coffee made with a long distance travelled and with lots of people made 
[Black Coffee]Documentary about the history of coffee


Even your personal actions are shaped by social processes. Everybody else is shaped by social processes. It is difficult to questions you take it for granted.

The origins of sociology:
· When, where and why was sociology invented?
1828
· We are born free but society will corrupt us to become selfish, evil….

Philosophers: Most of them focus on the imagination of the society, telling people what they should do. They are not analysis how the society is, but what it should be. It is a moral discipline. Telling people how they should live.

Social change and sociology 
Transformation in the 19 century: When people moving from farm to countries: urbanization, industrialization, political revolution (based on democracy emerged in the 19 century), scientific revolution 

Industrialization (Industrial revolution):
· From agriculture and handmade products to manufacturing and related industries
Urbanization:
· Population moving from rural areas to cities
Emergences:
Cities are becoming overpopulated (e.g., cannot ensure everyone has the Wi-Fi accessed)
· When you work in a factory in cities, you don’t own a factory and you have to be there on time. Wages were low with no job security and protected. Accidents on the work place happened frequently. (You could lose a foot, leg etc. but there is no protection and compensation for you) children were even working for factories. Young children are being chained to prevent them running around. 
· Police were not nice they shoot then asked you questions.
· People think how we can solve this situation, and there is sociology
Political revolution:
· There was a shift of focus: No longer was it the people remain loyal to rulers, society as the product of individual self-interest
· Individual rights and freedom!!!
· It inspired the other revolution. In urban countries: the French revolution (a social revolution)
· French revolution was planned in coffee houses
· People demanded the king for mass poverty in France.
· The first time the King and the queen were killed legally because he was against the social privileges 
· Suggest that people not god are responsible for the society. People could change society.

Founding sociologist:
Augste Comte:
Phiolosphy : you use your imagination: science use observation 
Sociology is a science of society  

Emile Durkheim (my daddy)
· Wrote on topics of : religion, suicide, crime, education, punishment
· Was concerned on the process of globalization
· Jewish background, but no religion 
· Stated that you can use statistic to study society 
Social Facts:
· 
· Exert a force that make you act in a patterned and predicted way
· Your are playing a role(you are a sister, a student, a worker) and you are forced to internalize that rule this is a social fact. When you are dead that thing continues on existing.
· Eg. Language: you internalize the language
· Suicide as a social fact:
· Suicide was not a personal thing. Not psychologically. 1850s many urban compiled data in suicide. 
· Religion !:suicide rate differed wildly among the countries 
· Man, widows, divorced, wealth and unmarried are more likely to commit suicide than Jewish, woman and married 
· Lack of social integration  suicide
· We need social support (essential to control human beings)
Karl Marx:
· First witness of child labor in urban countries. 
· First step is socialism: establish the social state 
· Second step: communism: you don’t have class and state anymore because everybody is equal
