Theory:
Build a theory by testing hypothesis
· Conceptual overview of the way something works
· What issue are we studying and how do we connect to the fact???? (things that sociologists need to think of )
Theoretical perspectives
· Perspective: a broad view points of society 
· Each perspectives provide a frame work of analysis and explaining the data in a different way 
· Major classical perspectives used by sociologists :
XPostmodern perspectives: not talk about , inaccurate in textbook
Functionalism perspectives:
· Stresses that our lives are guided by social structures (what give shape to the family) eg. U internilise the behavior , it create the behavior of your role 
· Centered around the premise
· System related to the organizational of the parts 
· Working together as a system, these parts affect each others
· If one is affected, other are also affected 
· Just like a human body
· These parts consist of different social institutions, and each of these function for basic human need or for the society to survive
· The function of religion: provide believes; government: to ensure social stability
· Assume the society is organized and stable 
· Teacher/ parents: to get sth back to system 
· Different parts have mechanisms 
Robert Merton:
· Know for contribution to sociology of 
· Invented some field called sociology science 
· Self-fulfilling process, role model, focus groups: a research technique of choice
Invented by merton
Merton on social function:
· In 60s  Provide privileges crucible support on man while limiting for women 
· The school system as a latent function: unrecongnized and unintended consequences: elite social network in higher-education school
· 1. High school serve a child care function: a lot of parents go to school everyday , without school parents cannot go to work ( this is not the function of school)
· 2. School keepd children occupied until they are old enough to work: to regulate the job market, until some people retire 
· 3. Provide with the knowledge and experience as marriage brokers: a lot of ppl go to college 60% of the people meet their wife or husband 
· Not all social patterns are function, some may have bad impact or not functioning well
· Dysfunction 
· Higher education is dysfunction, promoting left wing tanking, university is bad coz teaching the suspious of the government , ppl may disagree on the dysfunction of university it depends on your policial view

· There is not such thing as the natural order 

· Focus on the order and disability: it is always no change (stability) change is bad

Conflict perspective ( like the negative of the function perspective)
· Based on the four C’s
· The system is not fare, it is fare to some people but unfair to some people
· Everything is about the economy class
· You have many lines in society , Social class is only one of them: teachers, students, government
· Not just about money, about all the major parts in society
· Not just understand society , but to fight against social inequalietes
· Funciton p: u prefer to be neutral ; if conflict: u have a clear commitment (to believe the society will change or to change to society)
· Believe that the most important decisions are made without entire of us knowing it (high ranking political ppl)

Brief critical evolution:
· Function perspective believe that they dun have any commitment but if you flavours the school it is a commitment 
Symbolic interactionist perspective:
· You are walking at the fridge a looking at people ( on street level) u see how people are interacting on the streets
· Focus on the meaning people give to their own interactions
· Speech, Speak patterns, body language( a way to ssay something)  symbolic interaction 
· A guy approaching each other and say whats up
· Impression management : understand social reality : we are trying to give the best impression to people : like actor
Brief critical evaluation:
· E.g. When noticing racist :It tell you where the notion coming; look ath the picture to realize 
· May use conflict perspective 
Feminist perspective:
· Focus on the significance if gender
· Closely related to the conflict perspective
· Sine women represent half of the population 
· Gender is the first fundamental social perspective of all
· Both levels focus on women lives
· Has been challenging the male 
Dorothy Smith :
· Women usually ignored by sociology
· All of sociologists ambodies social seen by men 
· Want to create concept that embodied social life of women 
· Sociology is built on everyday experiences of women
· Woman studies program in social science 
· Explicitly ideological
· Only the dead is objective, only the living has the buyer perconecption
