The sociological Inquiry
· Body piecering  has become a fashionable thing : not specific social class, gender, age 
The worst ppl are willing to pay for this 
Personally u would not want to get sth through your skin but some ppl pay for doing it 
Strange phenomenon, why they punch their body 
Wonder why people act and behave???
Most of us explain this phoneme in terms of the personal character of this people we say they are weird, getting attention 
We are focusing on the personality of this people
In contrast sociologist are looking beyond the social …
Propably a way to reclaim ones body 
An idea of beauty 
Symbolic reaction of giving meaning to their lives
Not all sociologist explain body piercing in the same way usually more guided and reflex by rules 
They take time to understand this behaviors but no more judgment 
They try to use scientific standard
Common Sense:
· A word we use to convince other people what it should be 
· It’s basic the meaning we all share together 
· Wide spread among people
· Also the personal experience that you share with others (experience of everyday)
· We relay on that cannot live without it 
· Everybody believe the same thing  BUT does not mean it is true
· E.g. women are more likely to be sexually assaulted but men are more likely to be physically assaulted
· Decreased
· Family members, friends, acquaintances people around you 
· Increase the propability of getting divorced
· Most people would believe that and they are all false 
· People are hard to refuse, the more people believe the harder to refuse
e.g. everybody believed that the sun orbit around the earth and the earth is flat
they do not require much thinking are reflection
people relies on first impression, they don’t do research 

False Obviousness:
· Consist an explanation that are so obvious so evidences: the explanation is so compelling that you don’t have to prove for it 
·  The American Soldier: 
Ppl reaction: Why are people researching things that are so obvious ?
Unnecessarily and useless 
And these results are false!!
The results are opposite
· No one is prepared to be a soldiers 
· When you stop fighting, there is no need of you and you want to go home and see wife and kids but in the war they are just trying not to get killed 
Lesson to be drawn:
Prejudice and Stereotypes:
Prejudice: a quick and fast judgment without any proof and support
· Can be positive or negative 
· Most often refers to the negative to the members of other groups 
· Source can be as many 
Stereotypes:
· Guys with long hair: you are assuming that he is into drugs, sensitive artist, you are into rock music, you are unclean don’t shower often, you are a girlfriend beater, violent in nature
· Natives: they are jobless, they do drugs, more likely to die by suicide 
· We have on sided view about the originally people of this country 
· Men: physically strong, aggressive, active, reasonable
Women: emotional, passive, scuff
· Canadians: nice, polite
· Americans: rude, not well-liked, religious 

Prejudice is a prejudgment, an active, when you are passing a judgment  
Can become a stereotype: difference prejudice is what you are doing; a stereotype 

The Principles of Sociological Research 
· We do research to collect data and evidence 
The scientific Method
1. Select and formulate a research question
2. Review relevant literature
3. Select an appropriate research design 
4. Collect data
5. Analyze the data, draw conclusions, and report the findings
All scientific research have to be published 
Stimulating Curiosity:
Cultivating oneself:
· Visit museums, read books novels and magazine, watch movies, literature can provide concrete examples 
· Travelling
· Social Marginality: we feel like an outsider of a group, being an outsider is a part of life; they notice social invisible pattern, that some has take it for granted
Step back from the general fabilour  routine and act as an outsider
· Social change/social crisis: challenge common assumptions 
“Privileges are invisible until you lose them”
When things are fine, we see nothing 

Critical outlook
· To cultivate: to ask questions about your own assumptions 
· Case study: people provide running water but women still go to the river and get water to get out of the home
