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Vikings
Scandinavia; made up of Denmark, Norway and Sweden. Were dominant during the period of 793 to 1066, and their empire extends to as far west as Newfoundland, as far east as Constantinople, and as far south as the southern tip of Portugal.
Knarr
Huge technological advance at that time, the Viking longboat, which a lot of historians say was the key to the “Viking age” existing. 60 – 115 feet long, 10 – 20 feet wide. 
Leif Ericson (960 – 1020)
A Viking, first European to discover North America, arrives in 1000 A.D. His dad is Eric the Red. Settlement in Baffin Island only lasts 10 years, possibly because the Natives were hostile to the Vikings, possibly because the Vikings were homesick. 
“Napi” (2) 
Creation story given to us by the Blackfoot Tribe (Modern day Alberta and Saskatchewan) Napi is a god, who makes people, streams, mountains etc. out of mud.
“World Parent” (2) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Huron Tribe’s creation story: There once was a Huron village in the sky. In the centre of this village was a celestial tree giving out constant light. One woman and man go dig up the roots of the tree and make a hole but then falls into the hole, and a Canada Goose is passing by, takes pity on the falling woman, and flies her down to the Great Turtle. 
Beringia Land Bridge Theory (2)
Generally scientists believe that the first homo sapien came from Africa; every one else is a migrant. It is one of two scientific interpretations explaining how the first peoples came to North America. Samuel Haven gives us this theory in 1852. During the Ice Age, he says, the Oceanic waters were locked up in the Glaciers, and at this point, a strip of land from Siberia to Alaska became exposed and people simply walked across it. 
Trans-Oceanic Migration Theory (2)
Theory comes to us from Felix Deloria, who penned the theory in 1996. He believes that people simply crossed the ocean in rafts, due to strong currents. 
Commercial Revolution (3)
1450, institutional and technological developments take place. Society moves from agriculture to trade, and people start trading: 1450 – 1750.  
The Far East Trade
Trade between the emerging nations of Europe: Spain, Portugal, France and Britain, and the Far East: India, China, Indonesia, Japan, etc. They want pepper, indigo, saffron, silk, tea, etc. from the far East. And there is an emerging middle class to buy these goods. 
15th Banking
Banks didn’t start until the 15th Century, as the Church condemned lending money for a profit. The first banks are gold thieves. Banking makes trade so much more possible, they start paper trading and going through gold.   
Ship Improvements after 1450
Goodbye Knarr. Boats are still made out of wood, but now there’s a deck . Mast technology changes from one sail to three masts, making them faster. Crow’s Nest – on top of the middle mast, who cites pirate ships, land, rocks, etc. Rudder to determine direction, and change of fabric from wool to canvas. And the astrolabe. 
Astrolabe
You could determine your latitude distances, along the north – south axis instead of using the stars and the sun. 
Christopher Columbus (1451 – 1506)
First European after Lief to come to North America, and is from Genoa. Works from a deckhand to the captain of his own ship by the time he’s 25. Finally gets the King and Queen of Spain to fund his journey, goes to the “New World” and brings back tons of gold. 
Atocha Shipwreck
Carrying 47 tonnes of gold, and in July 1985, and makes 500 million dollars off of it.
Spain and the Gold and Silver Paradox
The gold coming back leads to inflation, and the price of everything in Spain goes through the roof. Everyone sells their wares in Spain, and so all the wealth flows out. 
Spanish Armada (1588)
Navy of Spain is almost wiped out as a fighting force. Armada set sail in July of 1588 under the Duke of Medina Sedona, just a rich dude, who is commanding 120 ships, carrying 28,000 people. Heading to pick up more troops in Calais. Get screwed over royally, never regain strength.
The Spirit of Capitalism: Nationalism and Economic Growth
Bloodless Revolution (1688)
Puts the merchants in control of things in Britain, and this is an explanation of why the British do so well in the New World. They are committed to Capitalism, and British policies are designed to make money and further the wealth of the nation. The Bloodless Revolution puts Parliament in charge, and the merchants make up Parliament. Also known as the glorious revolution. James II is the King in 1885, and is the LAST Catholic to sit on the throne. James II wants the monarch to have absolute power, and more Catholics to be in the merchant class. They ask William of Germany to come and be their King, and agree to put the power in the hands of Parliament.
