Jesuits 
Catholic Priests, education. They are the elite of the catholic church, and take the most difficult job, taming the savages. Soceity of Jesus, want to spread the word of God and convert people. 1625, crazy preist goes to the new world, tries to spread god, convert the hurons, but it is tough. 
36 Monthers
Huron
Principle French allies, essential to the success of French in furtrade until 1650, Huron are wiped out by Iriquois and smallpox. Jesuits bring small pox, reduces Huron population from 25,--- to 10,--- in 30 years
Smallpox
Incubates for 12 days, red pimples with pus everywhere, day 15-17 it spreads to the body and start to finish it takes 3 weeks. Kills 30% of people infected, and Christiantiy and smallpox are fucking over Hurons
Fall of Huronia and the Death of Father de Brebuf
Smallpox, Christianity (which undermines social cohesion) March of 1649, they are attacked by the Iroqouis, who are already whipping them out, and go from 10,000 to 1000 people. They kill and torture Father de Brebuf. 
Jean Baptiste Colbert
Government overtaker and Minister of Marine from 1663-1683, under which New France goes from 3000 to 20,000. Hired by Cardinal in France, King offers him a job and he chooses Minister of Colonies. Significant because he brings the population up in 20 years. 
French Triangle Trades
[bookmark: _GoBack]Note significance, triangle trade gave an economic incentive to Canada to produce raw materials, draw one. France had triangle trades, but they didn`t work. Why didn`t French Triangle Trade`s work??
Jean Talon
Colbert`s man on the ground, New France`s governer 1665 – 1675. Had experience, unmarried, works around the clock, and buys into Colbert`s vision. 
Daughters of the King
Talon: Economic Imperative to Brew
1. Diversify economy
2. Fix new france`s balance of trade (brandy and wine)
3. Stimulate agriculture: barley, hops, water, yeast
Moral Incentive to Brew
Everyone is drunk, and instead of banning liquor, they produce beer. However, this is brewery fail, no export trade develops, he sets the price too high and gives himself a monopoly, prohibits wine and brandy imports and the people have no taste for beer, so the brewery becomes a castle. 
Henry Hudson, 4th Voyage, Bay Company
4 voyages. Significant because he discovers Hudson`s Bay, British presence in NW Canada after 1670. Becomes an adventure explorer, still looking for the NW passage. 1610, on the 3rd voyage with the dutch, he goes to the Hudson river and discovers it. 4th voyage, discovers Hudson`s bay, but it kills him. When they come back they make hudsons bay company. This plays a role in the development of Western Canada for 200 years, 1670 – 1870, until the land is sold to the Domininon of Canada.
