What kind of a sample? 
Statistical/Representative /Probability
Stratified- group people in different stratas, random selection once you have selected the percentage 
Systematic/Simple Random Sampling - all of the elements in the system listed, very rare, just telling us that we are using mathematical theories
Multi Stage Cluster (used the most) - we divide our population in several clusters (usually geographical like provinces) then we take a random number, narrowing this further at the lowest step use a random method, step by step, example; countries to provinces to cities to streets, giving the best results of participation responses
Propose a sampling frame
- any list that you can draw your sample from when the population is missing

1.Conceptualize Hypothesis: the statements that link two ideas and should be confirmed, it's not as specific 
Hypothesis 1: trust in institutions among the long term resident in Canada will be higher than trust in institutions than people who have recently arrived 
Empirical Hypothesis: breakdown the specifics 
Hypothesis: must have two ideas in them, used keywords such as “compared to” 

Milgram Experiment- give examples of ethical malfunctions, ethically problematic (3 reasons as to why the study was violating ethical rules), use the author!

Conceptualize Social capital: participation in community building, volunteering
Operationalizing: how it will go into a survey question
Quality of life: healthy, life chances, financial sufficiency and independence, how satisfied you are 
Operationalize Quality of Life: on a scale of one to ten rank how satisfied you are with your life,

Idiographic Explanation: it explains a specific group Nomothetic: related to general scientific laws 

The longitudinal designs: different people
Cohort: a group of people that share the same characteristics, not necessarily the same people over time example; graduate student
Panel: the same people over 
Trend: no particular affinity between the correspondents 
Esperious Variable- something when there seems to be an association between two variables, but in fact it can be determined by the third variable 
Social reality 
Essentialist: wrongly ascribing characteristics of a group to the individual
