Legal definition of an alphabet – 
-in Ontario we are required to use certain concepts that deal with regulations 
-business names act 
-numbers 1-10 are the number of angles that refract light to god, number 10 is the perfect number because god replaces what was not there
-the superbowl replaced the L with 50 this past superbowl because they were not sure if the americans could figure out what the L was for 
-60 is the number that can be divided the most by numeral numbers that are under 100 
-there cannot be more than 5 girls on a lease in Ottawa because it would be presumed to be a brothel 


-there are expressed and implied terms 
-expressed is where you explicitly state a promise 
-this is where you make sure you have the exact price or quantity associated 
-are they precise enough to execute a promise. Sometimes the expressions are vague. The person engraving the ambiguous terms, the person has to justify the drafting, and if it causes ambiguity, the draft will go against the drafter
-prof signed a waiver form for his daughters competitive goalie camp by using his own name. If something was to happen it is not applicable 
-ken Dryden used to let the puck in if they were winning the game 

-rules of contruction 
-look at the guiding terms into what is happening
-what was the intention of the parties 
-what did we do in order to reach that situation 
-a word can mean different things, example sandwich means squished between things, or an orea sandwich with ice cream between, or subway sandwiches
-mcdonalds use very specific terms for their offerings
-there is a city named hamburg in Germany, there was a battle between red and white armies, is where hamburgers originate from, this is why mcdonals strictly uses the term burger 
-a mcdouble can be turned into a big mac for 40cents 

-legally you cannot put dog waste into a public garbage bin because it is a health concern 
-they passed a bill in Toronto to play ball on the street 

-implied terms 
-concept of a provision that is not expressly stated and is necessary to give effect to the intentions of the parties 
-4 elements where that could happe
-first is business efficacy, provided it is available, there has to be a reasonable effort, guys American kitchen and bar in new york – worlds famous burger. What does it mean to say the best burger in town, 
-second – customs of the trade, if that is how we do things is there a problem with that, example someone is selling kitchen cabinets not installing. Example, Donald just won a nomination for an event, opponent Hilary was caught cheating, so is it illegal to play the song we are the champions, there would be a problem if it was used in a way that attacks the integrity of the song, other wise it is expected that a song will be played for the public. Led Zeppelin stairway to heaven lawsuit, because the other party was not able to demonstrate that led zeppelin had copied the song, led zeppelin wins. 
-third previous dealigs 
-fourth is statutory requirements 

Specific terms of contracts 
-the entire contract clause – is a killer, when you see it read it twice – means that the terms that the parties agreed are only complete as written- no verbal promise has value when they put that statement. Example, luxury cars, 80% of cars purchased were on longer than 5 year contracts, 96 months to repay the vehicle, if you don’t pay they repo the vehicle (dog the bounty hunter)
- contractual quantum meruit – what is the reasonable value for the service rendered when no price is fixed for the contract. While you are here the toilet is clogged, who is going to pay for the plumber to unclog the toilet – the hourly wage is high. What is our hourly rate worth when we graduate university, what is reasonable. Over 1000 ottawa police officers making more than 100k. 40% of graduating law school students will not be able to find even volunteer articling 
-Prof built a trust company for his daughters, one of his daughters published a book and is working on her second. She wrote the book in one language and to have it translated would cost 150 for an English lit student, reason being to get a name from somewhere. 
-parol evidence rule – when there is a written contract, this is where there is a limitation in providing for outside evidence that would clarify the terms of the content. Parol can mean oral or spoken. If it is not clear for you, you ask to be clarified. Prof as a landlord only allows one colour of paint for the apartments, if it says that you cannot have holes in the walls, what about pictures? An oral statement cannot change an oral agreement. A key thing for a lease is a waiver, things go wrong, one neighbour peeps into your apartment while showering. 
-concept of condition precedent – a requirement or an obligation that needs to be executed before there is performance. Example is prof was sending a textbook to a publishing house and said we cannot start any process until intellectual property rights are clarified, you want to keep these. Things need to be done first. Buying a house, reasonable and appropriate financing, gives you a chance to get out if something happens. 
-condition subsequent – an event that occurs that brings an end to a contract. In 2 weeks we will be watching the Olympics in rio, the Russians were able to be caught by a whistle blower. They were replacing the urine tests with clean urine. Princess anne was the last exception to the urine testing. Mike ward a comedian makes a joke about a kid named Jeremy. Jeremy has a speech handicap. Mike Ward laughed at this kid at an event, a comedian can laugh so long as it does not discriminate and attack at their handicap. In 1995, there was a referendum in quebec, Lucien bouchard example.
