-the stronger is the court system the stronger the country 
-the guardian of our values and democracy are our courts
-that is why very few countries become powerful and stay powerful 
-corruption destroys countries 
-our legal system is based on the trust that the citizens will respect the law. Should you run a stop sign at 2AM? Society is based on that social contract that we make to follow the law, society works because everyone follows the rules. If people do not follow the laws than the only feasible legal system is a dictatorship
-example: many countries outside of north America made billions on oil but where is that money now? 
-ottawas crime rate has remained steady since the 60s
-the crime rate is lowering because people are aging, and abortion rates are increasing (people who keep them take care of them)
-we oblige citizens to accountability, you don’t just expect from the state you need to deliver – this is where the legal system is going 
-why did bill Clinton lie about his sexual relationship? Should he take the dna test or admit to his lie? Monica disclosed the details of what they did. If he admits that he lies than everything that she says becomes the truth. 

-there is nothing wrong with asking something the first time, the second time is okay if it was because of not being heard, the third time is not okay 
-no means no 

4 ways to resolve a conflict 
-the first way is to negotiate the terms – it is not so easy to negotiate because not everyone wins 
-mediation – dealing with the fact that there is an impartial party that will bring the parties to compromise in order to find a solution
-arbitration – independent party that will statute on the on the outcome and have a decision that is binding, cannot appeal the decision unless there is a major issue in law, the bulk of the time they will cut the pie in half 
-litigation – a court that will statute on the merit and will determine the outcome of the parties

-constitution act, 1867:
-most of this class is based on british constitutional law; we built our society on what we believed to be the british system 
-overall it works despite its failures 
-we have the largest undefended border with the most powerful country neighboring 
-we gain on each other 

-the queen has the legal name Elizabeth the 2nd, her actual name is Windsor
-it goes back to when the germans were invading in world war one
-they decided to disassociate with the germans and changed the family names 
-all german names were removed from our society 
-berlin became Kitchener-waterloo 
-only recently have we began incorporating germans 
-the Nuremberg trials accused the guilty from the germans, although they felt that they were acting under their legal system they were above international law 

-captain semrau – captain infantry officer in Afghanistan
-they are entitled to use necessary force in the middle east, but not abuse this 
-he murdered someone for mercy who was slowly dying
-he should have provided water and religious access, you cannot instruct a soldier to commit mercy killing 
-the problem with allowing mercy killing is to where you draw the line 

-should Ottawa be officially declared bilingual? 

-charter of rights: defines our society into fundamental elements, Canadians enjoy the most individual rights to be found in a constitution in the world 
-we are elite of the world, the world comes to Canada, that is a luxury that few have
