1) What is a prejudice and what is a stereotype? How are they related? Provide one example of each concept?

Prejudice: is the prejudgment of a group of people in the society before meeting them or even contacting them. For example: Muslims have extra security checks in USA’s airport
Stereotype: overgeneralization of groups or members in the society. For example: Canadian people are cool and friendly 
How are they related: prejudice is actually based on stereotype. For examples: when you say Chinese people are good in making sushi (stereotype). Therefore most people will go to a Chinese restaurant to eat sushi (prejudice)

2) What is the Sapir-Whorf hypothesis? Illustrate with an example?

Sapir-Whorf hypothesis is the language that shapes how we think, perceive and thus experience the world. The language uses many different symbols, colours, and many other things to express the world and each symbol. Pictures express different meaning in different societies. For example: the picture of president Obama while he was speaking to the prime minster of Israel while his foot was above the office desk and facing the camera. This picture offended people in Israel because the bottom of the feet mean that their equal to the feet. Another example is Sword in Arabic has 1000 expressions and names in the Arabic language. 

1) List the main assumptions of the functionalist, conflict, feminist, and symbolic interactionist perspectives about society. Using one or many examples, describe how each perspective would view a contemporary issue?

· Functionalist perspective: society is a system made up for interrelated parts: institutional parts. Functionalist perspective is based on macro level analysis and its parts/subsystem: religion, family and economy. 
For example: family, the father has his own responsibilities, and the mother has her own responsibilities, this will affect the entire family.
· Conflict perspective: is based on the four C’s: conflict, contestation, change, and culture. Conflict is based on macro level analysis and it’s also based on conflict between competing groups whom struggle in the society.
For example: the struggle between two groups in the society. One group whom support the USA war with Iraq, and other group whom are against the USA war with Iraq.
· Feminist perspective: is a macro and micro level analysis. Feminist is actually about those who argue about inequality between men and women, which gender is seen as a social division, and as explanation of inequality between men and women.
For example: women sometimes receive fewer wages than men.
· Symbolic perspective: is based on micro level analysis, and it’s based on interaction between people (face to face).
