· East African Coast
· Swahili city-states
· Wealthy
· Became targets
· Trade
· Spices
· Cloves
· Cowry Shells
· Ivory
· Slaves
· Ex: Mombasa, Malindi
· The Portuguese (16th and 17th Centuries)
· “Outflanking Middle East”
· Vasco De Gama in 1497 to sail around cape Good Hope
· Trying to reach India
· Malindi use Vasco to help beat Mombasa in exchange for assistance navigating
· Portuguese seek military control of Indian ocean region
· Not full on colonization
· Offer/Force protection on city states for “a cut from surplus”
· Military contingents and convoys
· “Cartaz” tax
· Build Forts
· Fort Jesus constructed in Swahili city of Mombasa
· Establish puppet ruler and reap the cartaz $$$
· Because of limited level of active involvement only have limited degree of influence on East African society
· One of several players in this system
· Omani Arabs
· Traders had spread down west of India and East of Africa
· Sailed Dhows from Muscat
· Omani’s convinced by Mombasans to attack Portuguese in East Africa
· They kick Portuguese out of Mombasa (1696-98) and Malindi
· Usurp the role Portuguese played
· Shifts under the Busaid dynasty
· Busaid dynasty takes power in Oman
· Saw East African “possessions” as underexploited
· Increase investiture to harness revenue potential
· Base their operations out of Zanzibar 
· Key to Omani efforts of control regional trade
· Turn it into a hub
· Encourage immigrants to Zanzibar
· Finance system of bookkeepers and financiers
· Emerging beurecracy 
· 1839
· Seyyid Said
· Centre of Omani power relocated to Zanzibar
· Omani’s become heavily involved in East African slave trade
· Largely in 19th century
· British (Post-abolition) use as a justification for involvement in the region
· British involvement
· Omanis invest in clove plantations in Zanzibar
· Worked by slaves from East African interior
· Somewhat unique instance in African slave trade
· Slavery abolished on Zanzibar in 1897
· Basically coincides with collapse of Omani power and shift to British colonialism
· Trade spreads Islam into interior
· Islam concentrated along coast and caravan routes
· British (19th and first half of 20th centuries)
· Partly motivated by changing dynamics in British India
· Omani rulers steadily lose autonomy, while British gain influence over them
· Superior wealth, military, technology, and general world conquering badassitude make negotiation very easy
· Moresby Line
· Imaginary line from roughly Mozambique to Pakistan
· West of line (Omani) slave trade legal, East (British) illegal
· Temporary system
· Nyamwezi
· “ultimate caravaneers” of East African trade
· Restructured initiation rituals around trade

Southern Africa
· Two competing European powers from relatively early on
· Dutch / British
· Many more European settlers than the rest of the continent
· Colonialism emerges earlier than the rest of the continent
· “The Dutch on the Cape”
· First Europeans on the scene (17th century)
· Route to Indonesia
· Establish a refueling station around Cape Hope with contingent of troops
· Over time many Dutch begin to settle
· Many farmers
· African population on Cape largely Khoikhoi and San
· Hunter/gatherer
· Some of the last on continent
· Extremely vulnerable to Dutch firepower
· Become indentured
· Majority end up working on Dutch farms
· As Dutch move inland they encounter more developed African States
· Zulu, Ndebele, BaSotho
· Some militarizing
· Military based initiation traditions
· Shaka Zulu
· The British take over the Cape (1805)
· More powerful than Dutch
· Use Cape of Good Hope to establish colonial presence
· Different colonial identities and agendas from Dutch
· Dutch (Boers) often poor farmers 
· English arriving with financial capital
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Linked to India and expanding global empire
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
