Origins of Ideology
· First used by French thinker De Tracy from the School of thought of Pliospohes 
· Define all relevant political terms 
·  Tried to dev. A science of language 
· To reduce conflict
· Ideology was the since of language 
· Didn’t work 
· Carl Marks
· Wanted to understand the role ideology play politically 
· Examine the roles of political belief systems and used to justify social relationship, class relationships and so on 
· Stop to think critical about polticals was ideology 
· Ideology is an organized body of ideas
· Any writer who writes in a certain idea follow ideology
· Ideology is a body of abstract ideas that 
· Look at ideas, analyses, but don’t relate to the real world – merely thought 
· Relates with idealism and materialism 
· In this sense, a person believes that ideas are study on their own without relating them to concept situations 
· Ideology is a body of ideas that legit or defends a class or a social order of a nation or any other social collectivity 
· Most relevant to political behavior 
· Marks believed that every society wants to preserve itself 
· For a class divided society the problem is more acute and urgent 
· The dominant class (ie: 99%) feels constantly dominant by dominant class (ie: the 1%)
· Done through force, win over the eligence of the dominated class through legitimizing themselves through those who dominate
· Done in a general way that is by paving over the conflicts of intrest and make people accept what is going in life
· Done though blaming social conflict by enemies of that society ie: put national before personal interest (blaming others) 
· More effect strategy – get members to understand in such away that the conflict is made invisible and people don’t understand/see the relationships (if I work harder I will get more) 
· Individuals see themselves as justice and believe in the system 
· Workers and employers are to be good citizens ie: be good consumers and have common interest in increasing the nation
· View that life is good as it can be 
· Marks argues that force is the least effective in modern societies 
· Leads to rebellions and such 
· The body of ideas that the net effect that aims to legitimize the social order. 
· Every class divided society rest on ideology explained in three points 
· The believes and views that satisfy members
· The believes in institutions, practices, rituals, ceremonies and so forth 
· The theories of our social scientist and philosophers
· Viewing history from the prospective of the victim, most history is recorded by the hero’s and not the bottom up  
· Ex: the history of Christopher Columbus, mooreson wrote a biography of Columbus’s route through the Atlantic. Mooreson explains the killing that happen when Columbus came to the New World. 
· All history books start with the historical journey     
· With history one can simply lie about events and present facts that lead to conclusions. Mooreson does neither and refuse to lie about Columbus. He was honest about the events, but also mentions the truth quickly and goes on to things that where more important. He does not lie out right. If the reader discovers the lie, the reader may rebel against the writer. To state the facts and burry them is to say to the reader yes mass murder took place, but it is not important in the story. Should effect very little what we do in the world. 
· Means the history is ideological as any chosen focus, even if the writer didn’t mean to. The Writer will have a focus economical, sexuality and ect. 
· Not intention deception, but merely come from personal background  
· Simply serves as a way to justify what has been done
· These facts come easier from Historians than Politicians b.c we assume Politicians will lie, while historians don’t  
· Henry Kissinger once said “history is the memory of states” 
· In a world of conflict, it is the job of thinking people to not be on the side of condemning and not turn on others and make victims of others
· The cry of the power is not always justice, but if you don’t listen to it, you will not know what justice is 
· Do we have the right to throw others in the fire for progress? 
· In conclusion take history, but remember that it is based on ideologies  
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
